Fow!<es follm~cct 
Engels rather then Harx.- Thus the Part 8 •'so .. called Primitive Accuru1ation'1 ts 
a sepArate Part, instead of placl•ng it, as Norx did, under Pa1·t 7~ ''The Pl·ocess 
of Accumulation oE 'CapttSln. You miss entirely seeirtg that !1arx meant tt os one 
movement. · . 

This brings us to the final chapter, '~he Philosopher of Permanent Revol· 
ution Relates Theory to Organization". It begins "'lth the section on the 11Crtt1quc 
of the Gotha Program( of a Uhlted \-lorkers' Party of Germany). ·What is key h~rc, 
is the uay- Raya 'pointed out that this section is not a question of having Lo rtd 
ourselves of tasealle15uism.lndeed, throughout the whole of the book, ·we l\re not 
arguing with reformists or counter-revo1utioneries. All ere ravo\utlonor!cs, in 
th•ory and in fact. Yet they still did. not make It without philosophy. This 16 
crucial to see. 

/\gain the book returns to Narx on permanen't revolution, now over 
the whole period 1843-83, in section 2. J\nd· it is here that Jtay.1 t.."!shcd to strcrn 
the "Afterword"to that section. It is what we think we know from the PPI., now 
catted "Leon Trotsky's 1'heory of Perinanent Revolution". It is very dlffe,·c:nt h 
this context •. Consider Tro'tsky· on the peasantry ln the context of Hnrx's l.etter 
to Engels "that· what the German Revolution needs is a "second e,_,ttton of th~ 
Peasant War". (Here Rnya noted that .i;he just lea-rned--through material in the 
Harvard Trotsky Archives-; .. that she had looked a·t the 1907 Congresn oll t"he woy 1
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the t:nn of th~' ~e·~~~;y?' (~;a ~~~;,~;~'d·b~ dis~~so l~g the' "h.ighest" point of thnt 
crl.~tis, RL'a Ad:utP'..i'tetion of Ca·pit8t. In a certein sense tf:te Who.le form h taken 
from M.irx•s Theoriel! of Sul:"oJ.uA Value, which had· just' been pu~H:she.d '"i::hen. :Thnt 
li' .the form Marx doesn't IJ&e in Copltal, and the ·form that RI, does' riot fol'low 
to the eJ:'ld here etther.
