Having rejected the
anti-feminist and vanguardist dis-
tortions of Marxism by the Left in
their country, the peruvian feminists
were happy to meet Marx's Marxism,

a philosophy of revolution emphasiz=-
ing individual freedom, and Dunayev-
skaya's development of it in terms
of the women's and other mass move-
ments of today.

We discussed everything from
Marx's 1844 and 1881-2 writings on
women, to urganizationai probiens
such as becoming so emersed in activi-
ties (especially in repressive count-
ries where arranging an abortion or
demonstrating for water and sewer
lines can 1and you in jail) that you
become social workers and lose sight
of the goal of transforming society
totally or, alternatively, separat-
ing yourself from the mass movements
of women and failing to see that
{deas about that new society come
from them. The feminists were.50
Triterested in both Rosa Luxemburg and
Raya Dunayevskaya because both women
Marxist theoreticians are voriginals"
who refused to separate theory from
practice in their work and in every
aspect of their Tives.
