The recent success of the
peoples army in its heroic operation in Gon-
dar province marks another higher proaress of
the struggle. All together the balance sheet
shows that the people. are becoming more and
more steeled in battle under the narty's lea-
dership while the fascists are being isolated
fran the people and are relving on Brezhnev&Co.
Among recent developments which show the un-
disputed leadership of EPRPRP are the direct
involvement in revolutionary politics of mothers
and the old. A case in point is the participa-
tion of the dwellers of the 5th High Zone of
Addis Abeba in the famous "Battle of October”
that took place on the night of October 10.
The participation of mothers and the old thr-
ough their mothers'-committees and fathers’-
committees was principally motivated bv the
hunger strikes and political demonstrations
conducted by young revolutionarv pioneers

(the "Little Red Devils") in opposition to

the repression, imprisonment and assassination
of their kin and Kith, The parents of these
young pioneers were touched by the seriousness
and devotion of their children £OF a true cause
that in many of the demonstrations the parents
joined them. This provided the need for the
formation of mothers'-committees ang fathers'-
committees which our party helped® in organi-
zing. While such developments accompanied by
intense armed pPropaganda were taking shape,
Mengistu'’'s tottering regime launched a "surp-
rise" house-to-house search on the night of
October 10 on the 5th BEigh Zone of Addis Abeba,
one of the bastions of EPRP. The dwellers of
this zone organizeqd by our party and defended
by our EPRA urban units fully put up a resis-
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tance. The soldiers were met with heavy fire
and<écreams; the battle took about six hours

and the soldiers were repulsed.

The attempt of the regime to divert the
attention of the masses from ?he course.of
the ongoing national democratic revolution
has been frustrated.On the contrary, the slo-

gans of the party "Turn The Unjust 'War Te &

Revolutionarv Civil War!" and countless others

that agitate for the overthrow ?f the regime'
and its replacement by a Provisional Peoples
ha v been accepted by the masses.
?%‘?g%i?iess illegal demonstrations the
masses have demanded the immediate rép}ace-
ment of the fascist regime by a Provisional
Peoples' Government; and they have understood
that a regime that conducts unjust wars and
fierce repression at the rear canno? be brou-
ght down peacefully unless an organlzeq and.
protracted armed struggle is waged against it.
fhat is why they are waging-a life and deat?
struggle té establish a provisional peoples
qoverhment on the grave of fascism. And that
is why the regime is more concerned ab?ut a
"threat of insurrection"™ than the war in the

Ogaden.

In its desperate move to suppress the
civil war, it had to declare war on the.van-
guard of the revolution, EPRP. The fascist
regime is not alone in this move. Internat-

The anti-communisas
regime in South Yemen, which wants to Passl

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involved in Ethiopia by sending troops. Other
dithard reactionary regimes in the region are
also plotting with US-led worlad imperialism
to bring the ol4d reactionary system back to
power,

In the face of such a eituation, the fasc-
ist regime has already launched its most cri-
minal acts against the peonle. It has intro-
duced a new system of “free act" in which
scldiers and spies..can shoot on the spot at
any EPRP suspect. Lots of such assassinations
have been carried out since the 10th of Octo-
~er. It is still executing revolutionarv rvol-
itical prisoners. The vyouth are being rounded
ub on a massive scale. Under the current revo-
lutionary situation in which the regime is
threatened with a "sudden storm" bv the mass-
es, it would not be surprising if fascism would
launch a mass liquidation campaign especially
against the youth. In its anti-people crimes
of the the recent pagt, present and future
the fascist regime is not the only one to he
held responsible by the progressive world
and humanity in general. Equallv responsible
are the revisionists of the "Soviet" Union,
Cuba and the German "Democratic" Republic.

We would not underestimate fascism nor
would we overestimate it; we would not consider
it as stupid nor as clever. We would not dream
that it would crumble tomorrow nor would we
expect it to last long. We would not relax
because of itsg inevitable destruction, we
would NEVER consider it to be victorious
either. All these because the peoples war
is invincible!

