It is not the election
of Ronald Reagan or the rise of the KKK which is usher-
ing in fascism, but the crisis and decay of US imperialism
which is ushering in Ronald Reagan and the KKK. The
first 100 days of the Reagan regime have demonstrated
that a foundation for a fascist state is being laid today in
the U.S.

Unity of action around a definite program is not
enough. The political force of the program requires the
force of organization. Without concrete organization,
the battle cannot be won.
