He arrived in Yenan in the spring of
last year, went to work in the Wutai
Mountains, and to our great sorrow
died a martyr at his post. What kind
of spirit is this that makes a foreigner
sclflessly adopt the cause of the
Chinese people’s liberation as his
own? It is the spirit of international-
ism, the spitit of communism, from
which every Chinese. Communist
must learn. Leninism teaches that
the world revolution can only suc-

We must all learn
the spidt of absolute sclflessness from
“him. With this spirit everyone can
be very uscful to the people. A man’s
ability may be great or small, but
if he has this spirit, he is already
noble-minded - and pure, a man of
moral .integrity and above wvulgar
interésts, a man who is of value to

the people.

THE FOOLISH OLD MAN
WHO REMOVED THE °
MOUNTAINS

June 11, 1945

We have had a very successful con-
gress. We have done three things.
First, we have decided on the line of
our Party, which is boldly to mobilize
the masses and expand the people’s
forces so that, under the leadership
of our Party, they will defeat the Jap-
anesc aggressors, liberate the whole
people ang build a new-democratic
China. Second, we have adopted the
new Party Constitution. Third, we
have elected the leading body of
the Party — the Central Committee.
Henceforth our task is to lead the
whole membership in carrying out the
Party line. Ours has been a congress
of victory, a congress of unity. The
delegates have made excellent com-
ments on the three reports. Many com-
rades have undertaken self-criticism;
with unity as the objective unity has
begn achieved through self-criticism.
This congress is a ‘model of unity,
of self-criticism and of inner-Party
democracy.

When the congress closes, many
comrades will be leaving for their
posts and the various war fronts.
Comrades, wherever you go, you
should propagate the line of the con-
gress and, through the members of the
Party, explain it to the broad masses.

Our aim in propagating the line of
the congress is to build up the confi-
dence of the whole Party and the
entire people in the certain triumph
of the revolution. We must first raise
the political - consciousness of the
vanguard so that, resolute and
unafraid of sacrifice, they will sur-
mount every difficulty to win victory.

But this is not enough; we must also’

arouse the political consciousness of
the entire people so that they may
willingly and gladly fight together
with us for victory. We should 6

conviction. God was moved by this,
and he sent down two angels, who
carricd the mountains away on their
backs. Today, two big mountains lie
like a dead weight on the Chinese
people. One is imperialism, the other
is feudalism. The Chinecse Commu-
nist Party has long made up its mind
to dig them up. We must persevere
and work unceasingly, and we, too,
will touch God's heart. Our God is
none other than the masses of the
Chinese people. If they stand up and
dig together with us, why can’t these
two mountains be cleared away?

Yesterday, in a talk with two
Americans who were leaving for the
United States, I said that the U.S.
government was trying to undermine
us and this would not be permitted.
We oppose the U.S. government’s
policy of supporting Chiang Kai-shek
agair-t the Communists. But we
must Jraw a distinction, firstly, be-
tween the people of the United States
and their government and, secondly,
within the U.S. government between
the policy-makers and their subor-
dinates. I said to these two Ameri-
cans, “Tell the policy-makers in your
government  that we  forbid  you
Americans to enter the Liberated
Arcas because your policy is to sup-
port Chiang Kai-shek against the
Communists, and we have to be on
our guard. You can come to the Lib-
crated Areas if your purpose is to
fight Japan, but there must first be
an agreement. We will not permit
you to nosc around everywhere. Since
Patrick J. Hurley has publicly de-
clared against co-operation with the
Chinese Communist Party, why do
you still want to come and prowl
around in our Liberated Arcas?”

The US. government's policy of
supporting Chiang Kai-shek against
the Communists shows the brazenness
of the U.S. reactionaries. But all the

heming of the ionaries, whether
Chinese or foreign, to prevent the
Chinese people from achieving victory
is doomed to failure. The democrat-
ic forces are the main current in the
world today, while reaction is only
a counter-current. The reactionary
counter-current is trying to swamp the
main current of national independ-
ence and people’s democracy, but it
can never become the main current.

fundamental form taken by the struggle between
the proletariat and the bourgeoisie on the id-
eological front. MASS DEMOCRACY, the revolutio-
nary method guided by Mao Tsetung Thought, seeks
truth from the facts of the experience of the
people, concentrates this experience into a pur-
er, more systematic form, creates plans and re-
turns to the people to test these plans out in
actual struggle. MASS DEMOCRACY can thus be
characterized as using Mao Tsetung Thought to
SEEK TRUTH FROM PACTS TO SERVE THE PEOPLE. In
the course of constant repetition of this pro-
cess the people gain experience, learn at each
step, becone able to unite and forge for them-
selves all the weapons needed to defeat the
bourgeoisie.

ELITE BUREAUCRACY, the opportunist method,
proceeds from the opposi‘e standpoint, with the
opposite motive, and the two methods are locked
in mortal struggle. ELITE BUREAUCRACY may be
characterized as CONCOCTING FACTS FROM WISHES
TO MISLEAD THE PEOPLE, It begins with the sub-
Jective desires of a few people to preserve
their carrers as "expert" revolutionaries or u-
nion hacks at the expense of the people, creates
some facts on the basis of the objections their
bourgeois masters have to the revolution ("The
masses are greedy," and "Workers oppose corrm-
nism and are racist.”) and brings these fanta-
sies to the people as "theory"” proving how
"backward" the working and oppressed people
are. These people put themselves first and re;
volution last in « Coming generally
from the petty bourgeoisie, these "HENS IN THE
BACKYARD OF THE WIRKING CLASS MOVEMENT" peck on
the leavings of tie proletarian revolutionaries
and pretend they are making revolution or sol-
ving some problems. From labor hack George
Meany to revisionist William Xuntsler to trot-
skyite Syd Simpleton they are all dead corp-
ses, giving off a deceptively radiant stink
like the iridescence given off by a rotting
fish,

All these rotten forces have organized a
Holy Alliance of the so-called "left" which is
in fact an alliance with the fascists in the
name of "peace." Who is it that wants peace
now, when the revolutionary masses are rising
up everywhere and Chairman Mao, in his solemm
statement of May 20th,has given the first poli-
tical call in the final stage of world revolu-
tion: "PEOPIE OF THE WORLD, UNITE AND DEFEAT
THE U.S. AGGRESSORS AND ALL THEIR RUNNING
DOGSI"? Either you follow Chairman Mao's line
and form a geruine united front to defeat im-
perialism, requiring armed struggle against
fascist repression, or you form a "united front
to reform imperialism,” call for "peace" and
are passive before the fascists. Peace is a
class question and there can be no peace for
the oppressed classes and peoples so long as
imperialism exists. As Chairman Mao pointed
out in his solemn statement "EVER SINCZ WORLD
WAR IT, U.S. IMPERTALISM AND ITS FOLLOWERS
HAVE BEEN CONTINUOUSLY LAUNCING WAR OF AGHES-
SION AND THE PEOPLE IN VARIOUS COUNTRIES HAVE
BEEN CONTINUOUSLY WAGING REVOLUTIONARY WARS TO
DEFEAT THE AGGRESSORS."™ The oppressed people
only take up the gun in order to put down the
gun, to eliminate the source of war in the ex-
ploitation of man by man, while the bourgeoisie
will never put down the gun until it perishes.
To advocate peace and non-violence as a rule
precisely at the time when fascism is consoli-
dating rapidly in the U.S., and to condemn those
who advocate self-defense and armed revolution,
is to go over to the side of the fascists.
Recently, a leader of the Holy Alliance in
Cleveland accused the American Commnist Workers
Movement (Marxist-Leninist) of using "violent
methods” to achieve peace.
