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BLACK PEOPLE RESIST
ATTACKS ON PANTHERS!

On June 29th, under the hoax of serving a
"peace" warrant, about fifty Cleveland police
staged an~ armed attack on an office of an
organization of the Black Panther Party. With-
out warning, the lackey police opened fire and
invaded the apartment, seriously wounding one
party member and shooting one of their own
officers. These fascist looters also stole
cameras, tape recorders, and copiers from the
office. Then with typical gangster logic, they
charged the Panthers with the crimes that the
police themselves had committed: '"shooting to
kill",

Not cowed by this brutal invasion, the people
of the community came out to defy the police and
denounce them: "Fascists!! Murderers!" they
shouted. Croups of Black people stood right up
to the guns of the police, who pointed them at
the people in a vain attempt to intimidate them.
These angry people had witnessed three other

occasions when the lackey police had come in
force to the Panther headquarters and crouched
behind their cars with guns pointed at the
apartment in unsuccessful efrorts to provoke a
gun fight. Standing up as one man, the coura-
geous Afro-Americans demanded that the fascists
leave their community and threw rocks at their
cars as they scurried out. Once the police had
left, crowds of people spontaneously ransacked
the drug store of the police accomplice Avery,
who had signed the "peace" warrant against the
Panthers.

Twenty-eight members of the Black Panther
Party have been killed by the fascist authorities
or their agents all across the country and many
others jailed and beaten. These murderous
attacks by the imperfalists against the people's
right to organize politically will only harden
the people's will to fight against fascist re-
pression. A mighty blood debt is being created
which can only be paid in blood.

CLEVE. TRANSIT WORKERS USE MASS DEMOCRACY
TO FIGHT FASCIST RULES AND REGULATIONS

The Cleveland Transit System drivers have
once again shown the fighting attitude of the
working class toward all attempts to crush its
right to organize and wage actual struggles. By
militantly rebelling against the sweetheart con-
tract foisted on them by the CTS management and
its housebroken puppy, so-called "labor leader"
Foster, they have successfully shown their de-
termination to resist the crushing oppression
of wage slavery and to defend their right to
strike.

This Foster, a sell-out, made a deal with
CTS flunkeys completely betraying his promises
of a fight for a good contract. When he sprung
it on the workers they rsjected it instantly and
threw out all the "gentleman's rules" to do the
forbidden -- to strike in defiance of manage-
ment, the courts, the notorious Ferguson Act
(which prohibits public employees from striking),
the bourgeois press, and their own kennel of
running-dog hacks: This bold strike, started
by a small group, but instantly taken up by all
the drivers, completely confounded all these
reactionaries and set them howling loudly. The
loudest yelp in the whole chorus was from Foste
er, who slandered and maligned his own men to
try and force them back to work.

The drivers firmly rejected his phony contract

by denouncing it at meetings, holding firm on
their strike, and finally by voting more than
two to one against the contract.

They took up the weapon of proletarian mass
democracy in all their meetings - sweeping away
the formal rules and regulations to do what they
knew they needed. They didn't wait for formal
votes to strike; they walked out of useless
meetings; they selected their own leaders - real

fighters who represented the will of the workers;

and they held constant discussion among them-
selves over the real issues. The CTS workers
took up this revolutionary weapon of mass-
democracy spontaneously, seeing the obvious -
that bureaucratic methods are a tool of their
class enemy and have no place in their struggle.

The main threat now facing thd workers is the
use of the bourgeois state apparatus to crush
the strike by means of "legal" force. The CTS
manager Pollack has threatened court action:
injunction, .lawsuit, and even use of the union
rules against the workers. The main aspect of
the stTuggle for the workers therefore shifts
from economic (wages) to political (defence of
the right to organize). The CTS employees in
many cases have expressed their determination
to defy such court manouvers. "Injunction or
not, the buses aren't moving!" they declare,
Such a firm stand is exactly what is needed,
for as long as the workers stick together and
don't fall into diversions, like "cooling-off
periods", they are in a strong position to
successfully resist.

But even if the workers stick together, defy
the fascist authorities, and win their strike,
the reactionary authorities h come up with
a new trick: recently in Cincinnati, a court
ruled in a tax-payer's suit that a raise won
in a bitter strike should be taken back, be-
cause the strike had been "illegal'under the
So even if th
government caves in to the w
mands, the reactionaries can the courts to
order the City to take back its setilement.
Clearly this fascist threat can only be elimina-
ted completely by revolution against the entire
state apparatus - so the long-range defence of
working class rights requires preparations be-
ginning right now to defeat rising fascism by
overthrowing it at its source: the monopoly
capitalist class,

These actions by the bus drivers show the
true paper tiger nature of the US monopoly
capitalist class and all of its lackeys. They
vainly hope that working people will never take
up the weapon of mass democracy to oppose their
method of elite bureaucracy. They know that,
once the working people seize the initiative in
their own hands and resolutely attack their
enemies, the monopoly capitalists and their
"labor leader " hacks will be swept away entire-
ly. MASS LINE hails the courageous fighting
spirit of the transit workers. We call on
them to carry their struggle through to the
end and resolutely smash all those who uphold

the fascist rules and regulations of the
bourgeoisie. We call on all working people

to support tne just struggle of the transit
workers and to follow their example by 1)
fighting against fascist practices in the shops
and the community and for the right to organize
and 2) by resolutely exposing and annihilating
the monopoly capitalists and all their fascist
lackeys.

On June 20, the
Anerican Communist Workers Movement (M-L) led
the growing revolutionary forces in denouncing
dLgon-Agnew as outright fascists imposing Hit-
lerite repression on the American people and
the people of the world, and called for the o-
verthrow of the U.S. monopoly capitalist class
in order to relieve the working and oppressed
people of their grinding oppression. Now these
fascists come forward shamelessly praising these
enemies of the people, whipping up racism to
divide the masses against each other, excusing
all their towering crimes and attacking the
progressive forces.

The gangsters Nixon and Agnew have plotted

are showing their distaste for the union hacks
and fascists in daily struggles and are refu-
sing to give the fascist movement wide-spread
support.
