and more than tive police were injured, some seriously.
Only four revolutionaries were slightly injured and it
took four or five fascists to arrest each of eight comrades
who were unjustifiobly arrested for resisting the

attack  This militancy won the warm approval of the
working people of the area, as people on the back streets
offered to hide our comrades and others gathered to
follow the "hard-hats" downtown, harassing them and
attempting to take down their fascist confederate f log .
This was the second aspect of the victory of July 26.

Word of this single spark spread like a prairie fire
on the West Side. Badges of Chairman Mao overnight
became badges of honor among white working-class youth.
Many people came forward to distribute the statement of
the ACWM (M-L) issued the day after the struggle.
People eagerly bought the RED BOOK of QUOTATIONS
FROM CHAIRMAN MAQ and MASS LINE. One woman
immediately began applying the section in the RED
BOOK "On the Correct Handling of Contradictions among

- the People" to the problem of overthrowing reactionary

“social-work" agents in her neighborhood. Working=
class youth began denouncing the foscist police and
announcing that they were communists whether the police
liked it or not. This is the third aspect of the victory
of July 26.

All these victories were achieved solely by following
Chairman Mao's proletarian revolutionary line and put=
ting Moo Tsetung Thought in command of everything.
When it became clear that the Nixon-Agnew clique of
gangsters was going all out to deny the people's right to
organize politically by creating a national fascist mass
movement hypocritically garbed in the working-class
symbol of the construction helmet, the proletarian revo-
lutionary center of the ACNM (M-L) pointed out in
MASS LINE that the struggle for the right to organize
politically was the key aspect of the struggle ogainst
growing fascism and wos the sharpest concrete manifesta-
tion of the principal contradiction in the United States
-- the contradiction between the proletariat and the
bourgeoisie. Chairman Mao teaches us: "IF IN ANY
PROCESS THERE ARE A NUMBER OF CONTRADICTIONS,
ONE OF THEM MUST BE THE PRINCIPAL CONTRADIC-
TION PLAYING THE LEADING AND DECISIVE ROLE
.... ONCE THIS PRINCIPAL CONTRADICTION IS
GRASPED, ALL PROBLEMS CAN BE READILY SOLVED."
We pointed out that the struggle to disseminate Mao
Tsetung Thought and orgonize the revolutionary party will
release the revolutionary initiative of the masses and
develop the revolutionary armed <*ruggle on a correct
basis. Our analysis is being proven true in practice.

As soon os the Cleveland fascists announced their in-
tention to hold @ "hard-hat" march in Clevelond, we
began to do detailed propaganda against it and adopted
the principle of "DIVIDE OUR FORCES TO AROUSE
THE MASSES" in order to resist the fascist attacks.

Mass democracy and fist fights broke out at West Side
Moarket on July 18, as well as elsewhere in the city. At
the market that day three of our resolute comrades faught
off and thoroughly exposed over two dozen fascists, who
had to be protected from the communists by the fascist
police. MASS LINE did thorough propaganda for the
spirit of "FEARING NEITHER HARDSHIP NOR DEATH"
to rob the "hard=hats"' and fascist police of their main
weapon -- fear. At the same time the revolutionary
center took concrete steps to prepare public opinion
ogainst the "hard-hats" by issuing a detailed leaflet and
several MASS LINE orticles exposing their hypocritical

claim to stand for the working class and democracy os @
lie to cover their actual stand which is for the capitalists
and in favor of democracy for the rich, dictatorship for
the working people. Only 3enuine communists, the
leaflet demonstrated, stand for the working class and

in favor of democracy for the working people, dictator=
ship for the formerly rich, i.e, armed revolution and the
establishment of the dictatorship of the proletariat.

This propaganda had an immense effect, as only 150 of
an expected 5,000 people showed up to march under the
“hard-hats."

On Saturday, July 25, we began to "CONCENTRATE
OUR FORCES TO ATTACK THE ENEMY" and intense

.mass democracy and fist-fights broke out ot the West

Side Market. Again our comrades stood their ground and
the "hard-hats" wound up on the other, deserted side of
the street while we proceeded to distribute over 3, 000
lecflets to the working people, largely national minority
members who shop there. The broad masses throughout
the city were demanding that militant action be token
the next day ogainst the "hard-hat" march. The revolu=
tionary center followed Chairman Mao's guidelin that
"STRATEGICALLY WE SHOULD DESPISE ALL OUR ENE-
MIES, BUT TACTICALLY WE SHOULD TAKE THEM ALL
SERIOUSLY ." We prepared the revolutionary forces for
ormed self-defense and adopted the tactic of surprise.

A leadinggroupof communist revolutionaries was already
consolidated, along with supporters, and the exemplary
struggle was carried out, which inspired the broad masses
to follow their lead, denounce and fight the fascists of
all stripes and take up Mao Tsetung Tought as their very
own.

