Security Council a joint resolution on a *ceasefire in
place” in the Middle East and forced it through
without permitting full deliberation and consultation
by others. The scheme of the two superpowers in the

work together to put out the raging flames of the
Arab people’s just war against aggression was thus
made. public to the world.

The armed forces and people of Egypt, Syria and,

Palestine brought about an excellent situation by
bravely srking back at the Israeli aggressors. They
liberated part of the occupied territories, dealt blows
at the arrogance of the Israeli aggressors and wiped
out enemy effectives. The people were in high spirits

and the morale of the troops was high. Many Arab

countries and the broad masses of the Arab people,
united as one with hared against their common
enemy, gave assistance in the fight. Their sruggle
won the sym pathy and support of the Third World,
all justice-upholding countries and the people
throughout the world. The Israeli Zionists had never
found themselves so isloated. There was 2

breakthrough in the “no war, no peace” stalemate in-

the Middle East created by the two superpowers, The

. struggle of the Arab countries and people vividly
demonstrated their great strength of fighting in upity,

Just when the situation was highly favorable Iﬁ? ;
the Arab people, the two superpowers hurnedly
dished up their resolution on a “ceasefire in place” to
get the Arab countries to stop fighting. It is erystal
clear thart the Israeli Zionists have launched an attack
on the Arab countries, but the resolution does not
explicitly stipulate Israel’s roral and unconditional
withdrawal. It is crystal clear that the Israeli Zionists
have driven a million or so Palestinian people out of
their homeland, but the resolution mentions nothing
about restoring the Palestinian people’s national
rights. This so-called *‘ceasefire in place™ resolution is
# essence aimed at once again imposing the situation
of “no war, no peace” on the Arab countries and

.people.
£ ¢ two superpowers jointly declared that they

would establish what they called a “just and durable
peace” in the Middle East. Saying this is nothing new.
Every time the Arab and Palestinian people nse to
resist Israeld Zionist aggression, the superpowers
invariably strike the worn-oiit mne of a “just and
durable peace.” It may be asked - This tune of a “just
and durable peace” has been played both inside and
outside the United Nations for so may years, but have
the Israeli aggressors been any less arrogant?Have
they ever given up a single inch of the territory of the
Arab countries and Palestine under their occupation?
The historical experience and reality have forcéfully
pointed to the fact that, as long as the Isracli Zionists

out of the schools. Racist teachers used o say
outright how we were stupid and couldn’t leam. They
made fun of us when we talked Spanish and wige
notes telling our parents not to talk Spanish to us at
home. They didn’t “understand our way of life, and
punished us for things they didn't understand. For
instance, Puerto Rican children were taught €6
respect and be obedient to teachers. But when we did
thar in school, keeping our heads down when we were
spoken to, they said we weren't paying attention to
the teacher, that we were “problem children.,” The
matenials we studied had no relationship to real life
and our own experiences, so they didn’t encourage us
to want to read and leam more. School became an
overwhelmingly negative and frusmrating expenence
for us. Bur this is how the imperialists planned it. |
Their teachers weren't supposed to prepare us to
change our bad conditions; they were supposed to
send us out into the world “adjusted”-believing that
if we worked hard enough, we could “make it”

So for many young Puerto Ricans, the streets
became our real schools, where we leamed how to
survive, where we developed a sense of loyalty o
each other, and a common hate for our enemies: the
teachers who constandy made us feel like nothing,
and the principals who supported them. It wasn’t an
understanding that we could put in words a lot of
times, but we all felt it, and that was one of the
things that united us.

This commaon oppression also forged doser unity’
between Puerto Ricans and Blacks, We faced simil
racism; we shared thé same neighborhoods and our
parents worked together, Many times we banded
together in the same gangs to protect ourselves, like
in 1953, when we had 1o fight the ltalian and Insh
gangs in El Barrio, the Lower East Side, and the
Bronx when our families moved into their “murf.” We
played together on teams, leamned about each other’s
food, music and way of dressing, and even had singing
groups together. (One of the most famous was

“Frankie Lymon and the Teenagers, a group of black
and Puerto Ricansteenagers who sold over a million
copies of “Why Do Fools Fall in Love” inl956.)

