its demands around scolal issues. There is a wing of the
radioal pacifist movement that is anti-abortien (they are
against all "killing").

ing to alienate their new gllies in the Catholiec oclergy.

I think we have to be abaoclutely clear on the principles
involved., While the issues we raise at any time am a ques-
tion of tactios or strategy and ocan't be dictated in advance,
we have to be up front im opposing racism and sexism in

this movement as in any other. .
