War Widens Rift In C/O Officialdom

A new crisis is developing in the
labor movement. The next con-
vention of the CIO may see a split
in its ranks. A grave struggle sim-
mers beneath the surface between
the Hillman-Murray pro-Roosevelt
forces, and the John L. Lewis —
Stalinist forces.

In Chicago, Cleveland and many
other cities two separate industriai
councils exist — one recognized
as “legal” by Phillip Murray, new
chairman of the CIO, and the oth-
er a “rump” outfit with the bless-
ings of John L. Lewis. Within the
Packinghouse Workers Organizing
Committee the fight is between the
PWOC Council, which just suc-
ceeded in having Van Bittner, Mur-
ray’s rigcht hand man, resign: and
the Bittner-McCarthy forces. With-
in the United Auto Workers the
fight is between George Addes, re-
presenting Lewis, and R. J.
Thomas.

On Lewis’ side are the leading
Stalinist sympathizers. Quill of the
Transport Workers, Henderson of
the Cannery Workers, Curran of
Maritime, Gold and his fur work-
ers, Oakes of the Farm Equipment
Union, and many others.

DIFFERENCES OVER WAR
POLICY

The struggle is already bitter
with personal recriminations, but
for all that there is as yet no clear
cut programmatic material. How-
ever, the fight has a definite issue.
It is the imperialist war. The Hill-
man-Murray group are for full sup-
port to the “Aid Britain” war po-
sition of Roosevelt, and for closer

cooperation in war industries, with
less strikes.

The Lewis Stalinist bloc has th»
heterogenous forces that “opnos-”
the *““all out aid to Britain”.

On the deportation front, we
have the case of Harry Bridres,
(.1.0. Tnternational Longshormen’s
and Warehousemen’s Union pre-
sident. Government prosecutors
seeking his deportation from the

ed to three “subversive” organiza-

The case must then go to concilia-
tion. If the workers refuse to sub-
mit to coneciliation, or if less than
a majority votes for strike, or if
the workers were guilty of some
minor infraction of the previons
centract, the government steps in
and gives the boss a helping hand.
The government gives the workers
21 hours to return to work. If they
fail the boss can hire scabs and
write a new contract. What is
more he can turn around and sue
the workers for “property loss”.

Only for-
mer workers can narticinota in a
Neither physieal foree nor
MORAIL force may be used in a
strike. “Moral” force can be inter-
preted to mean speaking to a scab,
or advising a boycott.

NEW YORK, BERLIN OR A

SOCTALIST CENTER

The imperialist war burns up
many forces before it is extinguish-
e¢¢. This second imperialist world
war will burn up even more thaa
the last. Among the forces that
will be consumed is Stalinism. If
Fagcism gains, Stalinism like other
{orms of social-reformism will be
dispensed with. If the proletarian
rovolutions win, likewise Stalinism
as a burocratic growth upon the
Soviets will be cut out and replaced
l'yv healthy Soviets and workers’
democracy.

Another factor that the imper-
ialist war will consume, and has
already consumed in most places,
is bourceois democracy. As the
bourceois democratie countries en-
ter the war to “figcht” Fascism, so
roo they disnense with democracy
s inevitably adopt open dictator-
methods — sooner or later,
unless the social revolu-
terminates the war. Bour-
demoeracy will not survive
this war. If the exploiters’ coun-
tries that now give lin-service to
“democracy” *survive it will, be on
the hasic of an open dictatorship
and no other.

The glory of Rome that passed
to Spain and then to England is
now leaving England. London will
never live again in the exploiters’
world as a city of world micht. In
either exploiters victory London
will be subordinated to Berlin or
New York.

You have your choice, either Ber-
Iim or New York the dominating
city in world polities if capitalism
survives, Berlin or New York
(Fascism) or a new world socialist
center through the proletarian and
colonial revolutions. Our socialist
center at first may be Berlin, Paris,
New York, Rome or London — it
makes no historical difference —
but the choice boils down to either,
or — Communism or Fascism.

