THE STRUGGLE AGAINST FASCISM

The war in Spain provides one of the
latest and most important examples from
which to draw the class lessons on how to
fight fascism. It has now been proven
time and again that the support of the
“democratic” bourgeoisie paves the way
for Fascism. This seeming contradiction
an easily be explained.

ECONOMIC CROWTH AND DECAY

Developing capitalism carried with it the
political counterpart of Bourgeois Demo-
cracy. But the present period of decay
capitalism with its contraction of the pro-
ductive forces brings to the surface latent
political counterparts in the form of open
dictatorships, fascism ete. Dictatorships in
decay capitalism are necessary capitalist
steps to save the tottering structure against
the proletarian revolution and to enable
that national capitalist class to reorganize
internally to more ably struggle on the in-
in competition and for

In other words those countries in decay
capitalism that still retain

“domocratic’” methods in one form or the
other. And those countries that are eco-
nomically weak are forced to rule by open
dictatorship, that is by the right arm of
capitalism.
THE THIRD FORCE

This does not mean the situation is
hopeless and Fascism is sure to win. It will,
if the working class supports one section of
the capitalists, the “democratic” against
the fascists. There is one force in society
a hundred times stronger than faseism
