the Government,’
oul.

The occupation &t Nottngham Unfversity in
suppart of the Geants Campaipn has been
‘adjourned’ until exams finish in Che middle ol
June,

The occupation started afler a serles of small-
gcale actions (such as jamming the university
switchboard ) had Fziled to win guaraniéss from,
the Viee-Chancellor and univeraity authoritica
that no action, discplinary or legal, would be
taken against Lhe rent stelloers, The cocupation
forced the Vice-Chancelior to negotiate on this
guestion, but with no uncondilional puacioless
forthooming it was decided to suspend the
pccopabion temporardy anbil after the exams
had been held.

The wee of such tactics is obviously relevant to
other colle gea faced with the possible victimis-
ution of rent strikers. Mambers of the action
commitbes organising the Mottingham rent
gtrike will be explaining the implications and

asking for support at the NUS Spedal Con-
ference on Saturday, 9 June,

Meanwhile, l=ading militants at Reading
University face disciplinary charges following
the sccupation of the Admin block on §6 May.
The occupation took place after letters had
been sent tothe parents of rent stnkers
threatening legal action if the money wasn't
paid, Mames of thosi accupying were taben
dowm by several members of the University
Senate, who aleo tried to ¢ject students phy-
sdcally fram the bullding.

On Friday, 13 Agril, police around the country
swooped on over 100 homes in one of the
largest ever operations of its kind. Using the
London car bombings in early March aza
pretext, the raids were part of & new offensive
ggainst supporters of the Irish struggle in Bri-
taie, In Coventry six men, incleding s Roman
Catholic priest, were prrested and charged

with "conspiracy to cause explosions’,

In 1he seven weeks stnce thew arrest thess men
have not been forgotten, A defence committes

publicising the case, snd penerally campaigning
to mobilise support lor them.

The lirsd point of interest 1s the wse of con-
spiracy charges, To prove a conspirecy to

ariase explosions, the polics don'l aciually have
Lo prove that there were any cxplosives or

even that there was any acmngement to procure

any. [They dan’t have to prove, either, that any-

one had specific boildings: in mind, All they
have Lo prove is that there was an agreament of
some sort. On the other hand, they can use
the serousness of the charges to oppoase bail,
keep the prisoners in solitery confinement, =fc.
The uase of conspracy charges i ideslly suited
to cages lke that of the Coventry &,

Secondly, the prese coverage hus besn specific-
ally almed &t surcounding the case with hys-
teria, Considerable emphasic has been laid on
tha armed marksmen sutaide the court, the
cordoned off roads from the jail in Birmingham
to the court, =tc. All this & designed to peo-
mixle the ides that the men must be guilty,
otherwise the police would not take all thess
précautions, The mme, of coures, applies (o
the Belfaat 10,

arganise 4 nationsl demonstmtion to coincide
with any discplinary hearings that take place.

individuals; thal in fact they are only creating
more problema for themselves, The weekhby
pickets oMtsde the court have been an extreme-
ly important way of showing this in practics,
of demonstrating the leve| of support which
hag been budll up in response to the arraats.

these man because they may be guilty, and
that would mean that we would be supposting
terrorists.”

whether the men are ‘guilly” or “innccent,” bat
ihe fact that to gain their release would he an
enormous slep forward in defeating the current
wive of Tepression.

Of the three sides now participating n the Lalk
about Phase Three of the wage laws it is the
CBI (Confederation of British Industry) whose
nabure and rose is et disewsed, Yet it lean
organisation of gowing importance, and.its
rale is an esmenlisl complemenit to that not onl:
of the Goverament but also of the TUC.

An organisathon elniming to represent the
whole of British eapital & relatively new. The

| CBI was brought fo birth in 1965, partly due ¢

some energelic midwilery by Georpe Brown,

| and comprised three existing organisations —
the Federation of British Industry and the

Hritish Employers’ Confederation (both on the
whaole representing big capital} and the Nation
Association of Briteh Manufacturers {more
eepresenbalive of small capital). It symbolised
ik only the incressing integration of capical
and the government but abo the grow ing dom-
inance of hig capital. Some small manofactur-
ers resisted the merger and have continoed to
press for more attention (o their problems witl
in the organisation.

MERGERS

(M course they are spitbing in the wind. Exen
in 1965 small capltal was foreed to renounce it
independent political existence. And the elght
wears singe then heve seen the most gigantic
merger moverment in Britlsh history, The fol-
lowing figures show rooghly the vilue of assats
taken over vach year in mergers and takeovers:

1955-60 E150m. average
196167 E4(Mim, average
1968 £1700m.
18965-71 E1 (M 0m. average
1972 £2500m.

