Neo-nazism is on the rise in Europe: Haider’s Freedom Party is in power
in Austria and the BNP gained ground in the May 4th elections. David
Irving, a fascist theoretician, attempted to use the courts to defend his
claim that the Holocaust never happened — and lost.

It’s an obscene thought that within the next > or s¢ years, experience of the Holocaust
will be reduced to secend-hand testimony, in the absence of Nazi victims of the previ-
cus generation.
Even more obscene is the manipulative suppression of basic histcrical fact of disgust-
ingly adamant Holocaust denier, David Irving, in line with his far-right, fascist ide-
clogy. Author and academic, Professcr Deborah Lipstadt, accused Irving of ‘dancing on
the graves’ of the Holocaust’s victims. Irving’s retaliaticn was weak, referring to his
ridiculous claims as simply “dissert from the mainstream view about the Holocaust”.
But what of Irving’s ‘historical argument’? The judge related extracts from a speech
made by Irving to neo-nazi audiences in Canada, expcsing his vicicus attempts tce deni-
grate the horrific experiences of Auschwitz:

“It’s balcney. It’s legend... You think that’s tasteless, how about tnis? There are so. many
