This volume contains the issues of Spartacist (English 
edition) published from Summer 1981 (No. 31-32) through 
Summer 1987 (No. 40). Spartacist is the theoretical organ 
ofthe International Communist League (Fourth Internation­
alist), which is published with varied contents and frequen­
cies in English, French, German and Spanish. During the 
period covered by this volume, Spartacist was published by 
the International Executive Committee of the international 
Spartacist tendency, predecessor of the ICL(FI). 

This volume also contains two pamphlets published by 
the Spartacist League/U.S. which cover subjects of inter­
national concern and which could well have been published 
as Spartacists at the time. They are "Solidarnosc: Polish 
Company Union for CIA and Bankers," 8 October 1981, and

• No entry is listed twice; see cross references for guid­
ance in locating the subject head for particular articles. 
Cross references are of two types: those following the 
word "see" deal centrally with the subject head; those 
following the words "see also" are related articles. Sub­
ject heads in cross references are separated by a semi­
colon. Thus:

means that articles that deal with the question of perma­
nent revolution can be found by going to the subject 
heads IRAN and SOCIALIST WORKERS PARTY. 

• Individuals mentioned in articles are usually not listed 
separately unless the article is primarily about the given 
person. Entries relating to specific countries are listed 
mainly under national headings, occasionally under 
regional ones, as appropriate. Articles which particularly 
concern political organizations, national or international, 
are listed under their organizational names. 

• Contemporary studies on historical aspects of the Marx­
ist movement are listed under HISTORY OF THE 
MARXIST MOVEMENT, while historical reprints are 
listed under ARCHIVES OF MARXISM.
