On strike for the right to negotiate for
themselves snow a deal for when Phase Two
ends in August.

Forefront

Socialist Worker asked one of the strike
leaders, John Sheldon. a toolroom steward
at Tractors and Transmissions plant in
Bimringham, to cxplain what their case
really is.

‘We've had Phase One and Phase Twao, Before
that we had the Heath government's freeze
and at the end we're worse off. AH the sacnifioe
by workers has made no difference.

‘We've given them notice that we don't intend
to-have another Phase.

‘A young lad. married with two children, in
our toolroom would be on £66,26, After
deductions he would be well down below £50,

'If he's pot a mortgage, that can cost up ta£25
a week. That leaves him £25 to pay rates, lights.
HP, food.

*And toolroom workers in Longbridge get £3
a week Jesy than us,

Is it a sirike directed against other
workers?

‘Some people say it's about differentials
between toolroom workers and other workers. 1
don't. The differentinls are not going to alter
without the agreement of the whole workforce,

‘We've got 1o improve the situation of
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ASTMS, and Mr Justice Melford Stevenson have dealt the Socialist

£40 gap between the lowest paid and the highest
paid toolmakers in British Leyland, That's the
gap we are concerned with,

*Some of the toolroom workers do regard us
as more skilled, -Bul I've been a convenor
representing all classes of workers. For the
majority, the question of differentials is very low
down on the scales.

‘Other workers are in the same boat as s,
Their wages are being held down, But the people
who represent them are ignoring pickets. calling
wolroom workers everything

*Que strike is for no more pay policy. We want
to negotiate from August,

*Our fight is not a reaction against other
workers, It's not reactionacy, The press have
made a big play of differentials,

‘Whatever we get in this fight, production
workers are going to get as well. Everyone else
cun then get it as well and fall in line.

‘We're in the farefront of it. Someone has to
take up the cudgels.

The government say you are
threatening the future of Leyland.

In other words. the libel
action has struck at the
oot of our ability to
publish, and at the ad-
vance of the Socialist
Workers Party.

Confidence

It comes at a time when
sky-rocketing costs, es-
pecially of the paper we
print _on. were already
restricting the work of our
printshop

On the other hand it
comes ut a time when the
confidence and
enthusiasm of our party is
higher than for many
years=—and when the need
for w socialist printshop
has pever been greater.

Jenkins sued us for a
satirical artizle written by
Lauric Fivon which we
published two vears ago
when the fascist General
Franco still ruled in Spain.
It was written in protest
against the scandalous
decision of ASTMS and
Jenking to sponsor cheap
hohdavs for trade un-
103515 10 Spain.

It took the form of a
spoot” advertisement from
Jenkins which pretended
o offer trips  round
Spanish jails and  olfer
ringside seats at the garot-
ting of socialist militants.

Ludicrous

Jenkins complained that
this could have been taken
as & real advertisement!

This ludicrous view was
shared by the judge, who
told the jury that ‘facts
falsely stated' did not allow
a defence of fair comment,
The judge spent the entire
trial displayving his bias
against us, relusing to
listen when we put. our
case, making snide jokes
about the paper. and
grovelling to  Jenking
lawyer,

He refused to ullow us 1o
rell the jury abowr an
article in the Times Diar
which had reprinted parr
of ourspooladvertiserment
aboul the garotiings

Jenkins had threatened
1o su¢ the Times as well
But he dropped that action
when the Times legal
director wrote back refus-
ing an apology and stating
that the sentence!ahout the
purottings was satirical,
nos libellous,

POLAND? NO, IT'S NOT SOCIALIST

ONE of the most promi-
nent of Poland’s old Com-
munist militants has issued
a strong and totally ‘un-
compromising  public
statement outlining his
reasons as a revolutionary
socialist for opposing the
East European tyrannies.
Jan Wyka was a prominent
member of the Poiish_ Com-
it was

dissolved in 1938 by Stalin in
one of his purges,

Wyka fought in the Inter-
national Brigades in Spain, He
was & member of the central
committee of the party at the
time of the liberation. He was
expelled from it in 1957 for
advocating workers' control.

Wyka bas circulated his
statement to the Polish press
as a specific declaration of
solidarity with the Czech
dissident movement, Charter
775

But on top of this Wyka
goes on to make a clear
statement of his position on
the Stalinist states.

