The desire for an international union of all workers corres-
ponds with the commencement of the Labour-Movement. Even
before the bourgeois revolution of 1848, the cry of: . Prole-
tarians of all countries unite!™ was raised in the Communist
Maniicsto. The realisation by the working class of the neces-
sity of common organisation and action was immediately follo-
wed by the conviction of international community of interests
of the exploited class of all countries, The beginning of the
International Workers' Association dates from the sixties of
the last century.

The international organisation of the workers was opposed
and counteracted by the formation of powerful national States,
which took place in the seventies in Germany and ltaly. The
political alliance of great economic complexes to form national
unities, not only brought forth a national ideology of greater or
less influence from the point of view of all compatriots. but
