My dear Mr. Ryan:

I have the honor to acknowledge the receipt
of your communication of the 11th instant in-
quiring as to what action the American Legion
can take to remedy the handicap under which the
Department of Justice has been working in deal-
ing with the activities of radical elements in this
country.

I am enclosing herewith, for your informa-
tion, a draft of a bill which the Attorney General
[Mitchell Palmer] submitted to Congress in No-
vember 1919. At that time several bills were in-
troduced by various congressmen and senators

who were interested in obtaining legislation which
would enable the Federal government to ad-
equately protect itself and the American institu-
tions against the seditious acts and radical elements
in our national life. I would suggest that you ob-
tain copies of the various bills which have been
introduced in Congtess, such as the Sterling Bill,
which I am informed did pass the Senate but
which has not as yet passed the House of Repre-
sentatives. The enclosed draft is merely a proposal
in order that there might be something concrete
to work upon. Of course, legislation dealing with
sedition and criminal anarchy must be carefully
drafted so that it may not infringe upon the rights
of free speech and freedom of the press. However,
it should always be born in mind that while free-
dom of speech is a liberty it is not a license and
that it must be exercised within reasonable bounds.
