Debt Terms Enable
Fascists to Double
ArmyinPeaceTime

From Italy comes the startling news
that the Fascist dictatorship during
tha week authorized upon the recom-
mendation of Mussolint almoust a doub-
ling of its army Lo time of peaces. The
pews dispatch telling of ‘the event
says:

“The main points are the Increase
from 150,000 to 250,000 men in the
armed forces in time of peace, an in-
crease In the obdligatory service from
a minimum of thres months to a min-
imum of six months and an increase
in the artitlery mechanical devices to
conform to the neccesities of modern
warfare.

“in presenting the bills as Minister
of War Mussolini said:

“*These reforms are not adequate ts
the necessities of the nation and her
politics. They are timited by the pree
ent situation of the public finances
| should be very glad to increase the
number of milltary divisions if our
finances permitted. Modern times are
uncertain; we must be prepared.’

“The reorganization of the army is
the first step toward a general reor
ganization of all of Italy's armed
forces. The premier is working on the
reorganization of the navy and the
aviation service.”

Less than a week before the Faacist
despotism undertook this tremendous
expense both President Coolidse and
Secretary of the Treasury Mellon ex-
plained that Mussolini had been grant.
ed the ridiculously easy debt terms
because the Fascist goversment could
not possibly pay any more,

of a war-torn, harraased peaple The
personnel would be the same. What
did they do before?

~ Their War Record

Some of the figures receatly quoted
in the House of Representatives by
Coangressman Wood of Indiana are
stageering. Mr. Wood (s not a radical.
He is one of those who think that the
Republicans would remedy what the
Democrats muddled. He quoted the
following in his criticism of the War
Administration.

“The Ordnance Department spent
$3.991,000,000 and obtained 72 cannon;
$355.917,000 for ehells and obtained
exactly 6,00C; $310.780,000, for larger
sheHis and. obtained none; $1,051,511,.
000 for ainplanes and there was not
a single fighting-machine ever de-
livered in France.”

He points out that it was not neces-
sary to win the war to contract for 13
pairs of shoes per man, and 11 saddles
per horse. It was not necessary to
spend $21,000,000 for ambulance har-
ness when our entire ambulanceserv-
ice in this country and Europe was
motorized.

Who collected the graft which this
mad extravazance vielded? The so-
called patriots aof capituliam  who
stayed at home to reap the xain in
salety. Through their organizations
of spies, key-hole peepers, and slug-
gers they crushed newspapers and
hounded to death those who raised
thelr voices againat the dastardly rob-
bery. Many an honest and high-
minded American suffered fmprison-
ment and abuse, not becaus~ he op-
posad the war, but because he resisted
the heartless wringing of profits out
ol a helplean people.

They Need to Organize

American citizens were divided In
their sincere opinions during the laat
war. Some af them fought, week after
week, in the trenches giving their
youth and their lives in “the war to
end war” Some of them refused to
fight because, with all th+ power of
thelr Righ young souls, they hated
war. They went to prison; they were
beaten: they were driven fromm home
ard subjected to a persecition more
vicioys In America thun in any coun-
try io the world.

Those who foukht and those who
sulfercd becanse they would not fight
now, after the amoke of battle ard
the lies and talse propuganda have
cleared away, can understand each
other. But what about the cowards
who deceived one group and tortured
the other?® They nercd a political or-
ganization to protect them from the
conterapt of all who remember.

War-makers are organizing! They
are organizing to prepare for war;
which means to bring on war!

Lauds Capitalism

“Fascist unifonism recognized the
historical function of capital acd cap-
italism. On this point we are com-
pletely aanti-Socialist. According to
the Socialist doctrines the capitalists
are vampires. According to our teach.
ings this is only falne reading.

“Capitaliam not only is not rytro-
grading, but is not yet at its dawn.
We must become accustomed to think
that this: capitalistic syatem, with all
its virtues and taults, has sevéral cen.
turles of existence before it. Even
where capitalism has been done away
with it ts returning.

