Letter XV
My dear Judd:

We are going to tuke over the lo-
dustrial plant of the United States,
and run it uy one planned enterprise
for the bhenefit of the whole people.

Just what do “we mean to tale?
Roughly speaking. all rallroads, tele-
graphs and telephones, all banks, the
mines und lurge factorices, the large oil
Helds with pipe-lines and refineries,
the large packing and canning plants,
the large warchouses and stores, and
whitt office bulldings are necessary for
these enterprises.  We do not want
the homes, noe the personal property,
nor the automobiles, nor the Hve
stock: aor, It 1 have my way, shall
we want farmyx. Some old-time Sociall.
ists will contest this, but the new
geaeration will agrese, [ think. The
reasnn s interesting, and {t may help
to clwar up the whole matter if we be-
gin by constdering the problem of the
land.

Karl Marx thought that the farms
would go the same way as the factor-
jon: that i, they would get bigger and
bigger. under capitalist ownership. He
falled to allow for the essential factor
~that no capitalist can work his em-
ployes so hard as the samall farmer
works his womena und children. So
the smull farmer has atayed on hia

‘wmall farm; a free man - except that

every year he is deeper in debt to the
hanker, and in a larger precentage
wuch year he loses the owaership, and
i« merely a tenant, supporting an ab-
sentee landlord. The modern Social-
ist, recoguizing that situation, does not
proposs to walk into the trap, but
sceks a different solution of the land
prablem.

Th. sincle taxer comes, urging us to
take the burden of taxes off improve-
wents. which are made by human
iabor. and put it on the land, which is
the gift of Nature. He points to the
rise of land values in cities, the so-
called “unearned increment”: values
%0 up. hecanse people crowd (oto the
city. and private owners get a colossal
increase. which they bave done noth-
ing whatever to earn: their gains make
a2 heavy burden on production, which
the whole community must pay. That
sounded reasopable, and so for a while
1 was a single taxer. you'll be inter-
ested to know, Judd, that the reason
| gave it up was you!

We had a big siagle tax campaizgn
here fn California in 1916, and | put io
some bard work at it; among other
things [ spent a day arguing with my
triend Judd. We were sitting oo the
roof of the xkarage, laying shingles,
and all the time [ tried to make you
“see" the single tax. But you had read
in the los Angeles.“Times™ that it
would increase the taxes on your two
lots, and that had made you mad:
also. you had read that it would take
the taxes off the rich man’s bonds, and
off his wife's jewels, and that had
made you madder [ tried to get you
to seas the absurdity of bhelievinog that
the “Times could be interested in
keeping any taxes on the rich: 1 tried
to show the actual reason, that the
tax collector cvouldn't find the rich

|

mun's bonds, nor hin wife's jewels.
But you didn’'t get {t, Judd, and when
I vaw the vates of all the other Judds
ta that election, I decide-d that the sin.
gle tax in a tucticat blunder. Never
again will [ be cuught proposing to
take anv taxes off the rich; from that
day forth I huve heen a multiple taxer

{ want to put just as many kinds of
taxes on the rich as the fmmagination
can invent,

Joking aside, Judd, 1 changed my
whole strategy as result of that day

on the roof with you. For twelve or
thirteen yeurs | had been expecting to
uee Noclalism bronght about by some
wort of tax on wealth; but you made
me realize how passionuately every hu-
man creature hates taxes. (Could one
not find some casler way” | realized
that all men Mke money, the more the
merrier: and then came the war, and |
I waw our government making money !
by the biilions, just by acts ot Con-
gress and the waviag of a presidentisl !
pen; then came the panic, and [ saw
our wonderful Fedetal Reserve Sys-
tem making more billions for the use
of the hig bankers and the trusts; soa ;
great light dawned upon me, a heaven-
ly light! [ see now, Judd, that we’
shall forget taxes altogether, and take .
a leaf out of Wall Street's new book: |
we shall-make an many billions of new
money as the emergency requices, and
fnstead of having Wall Street put that
new moaey off on us, we shall put it
oft on Wall Street!

| know some young workers in our
couptey who call themselves social
revolutionists, and are tmpatient when
they hear me talk about compensation
for the capitalists. These young peo-
ple fvel ukly towards the capitalists,
and for thia [ do not blame them, see
ing how they have heen treated. Bat
the point of my criticism {s that these
vourg <athusiaxts woant to be ugly to
the capitalists in an old-fashioned, out
of date way, with guns and barricades.
while | want to be ugly in the modera
way of high finance,

