States, plead earnestly before the 21 Democratic and Republican
members of the House Foreign Affairs Committee for two solid
mornings last week, urging them to report the London resolution,
for a conference of neutrals to end the war, for action by Congress.

“Civilization waits for your action,” declared one of the
women earnestly, “Your committee may determine for Congress
and Congress alone stands betw een us and the tragedy of war.”

By a decree of fate, seemingly, the hearings on the London
resolution fell at a time when Washington was in the grip of one
of the worst war scares of many months. From the committee
room where the Socialists were arguing for peace, members came
and went direct to the White House to confer with the President |

and urge him to listen to the

voice of wisdom from the people,! action looking toward stopping the

coming thru Congress, demand-
ing that the technicalities of in-!
ternational law be subordinated !
to human rights and the cause]
of peace and international good-[
will. Rep. London himself, in;
closing the hearings, declared
that he had never been prouder
in his life than he now was,
knowing that he stood before:
the American Congress urging!
the same measures in the same
spirit as are being urged by So-
cialists in the parliaments of
the belligerent nations.

MUST BE AWAKENED.

Most remarkable ‘was the
apathy of the members of the!
committee. Some of them snooz-
ed or slept. Some paid no atten-
tion whatever to the representa-
tives of the people who spoke
before them. Some by their]
questions showed their lack of
sympathy with the ‘“idealism”
of the Socialists. Some listened
intently, and a few asked intel-
ligent questions.

It simply cannot fail provided of course the Henry Dubbs continue to swallow the “patriotic”
dope and other soporific bunk administered by Schwab’s editors, politicians, preachers and
other barkers and whippers-in.

Dear Comrades:—*“Yes, we have had a great many let-
ters in favor of that London peace resolution,” was the reply
given me at the office of the Foreign Affairs. Committee of }|
the House, today, when I asked whether the Committee had
heard from the country.

That is a tribute to the sense of personal responsibility
that the readers of The American Socialist have shown in
this one instance. Meyer London, the only Socialist spokes- |
man in Congress, is trying to force the administration to call }!

The 2om-
rades from all over the countrv are showing them that Lon-
don speaks for a million Socialist voters at least. And other
organizations and individuals are sending in letters and
petitions-which indicate that the Socialists are being followed
by a vast number of non-Socialists who see the value of Lon-
don’s proposal.

Gab.iel  Arrastrong, a workingman
and a socialist, with whole souled de-
votion to his cause, accidentally be-

ccmes aware of the plot being hatch-
ed by thése world masters. He per-

ceiver the apparent hopelessness of a
working class uprising if once this
beastly scheme is carried thru, and
resolves to checkmate the capitalists
in their game.

Tramping along the road he
rescues Catherine Flint who is injured
in an automobile accident, and while
nursing her wounds, arorses her in-
terest in Socialism. Eventually she
realizes the injustice of the capitalist
system and her father’s position and
leaves his home and takes an active
part in the working class movement.

The story is teeming with action.
There is not a dull paragraph and
the author grips our interest with the
first page and holds it magnetically
till our eyes fall on the concluding
chapter. e abuse of power by the
capitalist class as personified in Flinc
and the “Tiger” is vividly portrayed.
Th]e usufal w'ez}c;ons of the fer-mrxownic
rulers of society are given full play.
The constabulary, the militia. the ir{
crease jn armaments, compulsory
military service, property qualifica-
tion for voting, the outlawing of the
Socialist party and of labor unions
and hundreds of other tyranical
suppressions of the rising proletarian
revolt are invoked.

_dohn_Sloan’s illustrations lend ad-
ditional charm to the book. Thruout
the story, the description of the two
masters, Flint and the “Tiger”, their
utterances, their actions continually
seem to remind one of their two pro-
totypes of today commonly known as
“John D.” and “J. P.”,

On the whole it is a splendid con-
tribution to our revolutionary liter-
ature and a reading of it will inspire
the comrades who are faint of heart
and a bit Jiscouraged.

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GETTING HOT IN OKLAHOMA.

