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A STATEMENT TO OUR READERS

HE EDITION of June 30th, of THE AMERICAN SOCIAL-

IST, our Liberty Edition, has been held up by the postal
authorities in Chicago pending investigation and report by the
Solicitor General of the postal department at Washington as to
whether it is mailable.

For this reason many subscribers have not received their
paper. We are still hoping to have this issue declared mailable
and hople to have this and future issues, in regular form, go out
as usnal.

Our paper will be published regularly. Every effort will be
made to comp’y with the law and at the same time issue a publica-
tion that will be a credit to the Socialist movement. There should
be no let-up in getting subscriptions. We must continue to rely
entirely on your efforts in increasing our army of readers, now
as always.

) ur Liberty Edition, so far as we have been able to learn,
is "heia\g held up by the postal department on the following
grounds:

FIRST: The issue of June 16th, was declared to be unmail-
able, under the act of June 15, 1917. This decision was not reached
until June 30th, two.weeks after the offending issue had gone thru
the mails. There is a ruling of the postal department, however,
that when any issue of any publication is held to be unmailable,

-all'subsequent issues are under suspicion, and must be held up un-

til a decision is reached by the Washington authorities. This may
not be for several days or weeks. From the ruling of the Solicitor
General of the post office department there is no appeal except
to congress.

SECOND: One objection to the issue of June 16th, accord-
ing to such information as we have been able to get, was that it
carried an advertisement of the leaflet, “The Price We Pay”.
This leaflet, unknown to us, had been declared to be unmailable
under the act of June 15, 1917, known as the Espionage Law. This
decision was received by the Chicago post office, June 22, but
was not communicated to us. We knew nothing whatever about
this post office decision, but proceeding on the strength of several
opinions from federal district attorneys in various parts of the
country, had assumed that they were correct in holdihg that the
leaflet was unobjectionable. Not having being notified that there
was anything wrong with the leaflet in the eyes of the govern-
ment, we have continued to advertise and circulate it. In view
of the post office ruling, now that it has been made known to us,
“The Price We Pay” will not hereafter be advertised in THE
AMERICAN SOCIALIST, and no mention will be made of it.

THIRD: We have also been informed that the whole “spirit”
and “tone” of the issue of June 16th, is contrary to the “spirit”
of the act of June 15th. This act, in so far as it applies to the
mails, is herewith reproduced:

Sec. 2. Amendments to Postal Laws and Regulations.
Washington, June 16, 1917.

Order No. 431.

The Postal Laws and Regulations of 1913 is hereby amended
by the addition of the following as Section 48114.

1. Every letter, writing, circular, postal caxd, picture, print,
engraving, photograph, newspaper, pamphlet, book, or other pub-

lication, matter, or thing, of any kind, in violation of any of the
provisions of this act (Act of June 15, 1917, Espionage Bill), is
hereby declared to be nonmailable matter and shall not be con-
veyed in the mails or delivered from any post office or by any
letter carrier: Provided, That nothing in this.act shall be so con-
strued as to authorize any person other than an employee of the
Dead Letter Office, duly authorized thereto, or other person upon
a search warrant authorized by law, to open any letter not ad-
dressed to himself. (Act of June 15, 1917, Sec. 1, Title XII).

2. Every letter, writing, .. cular, postal card, picture, print,
engraving, photograph, newspaper, pamphlet, book, or other pub-
lication, matter, or thing, of any kind, containing any matter
advocating or urging treason, insurrection, or forcible resistance
to any law of the United States, is hereby declared to be non-'
mailable. (Act of June 15, 1917, Sec. 2, Title XII).

‘8. Paragraph 1 above relates to mail matter of any class
which is in violation of any of the provisions of the Act of June
15, 1917, known as the Espionage Bill, and applies specifically to
all matter which is intended to interfere with the operation or
success of the military or naval forces of the United States or to
promote the success of its cnemies, or which is intended to cause
insubordination, disleyalty, mutiny, or refusal of duty, in the mili-
tary or naval forces of the United States, or which is intended to
obstruct the recruiting or enlistment, service of the United Siates.
(Act of June 15, 1917, Sec. 3, Title I).

4. Whoever shall use or attempt to use the mails or Postal
Service of the United States for the transmission of any matter
declared by this title (Title XTI, Act of June 15, 1917, Es:ionage
Bill) to be nonmailable, shall be fined not more than $5,000 or
imprisoned not more than five years, or both. - Any person vio-
lating any provision of this title may be tried and punished either
in the district in which the unlawful matter or publication was
mailed, or to which it was carried by mail for delivery according
to the direction thereon, or in which it was caused to be delivered
by mail to the person to whom it was addressed. (Act of June 15,
1917, Sec. 3, Title XII).

