IN OPEN REBELLION

New York, Jan. 25.—Ninety shops in
the “knee-pants’ manufacturing  trade”
are at a standstill,

Fhree thousand workmen walked out.

I'e reason for the strike is the horrible
conditions and low pay under which the
men work  The ymen  declared for a
general strike. and inside of two hours
all of the ninety shops were tied up.

\mong all the [sweat-shop warkers,
those working in the knee-pants’ manu-
facturing  shops arc cxploited in the
WOrst manner The men work from
twelve to sixteen hours a day, and do
not carn enough 10 support their fami-
lies. Almogt every worker in these shops
is compelled to put his children to work
as soon as a child is 8 or 9 years old.

If the childrén are not allowed to go
to the shop, the father procurv. work
for his home, and there the entire family
works.

Most of those employed in these shaps
are foreign immigrants, and the condi-
tions under which they hive are intoler
able
