Berlin, Feb. 6.—Kaiser William yes-
terday openly ‘h ywed by his actions
what terror the Socialist party has
cast upon him in the last few ycars

When the announcement wis made
that the Socialists had lost another
dozen scats in the reichetag and that
the Center now has 106 seats, the
kaiser was beside himself with Joy.

Feeling that now at least he is safe
from being relegated to private life
by the Socialists, the kaiser gave him-
sell away to an almost hysterical out-
burst of joy

When several thousands of the most
conservative subjects gathered about
the palace to congratulate him upon
his victory over the Socialists, the
kaiser and the kaiserin, f \lawed by
the princess, appeared on the balcony,

His face and general bearing show-
ed that he felt himself relieved from
a great burden which had been weigh-'
ing upon him for years. In a few
incoherent sentences he thanked the

{ people for having stood by him in this

struggle against the Socialists, and

expressed lis hunr that Germany will

henceforward “ride . down cvervbhody

and C\C’\‘hlnh which stands in her
way

Later in the evening the kaiser, who
had not yet gotten over the hystérical
excitement of his victory aver the So-
cial-Democrats,
Von Buelow in an automobile along
the Unter der Linden.

Here he again betrayed his nervous:
ness when, contrary to all precedents,
he allowed passersby to come tp and
shake hands with him.  The police
who rushed up to arrest these men
were ordered to keep away by the
kaiser, and several of his loval sub-
jects availed themselves of the oppor-
tanity of grasping the hand of their
emperor. Tt was a great boon and
the idiots were delighted "with his
gracious majesty.

The strain, fear and excitement of
the last few weeks alsa told upon the
aged  Chancellor Von Buelow, He
made a number of specches; all of the
same bombastic and incoherent patri-
