Bo Using Waste
‘ll'gﬁﬂls News In the following letter Consul ¥. W. i

Mahin describes the syccess attained Iu)
the disposition’ of waste In a Brmlbl
ety

Ashes, kitchen scraps, and house
refuse. generally in - Nottingham are
pliteed In metal barrels or - larger re-
ceptacles ot the rear of the premises
and removed weekly by city employes,
The total welght of this refuse is about
1,500 tons a'week. It is burned in two
clty reafuse destructprd.  This requires
o sther fuel except a trifle for start-
Ing the fire on Mondays, and enough
stoam is produced by the destructors to
provide siectricity for a third of the
negeds of the tramway system.  Some of
the electricity is also used for Might-
ing purposes. Only tin cans nnq the
Itke are separated from the refuse and
s0ld. ANl the rest lu destroyed,

The eity owns two destructors, cost-
ing.. respectively, 338,832 and  $102,196.
The more expensive- one is equipped
with electric machinery costing $12,166,
connected ‘with the tramway lines.  The
oost of wagss and other expenses of the
destructors averages about 35 cents a
ton of refuse burned. The dverage
quantity af electric units produced is
44.22 per ton. Though the system of
converting refuse into electricity works
adimarbly herp and is a saving to the
taxpayers, it s stated that only forty
othér towns in the counfry use anything
similar.

Besldes  elactricity- fhe Nottlngham
corporation .rodyces frem the house
refuse mors Eireet paving stones than
it can use. A plant connected with
the main destructor mixes the clinkers
with cement and places the compositibn
under hydraulic pressure. The product |
is #ald to be even harder than stone
and can be used for bullding purposes
