Between cnplu!\cm in 1t unmit-
ignted form and anarchiszm, thers is a
close and easily observable relation-
ship. But Sociallsm s equally the ene
emy of both, Ansrchism and capitallsm
stand equally for soclal cheos. But
Bociallsm  stands eternally for social
order. As theeembiem of Soctallsm, tho
Red Flug stands for social on'er,

The Red Flag is the symBol of a
world-wide movement. for the eman-
cipation of the tolling masses, emancl-
pation from the Iast form. of slavery,
the system of wage work. 'CHat system
must endure as long as the manster
class owns and controlg the means and
wachinery of production, Under that
system the workers are robbed of the
greater nirt of ‘thelr produst. The
Red Flag stands for the abolition of
masters by making the tollers them-
selves owners of the tools with which
they create wealth.
