This is done partly in order to ascertain whether
it is necessary to preserve the envelope and post mark in order to
be able to communicate with the writer. If no name is seen, the
letter is generally tossed into the waste basket without being read.
No one need fear to sign his name to any communication because
the name is never published if the writer requests its suppression.
