There are two kinds of wealth—-natural wealth and the wealth produced

The second kind of wealth includes all things produced by labor scting upon
the first kind. Thus iron goods are made omt of irom ore, by labor; wooden
goods are made from trees, by labor; foodstuffs are cultivated and prepared as
food, by laber. Hence we call fron goods, wooden goods, and foodstufls wealth.

" o man or ciass of men made the first kind of wealth, such ss land, minerals
and water. Therefore no man or class of men should be aliowed to call thess
tiings their own, or to prevent others from using them except on certain condi-
tions, as the landowners and mine owners do now. The only class of human
