" ment of the WORKING CLASS for better conditions, not a “beauti-
~ ful dream.”
It is as silly to talk about its “working on a small scale” as it

would be to talk of testing a transcontinental railroad system in a
8 It was the working class that made present society—built its
. factories, opened its mines, and developed its resources. It is the
. working class that is using these things—in so far as they are being
used—to produce wealth.
. The workers (including in that term all who are engaged in the
. production of wealth either with mental or physical labor) propose
_ to use their political power to gain possession of these things which
they created and which they can alone use.
