Famous People at the Stutfgart Congress

The many thousands of Rumanian
workingmen in the United States will
at onge recognize the name of the best |
known Soclalist and labor leader of
Rumania, Dr."Christian Racovski of
Bukarest!, Rumania’'s capital olty.

Dr, Racovski was born in Bulgaria
on the 13th day of August, 1878, of well-
to-do parents, his father being a large
sheep owner. He recelved hie educa-
tion in the umiversities of Switzerland,
where he took his doctor of philosophy
degres; In France, where he took his
doctor of medicine title, and at l-’tul;
graduating as a doctor of laws.

Racovski first heard of Sociallsm
through a reading of Frederick BEngels’
book, “Soclaljsm, Sclentific and Uto-
plan” whichk was handea to him when
he wae 18 and a university student. and
later he was expelled from one college
for his activities in the cause

“Of course the tyranny of the gov-
erament powers s forcing  the Ru-
manian Jew to seek a refuge in Awmer-
jea,” said the dector. “You see, the
Jew is an outlaw ‘according to our
laws, Even If he s born In Rumania,
he has absolutely no rights, A Jew can
be sent out of Rumania without as
much ad & hearing or frial, ov even a
reason: If the government don't ltke
him, out he goes.

‘“The seventh article of our constitu-
tion gives civil and political rights only
to Rumantans, but even if a Jew iu
boir'n in Ruomania he Is\pot included in
th

Dr, Racovski has had an eventful ca-
reer.  Besides being an active Soclallwt
and an agitator in great demand beth
iz his own country and Russias, he iy
well known as a lUterary man. His best
known books are ‘“The France of To-
day,” published in tire Fusafan lan-
goage, ands “Russia in the Orient,” in
Bulgarian, He is the leading writer for
the “‘Rumanisn Mupeitbre.”

When the Knlaz Potemkin ¢ame ‘to
Rumaaia during the revolution  Dr.
Racoyski ' ourded the vessel and per-
sonally took part fn the fighting. At
the timie he was an army physician, but
when the reVolution opened he avas
ready for active service.’
