One person out of every assven of the
inhabitants of the Unitsd BStates s
injuresd annually, sccording to the sta.
tistions of accldent underwriters, and
during the last three years the annual
average of acclidents in New York on
‘he surface, elevated and sudway trae-
tiun systems has been 35000 permons.
A poodly percentage of the total num-
ber of accidents in the country at large
is due to the operations of the rail-
roads.

Edwin B. Quackenbush  executive
srent of the Oocean Aceldent and Quar.
antee Corporation, has gathered statis.
ties which show that while thers are
107,000« persons - serfously injured and
10,046 killed annually on the rallroads
of this country, the loss of life due tn
steam railroads In England, Germany
and France Is about 100 each year.

This disparity i ascribed variously
to the ropurs of the employes on the
foreign roads, to the limited schedules
under which trains are operated, and,
of course, to the llmited mileage of
frack.

Since the Democratic hypocrites adopted their national piatform, the Demo-
cratic governor, Comer, called out the troops and helped the capitalists win the
strike st Birmingham, Alas.

Democratic judges have fulminated injunctions against workingmen just the
same a8 Republican judges.
