The notice has apparently been {ssued
to check any movement toward Organ-
fzgation In the factory. It treats, to a
great extent, of the advantages of
working for the company, on the fact
that it has not frequently lald off the
men but kept the majority working all
the year round. :

Men Are Organizing

"Wn are Informed that some of our
employs have attempted tp organize a
labor union, which appears to us to in-
~{dicate dissatisfaction on thelr part, or
lack of confidence in the good inten-
tions of the company. Dlsturbers ar
agitators will not be fetalned In our
employ.”

Can you
imagine 1ything more reeking with the stench of class rule?

. In a half dozen Chicago neighborhoods where workingmen and
their families must live the filth of the city is piled in acre-wide
heaps of rotting, crawling, stinking, disease-breeding heaps. All
these murderous piles are in working-class neighborhoods. If but
one of them was located near the Lake Shore Drive or Michigan
Avenue, there would be such an uprising and hubbub and howling
and rushing to and fro of officials as has never been seen in this city.

“Tlie masses shoald be kept in ignorance against rev-
olution. Iguorsuce leads to obedience.” Thus speaks
one of the sapient oracles of Russlan autocracy, and the
doetrine finds favor with the ruling classes everywhere.

But as a matter of fact, may these people not be mis-
taken? When and where In the world has ignorance
or anything else kept back a revolution when the time
was ripe for its ofcurrence?

No doubt ignorance would work in the way described
it knowledge could be kept from spreading. But all his-
tory proves.ignorance has ever been a broken .resd for
the rulers to lean upon, and it would seem to be a ques-
tion whether instead of being against revolution, ignor-
ance is not really one of its principal causes.

At any rate, as is shown in Russia, wherever the
Ignorance of the masses is at {ts worst, there the rulers
find rough sailing. No doubt a system that counts on

ignorance for safety rests on the very thinnest ice.

Buf the talk above quoted reminds us there are tws
kinds of ignorance. First the Kind that hugs its chalns
in willing bondage to every form of authority. This, of
course, 1s against revolutidn and leads to perfect obe-
dience.

The other kind ix not so tractable; it s consecious of
itself and fercely resents its deprivation of opportunities
for edueation. Unlike the first it is a potent cause of
revolition and in utter revolt against obedience.

In our day the first form is rapidly disuppearing, as
part of a vanlshing social order, while the other is as
rapidly emerging iuto a class consclousness that has all
the baldness and clearness of vision of an independent
and self-sufficient knowledge.

In one word, the ofd feudal subjection has had its
day. Freedool has dawned and a new ruling power is
moving towards its goal

If there is safety In ignorance it is only when all
classes nre of one mind, But when there is education
above and only ignorince below, always there is danger
fs In Russia now, The masses are parting company with
thelr rulers.

Bo, then, it ix not so much the crass ignorance of the
masses as false education or deception that {s the cause
that revolutions are kept back too long.

The American farmer, many of the so-called better
educated workmen, small traders and manufacturers,
nearly all the low-paid middle class employes, are {lus-
trations of this point. All these plume themselves on
belug above the line of Ignorance, but reaily they are
the least intelligent and wideawake portion of ‘the Amer-
ium people,

What these people mean by education is' the beltef
tmt the present system is necessary and everlasting,
and that outside of it Jife would be a howling wilderness.
Hut the humbug of this old learning has got to be a

pretty plain case to the so-called ignorant masses.

But what good to the farmer and the others men-
tioned is this high class education? It simply makes
them capitallstically minded and blinds them to their
own best interests.

In politics it makes them the mailnstay and support
of the two grept partiés, and gives them almost nothing
in, the way of tmpon. places and boodle. Is it not plain
that this kind of knowledge is only & torm of ignorance?
The safe kind of ignorance mentioned above, and which
“until it Becomes aware of itself is truly a hindrance to
improvement.

poverty and other forms of materiel oppression. In
short, artificial inequality of condificns. Jgnorance is
only a minor part of the story; there never would be a
revolution if it were not for the greed and iojustice of
the masters, and since this is the very essence of upper
class rule, therefore, hatred and antagonism between the
masees and classes i3 bound to go on until the class
order of society has been replaced by Sacialism.

In this country the ruling class is not given to laud-
ing ignorance; rather they are strong for their kind of
We never hear Roosevelt singing the praises
of gnorance; he would !like to convert the whole world
to his Ideas and policies,

Especially does he wish to prove to the masses that
Soclalism is wicked, dangerous and !mpossible.’ It s
Roosevelt's idea that if Soclalism can only be demol-
ished, etvillzation, property, and all high and beautiful
plutocreatic things can be saved. Of course, he is right.

S~There would be no Boeinlism if all should turn against it.

In Fussin they seek to turn people against it by kill-
ing, jalling and exiling its advocates, Roosevelt would
vanquish, it by the mlilder plan of classic science, argu-
ment, fuller knowledge and such necessary assistance as
may be needed from the police, court proceedings, and
many kinds of interference with the freedom of speech.
But in both places the end proposed is the same—to keep
the few in power and wealth; the many In want and
degradation, and sending the Soclalists to the devil.

Certainly, if Roosevelt and those who think as he does
can win the masses to thelr side, the bad old system will
never be overthrown. Anyhow that is just what he is
trying to do.  And to & man of his prowess it may be
thought an easy matter to dispose of so .small apd un-
seemly a thing as Socialism. But, who knows, he may
be starting a more exciting and lasting campaign than
he dreams of.

The word comes to us from France, Germany and
Italy that “if the workers would participate in the func-
tions of the state, It can ooly be .by conquering the
state.”  In plain words, they must win the elections.
Short of that, eubjection and ignorance, and spoilation
will continue to be the portion of the masses,

If the bulk of the people were Socialists, it would put
an end to class rule and Inpugurate the co-operative com-
monwealth in short order. That might be a gain for the
massed, At least, they have tried everything but So-
cialism and are worse off now, almost, than they ever
were. Either they must take Socialism or stay whers
they are. That would be to abide in the ignorance that
is against revojution; the thing that Roosevelt and
all the “nobllity” ‘want—their timid, cringing ofedience.

Let us hope the American masses will heed the ex-
ample of thelr foreign comrades—muke use of their votes
to heip themselves. This Is being done in Europe on a
splendid scale.

Over there, nearly all the masses are Socialists.  They
find no hope in any other direction. Just the same hore
—there Is no ‘other chance—only our masses are too little
or too falsely educated to sce It. Here they are, more
nuﬂr than elsewhere, in that state of political ignorance
that is against revolution,

They nre still marching, hurnhlnt and voting with
their wzsters just the same as though in politics they

. were all one true and united family, sharing all good

thiugs in common, -

A word of warning:! Unless our masses spunk up and
do hottrr. the time may come when by their very votes
the right to vote will be taken from them, or %0 abridged
as to be no more than an empty form.
