WILLIMANTIC, Conn., March 13—
The American Thread company strike
shocked the company officlals. They
were amazed at the complete tle-up
in the miil. They had expected that
only a few hundred would go out and
be beaten back Into quick submussion.

Agent D. M. Curtls, when he saw
the strikers march by on Tuesday
moraing on the picket line, sald: "I
never thought it would come to this!"
And even some members of the union
never dreamed of the solldarity dis-
played. ‘But the mill is tled up.

Cut Brings Complete Strike,

The cut which was announced on
January 12, put into effect 2 ten per
cent reduction on the excuse of
“meeting competition.” The United
Textlle Workers of America, which
oxisted hers since the war, met and
voted to strike if the cut was not
revoked.

Agent Curtis got out pressing or-
ders, but on March 9 the strike was
declared. It took just two days
tle up the plant completely. This was
remarkable gince there were only
about 800 organized out of 2,500 when
the strike was called.

Curtis hal told the negotiation com-
mittee that it would be foolish to
strike, and bad tauntad them—"You
are not sufficlently organized.” But
the finishing and works departments
went out on Monday morning. Even
the officers of the company admitted
that the finishidg room was completely
tied up, but they insisted on keeping
the "mill open.

Firemun Prove True to Their Class.

added the further essential of grave
trouble by cancelling credit at your
stores yesterday.

“In these circumstances, with your
knowledge of the situation, we must
accuse you of a deliberate attempt to
provoke riots and uprising in this
community. We lack serious respect
for your administrative abllity, but
cannot concelve of such a total ab-
sence of it as would allow you to pur-
sue this course and yet expegt results
other than tumults and disorder. Lack-
ing courage to produce those unfor-
tunate résults by attempting a cut in
wage rates, you ‘have taken the clr-
cultous, but equally offective, method
of producing them by starvation.

“With all due allowances for lncom-
petence on the part of your corpora-
tion, it still remains perfectly clear
that {t 1s your policy, for some reason
unknown to us, temporarily at least
to wreck. the coal Inqustry In this is-
land. We can conjecture that your
president desires It as an easy way
for him out of a business which he
appears incapable of successfully man-
aging.

“Whatever ulterior motive there
may be, the glaring fact Is that the
situation, with all its unfortunate con-
sequences, Is right upon us.

“If you have authority and desire
personally to save the situation, we
sincerely recommend to you the fol-
lowing steps:

“(a) Forthwith re-establish credit
{n your stores.

“(b) Give {mmediate orders for
commencement of work at the above-
named collieries for a minlmum of
four (4) days a week.

“It is senseless for your corpora.
tion to anticipate that the protective
men engaged at the collieries who are
members of our unlon, will continue
to function while your corporation
slowly starves thelir brothers into a
state of gubmission. You must realize
that, in view of your treatmest of
us as we have outlined above, It is
an easy matter for us to declare your
conduct a lockout of our members,
which means a lockout of a!l classifl-
cations of labor in and about the col-
lierles. And it {s easy ror anyone to
observe the inevitable and almost in-
calculable losg which-may thereby ac-
crue to the cogl Industry here, and
generally what damages the workers
in it

“Thus it is that we hesitate to take
any steps that may lead to irreparable
damage. Fallure by your corporation.
however, to take the steps Indicated
above will produce this result, Irre.
spective of what we can or may do.

“Wae ask you to give this matter the
most serious consideration possible
and to take actlon in connection with
vour decislon within the next twenty-
four hours. -Tho it may benefit the
sjtuatipn little, yet it appears our duty
b0 pass @ copy of this communication
0 the premier of Nova Scotla.

Strike Is Complete.

The refusal of the corporation
agree to the requests of the exccutive
committee brought on the strike. The
strike is complete--every miner be-
ing out. Because the mines are sub-
marine the corporation is always able
to precipitate a great howl In its press
because the pumpmen are withdrawn
and they pretend that the mines will
fiood beyond repalr. However, in the
past when the pumpmen were with.
drawn the mines were able to stand
for three weeks at a time and not suf-
fer Irreparable damage.

This time the corporation Is agaln
ralsing a howl about the destruction
of the mipnes, and the white collar
stiffs from the company's offices, who
are not organized, are being drafted

to

to keep the pumps going. Howevaer,
this 4 merely a publicity stunt on
the part of the astute politiclans at
the head of the'corporation who are
thus providing startling copy for the
kept press which will result in the
gdvernment shipping troops by the
thousands into the district to intimi-
date, not the miners, but the wives
and children of the miners.

