MOSCOW. U. S. S. R.. July 18. 
—The Sixth World Congress of the 
Communist International was 
opened here yesterday in the deco­
rated hall of the Labor Palace by 
Nicolai Bukharin, who was greeted 
with great applause.

His first words were devoted to 
thei victims of the class struggle in 
Italy, Poland, Indonesia, and China, 
who died fighting against imperial­
ism. “Long may they live in the 
worsen’ hearts,” he said.

“Since the Fifth Congress the 
Communist movement has been 
greatly extended,” he said. “The 
Chinese Communist Party, for in­
stance, has become a real revolu­
tionary party. The Japanese Party 
is also beginning to develop into a 
fighting party. The Indian Commu­
nist movement is growing. But 
capitalism is also consolidating its 
forq^s, and social democracy is also 
growing. Partially stabilized capi­
talism forces the Communist Inter­
national to adopt new complicated 
tactics in order to mobilise the 
masses for a decisive blow against 
imperialism.

“Carrying out socialist construc­
tion under difficult circumstances 
places the Soviet government and 
the Communist Party before severe 
tasks. Both in the Soviet Union and 
in capitalist countries, Communists 
do not perform sufficient detail 
work. The chief tasks in capitalist 
countries are still trade union work 
arid the conquest of the masses. The

sissippi. A mob of over 6,000 bat­
tered down the jail at Brookhaven 
and dragged out two Negroes who 
had been arrested because they had 
resisted two white men who had at­
tacked them with a gun following a 
dispute. The mob tied these men to 
automobile trucks, dragged them 
around the town, and strung them 
dp to an electric light pole within 
50 feet of the City Hall. While they 
were yet conscious, these ill-fated 
blacks were lowered to the ground, 
mutilated, and their remains again 
strung up. Among the mob were 
business men, prominent city offi­
cials, physicians, lawyers, school 
heads, and church leaders. At Sum­
mit, another Negro was given over

from the white workers and securer 
the degradation and exploitation of 
all the workers of America.

Lynching is a special part of the 
‘law and order” of capitalist so­
ciety. It is the extra-legal counter­
part of the legal machinery and 
state power by which the workers 
black and white, are enslaved, re­
pressed and exploited by the finan­
cial masters of America. It is part 
of the whole capitalist system of 
exploitation, which utilizes the divi­
sions between black and white work­
ers to pay the Negro workers the 
most miserable starvation wages 
and to force him to work under thr 
most degrading conditions at the

The monarchist made himself j 
very conspicuousyduring the trial of 
the Communist leader, eBla Kun. j 
By means of speaking, writing curd- ( 
ling letters and fiery statements he ( 
called upon the Hungarian fascists 
to invade Austria in armed bands 
and forcibly take Bela Kun from 
the Austrial police and turn him 
over to Horthy justice.

The Budapest police w'ere only too 
eager to carry out the suggestion, 
and did all in their power to induce 
the Vienna government to turn Bela 
Kun over to them. The demonstra­
tions of workers, however, were too j 
menacing, and eBla Kun remained 
in an Austrian jail.

The jury found Wolff guilty and 
rentenced him to one year in prison. 
Soon after the verdict was delivered 
the monarchist was set free to en­
ter a hospital. He will be allowed

The 
reason I deserted the army was be­
cause I found out that the army is a 
tool of the capitalists and is used 
against the workers I learned that 
the army and the national guard is 
used to break strikes and defend 
the investments of the capitalists. 
I objected to being used for these 
purposes.”

“Did you object to the purposes 
of the army when you enlisted?” 
Porter was asked.

Learned While in Army.
“At that time, I was only six­

teen and did not realise the pur­
poses of the army. I learned from 
other soldiers of many cases in 
which the military forces have been 
used against the workers. Many 
of them realise the purpose of the 
army.”

Fear ran thru the court-martial. 
The officer*? had been startled when 
Porter stated his reasons for leav­
ing the army. But the knowledge 
that he was not the only one to 
realise the anti-labor role of the 
army was a serious problem.

Efforts for Long Sentence.
The cross-examination x began. 

The “prosecution” had no questions 
of importance and apparently 
thought that the less Porter had 
te any the better for them. Then, 
questions were open from the offi­
cers of the court-martial. One, Cap­
tain Young, asked a series of ques­
tions about the identity of the other 
soldiers who shared Porter’s knowl­
edge about the army, but could get 
no information for future courts- 
martial trials.

Estimates of $10,000,000 as the 
probable amount of the democratic 
campaign slush fund was received 
her* as being far too low.

Soviet Ship-Building
At the time when world attention is centered 

upon the magnificent attainment of the Soviet 
ship, the Krassin, in rescuing the victims and 
righting the blunders of the fascist Arctic ex­
pedition, it is interesting to note that the 
Union of Socialist Soviet Republics is forging 
ahead among nations in ship-building.