One amazing thing for an onloo%er is t@e
fast developments of group formation by dif-
ferent forces within the Derg. Just last.
'Fekruary, Mengistu launehed his pro-Russian
coup. Just before the end of the vear a pro-
US coup was eminent for the positio? of the
ﬁro-US elements was strengthened. Since July
there has been activities to the effect of
rapproachment with the US. Outright pro-US
elements within the Derg led bv Atnafu f?rTed
a political ogrouping called "2Abyotawy Se%f ¢
which means Revolutionarv Sword. Both prior
to and after the formation of this group,
secret delegations of the Derg have been flo-
ckinog to the United States. Mehgistu has
also“attemoted to improve relations with‘the
US. He has met with the US Charge d'affalrs'
gquite a number of times, Rirhanu Baye, D§rg s
secretary for foreign affairs, has said in a
BBC interview that the Derg still wanted arms
from the US and that they "don't understand
why the US has grudges on the Derg"® anq that
they want rapproachment and good relations
with the US. The foreign minister of the
Pddis Abeba regime recently conffered with
the foreign minister of Iran. Moreover, the
US had played a big role in persuading the

Israelis to give assistance to the Derg. While
all these activities were going on, the Derg,
in the mean time, withdrew its propaganda
attacks against US imperialism.

The leading figure in the rapproachmeni 2
activity with the US was the one time premier,

wi g

Michael Emru. Due to his tgorpect handling®

of the rapproachment and the subseguent impro-
vement of:the position of the us within the
ruling circles in Ethiopia, Michael Emru has

become a popular fiqure among the pro-US group

within the Derg. Among other things, the uUs

that knows too well its own boys in Addis Abeba,

appeared to be successful in winning the con-
fidence of the pro-US group by assuring thep
that it would not agive arms to Somalia. The
refusal of the US to suprply arms to the Somalis
is based on their own close observation that

the anti-communist officers in the Derg wouldn't

go bevond the orbit o imperialism, They were
sure that the closur® their bases and the
abolition of the Mutual Defence Pact Agreement
with the Ethiopian government would not mean

a lot, They were also sure that the barking
‘ilengistu would soon come back to his master
apologizing like a defeated dog that hides its
tail betveen its legs. Truely, the US seems

to know the very people in the Derg whom it
cultivated for its own service than the des-
rerate hyenas in Moscow.

The fall of Atnafu did not and cannot eng
the contradictians within the Dera. The acute
contradiction between the coalition and the
thir3 group still remains. The fall of Atnafu
shows the purge of the first group from vpower.
The second group, which wants relations and
allignment with both the US and Russia on
an equal footing etill exists in the Derg.

But, one thing is clear; the outright pro-
US group is hit, More purges of the members of
Atnafu's Abyotdwy Seif would follow. The posi-
tion of the US as compared to that offi the Rus-
siens within the Derqg is weakened again., The
latest accusation of the US State Department
acainst Cuba of keeping its soldiers in Ethiopia

" FREE TO KILL!"™ - THE NEW FASCIST

SEARCH METHOD

This latest aspect of the junta's repre-
ssive policy was discussed at a meeting on
October 4, chaired by the notorious junta
member, Major Debela Dinsa. Those taking
part included:

Chairmen of the Higher Districts
Dwellers' Associations,
officers from the First and Eourth

Army Divisions, ;
commander of the Addis Abeba City

Police Force, and
the overall chairman of the Addis

Abeba Dwellers' Associations.

The meeting which was called to review

e T -

the growing strength of ”anti—revolutionaries”
first endorsed the regime's plan to conduct a ;
sudden house-to-house search in Addis Abeba.
How this was to be carried out was entrusted
to the militarv members. They recommended that
a policy of "free to kill®™ any suspected opn-
onnent of the regime be "nut into oneratioh".
However, this point was debated at lenagth. A
member of the ruling Derg arqued stronélv that
the plan had to be adopted. In his revie@,
"Anti-revolutionary activities have for a long
time been associated with the vouth. Fence,
we can destroy counter-revolutionaries, not
by. .exmining evidences against them nor bv
waiting for informers to identify them, EUT
by ligquidating the youth. This can be done
by empowering all our securitvy forces to
shoot any vouth whom thev sushect of being
opposed to us. By hitfting hard at vouth we
can eliminate our problems. This is what we
?all "freedom to k111, avé& ‘T S anking vart-
icularly the chairmen of the Dwellers'“Aéso-
ciations to co-operate full heartedlv with
this fresh mission of the Dery:? Not all
the participants aaqreed with the nlan. But
their disagreement was mot an essential on;
only in form. Thevy arqgued that the searches'
had to be conducted in the "old way." This
meant that "search squads will surfound a
suspected home or building and arrest or
shoot anyv one" not Co-operating with them.
Hence,it differed from the new proposals in
that the reqgime's thugs now had wider powers
to shoot éveryone, particularly the yoﬁth,
xithoyt bothering with cuestioning or arrests.
"hat is more, the killinos this time, unlike
in gost Cases under the previous pvolicy, were
oiacz done in the streets, homes and work
s ds and not in prisons,.detention centres
‘eéserted fi elds. Rcceptance of the new

proposals would have meant further isolation
of the chairmen of the Dwellers' Associations
and their armed thugs- already detested and

hated by the masses.