Thus, the basis has been laid by this heroic struggle
for o new level of work on the West Side of Cleveland,
ond the task is to consolidate this wide-spread enthusiasm
into organizational form, to carry out the political task
of UNITING WITH THE PEOPLE TO HIT AT THE ENEMY.

(Marxist=Leninist) calls on the people of this arec to

1) Expond the distribution of MASS LINE and
QUOTATIONS FROMCHAIRMAN MAO by establishing
distributionnetworks among the people, soliciting con=
tributions and intensifying MASS LINE sales in public
places.

Following the heroic example of their comrade,
Barbara Cchn, the eight communist fighters arrested
for upsetting the "hard hat" march kept right on strug=
gling ogainst the fascist police even inside the jail.
They put Mao Tsetung Thought in command, read QUO-
TATIONS FROM CHAIRMAN MAO to each other,
and constantly summed up their experience, showing
how the "hard-hats" ond fascist police had been prov-
en poper tigers and how the people hod won a great
victory over fascism.

They fearlessly denounced the police and resisted
all fascist rules and regulations, refusing to hand ov=
er any of their personal belongings or to submit to
fingerprinting and photographing. It took three hours
for Me lackey detectives to fingerprint three fiercely
struggling communist women.

No matter what atrocities the police resorted to,
they could not silence our comrades. In the paddy-
wagons the comrades sang ond shouted militant slogans
to the crowd outside and pcunded on the walls with
their feet and handcuffs. The cowardly police tried
to stop these victory chants by squirting mace into
the closed wogon, only to be answered with even more
defiant shouts. The fascists dragged women by their
hair, repeatedly struck various comrades, and with=
held medication from one comrade who has dicbetes.
These rascists also threatened to press burning ciga=
rettes into the face of o woman comrade of Filipino
origin. Despite all this comrade Barbara continually
led the communists in singing the Internationale, song
of the international communist movement, and shout=
ing revolutionary slogans: "DOWN WITH THE FAS-
CIST "HARD-HATS" ! ALL FASCISTS WILL BE HANG-
ED BY THE PEOPLE !" and "THE WORKING AND OP-
PRESSED PEOPLE WILL NEVER STOP MAKING REBEL-
LION UNTIL THEIR FINAL VICTORY !"

In jail the communists put proletarian revolutionary
politics in command, which means putting Mao Tsetung
Thought in command. One young worker, immediately
atter being thrown headlong into a cell, jumped up,
thrust his fist through the bars and shouted out the peo-
ple's defiance of the reactioncries in the ringing words
of Chairman Mao: "PEOPLE OF THE WORLD, UNITE
AND DEFEAT THE U.S. AGGRESSORS AND ALL
THEIR RUNNING DOGS! PEOPLE OF THE WORLD,
BE COURAGEQUS, DARE TO FIGHT, DEFY DIFFi-
CULTY AND ADVANCE WAVE UPON WAVE | THEN
THE WHOLE WORLD WILL BELONG TO THE PEOPLE.
MONSTERS OF ALL KINDS SHALL BE DESTROYED I*
He began to tell how the people had just woh a great
victory over the "hard-hats" and their police accomp=-
lices. The other prisoners gathered around and carried
on lengthy discussions cbout the need for revolutionary
unity ogainst the fascists.

Applying Moo Tsetung Thought directly to their
experiences, three communist youth, placed in sepa=
rate cells, read important quotations from Chairman
Mao aloud to each other and ecrnestly evaluated their
struggle in the light of Chairman Moo's guidelines.
This gave them ample courage to shout down the fascist
Eolice who tried to make fun of revolutionery slogans

ut soon fell silent when repectedly told that they are
headed for total collopse and will soon be hanged by
the people.

Some prisoners ot, first thought it was crazy to take
the risk of fighting and denouncing the police, but ofter
bringing up their own experience with fascist low and
order, they saw that they too have been following the
deep proletarian desire to resist oppression. One
young woman, unijustificbly arrested, at first urged
the communists to "cooperate”, but ofter being re-
turned to joil by the fascist court for lack of $3000
bail, she militantly shouted, Now you can all holler
with me:" DEATH TO THE FASCIST POLICE I" After
seeing comrade Barbara's second struggle ogainst the
police, (when she was twice removed from the court
room, choked and beaten, for attempting to state the
truth of her case and was charged with two new counts
of ®assault" freshly dreamed up by the fascist police),
a young Black woman was eager to discuss how to unite
all the poor people against the rich.

The imperialist jails are full of working and qp~
pressed people imprisoned on outrogeous chaiges
(one woman was being held os a "witness" and an=
other for falling asleep on the bus after a long day's
work). These people are full of class hatred for the
fascist government and know exactly who the real
criminals are. The just anger of the prisoners and
their millions of class brothers is about to come to-
gether in a mightly wave of people's anti-fascist war
which will sweep away Nixon-Agnew and all their
lackey police and judges. For this reason the com=
munists are proud to go to jail for defending the
people's cause and happy fo disseminate Mao Tsetung
Thought to the revolutionary masses in the jails. The
reyoluﬁoncry movement will grow as ropidly inside the
prisons as outside. Numerous prisoners, happy to moke
contact with revolutionary ideas that sum up their own
experience, declared their intention to look for MASS
LINE os soon as they get out on the streets and to
spread it widely among their friends.