The second generation Puerto Ricans were bom
into a society where the mass media, the schools and
al the other insttudons projected an atttude of
inferiority towards Puerto Ricans-looking down on
us. Many of us began to look down on ourselves-to
hate ourselves and other Puerto Ricans, We called
newcomers “hicks” and looked down on them We
were catching hell and we took out our frustrations
against other Puerto Ricans. We hated being called
“spicki." but we were tughted to be ashamed of

being Puerto Rican, and many people said they were
“Spanish,” not Puerto Rican, We knew the white,
middle-dass woeld was hostile, that they didn’t want
us, but at the same tme we were envious. We were
encouraged 'to dream of eggering that world, to reject
our own world; but ar every step of the way weé were
blocked, We were not allowed to know who we were,

because they didn't want us to be proud of ourselves
as Pierto Ricans-and many of us were being
assimalated, sucked into competing in the “Amencan
dream."” This is exactly what the imperialists wanted,
But their plans didn't work, because as the storm of
the black liberation struggle swept across the U.S, in
the 1960%, Puerto Ricans became more dear on who
was the enemy and what had to be done. Where there
is oppression, there is resistance.

Offices Broken into
and Vandalized

On October 31st,between 7 or 8 o'clock at night
the offices of the PRRWO (Puerto Rican
Revolutionary Workers Orggpization) and Palante
newspaper organization were broken into and
ransacked rop to bottom.

Typewriters, gddressograph machines, electric
staplers. video .tape equipment, tapes of our
organizadonal congress, etc. were either stolen or
totally destroyed. Files, paper and other documents
were scattered all over the building as well as in the
streets, ,

The Juana Colon Bookstore was left with all the
books thrown all over the floor, many of them
Lforn and the rest sprayed with fire extinguishers in
ordér to ruin them.
Over 23 windows were broken and total damages
*were estimated ar $15,000,

In speaking to the people of the community, some
told us. it was a local street gang, others thart it was
the kids messing around on Hallowegn, but one thing
people did see was that with the many patrols by the
police, especially in the South Bronx, 142 & Willis
Avenue at night, on Halloween,, they didn’t do a
thing, just looked around what was happening and let
it continue. The building was being morn-apart and
people carrying things out- yet there have been times
when memebers of PRRWO and Palante, NeWspaper
‘have been moving things out and have gotten stopped
by the police,

They showed up when everything was finished.
What they told us was to “file a report if you find
ything missing.” They are supposed to be the
i“‘communities’ finest;’ as they themselves siy. But the
ipeople are secingsdifferensy more and more.

WorkFare Program which forces welfare recipients to
work off the welfare checks in the hospitals, schools,
parks, etc, and in private industry. Welfare recipients
are forced to work for half the pay, and without any
union benefits.

The- rich bosses get for profit half the salaries of
the workers forced into these programs. Already in
New York City more than 40.000 people are working
n these slave programs. And let’s not be tooled by
the governments lies that new jobs are being created,
because thousands of workers were laid off in order

to carry out this program.

The fight for independence of the region in time
became a fight for the overthrow of U.S. imperialism
and for building socialism, not only in Dhofar, burt in
the neighboring countries in the Gulf, like Yemen and
the whole country of Sultan of Omar:

In 1967, after many vears of struggle, the people
of Yemen won their libération, and the People's
Republic of Yemen was formed. This revolutionary
country next to Dhofar was able o help them out
with arms and aid. As a resulr, in 1968 the Dhofar
Liberation Front became the People's Front for
Liberation of the Occupied Arabian Gulf.

The escalaton of the people’s war made the
imperialists move up rheir attacks, but it was nor
enough to stop the people’s army and militia. By
1969, the people’s army had liberated all of western
Dhofar. By 1970, the British were defeated so badly
that they left for good. But U.S. imperialism srill
wants to control the whole Gulf area and their oil,
but they don’t want to invade directly with U.S.
weapons and personnel. So, as they have done in Vier
Nam, they give money and arms to the puppert regime
to do their dirty work.

Neverthless, all of these maneuvers have failed.
Today, the revolutionary forces have liberated all of
Dhofar. As of December 1971, the land has been
collectivized, and the people’s army and government
is carrying an extensive literacy and education
campaign among the people.

The main wend of the world today is countries
fighting for independence, nations fighting for
liberation, people fighting for revolution.

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Most of the “black films” that have come out of
Hollywood recently have been protested against
within the black community, for even though blac!.-tl
people are no longer shown as maids of “wide-eyed
chauffeurs who bow and say, *Yes, boss, I'm
a-comin,” we=are still only portrayed in a very
negative way. All of the heroes of the movies are
either dope pushers, pimps, thieves, or else ClA
agents, as if to say that all black people push dope or
that pimps are the kind of people we should look up
to.