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STALINITES TAIL LEFT WING OF BOSSES
IN LOS ANGELES ELECTION

Los Angeles, May 4. — By the
time this goes to press, the mayor-
alty election will be over, with the
probability that reform - Mayor
Bowron will be reclected. Bowron
was elected in 1938 after the re-
call of Mayor Shaw, who headed
one of the most corrupt and graft-
ridden administration Los Angeles
has ever seen.

The Bowron administration is
strangely comparable to that of La
Guardia in NYC. The real bosses
of the city are of course the ban-
kers, insurance companies, railway
corporations, large manufacturers
and big real estate owners. These
bosses need the open racketeers
and political grafters for their dir-
ty work. But the corruption had
become too open, and, especially,
was taking too large a share of the
booty. The bosses decided to crack
down,

With the help of the religiors
outfits, plus the A.F. of L. and
C.1.O. burocrats, and the “Com-
munist” Party, who unitedly swung
the middle class behind them, the
Bowron forces were put into pow-
er on a program of bourgeois re-
form in the fifth largest city in the
United States.

An underlying issue, successfully
submerged by the bosses and their
propaganda machine, is the prob-
lom of what method to use to keep
in check the growing labor discon-
tent and organization threat. With
the ousting of Red Hynes and
Chief Davis, and the liquidation of
their “red squad’, a step was made
towsrd the establishment of class
peace,

Openly cambaigning on a pro-
gram of bigotry, race hatred (a-
gninst the Javanese) and extreme
Hearstian red-baiting, the forces
represented by Bowron rival, Cun-
nineham. pea'lv etand for a return
to the old method of capitalist rule
— the naked club.

BOWRON’5 “LABOR” RECORD

In recent months Bowron has
supported the Roosevelt War pro-
gram and has outdone himself with
a proclamation for an “aid to Brit-
ain Week.” Among other “re-
forms”. he called a conference of
Southern California Mayors for the
purpose of drafting uniform Emer-
gency Disaster Ordinances which
will establish nothing less than op-
en agencies for strike breaging.
AND LOS ANGELES IS STILL
NOTORIOUSLY OPEN SHOP. As
throurh the “New Deals”™ of La
Guardia and Roosevelt, reaction is
ably carrying on through the Bow-
ron “New Deal™.

STALINIST DOUBLE - DEALING

Not since the 1936 presidential
election, when the “Communist”
Party ran Browder but covertly

gupported Roosevelt, has such a*

hypocritical program been outliin-
ed by the Stalinists in an inter-
bourgeois election. They are sup-
porting Bowron, and they dre not
supporting him! ‘Thére s thethod

to this madness. If the C.P. line
changes back to open support of
the bourgeois reformers when Sta-
lin changes his foreign policy once
again, then the Stalinists will say
that they always supported this
“progressive administration”. If
the line does not change soon and
Bowron more and more reveals his
anti-labor AND anti-Soviet Union
bias, then these political charlat-
ans will say that they warned the
‘“‘people” against him. Here's how
it is done (in the “May 6th elec-
tion”” pamphlet of the Los Angeles
Stalinist Party) :

“The city administration would
be an important weapon in the
hands of labor’s enemies if they
could win control of it in this elec-
tion. That is why the anti-labor
forces are uniting behind Cunning-
ham as their candidate against
Mayor Bowron... It is important to
Labor and the rest of the common
people that Cunningham be defeat-
ed on May 6...

Mayor Bowron is backed by Lab-
or because his administration, as
part of its good government pro-
gram has given recognition to the
rights of the unions... he has main-
tained this attitude consistently...”

All the foregoing represents un-
disguised support for the election
of Bowron and in the case of a pos-
sible close vote between the two
candidates, the 16,986 votes which
the C. P. candidate for Board of
Fducation received will undoubt-
edly be the decisive number of vot-
es which will elect Bowron to of-
fice. But see what else the Stalin-
ists say in the same brochure:

“The Communist Party has no
candidates in the May 6th election.
It endorses none of the candidates
now running.”

“The Bowron administration
tends... toward support of an allout
umperialist war advanture, which
will lead to attack on... Labor's
Rights, Civil Liberties and Good
Government. Labor and the people
must speak independently againsl
the Mayor's support to the war...”