In the exiracrdinary conglomeration of capital
gince 1968 about a quarter of all {ndustrial
aapeis have besome centralised [ mergers or
takeovers. By 1970 the 100 largest companies
%’eduuﬂ aver 50 per cent of natbonal output,
higtory of the CBI since 1965 reflects
another mportsnt sruetural change Inside
Britich caplialigm — the incressing association
of industrial and financial intereats {especially
commercial banks and insurance companses).
To begin with, the CBI membership came al-
miogk exclusively from manufacluring and
tranzporl. In 136% membership was opened
bo the [inanciel sector. The lguidity problems
of many industrles and the Inerease in the
prapoclion of industrial investment financed
by borrowing hes hrought the inleresis of
finanee and industry much closer together.

But the CBI is s5till not the uncontested voicn
of all British eapital: the small industrialists
ineside it still prolest p Gttle; some finamnckal jn-
terests still contemplate forming a soparate
arganlsation; the retaibers have their own organ.
isatiom, the Retail Consortium: and some indus-

| irial monopolists maintain the Indosixial Policy

Group, a small group which asues much more

. full-bloodedly capitalist statements.

The more ‘reasonable”’ and concilistory syle of
the lepders of the CBI {(Michasl Clapham, the
Fregident, and the much-televised Campheell
Adamson, the Director General) 5 8 carefully
selected tactie dedgned to let the CBI play the
maximom roke in the Government’s stiack on
the working class throngh the fraud of riparti-
tism. This is the kden that the CBI zpeaks for
the capitalists, the TUC for the workers and
the rovernment stends between a8 8 peutral
referee gometinmes mﬂn; Lo imipose emergene
riles,

In fset the CBI iz not fully representative nor
tines it have any reel power apart from making
propagands; it cannot enforce dechions on its
members, The central command of the capi-
talist attack on the working class is the Tory
govenment, which uses the CBI ag s uselful
front

The apparent robe of the CBI in this charade
however, sccords very well with the poditics of
the TUC, [t heelps it to disguise U fully pobi-
Heal nature of the present struggle over wages
and to rationabise its collaboration in the
strategy of the Tory government. 1t is no won-
der that the CBI was a5 much the ceeation of &
Labour government 8 It was a creatbon of the
eapitalists themsebes, Michoel Prics
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ONTH

This year, within the space of a few woeks, two
greal events in the cuntem porary history of the
Jewish people will be commemorated — the
thirtieth anniversary of the Warmw ghetto up-
rising and the twenty-fifth anniversary of the
proclumation of the state of lsrael. The coin-
adence is not sccidental, for the two historic
dates are intimately related. One symbolises
the way In which the fate of the Jews came (o
represent the human condition under Naxl bar-
barism. The other is explainable by these
sufferings; it took Awschwitz to push the Jewsh
masses — and with them Western public
opinion — into the Tionist camp.

But at the same tme, what 3 contrast! In ihe
Warsaw gheiio the survivorsdd the genocide
aguinst Polish Jewry embodied the dignity of
humanity , resisting oppresdon, even without
immediate hope of sucoess; a revoll that en-
nobled all humanity, a tmgc eple that pre-
figured the victories of the Indochiness revolu-
tion which, under different and more favourable
dreumstances, was ehle 1o tiumph over beatial
i perialism.

Bt the creation of the state of [sasl, on the
other hand, sy mbolises the spartual depenera-
tion of this same Jewish community, which

has become the colonial oppressor-in Arab lands,
reducng 3 whale people, the Palestinians, to
cuile, poverty, and powerlesmess

The militants of the young “socalist” move-
ments. who, al the sides of their comrades of
the Jewith workers' movemeni, bed the Jewish
Combat Orpasstion in the Warsaw ghelio
from beginning to end, realised in aclion, the
greal historic role of the Jewish spirit in the
modern world. The Spinoeas, the Freuds, the
Eincteins, sons of a community embadded like
3 hinge between wrious cultores, undertook
the cntigue of citablshed valuss. The Marxes,
the Ross Luvemburgs, the Trotskys browght
this process 1o s culmination by forging the
idealogy and the instrument of the proletarial’s
struggie, pointing oul in the particularities of
the Jewish condition the road 1o e cmancipa:
Hios of homanity — the revelutionary action ol
the conscous workers. The insurrection of

the survivors of the Warsaw ghetto (as well as
thoss of sther ghettos, unjustly unrecopnised)
i5 part of this proud traditton, [tbelongs to
the most glorious pages of history [ it constitutes
the Pramethian dimensian of the JTewish tradi-
tion. Ti taught its generation that man struggles
and never gives up,

NO HEIRS

There is no longsr any Jewish communily in
Poland to pay komage lo the monument of the
ghetto, The burcancratic Warsaw regime has
*purged’ the couniry of Jews, relying on the oid
rescticnary anti-Semitizm Lo try to guell the
social rage of the shipyard workers, which was
unleashed in thd woke of the revolt in the Baltic
poris