His position is that these are
state capitalist societies ruled
by a class which  con-
trols the means of production
through the mechanism of a
so-called communist party.

Wyka's position is one the
Socialist Workers Party is
proud to share,

&

Here aresome extracts from
his statement:

‘I have protested against the
designation of our system as
socialist and the designation
of the party (the ruling Polish
United Workers Party) as a
party representing the in-
terests of the workers.

‘For me thissystem is a state
capitalist system, the Polish
United Workers Party being
the organ of the class in power,
controlling the means of
production and the riches of
the country.’

It is this which, Wyka states,
‘produces a permanent tension
and the diverse forms of the
class struggle, right up to the
profound cirsis of October
1956, the Baltic events of 1970
and the strikes of June 1976,

Wyka's  statement  also
spells out the socialist alter-
native Lo state capitalism. “The
construction of workers' and
peasants’ councils area by area

and at every level right up to
the central level is therefore o
necessity,’ he writes,

, The statement closes with a
demand for a total amnesty
for political prisoners, an
indication that there s con-
siderahle support for his posi-
tion, and a declaration of
solidarity with all the other
oppressed peoples of Eastern
Europe.

In a report published at the
weekend the National Coungil
for Civil Liberties drew atten-
tion ‘to the use of the Act for
the guestioning of people
whose sole connection with
terrorism appears to be the
fact that they come from
Narthern Ireland’.

Says the report: 'Noo less
than three official sports
delegations have been arrested
under the Act. . . others who
have been  detained  and
questioned include a Labour
parhiamentary candidate and
two Community  Service
volunteers”,

The operation of the PTA
has been as clear an example
of legalised racism as any of
the Immigration Acts: It bas
had Tittle to do with preventing
erroristm’ and everything to
do with buving ofl the anti-
Irish bigotry ¢ncouraged by
Tory politicians of bath par-
ties and the gutter press.

It is the clear and un-
mistakeable duty of British
socialists to cnsure that it is
not renewed withaut a fight.

And, at the same time, they
are searching for all sorts of new
schemes to get the money which
they have stored up from frozen
wages and sackings into the
pockets of their shareholders.

THE AMOUNT of
wealth available to
satisfy people’s needs
could be increased by a
tenth tomorrow—if the
economy were not run
according to the insane
dictates of the profit
system,

That is the only conclu-
sion that can be drawn
from the report last week
from the authoritative
National Institute
Economic Review.

It shows that if the un-
employed were allowed to
work in factories at present
shut down, the amount of
goods produced would
increase by a tenth.

Since about two-thirds
of the national wealth itself
goes to workers in wages,
that is uivalent to an
increase of 15 per cent in
wages—without causing
any increase in prices.

If there was the possibili-
ty of unlimited additional
workers (for instance,
through dropping restric-
tions on immigration) the
increases in production
{and wages) could be twice
as high.

All this without taking
into account the enormous
amounts of wealth wasted
on arms (at the moment
much higher than spending
on industrial investment),
on subsidising Concorde’s
flights for the very
wealthy, on advertising,
and so on.

So what stops all this
wealth being created? The
Institute says ‘demand’ but
adds: The long-standing
problem remains of how to
stimulate demand through
investment and exports
rather than through con-
sumption.’

What it really means is
that no-one knows how to
solve the ‘long standing
problem’ of making the
profit system provide full
employment and the
massive improvement in

living standards that is
possible. _
Of course, it does not

draw the conclusion that
the time has come to get
rid of that system

Scandal of the hospital

By John Rose

THE OPENING of a huge new West
London hospital has been delayed by
two and a half years by Sindalls, the
building contractors. And the local
authority seems to be a willing victim.

Painters on strike at the King Edward Memorial

Hospital in site Southall have told Socialist Worker
of a series of scandals about the way the hospital is

being built.

O The painters are on
strike over their bonus
scheme.