‘The J3oclalist coaception, which

personified capitalisin (a special ladi- |

viduals, and taught that these individ-

uals found delight in exploiting the

poor proletariat, are laughable.
“Qenerals of Industry.”

“The modern capitallsts are gener-
als of Industry, great organizers, men
who have and must have a bhigh re-
gard for civil and moral responsibili-
ties, men oo whom future health, bap-
pluess, and wagea for thousands of In-
dividuals depend. The success of their
industry {s the success of the nation.”

Declaring that the power of amauy-
ing wealth is unlimited but the power
of its enjoymeant Is definitely bounced.
Premier Mussolini contiosued:

“One of the most comic teachings of
the Socialist literature was tho at-
tempted dogma that happiness of men
depends alone more or less on the sat-
istaction of his material needs. That
Is absurd. Capltalism bhas a fuanctlon
whick Fuascist univcism fully recog-
nizes. It also recognizes everything
fs tiedd up with the fute of the nation,
and when that is hinpotent and disor-
ganized all feel the cousequences and
must assume an attitude of humility
aod resignation, as it was in Italy for
more that tweaty years.

Unity of Master and Slave

“Class collaboration is another fus-
damental of Fascist syndicalism. Cep-
ital and labor are not enewnies. Thcy
are classes which are complement to
one another. Theyv cannot live with-
oul each other.

"“Today we are approaching state
control of all the forces of {ndustry,
agriculture, banks, labor, and our ex-
periences make us corfident that the
experiment will succeed.”

Premier Mussolinl coacluded with a
declaration that even oune hour lost
through strike in oone factory was a
pnational catastrophe.

Stedman Pays Remarkable Tribute
to Swan Johnson, True Socialist

(Du you want to understand the intl.
mate life and character of a4 real So-
cialint typa? Read, than, this manter-
piece, delivered at the funeral of Com-
rnde Swan M. Johnson by SBeymour
Stedman. former Soclalist candidate for
vice-prestdent. After this week this
space, as usual, will he taken by Up-
ton Hinciair's letters to Judd.)

“Who broke nur falr companionship,
And spread his mantie dark and cold,
And wrapt the formliens in the fold,
And duiled the murmur on thy lp?
And bore thea whare 1 could not sre
Nor follow, thn' [ walked In haste,
And think that somawhere in the waste
The rhadow sits and wafts for me.”
(From Tennyson's In Memoriam.)

The departed was boro on a farm (a
Michigandale, October 31, 1889. He
attended achool and later, for a short
time, was a teacher. In his youth he
forined an intimate acquaintance with
Doctor Charles Whitehead, a. physi-
cian in Newaygo, Michigan, who exer-
claed a very great influence In deter-
mining the career and the work of Mr.
Johnson. Doctor Whitehcad was a
liberal with mosat advanced views,
He kept abreast of the sclentific re-
search and development of his time.
He was familiar with the thoughtful
worky, the research and philosophy of
such men as Darwin, Huxley, Tyndall,
Herbert Spencer, Grant Allen and the
sclientiats of the middle and latter part
of the nineteenth century. He pre-
sented their thought and intellectual
achlevements to young Johnson. Doc-
tor Whitehead was a gracious char-
acter and attracted Mr. Johason by
bis learning and kindly personality,
and Mr. Johnson In his gratitude never
crased acknowledging his debt for
what be felt Doctor Whitehead had
done for him.

Tribute to His Friend

Mr. Johnson, in delivering the ad-
dress at the funeral service of Doctor
Whitehead on March 12, 1924, said of
his friend:

“i{is whole professional carerr was a
conseceation of aervice by his fellow
men. Through sunshine and atorm:
through summer's heat and winter's
hiust he labored.. At times In the carly
davn Ddiazing hin own trall he went
forth to battl~ am a brave soldler
diveane and pain. nureing the aMicted.
romforting the sorrowed. No soldier
ever foukht more bravely than he and
thers was no more Christilke mission
to perform.