What is it we really want? I3 it to
Kill the capitalist«? No, dbut merely
to take from them their power to ex.
ploit lubor. And how do they get this
power? Hy guaos and barricades? They
hold it that way, of course; but fuside
each modern country they have de
vised the new and infinitely more ef-
{rctive scheme of flmancial manipula-
tion. the creation of imaginary money
with which to buy everything in aight
And it is this weuponsl want to turo
axainst them. \Why, for heaven's
sake, do we want to have insurrections
and riots when by means of this mod-
ern Aladdin’'s magic we can walk
peaceably into every factory and take
charge® The capitalists have created
thee magic lamp for us--this wonder-
ful gew Federal Reserve System: Al
we have to do is to turn out the pfes.
ent board of bankers’ baukers, and put
in a new board of workers' bankers,
and create a hundred billion dollars
of new money, and pay for the iodus-
trie-s, and there you are! Not a court
in the land can stop us. and if any cap-
italist fries to. he is a revolutionist,
and we have ce;mioal syndicalism laws
for him'

This is “iaflation,” we are told; aod
Inflatlon raises the coat of goods, and
80 brings no benefit to the worker.
Yes. Judd, hut get the point clear—in-
Bation is one thing i you use it to
buy koods, and quite a differeat thing
i you us< {t to huy factorien. In buy-
ing xnods, vou buy on a rising market,
but {o buying factories you buy at a
Ax+d price, and %0 it is the owaners-
who suffer the loss. And that s the
beauty of this x~heme [ am unfolding;
these Wall Strect gentry have “passed
the buck™ to us- and we paus it right
back!

The Russian revolutionists made a
grave mistake in thetr dealings with
world capitalism; they were too hon-
est  They repudiated the debts of the
Taar's government —declaring that the
money had been apent to easlave the
Kussian workers, and they would never
repay it. Therefore world capitalism
went to war with Russia, and s still
at war, and that error in tactics has
cost the new government many times
the debts of the old regime. But how
much more clever were the capitalist
governments of Italy and France!
They also owed us money: but they
were 30 polite---they ure the politest
people In the world! Thev owed it
of course, and they would pay. of
course. pever wouyld they dream of
fafling to pay their debts; but just
now they were very poor, and coulda’t
piy. and wouldn’'t we please lend them
another hundred million or s0? We
luaned it—berause if they go bank-
rupt they will ‘also go Bolshevik, aad
that scuren the gizzard out of our
bankers. So these amooth capitalist
pations have never paid us a dollar,
but their credit s still good. and we
never think of them as criminals and
murderers --oh, nothing like that, it
i all between gentlemen In Wall
street, and the worthless bonds have
been worked off on the general pub-
lic, and all is serepe’

So. Judd, | say, let us be gentlemean,
too. and pay! Pay any price the capi-
talists ask- anything to get them out
of the factorfes, and xet the workers
in' [t will mean that we support a
horde of parasites for awhile; but we
are doing that, anyhow, and can do
it better then, hecause we shall double
production. Young Johony Coaloil
will still be able to keep his yacht and
his chaorus girls on the Riviera, and
Mrn. Silly Splash will continue to wear
diamond-embroidered bathing suits at
’alm Beach: but notice the difference,
Judd-—from now on they can buy noth-
ing but goods with their money, they
van no longer buy the meaas of pro-
duction; and 30 they will not be able
to increase their income!

Oo the contrary, we can proceed at
nnce to cut it . down, by means of an
inheritance tax. We already bave such
a tax —the Coolidge crowd is trying
to get rid of it at this moment, and
tikewise the publicity clause of the in-
come tax, which e¢xposes the big ex-
ploiters to uncomfortable daylight®
But we can put it back, Judd; we caa
make the provisions that gifts in an-
ticipation of death count as tnherit-
unce; we can register the owners of
the honds, and so wipe out that whole
mass of privilege in a geceration or
two. | promised to show you how the
uveful workers of America can take
pusseasion of their industrial plant,
and here is the way. Nothing pre-
veats them but lutk of koowledge:
and that is why | am writing these
letters!

Associates unblushing-
Iy confirmed his statements,  The
street railwav manager, Col. H. U,
Wallace. at vne time chiel engineer
of the Iltinois Central. brought out
supporting figures.

Wherever they dug for Information
the Chicago aldermen struck the vein
that Detroit is getting alogg because
the city has not smeared the surface
lines with spoils politics.

Can’t Play Politics Easily

“Sappose,” several of the Chicago-
ans told Mayor Smith, “that a mayor
was elected to office by promising a
cheap fare and had the commission.
ers fix one just to be popular with
the voters, then what?”

~Any mayor who'd play . politics
efther with the fare or the system
would be either a knave.or a fool,”
Mavor Smith replied. “Such a condl.
tion i« unthinkable here.”

“What's to prevent some spoils
politician fn control (rom hnilding up
i political machine by loading down
the pay roll with heachmen? the
alderman asked.

“Blections are pot won or lost in
Dietruit on that basis.” Mayor Smith
replied.