That special session of the Okla-
home state legislature, called to
disfranchise the workers and pre-
vent the Socialists from carrying
the state this fall, is getting rather
hot.

When
the republicans bezan calling the
democrats ‘“cronks”, the war was
on in earnest, The registration bill
finally passed 53 to 34. There were
not enough democrats. however, to
give the emergency clause the 66
votes needed. The end is not yet.
Oklahoma is nearer being Social-
ist than ever before.

THERE IS another class, who do
not belong to the Party, but are al-
ways conspicuous by their prominence
in parading as Socialists, but do not
feel the importance of helping to pay
their rightful share of dues needed
to keep up the work of organization
and education, that makes possible
the ultimate goal. To ignore the im-
portance of dues or some other
method of financing a political party
is as criminal to the few who do pay
their share of financing as to avoid
paying ones board bill, or any other
recognized social obligation. The So-
cialist Party progresses just in pro-
portion as its members increase, and,
add their rightful share of financing
the Party. These who 'will not join
the Party, and do their rightful share
of work, not only establish a bad
precedent to keep others out, by their
example, but help to discourage those
to pay their share.

C. The “pairing-off” difficulty.

A despairing secretary once wrote
Jim, “What can we do to prevent our
good members from getting married
and quitting the league”.

He answered, “For the first: noth-
ing, for the second: give them work”.

Perhaps the fact that hz intended
to commit the crime against which
the other man was complaining had
something to do with the answer, but
it was really meant. To enable young
people to meet and find their mates
is a legitimate function, tho not a
primary one, of any organization, It
is far better to have these romances
stay within the fold of people who
have common socialist interests than
to have them occassion endless
friction outside.

* % * *

BUT THE fact remains that when
girls marry they want to be con-
sidered as girls no longer, but as
women; and the boys from this time
on want to be known as men. The
remedy for the difficulty lies in find-
ing them new tasks, not those of
boys. and girls that they formerly
performed, but those of men and
women. Women-folk (some of them)
like to cook and sew, let them do it
for the League. More modern types
prefer to paint china and turn

the league can use that sort of stuff
for bazaars, etc. The men can be used
for positions of leadership, or educa-
tional directors. At any rate, if they
feel inclined to drop out, keep them
as honorary members with a quar-
terly dues rate instead of a monthly,
and with certain well defined privi-
leges. Activity is the cure for indif-
ference and inactivity, . give them
mari{-jobs and woman-jobs, and they’ll
stick.

Many Leagues have found this a
serious obstacle to their activity, with
few exceptions, like those of Jim and
a few other pluggers, it was found
that even the best intentioned young
folks would lose interest after their
marriage. They might have been very
active in days gone by, both of them,
but almost invariably the building of
a nest for two claimed so much at-
tention that the league work had to
suffer. The only remedy in these cases,
Jim and his friends soon found out,
was to provide for special member-
ship and special work for this
“Newlywed’s Brigade”. After a time
they would find their place among
the older comrades of the party and
slip entirely into its service. They
would be lost to the league then, but
its function and task would be suc-
cessfully completed and it could again
concern itself with younger material.

D. A Yipsel Funeral

Another event that comes but once
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in any man’s life, and that after he
is dead, as the Irish Bull would have
it, is his funeral. When it came time
for Jim’s own home league to bury
their first member, big preparations
were undertaken, The league mem-
bers sent floral tokens, and acted as
pall-bearers. One of the members
spoke at the grave. All heads were
bent in sorrow at the thought of the
loss of so active a member.

But not for long, there was noth-
ing to be gained by moping and
mourning. On the return trip a stop-
off was made at the headquarters, a
little music and refreshment to drive
the blues away; and then they held a
special meeting to fill the vacant
places left on the various activities
by this sad dedth. Sorry they all were
to lose him, yet every loyal Yipsel
then and there resolved to carry just
that much more of the burder so that
the work would not slacken its pace
the least bit. Gathered around a
table, they drank a toast to the next
to go, and then scattered to their
homes.