This issue of THE AMERICAN SOCIALIST is reduced in
size, owing to these conditions. As we go to press, information
is received from our representative in Washington as follows:

“Solicitor Lamar, post office department, today told Nation-
al Committeeman Julian Pierce he was working in unison with
department of justice and General Crowder to enforce law as to
mailing seditious matter, and that Socialist editors wishing to

avoid confiscation of editions should get and read copy of law to
learn what is forbidden. At department of justice, two assistant

attorney generals in charge this matter finally agreed to receive
from Pierce in his official capacity as National Committeeman
his request that department issue full statement as to what in
confiscated editions Socialist and other papers was ruled unmail-
able, giving samples such matter, expected that such statement
be made within 48 hours by department of justice.”

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For Social Insurance

That the vltimate aims of Socialism

have little in common with the modern |

measures of state insurance was pre-
sented to the National Conference of
Charities and Correction by Morris
Hillquit. '

“But if there is little relation be-
tween the socialist ideal and the ab-
stract principle of social insurance,”
said HSlquit, “there is a definite and
close connection between the practi-
cal political movement of Socialism
and the concrete system of social in-
surance. In each country the intro-
duction and extension of the system
stands in direct relation to the
strength and progress of the Socialist
movement.”

Hillquit followed with an interest-
ing and valuable resume of the so-
cialist background to the history of
the development of social insurance
which will appear in full in the pro-
ceedings of the National Charities
Conference where it will form a per-

manent addition to the reference h~|-

braries of the leaders in “social wel-
fare” thruout the country.

“Today the demand for a compre-
hensive system of social insurance,”
continued the speaker, “is included in

every political program of Socialism )

and in their gractlcal parliamentary
activity the Socialist parties of all
countries endeavor to secure the ex-
tension and improvement of the sys-
tem.” During the slow and painful
evolution of the Socialist ideal of a
“Co-operative Commonwealth” many
millions “of wage laborers are bound
to suffer all the hardships inherent in
the modern economic system.” To
the worker of scanty wages and little
or no savings “a sudden interruption
in his earnings caused by industrial
accident, sickness, disability, old age,
or unemployment, is a dire calamity.
Millions of workers and their families
find themselves in such a helpless,
destitute and tragic condition at one
time or another and in the absence of
a system of social insurance, modern
society, mercilessly and unfeelingly,
leaves them to their own misery, and
quietly allows them to perish, passing
on to the next lot of victims of indi-
vidual exploitation and greed.

Another motive for Socialistic sup-
port of state insurance is the belief
that the program of Socialism will be
realized “thru concerted, intelligent
and vigorous struggles, political and
economic, conducted by a well organ-
ized and powerful working class. Ev-
ery measure calculated to enhance the
physical and moral standards of the
workers is therefore an aid to the
practical cause of the Socialist move-
ment.

“The effect of 2 comprehensive sys-
tem of state insurance is to. remove
from the minds of the workers the
haunting dread born of uncertainty,
and to develop in them a sense of
material security and intellectual in-
dependence. e Socialists, more-
over, regard the system of compul-
sory state insurance as a large stepd
in the direction of the social trans-j
formation of the modern i :
istic state.”

Fourth—Thou shalt not worship
profits as thy God (because to take
profits is to receive values without
returning an equivalent -therefor) but
thy God shall be Infinite Intelligence
whose attributes are justice, wisdom
and love.

Fifth—Thou shalt keep seven days
of each week holy by fealing justly
with thy fellow men and doing good.
Sixth—Thou shilt honor thy father
and mother, also all men and women
whose age exceeds 60 years by giving
them government pensions that will
make them comfortable the remaining
years of thejr life. .
Seventh—Thou shalt not require
children to work in mines, factories,
shops, or in any industry, but thou
shalt send them to school where they
may be well educated free of expense
to them, :
Eighth—Thou shalt promote and
maintain the exercise of equal social,
religious and political rights and
privileges of men and women alike.
Ninth—Thou shalt, thgself, have
unrestricted liberty to enjoy such re-
ligion as their conscience approves,
and thou shalt defend the right of all
others to exercise the same privilege,
and thou shalt favor and defend the
people’s right to freedom of speech,
a free press, free assemblage, free
schools and religious liberty. .

. Tenth—Thou shall favor the aboli-
tion of the competitive system of
industrialism under which men, for
profits, compete, contend, cheat, fight,
and kill—a system

all that is crafty, greedy, selfish, un-
just and dishonest in man, the legiti-
mate fruits of which are extremes of
riches and poverty, ignorance,
squalor, injustice, erime and war, the
motto of which is, “Might makes
right, to the victor belongs the
spoils”—and thou shalt help to estab-
lish and maintain a co-operative com-
monwealth the foundation stones of
which are justice, reciprocity, uni-
versal e—a system of industrial-