Threatens to 8end Troops.

That this is the game of the corpor
ation is shown by the statement of
the miniater of militia of the dominion
government, himself a lawyer depend-
Ing for a great part of his income
from the corporation, that “The gov-
ernment is ready to supply sufficieat
troops to preserve order when they
are needed.”

In spits of the fact that the miners
have already appointed thelr owa po-
lice to preserve order, and the sa-
loons have been shut down tight by
order of the miners' locals, the oaly
time they are ever shut down, the
corporation In co-operation with [ts
lackeys iu the government will find
gsufficlent reason fo., the shipment of
troops into the district to preserve
“law and order.” This means, as in
the “outlaw"” strike In 1923, that the
troops will ride down women and chil-
dren and beat up miners when they
can find them in small groups.

The greatest danger coafronting the
miners {s that John L. Lewis, presi-
dent of the U. M. W., will line up with
the corporation as he has dome on
previous occasions, and order the min-
ers back to work on pain of losing
thelr charters. This favorite stunt of
Lewis {s for the purpose of forcing
the miners to forfelt thelr charters
and thus eliminate themselves from
the miners' union. Lewls would be
very glad if he were able to accom-
plish this, because he has had the
misfortune of being defeated every
time he attempted to subdue the fight
ing miners of this district.

Labor Fakesrs Give No Ald.

The officials of the Canadian Trades
Congress have not taken a single step
to ald the miners of this province
in keeping with their past actions
when the miners were fighting the cor-
poration.

WINNIPEG, Man., March 13—
While scores of familes are being de-
ported from Canada and particularly
western Canada as public charges be-
cause they are wmadle to fiad work
both the dominion government and
the all-powerful Cansdian Pacific
railroad are still carrying on their
campalgn to get new immigrants to
come to this country.

Twenty-three persons were recently
sent east from Winnipeg alone under
depbrtation orders which listed them
as public charges. They were all
public charges because they had been
brought here from Engiand by rosy
promises of prosperity only to find
that they could not get jobs. The
suffering among these people is In-
tense. They try all soris of ways
to dodge the immigration authorities
and the deportation orders only to
be finally forced to surrender and go
home in defeat. )

Play Double Game.

While these people are being ship-
ped back to their home country the
dominion government is subsidizing
various forelgn language papers in at-
tempts to get new immigrants. The
Canadian Pacific railroad wins out on
these government efforts three ways.

When the immigrant comes here he
uscally comes on Canadian Pacific
boats and them uses the C. P. R. to
got to the wept. There as 2 new ar-
rival and a member of the army of
the unemployed, he helps to beat
down wages. Then if he is deported
as & public charge, he travels at gov
ernment expense on the C. P. R.
trains and boats.

Lie to Foreigners.

The dominion government is being
charged with keeping the Swedish pa-
per Narrona and many others go-
Ing juet to Induce workers abroad to
Ko to Canada, "the land of prosperity.”
Solicitors go about among the foreign
setltlements of Canada getting the
pames of friends and relatives of the
settlers who are still in the old coun-
try. Then the department of imml-

nfi;rauon and colonization sends these

papers abroad. Needless to say, the
paper boosts Canada and carries noth-
ing but government propaganda.

It 18 charged that the dominlon gav-
sarnment pays one Swedish paper
alone $3,200 a week to carry on “pros-
perity” propaganda.

WorR For Nething.

'anada are usually glven the oppor-
tunity of working for a month or two
on the farms for nothing to “get ex.

The prospects for Soviet recognition by the United
Btates government are good. The irresistible force
of Soviet Russia. in world affairs compels some ac-
knowledgement on the part of capitalist America.
It must be understood that recognition will be
granted reluctantly and every effort made by the
imperialists to extort eoncessions.