Thus, they refused to endorse the Derg'é
proposals as they stood. Col. Mengistu and
his close "associates lahelled the rejection
as "an EPRP decision" and gave instructions
that it should be ignored. Once more the
regime showed its true face: it can never
accept even mild criticism of its policies.
Once more confirming how right the broad
masses and the EPRP have been from the start
in not being heodwinked by its demagogy.

All Ethiopoian Trade Unions "passed a resolu-
tion” supnorting the Dera's proposals: "We

have time and again called for house to house
searches be made. But due to reactioanry
rightwing bureaucrats, our calls were ignored.
Therefore, it has now become necessary for us
to 'acr freéely' in a manner that the governm=.
entwouldn't know." Actually, that their 'free'
action would fully be known to the regime
becomes clear when one examines who the mem-
bers of the search teams are,. The "reselution'
stipulates that these will be comnosed of
"soldiers, police, urban dwellers' associat-
ion committee appointees, pro-governmernt
trade union members, all of whom wculd have
consistently given solidarity to the govern-
ment.” (Emphasis ours - ABYOT) Such a team
then 1s to 'freely act' without the ocovern-
ment's knowledge! The murder sauad, for that

Since they called on
the masses in Addis Abeba to stop co-operating
with our party, thé opposite had occured -
massive and resolute sunport turning all the
latest house-to-house gearches into a total
failure! Fascists, revisionists and all opp=-
ortunists, we say to you,- you ‘stand totally
bankrupt and more isclated than ever before.
One is reminded of Plekhanov and the other
opportunists of his time who said of the
workess' uonrising of Moscow in December 19083
"thev shouldn't have taken to arms.’ Like

cur opportunists, thev too blamed the Marxists
for the Czarist crackdown on its opponents.
Lenin, replying to the arm-chair "Marxists’
noted: "On the contrary, we should have taken
to arms more resolutely, energetically and
aggressively; we should have explained to the
masses that it was impossible to confine things
to a peaceful strike and that a fearless and
relentless armed fight was necessarv." In our
concditions, faced with a brutal regime not
prepared to accept timid criticism from within
its own ranks, does not leave the masses but
ts take up their arms.

The Battle of October

The entire working youth and revolutionary
students in Addis Abeba prisons went on a hun-
ger strike from 5-7 of October, in protest
against the search and destroy plans of the
DPerg. Other prisoners, in particular at Alam
Bekagn. (the largest prison in East Africa)
also joined the huncger strike in supoort.

""hen relatives and friends took food to pri-
soners on Sunday the 9th of October, they .
found that practically all the prisoners were
on hunger strike. As each group began moving
home, they converged on the Mexico Square
chanting anti-fascist slogans. 2s their number
wvas swelled by nassers-by, it turned into a
big demonstration which only dispersed after
troops loyal to Mengistu began firing shots.

In the mean‘time, in other parts of the
city, slogans against the fascist searches
of homes were painted on walls and navements.
Several demonstrations were also coing on in
different districts. Anti-junta, nro-EPRP
leaflets were distributed by voung pioneers
and revolutionary songs were heard in many
parts of Addis Abeba. Mothers joined hand in
hand with their sons and daughters in a deter-
mined defiance of ‘the fascistic rule of the
Derg. Mobile armed propaganda units of the
masses moved into restaurants, bars, homes
and explained the counter-revolutionarv nature
of the junta's house to house 'searches.'
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Wwith= ' each Passing hour, the situation
became friahteninq for the Derg. And about
10 p.mi’of the 10th of October, the regime
ordered the encirclement of the working Class
sections of the capital (from Tekle Faimanot,
Hercato, Geja Sefer, Abinet, Addis Ketema,
Ehil Rerenda ana Xolfe.) Renegades were repor-
ted to have been amona the 'scouts:® whose
main function was to trv pointing out homes

THE ASSEFAT (TIGRAI) CONFERENCE OF
EPRA WOMEN

As the necessity of a union of women combat-
ants within the EPRA became obvious, a meeting
of EPRA women combatants was held in Assim?a,
Tigrai, sometime in April this year, At t?ls
preliminary meeting, the women comrades dis-
cussed on three important points.