The three men, comrades Jock Ailey, who resolute~
ly fought the Ecost Clevelond police in early July, Andy
Pyle ond Steve Smith, were chorged with "assoulting o
police man”, which merely indicates that the foscists
consider it © crime o resist oggression. The four wo-
men, Michele Shubert, who clso resisted the East Cleve-
land police, Betsy Potton, Sally Hall, ond Borbora
Cahn, were initially chorged with "corrying an un~
authorized flog®, os if the masses ore supposed to ask
the fascists' permission to carry the revolutionary flog
and embork on revolution |

Sternly exposing these flimsy charges, our com=
rades refused to plead to the lockey courts ond insteod
faced the people ond mode speeches charging the police
and "hard-hats” with the only crimes and declaring that
rebellion ogainst reoctionaries is right.

YOUNG COMMUNISTS FIRMLY OPPOSE FASCIST

E. CLEVELAND COURTS AND DEFEND THE
PEOPLE’S RIGHT TO ORGANIZE POLITICALLY!

For a long time the revisionist policy of relying on
Yexpert" lawyers ond the “sensibl " of the bourg
courts has prevailed among progressive people and many
genuine anti-fascist and anti-imperialist fighters have
drowned their revolutionary spirit and politics in endless
oppecls and bureaucratic negotiations with the fascist
authorities. But a new day is downing and the new rev-~
olutionary policy has appeared! This new policy is to
rely on one's own revolutionary initiative, scorn the
tricks of the bourgeois and revisionist lawyers and the
foscist courts, and denounce the courts in the vigorous
manner befitting the true sons and daughters of the
working class.

On July 22, in East Cleveland, comrades Michele
Shubert and Jack Ailey, two staunch followers of
Chairman Mao's proletarian revolutionary line, reso-
lutely exposed and condemned the foscist courts. They
went to trial accused of "trespassing” and "resisting
and abusing an officer", meaning that they had "tres-
passed " ogainst the exploiters of the Cleveland Tran-
sit System to sell American MASS LINE and QUOTA-
TIONS FROM CHAIRMAN MAO to the striking bus
drivers ot Hayden Station on July 9 and then had strong-
ly resisted the attacks of the fascist police who were
called to prevent this development of lutionary
ideas.

Ten of our comrades then shouted rev-
olutionary slogans right in the court room: "Long Live
People's Democratic Rights!", "Victory to the Ameri-
can Working-Class!", "Victory to the Heroic Afro=
American People !", and "Long Live Chairman Mao !"
Our comrades then marched out and many of the brood
masses came up to congratulate them ani ise to ot-
tend the trial, which was set for August 6 ot East Cleve-
land City Hall, 14340 Euclid Ave. at 9:30 A. M.

On July 14, the fascist Cleveland police arrested
Juba Chilembiwe, a staunch Afro-American fighter,
and brutally murdered him. Then in order to hide the
nature of this political assassination and to slander
Juba, they arrogantly claim that he wos “intoxicated"
ond "hanged himself" in jail. The progressive masses
know that this is a foul lie. They know Juba was
lynched because he was a brave anti-fascist fighter,
always in the vanguard of student struggles ogainst
racist administration policies ot Cuyahoga Community
College and for democratic rights to organize politi=
cally.

His lost anti-fascist battle was against a gang of
white fascist goons and racketeers who, with the full
knowledge and consent of the Cleveland police are
terrorizing the people of the Tremont area, both Black
people ond progressive whites. On the night of Juba's
death, these gang: were h ing resid o
Valley View housing project. When the police didn't
respond to their calls until nearly two hours later, Juba
exposed their complicity with these racists in front of
the people. Did the fascist police answer up to these
charges? No, their reaction wos to arrest Juba for
"intoxication" and pound his head ogainst the squad
car. The women who witnessed this also swear that he
was not wearing any belt (with which he reportedly
“hanged himself").

The truth is obvious to the masses of the people,
whose eyes ore clear. But o very different position is
taken by the bourgeois press and certain "liberals” ond
"radicals" within the ranks of the people. The struggle
between these two lines is the same os the struggle to
the death between the fascist ruling class and the rev=
olutionary masses: 1) the liberal pro-imperialist line
says "It is o matter of opinion whether Juba hanged him=
self or not. After all he might have been drunk. But
anyway, isn't it a trogedy 7" This racist line supports
all the muck spread by the ruling class to discourage
the people from making revolution: “Black militants
are unstable" and "Revolutionaries are likely to hang
themselves ot the siightest obstacle.” This line at=
tempts to discredit Juba and belittle the anti-fascist
struggle and thus does agreat service to the ruling
class which is striving frantically to consalidate
fascism in the U.S.