There is a new movie out, however, that is a
different kind of film, “The Spock Who Sat By the
Door.,” This film is about a black CIA agent who
resigns so that he can return to the' community to
organize a revolution. On one hand, the film has some
good points, because the hero does side with black
people and not with the U.S. government. At one
point he says, “This is not about hating white folk -
It's about loving your own freedom enough to want
to fight and die for it.” Also, even though the hero
dies at the end, film doesn’t have black people stop
struggling, which is what usually happens in these
films, but ends with us continuing to fight.

ive 2 bad name to and turn people off to the real
struggle of black people against police brutalicy, and
national and racial discrimination, for decent
education, health and housing, and against speed-ups,
lay-offs and unemployment which black workers are
more subject to than any other workers.

Basically, the film is designed to turn black people
off to the national'liberation struggle and undermine
the leading role that black people have played in the
struggle of poor, oppressed and working people, like
Puerto Ricans, inside the United States. Revolution
and revolutionarics are shown as divorced from the
concrete conditions and struggles of the people, and
are presented as super-heroes and adventurnsts, whose
aim is to destroy the government, but who have no
idea of what should take its "place.

socialism - these are things the film company and the
government don’t want to touch on. i

of the masses.

1 give you my congratulations for the positive
change that the newspaper has gone through in these
past 4 months. [ ask you to print this lerter ['m
sending you, which is about my opinion of the
movement for the independence of Puerto Rico.

As we all know, the struggle for the independence
of Paerto Rico has been rransforming itself in the last
five years from one for the political independence of
the island, to one which growingly includes the
struggle for socialism. Through these changes, more
and more . working class people have seen the
necessity to unite and rake a growing leadership in
the struggle for the independence of Puerto Rico. At
the same time, there have been struggles inside the
Puerto Rican movement in Puerto Rico that will serve
the interest of the people of Puerto Rico. I will, then,
analyze the crisis inside the Puerto Rican
Independence Parry (P.LP.), as we have followed
through these months in the socialist literature in this
country and in the commercial press, each with
different purposes and aims.

The problem came out to the people when the
compafiero Noel Colon Martinez (P.1.P, candidate for
governor) was thrown out of the party when he raised,
that collective leadership was more suited to the
reality of the struggle of the Puerto Rican people,
than an individual giving orders. This also indicates
the change towards a real revolutionary party,
because all the political parties belonging to the rich
are structured through an individual as “highest
leader.” The “companero” Ruben Berrios says that
he is a revolutionary, but in this position (his desire
to be the only leadegof the party) the party becomes
the same as the colonized political parties in Puerto
Rico.

These contradictions had to come up sooner or
later because the struggle for independence and
socialism in Puerto Rico is spreading not only to
students and professionals, but also to the workers,!
who are the leaders of the struggle for independence
in Puerto Rico. The P.LP. policy consisting of!
changing the colonial staws of Puerto Rico peacefully
brought up these contradictions. For the present
moment, the Puerto Rican movement has been
weakened, but for the future, this contradiction has
further strengthened the struggle for socialism and
independence, now that it has passed through this
historical txpi;:ricr]::c in the EHUggIL‘ in Puerto Rico.

HISTORY OF THE
PUERTO RICAN

By 1950, there were over 75,000 Puerto
Ricans who had had.been born in the United States
itself. We call this group ‘second generation=our
parents were born in Puerto Rico, were forced to
migrate to the U.S., and we were born here.

By 1960, there were more than 272,000 _sccm-[d
generation Puerto Ricans/ Most of us (67%) hived in
! N.Y.C. bur this time there were also large
roncentrations of us in Philadelphia,Chicago, MNew
E Jersey, Connecticut, and Boston.

What kind of life were these young PUEIO mnas
born into?There are hundred of studies and page
after page of statistics describing the situation of
Puerto Ricans in the 1950"s and 1960's but these can
all be summarized in a few sentences. Of all the

oups making up the multi-national United States,
i gucrm gicans had and sll have the least education.
We are most often unemployedand looking for a job.
We are most concentrated in low-payingunskilled, so-
called®low status' jobs. We have the lowest incomes,
and we live in the oldest, worst housing. But what
does this mean in real life terms and how did we
come to be in this situation?