Thus is there a division of labor
between Cunningham, Bowron,
and the “Communist™ Party to pre-
vent the workers of Los Angeles
from understanding the real nature
of the two sides of bourgeois polit-
jes — reactionary and reformist —
in order to forstall the organiza-
tion of a genuine revolutionary
Marxian political party which
would once and for all wipe out
the exnloitation and horrors of the
capitalist system,

Hitler Moves East amidst
Growing Confusion In S.U.

The triumph of the Nazi military
machine in Greece leaves all of
Europe outside of the Soviet Union
under German imperialist hege-
mony. From Finland in the North
(occupied by untold thousands of
German troops) to the Aegean Is-
ands and the African north coast
extends this ‘“unified” empire.
Were it not for the terrific cost of
vast armies of occupation, paid for
by the starvation of German work-
ers and those of the occunied na-
tions alike, this “unification’” would
he a great economic victory for Hit-
ler. But the tremendous burden of
cupporting its gains costs German
imnerialism far more than it can
offord. This is hest evidenead hv
itler’s hesitation over the oc-
ennation of Snain and the dealing
of a concerted blow at Gibraltar
and Suez.

HITLER’S VARIANTS

Only two military variants are
left to Hitler today. Either the at-
tack on Britain’s two KEuropean
keys to empire, Suez and Gibral-
tar, or the “Drang nach Osten.”
Strategically, IF the war on Brit-
ain is to be continued, the first var-
iant is the only one. And, of course
an attack on Suez is far more ad-
vantageous than one on Gibraltar.
Gibraltar is a key to the Mediter-
ranean and to the short route east-
ward. But Germany cah render
Gibraltar useless through its air
control of both sides of the Medi-
terranean. On the other hand Suez
i« the western key to Asia, just as
Singapore is the Eastern key.

Hence a continuation of the im-
perialist war between Britain and
Germany requires a primary drive
on Suez and secondary drive on
Spain. The occupation of Greece
and the Aegean Islands is an im-
portant take-off for such a drive.
But even more important are the
problems of Turkey, Syria, Arabia,
ete. The Nazi-endorsed uprising
in Iraq is squarely directed at
Pritain rather than at national in-
dependence. The appenl for Tor-
kish rather than Egyptian media-
tion would indicate that Turkey is
being put to a real test by Germa-
nv — a test even more severe fhan
hor allowing German troops to o
throvneh her waters to the Aecean
Tolands., This too is a test of Rus-
sin's influence in Turkey.

The second variant is growing
closer every day. The forces of
world imperialism are driving the
Qoviet Union into ever more irre-
concilable contradiction with her
“ally’ Germany. Thus Hess' spec-
tacular flight from Germany is laid
to his hostility tward Hitler's rap-
prochement with Russia. This, of
course, is so much eve-wash. Neith-
er Hitler nor Stalin has any illus-
fons about the duration of their
woternal friendship.” And the ir-
reconcilable antagonism between
‘the society where theé capitalist
mode of production — for profit —

exists and the society whose econ-
omy is in a transional - stage be-
tween capitalism and socialism
rapidly approaches a crisis.
DESPITE AND AGAINST
STALINISM
The Balkan occupation, and the
feeble protests of the Stalinists,
the massing of German troops in
Finland, Stalin’s frantic maneuv-
ers with Japan, Stalin’s assumption
of Molotov’s toga — all these sions
indicate a real crisis in the foreign
2fFairs of the Soviet Union. Stalin’s
way of meeting this crisis, like the
Stalinist way of meeting all crises,
will be the way of compromise and
even of outright capitulation. The
warld working class will not lift a
fincer to aid Stalinism. But the
workers of the world can and must
be aroused to defend the workers’
ctate (warped as it has been by
Qtalinism) from all its enemies —
inc'luding the Stalinists.
We must raise high the slogan
of defense of the Soviet Union de-
spite and against Stalinism. Just
how this will be done depends on
the concrete situation existine at
the moment of attack on Russia.
Rut it cannot be done by unreser-
ved support of the Red Army, for
the Red Army is Stalin’s tool. Ev-
ery effort must be made to build
an independent working class de-
fense of the Soviet Union, ready to
march under its own banners and
to fight in united action with the
Red Army when the latter fights
in defense of the Soviet Union awd
in defense of the interests of the
workers of the world.