The Warsaw pghetto inserrection will mol be
commemaoraled by a gingle lewish daily io the
Soviet Union; since the deportation of Jewish
writers in 1952, the Jewish communily in the
Soviet Union has been deprived of its own cul-
tural life, subjected to subtle and varied forms
of dascrimination that push it towsrd emigra-
tion. Andin the Weat, the commemorsrive cere-
minmdes will strike a false note; the official lead-
ers of the Jewlsh community are elosely associ-
ated with the existing regmes — too busy orgis-
iging the pro-leraeli lobby o hother about the
traditions of the revall, too well integmted inio
the cogs of the aystom of expladtation to
recogniss the liney thal bind the Warsaw ghello
revoll to the revoluton. Their cunp i naol

that of humanity in struggle for its dignity,

In lsrach the mooument ssected to the glory of
the commander of 1he ghedio nsurre ction,
Mordechai Antlewlcs, i located in the kibburz
whiose pame evokes his memory: Yad Morde
chai, This soctalist’ village was founded along
the (1948} borders as & military cutpost.
Today, its economic existence i based on the
exploitation of the wagedabour of Palestinian
refugees in the Gaza Strip, and eapecially on the
witge-labowr of school-age childsen. What a
aymbol! What & mockery!

CONSTANT FEATURES

This, in a mutslell, was the Fiomisl programme:

OF THE ZIONI

to construct a Jewish state in Palesting, which
implisd refussl to fight anti-Semitism wherever
it arosz, and instead involved the exaltation of
Jewish chauviniemn as g counler-weipht 1o pre-
vailing racism. Il necessarily presupposed the
dispossession of the inhabitants of the Promised
Land, This was well understood by Theodors
Herzl, theoretictan of the Zionisl movement,
when he wrote in his ‘diary’ {on June 12, 1895}
that it would be necesary “to try Lo teanafer
the poorest section of the [indiganous ] popula-

tion o the other side of the border without
conflict, by offering them work in the neigh-
houring countries mmd denying them uny ¢m-
ployment in our country”.

O the same day he also entered in his list of
things to do! “prepore a special helmel like
Stanley’s for the céremaony inaugurating the
eolonisation’. Some enlightened spirits wamed
ihe Fipnists againkl the consequences of their
undertaking: such s the writer Akhad Ha'am,
am advocate of-n Jewish ‘spiritual’ cencre (bot
not a political body) in Palesting, who, us early
as 1891, predicted Palestinian resistance. In
1936, I, Ruppin, 1 well-known sociologst and
3 workhorse in the Honist cowse, admicied tha
becausse of the Palestinian masses’ hostilily, a
“state of continuows war with the Arabs’ wis
inewitable

The openly fascisi-like wing of the Zionkst
movement, headed by Iebotinaky, had under-
stood things immedutely. There were 0o basic
differences, Jabotinsky explained, between
*vepetarian’ Fionism end ‘carnivorows’ Zionism,
[he only thing to discuss was whether il wouald
be necesaary to ey on British bayonets (o coil-
anise the country of whether it would be pre-
ferable to directly arm the colonists. And,
from his paint of view, be was righl.

Back 1n 1940, Joseph Weits, a leader of the
Fionisl agricuktural colonisation, and a *socialist’
Zionist, had cosme to the condusion thal "thers
is oo other way than to transfer the Azabe from
here Lo the neighbouring countries, to transter
all of them: Mot one villnpe, not one tribe,
should be left” (Bewr, 29 Seplembar, 1967.)

The diapeasessdon of the Palestinians. a nec
pseary precondition for Zionist profit, s being
continued today by colonisation in the oocupied
territories. As Moshe Dayan put it, with the
krutal frankness for which he & known: “During
the last 100 years our people have been in the
process of building up the nation, of expansion,
of getting additional Jews and settlements in or-
der to expand the borders. Let no Jew say Lhat
we are near the end of the rcad.” (From a
speecl given on the *liberated” Syrian Golan
Heiphts und reparted in Maariy, 7 Tuly, 1968

problem. {Mearly, 14 February, 1973.)

Inside the Hebrew haation, the struggle has anly
just hegun, with much larger forces and a much
piore solid organlsacion than before —and a
much mors hardened one as well — with our
comrndes, of ganized in the Marzpen-Marxisl
group, directly confronting the eppressaye
Fionist apparatua ot 165 hases,

I the Arah states, oo suclel and sechions are
wirking to build a revelutinnsry-Marxist
wanguard, fighting n hard atruggle aimed at forg-
ing the basis of u single party of the Arab world
{transcending all ethnic and religious divisions),
uniting Arwhs and nacional minositke in a com-
mon strogele againse impertalism and its local
gllics, both Zlonier and Arab, and against all
varietiss of reaction.