They could only achieve

their impossible bonus
targets by missing out
coats of paint.
O Sindalls deliberately run a
cheap labour  policy. It is
already going to cost about
£14,00 to put right shoddy
work done by untrained stu-
dent labour last vear. -

There ate at least 32 sub-
contractors on the site and at
least ten others that convenor
John McHugh has not been
notified about,

Delay

Only 20 men are on the site

Sindalls are breaking the
working rule agreement by
refusing to give the shop
steward and convenor details
of the contract,
O According to the Ealing
Gazette, the delav has in-
creased opsts from the original
estimate of £5 million to £18
million. The management say
it has only increased to £8

O The Ealing, Hammersmith
and Hounslow Area Health
Autharity have justified clos-
ing four hospitals with the
promised opening of this big
new hospital, bot the strikers
arc wondering whether it ever
will open.

The latest scandal is that the
building was designed with a
built-in fire hazard in the roof
which will cost £8 million to
rectify,

The Regional Health
Authority ordered an internal
inquiry into the fiasco.

Workers on the site have
long argued for such an
inguiry but want it to be made
public so that the real culprits
ean be exposed.

This did not turn either country into
fascist stronpholds, nor did it turn them
into workers” paradises.

Bob Wright the newly clected Assis-

N

tant General Secretary of the Engineer-
ing Unian, argued that ‘the movement
must insist that Labour's manifesto is
honoured . . . there is a growing foree of
Labour MPs who are looking to the
movement for a lead.'

He dealt with the problem of why he
had supported the SocialContract when
1t came into being. ‘At first the Social
Contract was about anything but a
wages policy,' he said,

For gim, it had been about fulfilling
the ‘basic socialist goals' of Labour's
clection manifesta, *I recall at the 1975
I'UC our conditioning the Socisl
Contract to the whole of _the
Programme . . , it is perhaps a matter of
regret that we did not force that matter
to a vote. If we had, we might have seen
a very different situation today.

The convenor of Yarrows in
Glasgow, Barry Docherty, did not let
this stop him declaring: ‘Bob Wright,
that man is living proof that if vou push
the right people they'll lead the move-
ment properly.”

Jimmy  Airhe, of Govan
Shipbuilders in  Scotland,
caused \widespread commo-
von by declaring: “Hugh
Scanlon has played a magnifi-
cent role as President of the
engineess,”

One heckler showed: “Are
vou in the AUEW, how cun
anyvone i the AUEW say
that?’

Derek Robinson, the con-

Looking at it this way, the
real quarrel isn't with this
burcaucratic organisation. It's
with the president, vice-
president and National
Security Commission in the
US, which determines the
policy that is to be applied,

The CIA has its victories
but it’s not all-powertul, Inthe
whole southern half of latin
America people are living
under a vicious reign of terror,

in Argentina  today the
situation 15 worse even than
the situation i Chile. A whole
generation of radicals, trade
union leaders, peopic who
favour change. is being
eliminated, murdered, dis-
appearing off {he street,

Yet the CIA can be
defeated. This is the positive
side that keeps hope alive
among the Chileans, Argen-
timians, lranians. and In-
donesians.

It is difficult to say what will
happen with our case. But the
fact is that whatever happens,
this campaign has aroused 4
lot of people and interested a
ot of people not only in the
question of the CIA but’in
political activitics which will
continue and shouid continue
long after this case is resolved
whether | stay or whether | go.

Battle

begins

ITHE REAL AIM of the
anti-abortionists was- ex-
posed in parliament on
Friday when the William
Benyon Bill to amend the
1967 Abortion Act got its
second reading.

They have claimed that they
want to “tighten up' the work-
ing of the Act. But they offered
not a single shred of evidence
which proved the law had been
abused.

Said Liberal leader David
Steel: *Let us not pretend that
the case for the Bill is to tidy
up the Act. It i 1o stop
abortion.’

The Bill would mean a
return to the days when safe,
legal abortion was out of reach
for most working-class
wamen.

It would scver tics between
referral agencies and clinics.
That means charily
organisations such as the
British Pregonancy Advisory
Service and the Pregnancy
Advisory Service would have
to close. or seek ways around
the law,

They were set up after
1967 and have kept the price
of private abartion down, as
well as filling the gap left by
the National Health Service.

Qutrageous

I'he most outrageons part
of the Bill is that proposing
that senior police officers
should have access to clinic
files. This makes a mockery of
the confidence between doc-
tors and their paticnts.

Jean Lewis, a doctor from
Pontelract, told the Women's
Voice rally last Fridayv: '"The
inspection of dactors’ files by
the police in abortion cases is
just the thin end of the wedge

‘Last week our surgery was
being asked (o check up on
peaple  claiming  sickness
benefits. The police shouldn’t
be allowed anywhere near
patients” files.