‘“The great outstanding tribyte to the
Doctor ie that & successfil professional
career never lifted him above the come
maonest man wha tutled at the hum-
bisnt wnrk. Neither was his profes-
nional 1ife circumscribhed. He was not
content nor did he stop with war upon
disranse that made its ravages in hum-
ble heemen bt he learned and struck at
all the evila that nppres«+~4 the worker.
He % as one of them. They were his
brothers and comrades ™

No doubt, the fuscination for Doctor
Whitehead determined Mr. Johnson to
enter a medical college and commence
hi« preparation for that profession.
He had progressed but a short way
when his father died and the obliga-
tions which he assumed in coatrib
uting and assisting his mother, his
younger brothers and sisters. made {t
avcessary to discontinpue his then:
chosen profession.

Struggle for Education -

Later, with the approval and per.
hups at the suggestion of Doctor
\Whitehead, Mr. Johnson commenced
the study of law. He came to Chicago
and delivered milk in the early day-
time, studyiog law afternoons aad at
night. Before the time of his gradua-
tion he discantinued hir e«mployment
with the dairy company aod com-
menced his legal career. It was mv
delight to have his association before |
and after his graduation. He came!
to me because my political afMliations
had been with the Liberal and Soclal

|

ist movements. and my professional
services primarily for the unfortunate, }

Mr. Johnson had a deep and pro
found sympathy for the unfortunate, !
both the poor who were near him in
Pullman and those farther away, in
the Ugited States and in the remote |
places of every country. He was tem- |
peramentally and intellectually an ia.
ternationalist. He was & part of and
he belonged to the International Labor
Movemcnt. He was more incensed at
an outrage perpetrated upon the help-
lens than at a personal affront. Bad
streets, poor street car service, corrup-
tion in public office, internativnal
charlatanism, and the hypocrisy o!f

! passiun,

established order were detested by
him. He was genuine, impulsively
frank even to bruskness, yet smillng
and cordial, with a personality that
was stimulating and refreshing. He
was a loving. kindly husband and
father, gencrous and hopeful st all
times. At this very time when the
fitful tates have taken him away, he
was putting a younger brother through
college.

He was active (n the promotion of
co-operation abd was president of the
Roseland Co-operative Society. He
was both practical and {dealistic.
When overtaken by this fatal {liness
he was oa a mission for the Socialist
Party, tighting a legal battle for it in
New Mexico.

Johnson was a Soclalist-—emotion-
ally, intellectually and spiritually.
That {3, artistically, the ugly system
was painful to him; f{antellectuaily, he

‘knew the reason for the bad system

and the remedy for it; spiritually, his
{deals were of bcauty., harmony, se-
curity and a full life for all

Mr. Johnsor's first and last political
efforts ' were o the Soclalist Party. He
knew fundamentally the causes and
rerasons for social and Industrial in.
equality and he felt that it was his
mission to contribute most of his life's
energy in revolutionfzing the -preseat
fndustrial order. He admired and com-
mubed with the most progressive, sci-
catific and revolutionary of mea. On
the walls of the little room ian which
he had his desk at home there Ia not
a siagle frivolous picture. Over the
desk s a picture-a crowned skull
resting on a book, a burning candle,

: an hour glass with sands half ran, two
! sickles over the skull, and the tascrip-

tton, “Get Busy.” Lite i{s rungiog
away —nstep lively—expresses the en-
ergy of his every effort.

And among the pictures on the walls
are Jesus, Lincoln, Jaures, the great
frenchman who was shot on the eve
of the war when he was en route to
Brussels for the purpose of uniting
the working clasa of Europe against
the impending slaughter; Kier Hardy,
the distinguished English Soclalist
who led his pariy in Par.iament for
many years and who oppored the war
and died before its close: Charles
Steinmetz, the greatest hydro-electric
cagineer of his time, a Socialist, whe
wrote “America and the New Era"™
the “Thioker’ by Gaudens, a bust of
Huxley, his comrade. Eurkeae Victor
Debs, and Hialmar Branting. the Scaa-
dlaavian scholar and Soclalist, sculp
tared pleces by Charles Haag, and
paintings from the brush of the master
marine arttst. Lundmark. From this
it is easy to understand his sources
of imspiration and the stellar lighta to
whom he looked to guide his life.:

Slipped ioto the frame of one of
these pictures, expressing his grim
realization of the inequalities of the
present order, was the verse:

The kalfers clubd is on the Al
And every sunnv day

The tetitne childeen in the miil
Can see the men at plav.”