Tariff Doesn’t Help.

“Whereas, uncertainty and ir-
regularity of employment are the
scourge of the lives of millions of
working men and women, and,

“Whereas, we tind unemploy-
ment under ‘protective tariffs as
well as under the system of free
trade, and in countries from
which there is a large emigration
as well as in those countries to
which there is immigration, and,

“Whereas, the seasonal char-
acter of many industries, the
constant changes in methods and
process of production, the shifting
of workers from their jobs by
machinery, the employment of
millions of children, helpless and
unorganizable and destroying the
resistance of the workers to op-
pression, the merciless discarding
of workers enfeebled by cld age,
the frequently recurring crises
intensifying the distress, and
numerous other causes furnish
constant source of unemploy-
ment, and,

“Whereas, the methods hereto-
fore employed to mitigate the
evil of unemployment, such as
vagrancy laws, poor laws, public
and private charities, have tended

. only to degrade the unemployed
into the unemployable, turning
them into a permanent bLurden
to themselves and the rest of the
community, and,

“Whereas, .while unemploy-
ment cannot be completely done
away with under the present
chaotic anarchical system of pro-
duction and distribution, the evil
of involuntary idleness can be
mitigated by the adopting of a
comprehensive national system of
social insurance, which is to se-
cure to the worker adequate
means of subsistence while un-
employed whethet the unemploy-
ment be caused by lack of work,
by sickness or by old age,

“Therefore be it resolved, ete.”

Probe Lack of Work.

London’s idea is that'the. commis-
sion should specifically look into in-
voluntary idleness because of lack of
work; disability arising by reason of
sickness; impairment of earning
capacity by reason of old age; child
labor, and vocational education.

The commission is instructed to
prepare a schedule of benefits and a
set of recommendations, rules and
regulations for the administration: of
the insurance fund, and a method of
co-operation with the insurance funds
of the states and of labor organiza-
tions. .

“It shall be the duty,” declares
London, *of the commission to sub-
mit and to report to Congress plans
for the relief of unemployment by the
regularization of indusry, by the em-
ployment of labor in the reclamation
of arid lands, reforestation, the ex-
ploitation of natural resources con-
tained in tbe public lands of the
United States, and on work connected
witki ' the prevention of fioods and
innundation, the reclamation of
swamped lands, with the building of
roads, canals, and similar public
undertakings. Plans shall also be
formulated for the establishment of
a “national network” of employment
exchanges,

London is writing to the Speaker
of the House asking that the resolu-
tion he referred to the Labor Com-
mittee, of which he is a member.

LACE ANOTHER mark of shame

on Colorado’s crown of infamy.
Walter Belk, imported’ from West
Virginia to Colorado and employed
because of his reputation as a man-
killer who could be depended upon to
use his ready gun any time in the
service of those who paid his price,
has been acquitted, on the instruction
of the judge on the bench to the jury,
of the charge of killing, Gerald Lip-
piatt, union organizer, on the streets
of Trinidad just before the opening
of the strike in Southern Colorado in

the fall of 1913, Belk was then, and’

is now one of the agents of the real
government of Colorado—the Bald-
win-Feltz strike-breaking  agency.
The murder of Lippiatt was peculiar:
ly cold-blooded and atrocious. He had
arrived in Trinidad to attend a ses-
sion of the Colorado Federation of
Labor, to which he was a delegate,
less than one hour before he was
shot down. Lippiatt was accosted and
insulted as soon as he alighted from
the train, After registering at a hotel
he was again approached, coaded to
show resentment, and then shot down
by the two thugs as prearranged. For
this hideous crime the men guilty
thereof never were required to re-
main one hour in jail! Indictments
were returned against them, but they
were allowed their liberty on bonds,
and afterwards were retained as de-
puty sheriffs in the pay oi the mine
owners, thru the so-called detective
agency, and took leading part in
subsequent outrages upon the striking
miners. This is King Rockefeller’s

brand of justice as administered by
his hirelings. dpl :