This is the moment chosen by an element which
cares nothing for the working class, for the labor
movement or the world revolution, to unmask.
They are trying in the interest of a warped idea af
wodern social forces to apply the same standards
1o Soviet Russia, where the workers and peasants
are in power, that they apply to capitalist nations.
I'ree speech, especially for these self-appointel ad-
visers of the working class, is good in the United
States, therefore it is good in Soviet Russia. Amer-
ican capitalist government jails individuals for be-
lieving in and working for its overthrow. The Civil
Liberties Union applies the doctrine of the right
of free speech fo these cases and aids the defense.
Ergo, the workers' and peasants’ government of
Rnssia should not jail those who seek its over-
throw,

[t is customary in some circles to dismiss these
vagaries with the comment that they represent
middleclass confusionism, but this is only partly
true. The confusion is there right enough, but it is
confusion deliberately enltivated and with a deadly
purpose,
clear idea of what they want. They prefer capital
ism 1o the dictatorship of the working class and
they also prefer to have the working class disor-
wanized, feeble and ineflective that the intel
ligenisia caa appear as the big-hearted saviors:

What the war and navy departments unite in
declaring “a program of naval and military opera-
tions without parallel in the peace-time history &f
the United States,” is in progress off the Pacific
coast. Ohe hundred and fourteen craft, 40,000
mrine-, 25,000 sailors and all the air fleet are en-
gaged in the maneuvers.

‘Following the completion of the maneuvers the
Pacific fleet of ten battleships, four cruisers, twen-
ty-six destroyers and a large number of auxiliaries
will begin a cruise that will take it to all the ports
of the Far East.

Those innocent persons who think that a navy
is for “defense” will do well to ponder the facts set
forth on the front pages of the capitalist press.
The expedition of the battle fleet is for two pur-
poses—to acquaint its commanders with the Far
Eastern ports and defenses and to display the
imperialist might of the United Btates.

" Imperialism does not spepd untold millions in
maneuvers of this kind for fun. The rivalry be-
tweén American and Japanese imperialism, be-
tween American and British imperialism leads
straight towards war and the instruments of de-
struction are being made ready.

Not one single voice has been raised in the house

f representatives or the senate in protest against
his huge imperialist enterpfise. The LaFolletteites
who during the election campaign occasionally
warned of the danger of war are silent now. They
would have been just as silent if LaFollette sat in
the place of Coolidge. A :

In all America only the Communist press tells
the masses that the rulers are plotting another
gigantic conflict to decide whether American or
British imperialism will rule the world.

‘CHILD LABOR IN ILLINOIS

By HARRY GANNES.
JLLINOIS has over u hundred thou-
sand children between the ages of
10 and 16 who work. Unlike most of
the states, the majority of working
children in INinols work in factorien,
shops, stores, mines and mills.

There has been no investigation of
the children under 10 years of age
who are at work\. nor of the thou-
sands engaged in street trades.

‘The 1920 TUnited States census,
which admittedly underestimates the
number of children working thruout
the country, reports that at the time
the census wag taken there were 36,
933 children working. The census
was taken when farm operations werd
practically at a standstill; and about
7Y Ter cent of the child workers work
gn farms:, Hence the United Statea
Mgures, it anything, hide the real con-
ditions of the working  youth.

Fake Figures.

Of the 36,933 children workiug in
Ilinois, reported by the census, 31,132
arc employed in factories, shops, or
other such occupations, while 5,801
were reported working on farms.
With Illinols, one of the leading corn
atates in the country it is farcical to
declare that out of about 1,000,000
children between the ages of 10 and
15, only so small a number as 5,801

are employed in agriculture.

The child labor law in Illinois is
very lax. It permits the employ-
ment of children 14 years of age
in any, except a few so-called “dan-
for the first offense and not more than
$25.00 for any offense.

‘The number of children employed
in 1llinois Increases constantly.
Frances Lathrom Schott, a bourgeois
female politician, writing in the Bulle-
tin of the Illinols league of women
vaters (Jan., 1924) says:

“Since 1922 statlstics show an In-
crease, nearly three times the num-
ber of children being employed In ‘dan-
gerous’ industries; and yet, the not
too-clearly sighted United States cen.
sus takers found nearly 300 children
between 16 and 15, working in mines
in Ilinols.™

Children Work Nights.

Children 16 and over are permitted
to work nights, an unlimited number
of hours; children 16 und over, are al-
lowed to be ecngaged ’'n all manner
0! dapgerous occupations, and there
are thousands of them so employed.

There is no law prohibiting street
trades, newspaper peddling, boot-
bLlacking, etc. The number of ch!i.

dren so employed can only be wall-
matéd.

The educution requirements for
working children are low. “A child