Well, let’s lgokcat it from the point of view of our
enemy, the ﬁmffiﬂﬂhmperialiﬂts the big monopolists,
the politicians and their armed protectors. They
forced $uerto Kicans  fo cofpe here because they
wanted our land in Puertg Rico and because they

needed cheap, unskilled labor in the U.S. They
] wanted to maintain Puerto Rico a5 a colonv and
guarantee their domination over Pugrto-Racans who
were slaving in the industries of the U.S. How could
they best do this; that was the question facing them.
] The solution they arrived at is one that has been used
befare iin other countries around the world.

' A black brother natned Frantz Uanon (he was
born in Martinique and struggled with the Algerian
| patriots against their French oppressors) exposed this
: process in “Wretched of the Earth™ and *Black Skin,
White Masks." He explained how, in order to control
the people they're going to exploit, the

imperialists try to brainwash the oppressed peopl:
into being submissive, accepting things the way they
i are, and worst of allymake them want to be like their
exploiters. How did the U.S, imperialists do this to
Puetto-Ricans in the U.S?

First, because the imperialists (the monopoly
capitalists) control all of the insti:uEigns in society, '
they were able to create conditions that weakened
the Puérto Rican family. Our families were forced to
live in slums, and were kept out of higher paying jobs.
Our mothers and fathers worked long, hard hours in
the garment industry, meral shops, plastics factories,
hotels and restaurants, food processing plants, electric
factories, jewelry makers, merchant marine, hospitals,
and building maintenance: For the most part, they
weren't able to help us confront the problems we
faced in the schools and communities, and we grew
apart from each other

In Puerto Rico, the leadership and authonty of
gur parents was unquestionable. Here, in the 1S,

“Paertd Rican adults had day- to-day struggle to find

and keep: jobs that would enable them to provide
food, -::lu-l}ling and shelter for their families and all of
this had to be done in a hostile. simation. Many
times, the children became the
réprensentatives because we were more fluent in
English than our parents. So we acted as translators
when our mothers and fathers had to deal with
landlords, teachers, Cop Edison, and welfare workers.

These new tConditions in the US,
created many pressures on our families. Our parents
were slaving at the lowest paying jobs and were often
out of work altogether, ‘the last hired and the first
fired' (along with black people). During these periods,
our parents frustrations at being unable to provide for
their families would lead to alot of quarrels and fights
in the house. Many times our parents, overwhelmed
by their problems would unfailly take their
frustrations out on us

our offices were attack,we find
ourselves short in equipment and
money, all this on top of Dt?er
problems are the cause of this

This attack was not just against
ug, but against all oppress poor
and working people. Anytime we
fight back resisting the attacks
by this gready gouvernment, they
try to stop the growing consclo=-
usness of the magses of the peop-
le, by putting people in jail or
destroying offices & equipment

We in turn were facing other problems. Many
times our parents couldn’t understand our situation
and we were insensitive to theirs. While they
confronted the blood-sucking imperialists every day
on the job, we faced them every day in the schonls
and the streers. It was as if we lived in two different
worlds, and soon many young Puerto Ricans came to
reject their families and whar they tied to teach us.
Of course, this is exactly how the imperialists had
planned it,

In the schools, there was constant pressure to
mold us, to change us, to get us to turn our backs op
our reglity and take on the values of middle class
white America. In the schools, they refused to weach
us our own history as Puerro Ricans 'our culmure, or
our language. They wanted us to reject'our identity as
Puerto Kicans 50 that we wouldn't understand our
oppression and wouldn't fight our oppressors. In all
our yeats in school, we never learned any thing about
our pmﬁmrrn Rican histur_!,r, abourt the sl:au_p_rh ter of
the Manve Americans, or the massacres of Amencdfi
workers fightng for the 8-hour day, or the historical
exploitation and murder of black people in the U.5,,
or why the monoply capitalists, the imperialists, had
to expand overseas, to places like Puerto Rico in
order to survive. We never learned the tuth.