If we are to find in the Middle East foday the
legitimate heirs of the Warsw ghetto fighters, il
is io the ranks of the Palestinians in strugele that
we must ook — andialss among the lacseli anti
Fionist mikitaned who have taken on the herifage
of ganerations of Jewish thinkers and militants
who opposed obecurantism and inatitutionalised
disorder,

In struggling o guinst the stream, against the wors
chauviniam — their own couniry's — Lhede com-
rades are upholding the great democratic Jewidh
tradition which has conributed so much to the
progresa of the working clage and of humanity.

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I Capitalism
and immigrant
workers

Since the late 19508, 8 common feature of the
sdwnced capitalist countries of Europe has
been the growth of a large immigrant worker
population. In Britain and Germany they ac-
count for over & per cent of the active popula-
tion, and 14 per cent of manusl workers; in
Belgium, 10 per cent of the active population,
snd 15 per cent of industrial labour; in France,
11 per cent of the active population, and 25
per cent of industrinl labour; and in Switzrerband,
26 per cent of the active population, and 35
per cent of industrial Isbour.

was dlso found in ex panding industries which
suffered most severely from the general labous
shortage, such a8 the engineenng indusiry n
the West Midlands,

But modern capitabism remains unstable, and
with the end of long term growth afler the mid-
19608, immigrant labour began o fill a new
role, As the French employers' magazine,
Lirine Nowvelle, put it: "The existence of this
immigration gves our economy greater flexibil-
iy, since the immigrants are very mohile, are
willing to swilch factories or regions, and if it
becomes neceasary, to become com pensabed
unemployed.’

METHODS OF CONTROL
It is this characteristic of ‘fexibility® which is
the mosl important feature of immigrant
lahour for capitaliem in a pardod of economic
difficulty. This Tlexibility” is puarantesd by a
series of measires which vary in relavive lmpor-
fance betwesan one country and another.

- m‘g‘f
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Immigrant workers play a crucial role in modern
capitalist production. During the perlod of
posi-war economic exmnson they were brouglht
it Westarn Europe to mest the gerious shor-
age of labour, Recruited from the *“Third

World® and southern Europe, they came as a
resuli of the Initiatives of governments and
individual employers, such as Lendon Trans-
port for example, who opened spedal recruiting
offices in the West Indies,

These workere filled the unskilied and scmi-
skilled joba left by indigenous workers because
of low wages, bad conditions or inssourity dur-
ing this period of full empioyment. Such jobs
were b0 be found mainly in the textile industry,
transport, und the bealth secvice. Emplovment

One of the ‘witle-bocts’ used for ferrving Arab-Jewdsh
warkery from Marsedies i service Tooell aepiralie,
O the revurn jowrmey thoy plek up Greek, Sralien and
Tiarkish workery for use in Nopthern Ewope, The shipe
are operingded, and famitlies have to cemp oul oa deck

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The contruct avstem hie been developed fur-

thest in Germany and France: fhis tes entry to
the needs of the emplovers, gince it lathey
who authorise the contracts, [mmigrant work-

ers nre thus prevented from entering the country

without 4 dpecified job, and from changing jobs.
The coniract has to be renewed every one of
two years, which means thal emplayers can

use: the threat of deportation to force acasp-
tance of speed-up, wage-cuts, ele, They can
also get rid of ‘troublemakers’ — workers who
Jotn undenis or political organigations, or who

g0 on strike — In.this way. In Germany in 1967,
during a recession, 250,000 workers wers de-
ported; in France, after May *68, thonsands of
immigrant workers who had taken part in the
Gieneral Strike were similardy deported.

A méthod of control that has recently emerped
in France is the active gncouragement by em-
ployers, and the pasive acoeptance by the goy-
ernment, of “illegal’ immigrants. Their iliegal
statis is then vsed as 3 threat againet these .
workers should they try to challenge their ex-
ploitation or improve thelr conditions,

The sEper-sxploitation of mmigranl workers
forces them fo live in slums and ghettoes,
where they come to suffer from a higher e
of such disaases a3 fuberculosis than indigenous
workers and inevitably a higher death rate.
Thess conditions serve to demorakise immigrant
workers and make {t sasier Tor the ruling class
to ‘use’ them us it sees fit.

A [imal method of control is that inherent in

the climate of racalism and prejudice comman
to all Western European countries, Ad one level
this leads to atiscks on immigrant workers by
podice and fascst thogs; on another, it izolapes
immigrant workers from other workers, thus
reducing the possibility of effective or panisation.