Benyon claims  that  he
wants to stop women being
exploited by private clinics.

Mary Tyler’s
book.*

It is a picture of the
real India struggling
bencath all the
hypocrisy,

It is a picture of the
many millions, the
landless and- poor, the
perpetually hungry,
perpetually — persecuted,
for whom the State and
the boss and the landlord
are all the same.

Strangled

Mary Tyler was a
Willesden schoolteacher. She
saved up lo go overland to
stay with & boviriend’s family
in  Caleutta.  After  four
months there, she married
him

But Calcutta was in the
midst of heing strangled by
the central government,
beating back the rage of the
oppressed.

One month later, on a trip
to a village in” Bihar, Mary
and her husband were
arrested, accused of planning
armed guerrilla warfare.

There was never & shred of
evidence, but from June 1970
until June 1975, Mary Tyler
was held ‘pending trial’. Then
they released and expelled
her.

I'he charge didn’t matter,
for she joined thousands
perhaps hundreds of
thousands—aol people who
didn't know their charges
either

Arrested

There way Old Gulabi:
‘Together with four other day
labourers she had been
harvesting  paddy on a
landlord’s field, unaware that
the ownership of the par-
ticular land on which she was
waorking was disputed by his
cousin, who promptly had all
the labourers and the man
who employed them, arrested

Or Dulali who *had worked
as a lavatory cleaner at a
copper mine . . , She had been
arrested on an  attempted
murder charge after interven-
ing to stop some men who
were [ghting in the street
outside her house,

*She could not have been

more than thirty five, and
looked vounger, but was the
mother of seven children’.
Fhey were lucky to bein a
small district jail, In the local
city of Jamshedpur, 1000
prisoners  (including 44
women and [2 children in a
15-fool square cage) were
packed in a jail built for 137,
in the women's section,

A widowed
coalminer, arrested on strike,
sent his threee year old:

‘It was a revelation to sce
the condition of this worker's

child. Her belly was distended .

through eating a diet that
consisted almost solely of
starch,

‘Her hair was matted and
full of lLice because they “were
unable to afford oil or seap or
to get sufficient water. Her
body was covered in blisters.

‘We fed her, cut her hair,
deloused and bathed her, One
of the women bought her a
new dress’,

The jailers sold off the food
and clothes of the prisoners,

Sometimes  the priyoners
starved:

‘At one stage, cven the
morning chick pea
disappeared, and was replac-
ed by a couple of spoonstul of
slimy rice cooked in a little
molasses

‘The concoction was made
from all the broken rice left at
the bottom of sacks and was
full of straw and husks . . .
The daily wvegetable con-
tinued to vary between worm-
eaten eggplant and
cauliflower leaves and stalks'

Miness and dysentery were
rile, with periodic epidemics,
not to mention the barbarities
inflicted on some to make
them talk.

Mary was accused of being
a ‘Naxalite’, men Naxalites
were held permanently in Jeg-
irons, crouched in cages,
liable to occasional assault
and murder,

There were added fleeting
‘political prisoners’ (Nax-
alites were nol counted as
‘political prisoners’). Rich
politicians  with elaborate
privileges and good food,
soon on their way.

Anger

(‘The Indian Establishment
looks kindly on tame rebels.)

Occasionally,” the women
heard the cries of the men
Naxalites, among India’s
fincst  youth, permanently
incarcerated. Then there were
waves of industrial strikers,
strong and militant,

At each stage, Mary
pathers their story. She rarely
nscs to anger, for like the
other prisoners, it was all they
could do to survive,

It is the fact thar the
prisoners expect so litile thay

is the most massive indict-
ment of the regime.

They are untouched by the
drivel of propaganda that
boasts a ‘rule of law’

Nor does she indict her
jailers, selling off the
prisoners’. daily necessities,
for they also have to survive.
Mary's Jast wardess weeps as
the court dismisses the case:

Czar’s jailers

‘She had been appointed
specially to guard me, and
knew that her job had now
come toan end and she had to
find some other way to feed
and e¢ducate her four
children’,

Just hike the Czar's jailers
or those of Stalin, from
Attica to Long Kesh, it is a
svstem that subordinates all

participants.