Johnson was aincerely respected by
his antagonists and adversaries. They
instinctively recognized his sincerity
and Integrity. There was no malice in
his occasional wrath, no vindictiveness
in his soul. He waw devoted to and
luved his friends, and they loved him

Big Social Consciousness
Swan M. Johnson had a highly devel-

oped socfal comscivusness, commoanis
called the love of your fellowmen. His

! wlfection for. the great masses of peo-

ple in every struggle was an abiding
. The misery of the poor. the
outraging of the weak, burned him as
4 hut iron. Only a few days ago when
we were talking together, he spoke
with feeling of the uaemploved in
Pullinan. Their cuuse was his cause,
their burden his burden. His sympa-
thies were not circamscribed to the
locality in which he lived. They leaped
uver all boundartes, and the cause of
the common people in every land was
his cause. If he ever yearned for a
miracle it was that a shaft of light
micht charge from on high and pestle
in the soddea, dull brains of the count-

less mitlions of all lands who feel but
cannot think.

He waa proud but it was a righteous
pride. He would not bend the kmee
nor bow at the shrine of tabled Gods.
His revercace rather was for Prome-
theus, who stole fire from heaven and
became the Titan founder of civill-
zation. To rob heaven for humanity
was the glory of Prometheus. Thias
fabled God of Greece Johnson could
undcrstand—the offense of Prome
thuus, the larceny of this Greek Deity
fzom the high Gods was for the serv.
fce of humanity, therefore righteous.

He once sald, “l will never rust.”
This would make a beautiful epltaph.
He was always hopeful and generally
happy. and thrilled tho<e who could
feel the joy of life through achleving
something for mankind.

Opposed the War
When the Great War broke out he
opposed I;. and united as many of his
friends ad he could in opposition to it.
He knew the mean hypocrisy which fa-

‘vored {t; Its catchwords and its songs.

He understood the trade rivalry and
commercia) competition which was the
fundamental reason for the coaflict,
and he did not hide his opinions. Ia
court and out, he bravely faced the
mob in defense of his clients.

There are countless thousands whe
can stand against Nature's storms,
risk and endanger thefr lives ia physi-
cal conflicts, but there are very, very
few, indeed, who possess moral cour-
age. It is a rare.quality, Swan M.
Johnsoun possessed moral courage to
the highesat degree. He could face and
fight back agaiost racial appeals and
the savage instiocts let loose, which
made men and women go mad. Dur-
iog the waur he stood against the wild
fren:y that possessed the high and
low {n all stratas of society, against
those mad and freazied men sand
women and childrea who were filling
the atr with their wild and foolish
cries of “Crucify bim,” “Haag him.”
“Mob himn,” “Treat ‘em rough,” “Ha's
a traiter,” “He's a pro this or pro
that.” together with all the other Ites
that malice can mother, and all the
Ltrutality that the savagery in man can
display when coaventional soclety
turns loose and clalms a holiday for
its pent-up savagery. Moral courage
is a possession so rare that it startles
us like rays bursting through somber
clouds (rom a sudden looely star.
Johgnson had this quality.

Hetae, the great German poet, once
said, “We do not possess ideas: they
possese us and ride us to the grave.”
Rather, 1 should say, “We do not pos-
sess ideals; they possess us and lift
us to the banquet board of the Gods.”

Lone, Courageous Stand

A young man s0 possessed was once
challenged with the exclamation:
“Young man, do you know that the
world is against you® to which the
young man replied, “Thank God, there
is one man against the world.” The
cynic looked at the young 1van and
beh«ld n his eyes the light which has
alway< led blind and groping people
from dark depths to the brightest
heights.