Instead, in our social studies classes, we learned
things totally unreal. We would study about people
living on farms and in suburban communities, in
houses with 2 bathrooms, 2 cars trees, lawns and new
modern schools. We were trained to want these
things.

we were also taught about ‘community helpers’
like the policeman, fireman, milkman. Our teachers
were told during their college training that their job
was ° to produce American citizens: A second grade
teacher, for instance was taught how o convince
children that the policeman s a ‘friend and
protector,’ They were rtaught that ° in order to
develop this concept the following basic experiences
are .orescribedd gerung to know the policeman who.”
serves the school, learning o call him by namey
talking to him, making a friendly gestures like writing
notes, sending greeting cards, inviting him to wisit
class’ (from the Board of Educanon's "Hesources
Units for Classes with Puerto Rican Pupils in the
Second Grade)

They were pushing this on us, when our every
experience proved to us that the police were't our
friends—they harassed us for being Puerto Rican,
attacked our parents if they went on sirike, defended
landlords who refused to make repairs, and didn't
~ven let us hang out by our own houses. As for the
Eremen, everyone knew they were racist and often
stole things when they came to put out a fire. We
never saw a milkman,

Young people are honest, and we openly expressed
how we didn't like some of the things we had to live
sith-no heat in winter, roaches, mice. But-again, our
teachers weren't there to help us understand why we
mfuwdmlhtﬁi::dﬁs,lmmd.dmy“m
trained in “life adjustment teaching”-to get us
“accept what we have now and try to apprediate the
good things we have.” In class, everyone would be
' geked to'say “what is good in your way of living,” to
point out something-that we should be grateful for.,

We, the farmers, had many reasons to leave our
homes in California. During the three years that we
had ‘our union, we saw how we were respected at our
jobs. Mow our contract is gone, so 10,000 workers
from our union went on strike to save the union and
to be able to live in peace, like many other people in
this country who have a union that fights for them.

I want to tell you that the picket lines that we
made in California did not last for long because we
had to fight against too many enemies, principally the
rich ranchers, the scabs, -and the police. In that way,
fighting on the picket lines, two of our members were
killed: Juan de la Cruz, of Mexican nationality, and
Nagi Daifullah, an Arab. When Cesar Chavez, our
leader, saw this, he decided to send 600 families to
different cities in the U.S. and Canada. That is the
main reason why we are here in New York: We came
to boycott the sale of grapes and lettuce, and to 4l
those who help us in this boycott, we, the United
Farm Workers, give our thanks.

FIGHT TO SAVE PR. STUDIES

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In the Spring of 1969 when Black and
Puerto Rican students occupied City
College's South Campus, there had
been real imput in the academic in-
stitutions which served us. The
development of Puerto Rican Studies
centered on the right to learn ocur
true history and culture, the right
to determine what was relevant to
our needs and reality and the right
to speak our langusage.

At this point we have gained through
our struggle for these things, ethnic
studies departments, open admissions,
financial aid programs (like SEEK,
College Discovery), remedial and tu-
torinf programs and more of a say in
the academic planning areas related
to our future in the schools.

For twelve years Rocky and his rich
friends have been attacking all the
gains that we have made as Third

World Students. Last year's budget
cut was the most significant of all
attacks, This year we are feeling
the effects of these cuts, for ex-
ample: GSEEK and financial aid have

been cut while more students are en-
tering the colleges without the as-
sistance that finaneial aid can give
them; The ethnic studies departments
and programs are due for evaluationrs
(ineluding Black, Asian, and Puerto
Rican) which means that the possibi-
lity of their elimination is in the
hands of the administrators who are
doing the evaluations,

At Princeton University in November
of 1971 a similar situation came up
when administrators called a confe-
rence with the intension of ocutlin-
ing the direction and guidelines for
Puerto Rican Studies throughout the
U.S. This conference was called by
the same people who had always had
raciet views towards us and who had
often repressed and arrested Third
World Students for demanding justi-
fiable changes in the university.
Princeton’'s administration refused
to make the conference something
that would express the Puerto Rican
reality and refused to make room for

more student partieipation in the econ-

ference. As a result of this atti-

tude on the part of the Prineceton

= .
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Two Kern County Sheriffs assaulted Mavelina Mendez on the picketline,and while one sprayed her
with mace, the other beat her with his nightstick. -

At the time that we had our union, we had many
benetits, like tree health clinics, clean water to drink
while in the fields, sanitary services, and many other
things.

We also had other enemies, like the Teamsters
Union. They made the workers sign without telling
them what they were signing for. The only thing they
told us was, “If you don't sign this paper, we will not
gve you any jobs.” They told us many lies; they beat
up a lot of people, and they also put 4,000 workers in
jail - fathers to little sisters - all thrown in jail. They
attacked us so much that we couldn’t stay in
California.