These "controls” enable the muling clags to supes-
sxpladt immigrant workers, to force them into
these areas of mdustry where capitalism ageda
them, and to increase divisions in the working
clasws,

2 Racialism

In the
working class

The roots of raceglism lie in the ideas developad
by the muling class 1o justify he exploitation of
black people's land and labour fram the 161h
century onwards, A3 Earl ey wrote_ in the
[9th century, of British impefalsm in Afric:
‘Threughout this part of the British Dominions
the coloured people are pencrally lookéd upon
by the whites as an inferior race; whowe intérests
ought Lo be systematically dsregarded when
they come into competition with thelr own,
and who ooght to be governed mainly with a
view of the adwiniage of the superiar cace,  And
far this ndvantage two things are considered to
be ezpeclally necesury ; first. that facibtis:
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should be afforded to the white solondsts Tor
obtaining pisaeseion of land hitherto occupied
by the mative tributes, and secondly, that the
Kaffir populstion should be made to furnish as
large und as cheap a supply of labour s
posaible.’

The social baai of racisblam ia the explojiation
of black people, Bot historioally it hes grined
some autencmy from this econemle toot, The
crude ravlaliam of 1he lat century dose not go
well with neo-colonialism, but racialism has
now smbedded itzelf frmly in Westem culture,
and 15 continually strengthened by the porsis-
temce of imperialist axploltation,

The working cluss itself is by no means fres
from racislism, The way in which bourgenis
cillture dominates the whole of sockety ensures
this, But the social roots of working class
raclallzm differ from those of rucialism in the
ruling clasa. In the working clas it is fuellad by
the inse corities imposed on workers by capi-
talism: fears of uwnemployment, wage-rutting,
inadequate housing, and loss of atatus as ration-
alisation replaces ekilla. Such insecurity i the
bréeding ground for moalist attitudes as they
are trangmitted vz education, the muss misdia,
and political demagopuess like Enoch Powall,
Thic racializen has two Tunctions for capitalizm
— it disunites the clase, and leads to the isolation
of black workers and olher immigrant workess,
Thues the ability of botls black and while
workers Lo reddst their explodtation is weskened,

3 Racialism
and the
frade wnions

The ides] of the 'univergsl brotherhood of man’
to which the labhour movement subscribes is in
sharp controdiction to the reality of deep
diviaicns within the working class. Behind the
ampty resolutions against racial discriminution
pagsed by the TUC and other trade unicn con-
ferences gince the 1950, Ties the reality of
Ireguent copitulation to the raclalism ambedded
in the working class, Weokers and unions toc
oftan react to their real problems with attacks
oo Lhe polential victims of the smplovers,
rather thaa the coiplovers [hemeaives,

Thus in the | Fth contury it was the fear that
immdgrant workers, then mainly Jewish and
Irish, wolld be uaed to cut wapes or cause dilu-
tion in the skilled trades which led to such
incidenits a5 the anti-Irish riots in Liverpool apd
Birmingham. The discrimination against
Jewlsh workers led them to form their own
breal@way unions i the garment frade at the
turs of 1he ventury. Tn 1919, fears of unem-
pleyment by white seacen io a declining
findustry’ bad o the tiots agninst Black seamen
im Cardiff, and to che impposition of quotas far
blacks by (he National Union of Seamen in the
1920 Cuotas were again imposed in the 19508
and 1%60s aminst black workers, At the Mans-
field Hosiery Mills in Loughborough, white
workers reacted to real threats of unemploy-
ment by attacking bluck workers in the factory,
In Londonin 1968, it was redundancy [ears
which underlay the big turnout of dockers in
support of Enoch Powell,

TRADE UNION RESPONSE

Iir peitiral, the respones of trade wnicns fo
racitlism among ther members has been to
turn.a blind eye. At Monsfield Hostery Millk,
officials of the National Union of Hosiery and
Knitwenr Workers refused to comndemn wrhite
wotkers who curried on working after their
fellow block frade unionists hed come out, The
NUHEW officials hed previously Tailed to help
black workees challenge o system of union
organieation which denied adequate representa-



tion to black workers al any level and in which
their demands were ignored by white-dominated
factory committess.

When Pakistani workers at Crepe Sizes Lid. in
Nottingham joined the TEGWLU they wers

put in & branch about 15 miles owimide the tity .
The union never adequaiely discussed their
probiems of pay, hours and conditions. When
the workers finally weni on sinke the refusal
by unton officials to make it official slmost
resulied in the workers leaving the union alio-
gether, Agabn at Jaffe & Sons Lid, in Notting-
ham, T&GWU officials newer once, over a
period of ten months, discussed with the work-
ers how Lo improve thelr appalling pay and
eonditions. When the workers finally came

ol an siriks Usess bureadcals relused Lo make
it officisl.

Despite this lock of support from the official
structures, black workers hawe played a big

part in unioniging small factories. For example,
at Hardweod Cash Lid, in Mansfisld, a few
dofen Asizn workers have unionised more than
haif of the predominantly white labour force

m a lew monthy. Bat he lack of anion demo-
aucy and the wpathetic, or openly racialisi
attitudes of union officials and matiodnal
organisations o the speaal probiems of these
workers has often bed 1o 8 general disillosion-
menit with unions, The danger of breakaway
unions being formed in this situarion is 8 real
and immediate one. Such moves would be a
figp bacxwards, gince breakaway goups become
isolated very rapidly, and are then either
smashed or ewing to the right. This swould alsn
gve the trade union movement an e38y £XCUBE
for fpnorng the problems of radallsm which
they must tackls if the working class movement
B o be united.