It is the smooth, kindly
liberals who, far away, direct
the system who are  the
savages,

Read this book; you will
learn more about the real
India than from a ton of
‘expert’ junk.

No truck with Bullock!

DUNCAN HALLAS (Talk-
ing  About Socialism, §
February) was right to argue
that we have no truck with the
Bullock proposals on
‘workers’ participation’.

I'he CBI may be opposed to
the Bullock Report, but this
reflects the backwardness of
most British management in
relation to its mauin inter-
national rivals. More
progressive capitalists in Bri-
tain will no doubt welcome the
proposals in somc way or
other, as British Leyland have
done.

They will be attempting to
regain power on the shop floor
by seemingly sharing it,

As  with the Donovan
Report of 1968, there i an
attempt to get shop stewards
involved in making decisions
and agreements so that they
will be unable to oppose the
decisions or else will be forced
to police them.

Research in this country
(British Steel Corporation)
and on the Continent shows
the worker directors come

readily to accept the capitalist
logic of profit and efficiency.

Both in the gigantic run-
downs of labour in the steel
industry in Britain and ‘the
coal industry of Germany,
worker directors sided with
management  against  the
workforce

Worker directors will be
confused about those interests
they should represent, the firm
as a whole, or the shop floor.
They will be exposed to great
pressure ta think ‘abjectively’,
to think how the firm can best
compete against other firms,
and so call on workers to make
sacrifices for the bosses

Some might say that at least
Bullock is one step in the right
direction, towards ull
workers' self management, but
as the oid Fisher-Bendix Co-
op _H(\H-._) has shown. com-
petition in a capitalist environ-
ment has led to great meal
break flexibility, job flexibility
and huge increases in produc-
tvity.

blame of course rests with the leadership.

Certainly the membership in some areas was
very weak, and in London particularly it
campaigned against the strike in the press, But
the fact is that during the eight freezing weeks
that the strike was allowed to drag on at
Sheffield, the NUJ Executive failed to mount
any sort of campaign of its own for action,

It was the vacuum created by this indecision
that enabled the right-wing to
,campaign effectively and sow the seeds of doubt
in the membership,

To make matters worse,
while this anti-strike cam-
palgn was n progress, our
fearless nutional negotiatiors
were al ACAS, the
government's arbitration: ser-
vice, ‘symbolically pleading
with them (the BBC) for a
gesture of goodwill, however
small tao achicve &
“cosmetic” formula to enable
us to resolve the dispute and
avoid tomorrow's  strike,”
(Their words.)

No wonder the BBC were
holding firm.

But even at this stage the
strike could have gone ahead
It is obvious that much of the
voting against the strike was
tactical-- that is, people realis-
ed that if they made noises
against the strike it might not
be called atter all

Sccondly, there is a great
difference between saying you
don’t want to strike and
actually defying an instruction
and blackleeging

Strike call

This point came out clearly
at a national megeting (with
MacShane in the chair) when
the representative of one of the
London Chapels (office
branches) which was leading
the right-wing campaign, ad-
mitted that despite their op-
position, 75*per cent of the
Chapel would probably ahey
the strike call

MacShane savs if the strike
had gone ahead the result
would have been
‘catastrophic’. That is not true
A large section of the
membership would have been
out, others would have follow-
ed, and the BBC would have
started taking uy seriously,

As it turned out, the total
collapse of the union—which
MacShane voted for—was far
more catastrophic  than
anything else that could have
happened.

Spectre

He raises the spectre of mass
resignations from the NUJ, to
‘that  well-known scab
organisation, the Institute of
Journalists® if the strike had
gone ahead. Who the hell
needs the 10J when the NUJ
itself is 50 spineless?

T'a be fair to MacShane, he
did speak in favour of the
strike at a number of meetings,
but the fact is that when the
chips were down he did not
-stand firm and go on suppor-
ting the stnke—he voted
against it. It is possible to
lunderstand why he did this,
having been subjected to many

rsonal attacks in the period
cading up to the vote, but it is
not possible to forgive him.

He said at the time that it
was no good tryving to lead an
army that was marching in the
opposite direction to one's
own. That is a silly exaggera-
tion of what was going on.

If parts, of the army were
holding back, it was because
there was an awiul stench of
fear coming from those up
front who were supposed to be
leading the battle.