I close with the lines from Teany-
son which were taken from Mr. Johan-
son’s address at the funsral of his
friend and mentor, Doctor Charlas
Whitehead:

contracted the debt yourselves.

The “Innocent Bystander”

But you say you did not know acy-
thing about it. That makes no differ-
ence. You are tied up just as effectu-
ally as though you had gone to the
bank and borrowed the money on
your personal security. This is the
kind of fake “industrial democracy”
in which ynu have “invested.”

$. But this {s not all. We have for-

gotten the bankers. The money they

loan always comes back to them Iin
the way of deposits. They are there-
fore in position to lend it agaln and
again, each time putting all thea people
or part of the people under new bonds
of indebtednessy.

Nor is thia all. The stocks and
bonds the banks may- hold become
available as security for new issues
of paper notes. At one time these
notes were Issued only upon gold and
sllver security, but now they are se-
cured by bonds and stocks far more
often than by go!d or silver. The Bew
tasues of currency vastly increase the
pawer of the banks.

That what has been oatlined as pos-
rible 18 actually being done is made
certain by the rapid reorganization of
industry, ln every case of such re
orkacization there being further stock
jssues and bond fasu~s. Only, the pos-
gibilitles have hardly bee«n touched.
You are belng put hopelessly fnto debt
by these stock and bond issnes, with-

Time Has Come for Bolshevists
to Change Tactics, Says Bauer

Article V.

Securing the Revolution
By Dr. Otto Bauer.

(Thim i3 the concluding articie on Rus-
sa by HBauer, Austrian Sociahist
Leader.)

What we demand from Russia frst
of all is not formal democracy, but a
Jegislatior of the socialistic parties in
Russiz, and oune other thiaz: that ix,
sot the overthrow of the Soviet con-
stitution. but its real application.

The Soviets, the warkers' councils,
are a very fine iostitution, if they are
freely elected by the workers. But
under Russfan conditions this depends
upon one thing, camely, secret ballot.
For open election, at which everyone
must state whom he votes for. and at
which he does not knoew whether he
will not then be removed to Siberia, s
»o free election.

What Socialists Expect

We rejoice in the great progress
which has been made in Russia; we
consider that it is of the ntmost eig-
aifcance for the Europear proletariat;
but we must say to the Russlan bolshe
vists that we expect this ecopoinic
advance to be foliowed by a political
cme, and that the self-determination of
the workers shall be realized. and
freedom -of action, with the freedom to
compete for the approdation of the
proletariat. be granted to all workers’
and socialist parties.

The secqnd fact which sunders us
from the bolshevists is this: that they
still persist in their policy abroad of
striving deliberately, artificially, and
often by underhacd methods. tu split
ap parties and trade unions In 1918

and 1919 the bolshevists believed that

the Revolution would foilow the same
path throughout the whole world as in
Russta.  This wax an unpossibility,
because in the Revolution of Central
Furope the peasantry played quite a
differrat part than in Russia; because
Central Europe was economically far
more dependitt on the Allies Powers
than Russia; and. finally, decause geo-
craphical and stratecical cozditions
for the defense of the Revolution
acainst the Allied Powers were quite
diff-rent in Central Furope from those
in Rusxsia

Communist Tactics

The wulshevists, misinterpret.ng all ]
this in their revolutivnary zea!l. de-
rounced the socialiste as traitors and
started coinmunist partics every where,
Today all reasonable men amongst the
bolahevists are aware that the posd-
tion is different, and that here we
must morve along other rouds. Never-
thelens, they still persist in  their
methods of the finst utopian period.
They attack us, and naturally we de-
fond ourselves.

This eught cerwainly not to go =0
far 48 (o make us forget our solidarity
with bolsheviam as against capitalist
reaction. But | do not hold the view
that we should take the Christian at-
titude of turring the other cheek to
the coomunists when they strike us
on one cheek,