We expect to win this boycott of grapes and.

lettuce. If you want to help, don't buy either grapes

At present time the development of
the Puerto Rican Studies Depart-
ments have not followed the guide-
lines set by Princeton Conference
which has changed the original direc-
tion of the programs. There are se-
veral problems facing Puerto Rican
Studies at this time. The main one
is the budget cuts, the second is the
lack of student participation in the
departments, and the third is the
lack of development of courses which

are relevant to our needs and reality.

In 1969 students were the motivating
force in the creating of Ethnic Stu-
dies, including Puerto Rican Studies
Departments, In 1973-74 students
will be the decisive factor in de-
terming whether Puerto Rican Studies
wil} survive or be eliminated by ad-
ministrators on different campuses.

poor and working parents. It has always been against
communiy control because ghis . wae seen’ as =
“conspiracy by the black poor 1o take ovér they
schools.  {(Or so Shanker says). Shanker has used this
form of racism to put fear into the white middle-class
community  and into whites who live in
predominantly Third World communities (like the
Lower East Side).

The union has fought and fought hard - but for
what? And for whom?Shanker and “the union have
opposed commupnirg control from the dme. of thy
dc;:an Ii.ill-[ircr\'\-'nf-‘-'i“n' and 1.5, 20l ‘iifl.lggll:l;. where
the union: fought heavily against the community’s
interests and blocked all attempts made by the
parénts to selecr the teachers and supervisors thar
would better educate their children.

In 1969, the umon E'u:]ght for a .‘ii-]l:i.r:r' INCTease =
and won- but there were no provisions for improved
education, And on the same day the headlines told of
huge salary increases for teachers, while welfare
recipients were receiving cuts in benefits.

And in May of 1973, the ULE.T, financed a slate of
racist candidates to run for Local School Borad
elections in District 1, and spent $40,000 for their

campaign! The U.F.T. cheated and lied to get their
candidates elected. They used racist propaganda to
put fear into the whites of the Lower East Side
community by saying that Puerto Ricans, Blacks and
Asians were going to take over the schools. Even
U.F.T. poll watchers were used as inspectors the day
of the elections. Ar the 'same time, they acrively
campaigned for the W.F.T. slate. There were many
cases. of discrimination against Black, Puerto Rican
and Asian voters. (See last issue of Palante.) «

All city agencies are required to have communiry
advisory boards. These boards are set up -with the
intention of coopting and holding back people’s
struggles. First, the government tries to make us
believe that through these community Boards us poor
and working people will finally be able to have a say
in government policies, when in reality, these boards
have almost no say in making change. Secondly, these
boards are uwsually run by opportunist ‘“‘community
leaders” (officials who say they are working in our
interest, but who are out for themselves and for
money). We've seen in our day care centers and
schools how they lie to keep us divided in order to
maintain control in the hands of the government and
big business.

Honest people must begin to challenge, enter, and
run in these advisory boards, and put forth the real
needs of the people. We know that these boards alone
are not going to solve all our problems, but it's one
important way to continue to struggle for decent
health, schools and housing.

In Gouverneur Hospital, the community elections
for the advisory board are coming up soon.

The
objectives of the march were:

1. That Nixon grant immediate and unconditional
freedom of the 5 natonalists,

2. That the Pucrto Rican communiry stand firmly
behind the demand.

3 To mobilized progressive anti- imperialist’
northamerican groups in support of the nationalists.

4. Declare a national day of solidarity for political
prisoners.

5. Obuain intermational support for the five
naticnalist political prisoners.

These _nationalists, Lolita Lebron, Andres F
Cordero, Irving Flores, Rafael Cancel Miranda and
Oscar Collazo, are symbolic of heroic_struggle of
Puerto Rican Pguplc ﬂgains[ U.s. iI'I'IEICTI.ﬂ.Iism. ]["I(.‘_'_.-'
have been held in U.S. jiils for the past 20 years for
taking a firm and militant stand against this
government and for demanding the independence of
Puerto Rico.

At the demonstration approximarely 2000 people
gathered in support of the demands presented by
Frente Unido. After a brief march through downtown
Washington, a picket line was formed in front of the
White House, while delegates from Frente Unido
went into the White House to present the demands.

Carlos Feliciano and a brother from Washington,a
member of the Nationalist Party,, spoke at the

demonstratibn and gave a brief historical presentation
related to the Nationalist Party.