4 Approaches
to racialism

Before discussing the steps which must be
taken to combat raciabiam effectively, it i
warth looking at a number of freguently pro-
posed aolutiona’. ,

(i) Legislation. The belief that racialism cin
somehow be made dlegal and ils open mani-
festation suppressed by law is sl widespread,
Bud the experience gined since the pasaing of
the Race Relations Aol guickly destrove this
myth. Mot only does the Act fail to cover ade-
gquately il aress in which racialism 8 manifested,
but it is almest unworkahle becsuse of the lack
af power given fo its agency, the Race Relations
Board. It comed as no serprise to leamm that the

first prosecution under the Act wes of two
black people arrested for demonstrating ngainst
g colourbar,

The Act fails to sttack the roof causes of racial-
mm: the exploistion of black and immigrani
workers. It gan only attack the sympioms — &
guaranteed recipe for meffectiveness. The fail-
ura of such legislation is inevitable: itisan
attempt to use 8 section of the capitalist state
apparatus {mrllament and the cowrls) (o attack
2 basic peed of the capitalist economy.

In the Mansfield Hossery Mills girike, for
instan<e, the Race Relations Board was ex-
tremely hesitant to make public fis findings on
the sitdalion in the factory. Yet the strike was
in large part won becuss of widespread public
sympathy with the dispute — something that
was due almoat exclugvely to the initiatives of
the strikers themselves. Again, at Hardwond
Cash in Mansfisld, the Board"s report on in-

stances of discrimination wee given no pubielty.

{if} Trade uniom leadership, Pressure on the

trade union leaders is frequently proposed as
the way [0 make the labow movement face up
to the reafity of racialiam, But while we should
deamnd that the trade union leaders take up
the metter serioosly, this iin no way 8 saf-
ficient answer to the problem.

The st problem is that an effective fight to
ammash racialisen in the unions must b based on
ratik and fite democracy, which is an erosion
of the position of power held by the buresu-
aracy. I i& thus imlikely to receive a welcome
from them. Secondly, moalism can only be
smashed in the working class by a ¢lear chal-
lenpe Lo the system which spawns it, @pitalism,
This challenge i unlikely (o be spearheaded by
u lrade union leadership which acta ag a broker
between the employers and the working class,

(i) Economic Militangy, A oumber of ex-
amples over the last year have shown how
bisck and white can fight together against the
employers. Porticolarly outstanding in this
respect was the bullding workers® strike; in
Birmminghiam this unity in action was extended
when building workers helped to break upa
mee ling organised by ruasts, In London,
dockers refused this time to join ang-immigrang
marches, after their struggles during the gummer
had shown gquite conclusivély who the real
COSMIGE Wi,

But while militancy often cuis acroas racial
divigions, il does not aulomatically destror the
hold of racist ideas. These ideas must be deli-
beritely rooled out and exposed, and forms of
organization developed lo ensere that they da
not reappear in the future,

Moreaver, mcialism exists at all lavels of society,

not just in the factory; and solidadiy there
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Women warkers af Mansfield Hosiery pliyed an important peri in the sirike. Pt Chrls Davies (Repart).
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can be undermined by oulside pressures unless
the siruggle & carried on throughout the whale
of society — something the Birmingham build-
ing workers clearly understood.

5 The way
ahead

Cartain essential tasks confront the labous
movement in the siruggle to smash raciakism.

The right to independent black organization
must be fought for ag egsantial in a situstion
where black workers find themaelves in a large-
ly racialist working clase, As the Black Power
movement showad, such independent ﬂrﬂ,ﬂiﬂ-
Leon can be the means for black people gaining
the self-reapect and strength of which they hawe
hitherto been deprived by centuries of capitalise
GppTesEion.

Police gy imra blsck miierss dyring Noftng SR demonsirerion over Wangrose e,

schools, One Immediate step which must be
taken is o challenge the growing fascisf move-
ments like the Wational Front which provide an
argarijstional form for racalist tendencies
among white watkers, as wall as posing an
immediate physical threat to Black people,

"ROBLEMS

fipTo play any effective role in combatting
ravialism the labour movement miusl organise
far more black workers into the uniona than it
does at present,  This will only be achieved if
the unioms face up to the problems of bleck
workers and show that they are achually pre-
pared to fight for resl sclations,

Such problems include the*need for standard
conditions n Indostry, adequsaie safety and
hygiene, better eating and toilet Facilitdes,
standard break times, overfime payments,
and even proper vage slipsin the pay packels,
Abwses in this field play an imporiant part in

the exploitation of buck workers by the em-

Af Manefield Hesfery Mills, for example, (he
Acian workers Found that it was from fellow
biack workers in the industey that they gainad
stronagest supporl. This also gave them o pers-
pective of fiphting in stronper nuinbers for
democracy and repressntation in the vnion; ond
for better conditions for all Black workers In
the industey, This cr-operation has been ex-
tended sines the stelke onded to cover the whole
Eazl Midlands ares and to incdude workers in
the TE&GWU as wall a8 those in the NUHEKW,
This has greatly streogthened the workers'
fighring ability in such strugples as that at
Taffe's in Mottingham.