The demonstration itself and the speakers were
limited arcund the issue of the historic importance of
the nationalists and the need to fight for- their
freedom, but very little was related to the struggle
that Puerto Rican people here and in Puerto Rico
face every day in the schools, hospitals and work
places and how we can struggle against it. One of the
short comings of the demonstration was that it failed
to deal with the relationship of the historic struggle
of the nationalists to the present situation of the
Puerto Rican people within the U.S. and in Puerto
Rico.

In general the demonstration was successful in
achieving some of its original objectives in that it did
suceed in mobilizing a large number of people and
organizations in support of the 5 Puerto Rican
political prisoners. But some conflicts came up when
the Puerto
Rican Student Union was not allowed to give out its
newspaper Maceta. ;

According to Frente Unido , Puerto Rican Student
Union was not an sponshing organization even
though the organization was part of the student
section of Frente Unido working in the colleges, had
gotten 4 buses and had  put out independent
_propaganda for October 30th..

leadership of the workers in insuring that the original
agreement for the 7.5% increase go through, as well as
exposing the bad working conditions at the
hospirals. e
The union officials did not wanwe the werkers'
strength and power to defeat the Cost of Living
Council in its attack against us by decreasing the raise
first to 5.5% and finally to 6%. This is seenby the
fact that all 1199 workers were not pulled out, as well
as the lack of organized leadership and . strategy on
the part of the officials. The false union democracy,
e.g., the Executive Council meeting and deciding that
**it would be best that everyone go back in and accept
the 6% increase.” Then “it was just a matter of

formality"* for the rank and file to vote. We were told |

that 740 voted yes and 190 voted no at Beth Israel,
meaning that there were 930 people voting, when
there were at the most 400 to 500 people at picket
lines. It is clear to us that the union officials do not
represent the interests of its dues-paying membership.

When suggestions and pleas were made to pull out
all of 1199, and doing as we would have done, uniting
with all of our brothers and sisters who work in
hospitals and are also affected by the decision of the
COLC, to combine all our forces and fight to win, the
DC 37 and Local 144 rank and file wanting to support
the 1199 strikers were not organized by their union
officials, one of the reasons being thar 1199 officials
didn’t press for our rank and file unity.

It is obvious to us that we must rake the lead in
organizing rank and file strength in our different
hospitals to fight the bad working conditions,
national and racial discrimination, and all the attacks
by COLC and government with budget cuts, wage
freeze, and price increases.

We must organize in our unions and show the
strength we have by calling independent rank and file
meetings to discuss our day-to-day problems. Start
making decisions that truly represent our interest. We
call on all the brothers and sisters who took the lead
throughout the strike to continue to fight. We must
not ler these sellours demoralize us, because we must
learn to expose them and unite and organize o
contiue to fight.

We all know that wherever we work, we are faced
with the same type of harrassment, by the bosses who
discriminate against us. We are the last hired, the first
fired, and our salaries in no way <an be compared to
the cost of living. As the attacks on working people
continue to grow in the hospitals, factories, schools
and in our communiries, it becomes a necessity for us
to come together. We cannot fight these attacks as
individuals; we must come together in an organized
form.

On Monday, November 5th, 30,000 Local 199 ers
went on strike. The cold weather, police arrests and
bearnngs have not moved them.

Other hospital workers around the city have been
rallying to the canse. Strike sepport ca=nmittees have
been formed, funds raised and petitions passed calling
for action by DC 37 and Loeal |44 in suppaort of the
strike against the Cost of Living Council and all wage
controls. All along the way, our union leaders have
been holding us back, refusing to let us unite and
make the strike really effecrive.

Today it’s Local 1199, hospital and food service
workers singled out, bur all workers and poor ].u:uph:
in this country are under attack. We are in a crisis in
this country caused by greedy rich corporations and
bankérs who own everything, _like Hockefeller and his
brother, David *Chase Manhattan Bank” Rockefeller.
They  call for wage controls and “law and order”
campaigns aimed at poor, black, Puerto Rican and
other national minorities to make up their losses and
control us when we fight back.

We could have won this stnke days ago if we
could have been making the decisions. We would have
pulled our all of 1199. We would have united with all
our brothers and sisters who work in hospirals and
combined our forces to fight to win,

Right now, we face the Emergency Health Acr,
which threatens to cut the gut and muscle our of our
strike.