Crueis] in this process, however, was the simul-
teneous recognition by the Asian workers in
Loughkbaraugh of the need to remain onited
with white workers within the organisalions of
the working class, ihe irade unione. But they
reflised that this unity could ooly become some-
thing real 11t was based on 3 recognition of

the rights and equal status of all the parties in-
walved,

Support for independent black organisation
miaet oot be confined to the unicn sihmbon,
¢ither, but must be éxtended {o similar organ-
igations in the community which are an esseatial
form of protecrlon agalnst constant raaalist
attacks by the police, the bw, landlords. white
hoodlams, st

(i} The Ebour movement must be involved in
active slepa to-fighl mcalism at all levels of
society . Racialim iz manifeated in the com-
munily through bad hougsing conditions, colour
teirs b leafgings and pubs, police attacks o
black vouth {as in Motting Hill snd Dalston),
and m much of what passes for ‘educimon’ in

ployers, and their removal would be a victory
for all workers. Thia is also true of the demand
for training facilities for all workers, which was
contral in Loughboraugh,

From past experience it ssame unlikely that
guch demands will be srioudy laken op by
the officinl unicn orgaisutions. The key role
at thig atage, both in pressurising soch bodizs
and in mitialing independent activity on the
question, will be playad by black workers'
organisation, Il aok-and-file action com-
odttees, trades counal sub-committees, ete,

The unicos must also take seriously the reality
of ragallsm within thelr gwn ranks, I is
counter-productive and dengerous to talk of
unity when it does not exdat. The'stody of
racializsm and the speaal problems of black
workers must beeome part of every educational
programme for shop stewards and union
offidale.: Adequaie lterature io mmigrants’
nwm linguapes must also be mode pmilable to
amiEt the unionisation and Involvement in
union organistion of Mack workers. Insome
unions this process has already bogun but there
is sfill a long way fo'goin the labour movement
a5 8 whale.

Fipully it is necestary to stress the need for
democracy in the unions ss 8 crocial” gtepin
mvalying Tni.nn:u'i[].' groups, One black worker
on an sxecutive does not mean that black

workery ane re presenied uduqu.all:l}'. The gen-
eral problem of democracy, ind representation
st all levels, can only be sobwed by rank-and-fibs
achiwity, The formation of achion comemitiees
agingl racialism, and support comomitbees Tor
black workers in sivupgle, will be central tasks
for all reak-wnd-fle militants in the coming
period,

What is Permanent Revolution? The popular
gtalinist version & that i is no more than an
injunction everywhere and at all times to make
the insurrection, Maoists claim that it &4
story shout the continuing anti-bureaucratic
siruggles after the mvolution.

In fact it & none of these, As John REobens
points out in this pamphlet: *The theary of
Permanent Revolution as developed by Trotsky
i5 the political expression of the [unrdamental
economic realities of cipitalism as if exsts in
ithe epoch of imperiatism, In particular it an-
alyses the operation within the impenialist
epoch of the law of uneven and combined deve-
lopment.’ [p.4) The pamphist sims tocxmine
the sdequaey of this expression ol hstoric pro-
cesses in the light of the mealities of the 19707,
not oniy in (he colonisl and semi-colonial coun-
tri#n but also in the buresucratised workers’
states and even ka [he adwnced Imperalist
countrics themselves,

THE "WHOLE
The suthor’s fundamental approach i the in-

sigtencs thal (ke world can only be scientifically
uniderstaod from the point of view of the

‘whole', 1o this way every concrete evenl,
every economy, every soctal formation & metely
an ‘orginal combination” of elements which ang
operative on a world scale, [t is totally incosrect
— amnd teads to disastroue political consequenoes
{5 examine in isolation, s do the Cominunist
parties of the world, the specific features of any
particular countey and procesd from thers, In
fack the varions roads to socialism® flow [rom
the way thal world procswsés combine in a parti-
culir country, and not by way of exception
from some abstract 'norm',

For mstance, it does nor flow from the fact
+hat fhere i a predominance of peasants in the
calonisl world, that the economy is at o parti-
cularly low level of development, etc. that a
sociplist revelution & ruled out. On the come
trary, because of the role of the bourgeoisie on
g world scale, the role of imperalism o & world
scale and the level of development of the pro-
disctive [orces on a world scale, nol anly i it
possible for a socialist revolution to take piace,
bl it is ol through the establishment of the
dictatorship of ihe proletariat that the ant-
feudal, anti-imperiglis! and democratic tasks
can be brought to suceessful (ruifon. Such =
the lesson of the October Revohstion. Such is
the pontinuing message of the Chinese, Cuban,
and Vielnamesa revolubons.

Mone of this, howeser, means that it is possibie
te establish a socialist society in one or @ small
group of countries whikit imperialism is still
dominant ona world scale; Socialism means
the abotition of all classes. It is hedicrous to
belleve that the incomparably graater division
of labour required for (his could be achieved
in one country alone. Inreabity, the theory
that socialism could be built na single
country turns out to be no more: than a cover
to Furiher the interests of a small bursaueratic
caste which has crystallised in the workers'
slubes, signifying their degeneration,

The pamphlet documents the implications of
this, not only for (he workers” slalus them-
selves bl slso for the world revolution, The
pecalior nesd of the huresucracy Lo dceommo-
dage itsall o imperialism whilst preventing any
independent nctivity of the masses in the ATk~
ers’ states, finda its eapeession in the pofitics af
the Communist parties of [he various countriss
equally opposed to the independent activity of
the maosses and seeking collsboration with
‘their’ bourgenisie, The altempt to straitjacket

the world revolution in the inteseste of *peaceful
coexigtence’ in this way, can only weaken the
workers' states. Conssguently, both the defence
of the workers” states and the furthering of the
world revolution demands a political revolition
in these seatos to smash the bureanericy and to
re-cotablish the norms of workers” democTasy.

ACTUALITY

Ii & only by takingaccount of all these feurires
of the colonial and burcauaratised workers®
lates thal we can even begin (o make sense of
the advanced imperialist countries themselves.
Without understanding the intimate relation of
politics and economics on 4 world scale, the fact
of the long boom in the adwamced capitalist
countrics can appear, and indeed for many so-
called Marxists did appear, to imakbidate Marxism
and the thesis of the Permanent Reyolution, It
i true thel some of Trotsky's conjunctorsl prd-
jections were in error and, in S0OE CAsES, grosshy
m error, “Howewer, it isnot . , . the teat of
Trotsky's theory . ., whether he made o pre-
cissly correct analysis of @ gven conjuncture, |1
is 1 question of whether the concepts of the
theory of permanent revolution are capable of

revealing the lawe of motinn of the process of
whether they must-be replaced with a ditferent
problematic.’ [p6l)

Nothing which has happened since 1942 defies
pxplanntion within Trotsky's fundamental cate-
pories — a8 Robens shows through an analysis of
the economic and political development sincg
that lime. The combined noture of post-war
development couald only lay the basis for new
and more severs crises, the beginnings of which
wi are witnessing today, It is thes whish under-
lies the preseat rise of workers® siTuggles
throughout the advanced capitalist countries,
placing on the agenda in the naxt period

the conguest of power by the sorking clags in
the imgperialist hearllands themselves.

In suem the pamphlet shows that the cemtral
core of the thesiz of Permanent Revolulion i
{he ‘actuality of the revolution” on a world
scabe, The problem s that to atoempt such a
task in 130 pages demands tremendols com-
pression of the very complicated arpumentation
required. Meverfheless the pamphlel repays
capeful study and fulfils its opening promise Lo
show us the power of Trotsky’s theory of
Persnanent Revaolution,

The March |1 elections marked a turning paint
in the political situation in Argentina. The
Perondst ground swell undermined the attempt
of the Lanusse regime to put across the Gran
Acoerdo Macional and compelled the Argen-
ting borgeoisie (0 accept o neo-Peronist
government. The incoming Campors admini-
diratlon will seek (0 exploit inlerimperialisd
coniradictions and to gain maes suppodrt through
populist demagogy.

I the final analysais, the turn in Argentina came
as 4 consequence of the powerful mobilizations
of the masmes and the couragams actlons of the
vunigisard. The resulting new sitvation will serve
for stepup the militancy of the working cluss
and other explaited layers still further.

Sectors ot the army have not yof renoanced
attemnpls ol @ reactionary coup d'etat ewn
before the inguguration of Compora. This is
because they fear that the new government will
be swept aside in the near future. Nonetheless,
a coup appears unlikely inasmuch as the
decizive sectors of the ruling class are awie
that it could provoke s very sharp response
from the musses and the cutbresk of 3 civil
war, the cutcome of which would be m dowbi.

{ In the new stage now opening up, the Argenline

revolutionists will take their place in the front
rinks of the coming mass mobilisstions with
the perspactive of 3 major confrontation and a
strugple for power. Their objective will be to
influence and Lo orgpmise the vanguard layers
that sre slipping out of the controd of the
urtion bureaucracy and the demapoic ideclopy
of Peronism. They will at the same time call
