1 EVELOPMENTS are taking place rapidly. In but a few weeks

the situation has changed from general agitation primarily by
white guard and fascist elements against the Soviet Union, to an actual
trade embargo by government agencies against certain Soviet prod-
ucts, with the threat already of a general embargo against all goods
produced in the Soviet Union. The next step can only be a trade block-
ade; and following that war—imperialist war for the overthrow of the
first workers’ government.

And with the present tempo of development these stages will be
rushed through in an extremely short time. Already, hand in hand
with these attacks on Soviet trade, goes feverish military preparations.
The secret anti-Soviet agreement reached during the London Naval
“Disarmament” Conference has already borne fruit by the forging of an
iron fascist ring around the U, S. S. R. The big imperialist nations are
arming as never before, and at the same time they are providing the
funds and armaments for the fascist border states—Finland, Latvia,
Esthonia, Poland, Lithuania and Rumania. In all these aggressive
preparations United States imperialism is more and more in the fore-
front. Under the leadership of certain Wall Street interests these
preparations will be energetically pushed. '

These attacks against the Soviet Union and the early danger of
war arise from several basic factors.

The first of these is the efforts of the imperialists to get out of
the present world crisis, daily being acecntuated by the deepening of
the economic crisis, by securing more markets for their goods, wider
and cheaper sources of raw material and profitable fields for invest-
ment. This leads them to cast longing eyes in the direction of the
Soviet Union with its vast territories and resources.

A second factor is the rapid growth of socialism in the Soviet
Union, as exemplified by the successful and speedy carrying through
of the Five-Year Plan. The bosses realize and openly state that the
Soviet Union must be stopped now, if at all. Every year makes the
Soviet Union more impregnable, and at the same time brings it more
support from the oppressed masses of the imperialist countries.

A third factor is that the im'peria]ists, in their efforts to bring
about a re-division of the world, first by trade war and later by open
military warfare, intend to accomplish this at the expense of the work-
ing masses. Their present wage-cuts, mass lay-offs, speed-up, attacks
on workers, preparations for anti-labor laws, Fish committees, ete., to-
gether with the preparations for war and for attacks on the Soviet
Union, are all phases of one concerted drive to solve their own precarious
situation at the workers’ expense.

These are the forces that are driving for war on the Soviet Union
these are the forces that are driving for war on the American working
class. The Fish committee, Woll, Easley, Djamgaroff, Stimson, et a!
are merely the tools through which the imperialists make their prep
arations and wage their offensive.

The rapid developments of the last few days must be a warning
to all workers. The statements that the Hoover administration now
proposes to lift the embargo should fool no one. The drive against
Soviet pulpwood, manganese, anthracite coal and other cargoes, the
harrassing of Amtorg in its purely commercial dealings and the estab
lished connections which exist and are maintained between the United
States state department and the white guardists and their American
fascist allies show clearly the war intentions of the American imperial-
ists against the U. S. S. R.

Workers Respond to Communist Party

WORSE

Albany, N, Y.

To the Daily Worker:

May Field and Tillie Kelly have
just completed the signature drive
to place the Communist Party on
the ballot in two more counties.
They visited Kingston and Hav-
erstraw both brickyard centers
along the Hudson River.

These two cities have a pov-
erty-stricken ( working class be-
cause of the closing down of the
brickyards, the main source of
employment for the majority of
the workers during the summer.
This summer industry has only
worked 2 weeks this year. This
with only part of the workers,
since in this industry also,
machinery and speed-up has in-
creased production while the wage
of the workers has declined.

LOW WAGES.

There are a number of clothing
factors where young girls slave
for $12 a week and less. Here
too there is no steady work.

In Kingston the building trade
workers are so dissilusioned be-
cause of the misleadership of the
A. F. L. that it is difficult to
speak to them at first. They
simply accept this situation and
crisis with despair. But the
brickyard workers who are all
huddled together in one neighbor-
hood, living in one room shacks
with small windows to keep them
from freezing during the winter
and suffocating during the sum-
mer have not been touched by
such fake unions, which are inter-
ested in better paid weorkers. The
Communist Party which goes to
all sections of the exploited
worker is theréfore welcomed by
these workers.

RESPOND TO PARTY.

Although the Party 1s new to
them when we spoke to ‘fiem and
gave them the Daiiv Worker to
read, they enthusiastically re-
sponded to the Party that is
linking up their daily struggle
for existence with the conditions
of the whole working class. The
Daily Worker showed them what
other workers were doing to bet-
ter their living conditions.

Three months ago I gave a figure
| about the marble workers, saying

week, with one-third of the workers !
on the job basis and very few shops
working five and a half days, pro-;
ducing three times more than three |
yvears ago, thanks to the speed-up
system. The bosses are like mad
| dogs against the few more fortu-
| nate workers, because they know
' how many workers come and go each
’day to ask for the charity of a job
for any price.

Vicious Foreman.

The first week in April T got a
job to work in a subway for La-
| Rocca Co. at the Grand Concourse,
the Bronx, through the recommen-
dations of a friend of mine, at the
rate of $4 a day, less 20 cents car-
fare—$3.80.

The foreman here, too, was like a
wild beast, because he knew he
could get @s many workers as he
wanted at any minute. So, one Sat-
urday at 4:30, quitting time, the
boss gave the order that nobody
was to go away, but everyone had
to carry his tools from one job to
another, one-half hour away without
pay. All of us protested, but know-
ing about the situation we decided
to lose half an hour but not the job.

There was one Negro worker. He |
protested, too, saying he couldn’t
work for nothing. Then the mas-
ter’s servant said to this Negro

worker: “You are too damn Bol-
shevik, boy. I don’t want you any
more.”

Two days later we were digging
ditches, One Italian worker hit an
electris wire placed under ground,
burning his pick. The foreman im-|
mediately gave a check to this
worker, crying out that the pick!

All War Funds to the Unemployed!

By SAM NESIN.

UGUST FIRST, 1930, is the sixteenth anni-

versary of the beginning of the last im-
perialist war. As the result of that war the
capitalist class of the United States became
the richest and most powerful in the world.
The workers’ share was ten million killed, six
and a half million severely wounded and four-
teen million otherwise wounded; prisoners or
missing six million; blown to pieces three mil-
lion. A total of dead of 13 million and two
million more disabled for life. To this we have
yet to add the civilian dead during and imme-
diately after that butchery—ten million dead
from influenza, four million dead from famine
and 200,000 civilian lives lost at sea. A total
of 14,200,000 more.

Today capitalism finds itself in a world eco-
nomic crisis, A crisis brought about by the
development of the productive forces to a
point where the bosses are unable to dispose
a¢ a profit the wealth which they robbed from
their respective working class.

Shifting the Burden.

In the United States as well as other cap-
italist countries the bosses are doing their ut-
most to shift the burden of this crisis upon
the shoulders of the working class by means
of speed-up, wage-cuts, lengthening of the
working hours and the throwing of millions of
workers out of employment. Adding to the
contradiction in which capitalism finds itself
is the existence of the Soviet Union which is
shut off to capitalist exploitation. A country
in which the workers and peasants overthrew
the bosses’ government and established their
own rule. In the Soviet Union Socialism is be-
ing built with the aid of the Five-Year Plan of
industrialization. The Soviet Union is the only
country today in which unemployment is being
:liminated and the living standards of the work-
ers are advancing steadily. The great progress
which is being made by the Soviet Union in
building industry and the organization of agri-
wulture on a collective basis is an inspiring
xample to the workers of the whole world.

How is capitalism solving its difficulties?

HENEVER the Communist Party begins a

campign, a shower of instructions, at
least it seems to be a shower, or something
still heavier, rains upon the lower sections and
are passed on to the memberhship.

In reality, the “shower” isn’t so heavy as
it appears. But it seems that way to the
ranks of the Party because around the cam-
paign our members are told—“and link this
up with”. . . and there follows a dozen or so
aims, all desirable. And the comrades feel ap-
palled.

Actually, the “linking up” is not such a ter-
rific job as it sounds. Why? In the first
place, the higher leading committees, having
in view not only a part, but all the varied
activities of the different organizations, all the
so-to-speak molecular action of each Party
member among the masses, is merely reiter-
ating the necessity of regarding all these dis-
tinct tasks and actions as such, in itself, a con-
tributing part of the great movement forward
toward revolution which the Party leads.

Each basic unit of the Party, and each mem-
ber in it, has specified tasks. The leading com-
mittees cannot, of course, write a separate in-
struction to each member, and must comprise
in its instructions that which will set all pnits,
fractions and so on, into aetivity, the execu-
tive of all such basic bodies assigning each
member tasks according to the capacity and
field of action of the individual.

“An Approach.”

The question then resolves into one of what
is known as “approach,” the way each in-
dividual member or nucleus group approaches
the worker or body of workers to be; first,
interesten; then, convinced; and then organ-
ized into the action contemplated.

There is too much stupidity, nothing less,
in “approach.” Our Party does not “command”
the workers, but convinces them that the ac-
tion it proposes is necessary. A worker may
be approached by a Party member, The work-
er does not know that there is any connection
between, let us say, the threatened war on
the Soviet Union, the “Naval Treaty,” the
Chinese revolution, the Fish Committee, the
unemployment he is either aware of or victim
of, and the wage cuts and speed-up and long
hours he directly suffers from.

If the Party member does not himself under
stand the connection between all these seem-
inly separate things, then, of course, he is
lacking in the qualities of a Communist and
seriously needs an elementary education.

Wrong Methods,

If he knows the connection, he is a very bhad
Communist, indeed, if he, when he approaches
the non-Party worker, leaps over all things in
which the worker feels a direct interest and
tackles the subject of the Fish Committee, let
us say, and asks in a peremptory way that

STRIKE AGAINST BOSS
ATTEMPT TO CUT WAGES

Boss Attempt to Shift Burden of Crisis on
Workers by Making Workers to Pay “Doles”

Contraction in French Export Trade Shows
Deepening Crisis and Sharpens War Danger

The textile workers at Lille, the
‘enter of the French textile indus-
try, have launched a general strike
in support of the over 38,000 strik-
ers in Northern France, who have
been on strike for more than ten
days, fighting against the wage-
cutting plan embodied in the new
insurance law, as the Daily Worker
reported yesterday. The action of
the Lille workers will bring the
number of strikers to over 60,000.
In a demonstration against the new
social insurance law at Rouen a

clash with the police occurred. Sev-|

eral workers were wounded and 30
were arrested.

The crisis, which was compara- |

tively slight in France, has recently
become much intentsified, and the
French bosses are busy in shifting
the burden of the growing crisis onto
the shoulders of the workers. The
method that the bosses used to at-
tain this purpose is to make the
workers pay for the jobless “doles”
which the bosses should pay. This,
of course, simply another form
of wage-cutting.

One of the indications of the

|

growing crisis in France is the sharp
falling off of its foreign trade,
which is largely due to the rapid
decrease of exports, The decline in
exports is particularly noticeable in
manufactured articles, The export
in June of this kind of commodities
were only 2,016 million franes, in
contrast with 2,293 million franes in
the preceding months and 2,718 a
year ago. A wir'~ss dispatch to
the New York Times Friday admits
that “the figures indicate strikingly
the contraction of French export
trade.”

This situation, on the one hand,
precipitates the wage-cutting cam-
paign, while, on the other, it in-
tensifies the struggle for markets
which is rapidly leading to an im-
perialist war. The French workers,
as the strike indicates, are mili-
tantly fighting against the wage-
cutting campaign of the bosses,
wlich is closely connected with the
war preparauions of the bosses. The
French worl-ers, together with “heir
fellow-workers throughout the world,
are also preparing for the mass
anti-imperialist war demonstration
on August 1.

Cover For Wage Cuts.

The capitalists and their tools, in
preparing war against the Soviet
Union, hope by this din and cry to
divert the American workers from
the ever-growing millions of work-
ers ni this country facing starva-
tion. The bosses hope, by rushing
the workers to war against their
fellow-workers in the Soviet Union,
to detract attention from the widen-
ing cracks in the capitalist system
and from the crushing blows di-
rected against the American work-
ers in the form of wage cuts and
speed-up.

Every worker must answer this
challenge of the American bosses
against the workers’ republic by
swelling the ranks of the demon-
strations against imperialist war on
August 1st.

“All the vast natural resources
and industries o f Russia,” says
Mellon (through Lowman) have
been seized by the Soviet govern-
ment.” (He does not point out that
the workers siezed power and the
industries, drivnig out the czarist
parasites and exploiters). “So it
starts without a single initial cost.”

The fact that the Soviet workers
have driven out their bosses and
taken over the industries that they
built with their sweat and blood
and are forging ahead under the
five-year plan is the basic reason
for the war cry against the work-
ers in the Soviet Union.

The American bosses fear such
an example for the workers in this
country. They know that the
American workers are becoming
more militant every day, resisting
wage-cuts, demanding unemploy-
ment insurance. They know that
the capitalist system is rocked to
its very foundations by the sharpen-
ing crisis. The fact that the work-
ers in the Soviet Union seized what
they produced and ousted the
bosses, frightens Mellon, Morgan,
Hoover and their class who have
fattened on the sweat and misery
of the American workers.

Lowman even comes to the de-
fense of his class brothers in the
U.S.S.R., the kulaks and the priests.
He rehashes the lies of imprison-
ment of priests and the forced
labor of kulaks. This is done to
give heart to the diminishing rem-
nants of the counter-revolutionary
forces in the Soviet Union.

Lowman, Woll for Wage Slashes.

When Lowman speaks of “a sub-
stantial reduction in the purchasing
power of the American ‘workers”
and tries to blame this on the
Soviet Union, he is carrying out the
plan of the American bosses to in-
crease the vast wage-cutting drive
now on, and to make the American
workers think the Soviet Union is
responsible for it.

No worker will be fooled by this.
It is the American exploiters, whose
machinery of production is break-
ing down, and who to keep up their
profits force drastic wage slashes
on the workers. Only in the Soviet
Union are wages going up. Only
in the Soviet Union is industry
(owned and controlled by the work-
ers in their own interests) expand-
ing, growing, advancing. In the
capitalist lands and their colonies
the contradictions of capitalist are

Protesting Workers
Arrested

CHICAGO, July 29.—The assist-
an® pastor of Olivet Baptist Church
(Negro), at 31st and South Park-
way recently caused the arrest of
three white workers, members of
the Communist Party, for distribut-
ing an anti-lynching leaflet in front
oi the church. The three comrades
were held in jail for three days,
but despite their arrest over 300
Negro and white workers attended
the lynching protest meeting held
by the Communist Party and for
which the leaflets were distributed,

The pastor of Mount Olivet Bap-
tist Church, when confronted with
a demand from members of his con
gregation for an explanation of this
incident, gave the treacherous ad-
vise that Chicago Negro workers
should not concern themselves with
the lynching of Negroes so far away
as Texas, etc., and that anyway Ne-
groes should fight their own battles
without the assistance of white
workers. This advise is in open
support of the';folicy of the bosses
in isolating the Negro masses from
the rest of the working class in
order to permit of this greater ex-
ploitation and double oppression
both as Negroes and as workers.
Such advise is clearly in the inter-
ests of the imperialist oppressors
and exposes the treacherous role of
the Negro petty bourgeois mis-
leaders.

Only by the united struggle of
the Negro and white workers, under
the leadership of the Communist
Party, can the lynching terror of
the bosses be smashed and the work-
ing class emancipated from capital-
ist exploitation.

Fish Failures.

During the world war—the hor-
rible carnage for profits of the
capitalist class,—many new tricks
for glorification of the war were
invented. In order to change deep
sorrow and despair of the mothers
whose sons were lost without trace,
to fake proud—the institution of
the “unknown soldier” was created.
For the mothers whose sons were
known to be killed,—gold stars were
created. While the remains of their
loved ones were rotting away in a
far off land for interests foreign
to them,—gold painted stars were
shining in the windows of the be-
reaved. That was during the war.
When the war was over and those
who remained alive returned,—
they found at home starvation,
wage cuts, persecutions, Especially
was that keenly felt by the Negro
workers. When they returned home
expecting to find some of the
democracy they were told so much
about in France and for which they
were told they were fighting for,
they found a wave of lynchings,
more race discrimination, more
persecutions. In vain did they look
for the fulfillment of the promises
of the capitalist parties and politi-
cians. The war was over! They
were no more needed as cannon
fodder. Even during the war they
were segregated into separate Jim
Crow regiments. They were good
enough to fight and die for the
glory of capitalism, but they were
not good enough even to die along
side a white soldier. And even
after they bled to death on the
battlefield, they were no good to be
buried along side the white victim
of capitalism. So they segregated
them even after death into the Jim
Crow cemeteries. The so called
Negro leaders of the capitalist
parties had nothing to say about it,
except to call the exploited, perse-
cuted Negro masses to support
these parties of the lynchers, and
the Jim Crow government in Wash-
ington. The so-called Negro lead-
ers were selling the oppressed
masses of their own race for a mess
of potash,—a few “honors” and
jobs handed down from the political
tables of the white masters and
exploiters. At present when the
government officially segregated
the colored “gold star” mothers and
exposed the fake democracy for
which the war was supposed to have
been fought, what do the so called
leaders have to say? Do they call
upon the Negro masses to fight
against the segregation and the
Jim Crow government! Nothing of
the kind! They are trying to con-
vince the lynchers that lynching is
not nice, it is a shame! The mouth-
piece of the Negro politicians in
Chicago, the Chicago Defender, has
the following to say in an editorial:

“The diserimination that the

government now heaps upon them

(the mothers) is poor pay in re-

turn for their patriotism. It is

unnecessary, undignified and a
discredit to the principles of
democracy.”

They speak of the “democracy”
of the capitalist class which never
meant anything to the poor ex-
ploited, persecuted, segregated
Negro masses. There is only one
way to gain full social, political and
economic equality for the Negro
masses, and that is~—to fight for
it together with the white exploited
and persecuted workers and poor
farmers. The Communist Party is
the only party that unites ali work-
ers and farmers of all races and
nationalities in the struggle for the
full emancipation of the working
class regardless of race or color.
Under the leadership of the Com-
munist Party of the Soviet Union
an end was put to the lynchings
and persecutions which were so
prevalent under the czars. Under
the leadership of the Communist
Party of America an end will be
put to the lynchings and persecu-
tions which are so prevalent under
capitalism today. All the capitalist
governments are feverishly prepar-
ing for another war. let us all,
white and colored workers, demon-
strate on August 1 against these
war preparations!

Bosses Afraid of Strike
Sentiment

Chicago, Il
Editor, Daily Worker:

Conditions in the Majestic shops
were never very good. At best, the
workers did not get enough wages
to make a decent living. At pres-
ent conditions are worse. In the
cable department wages were cut
almost 50 per cent; in the assemb-
lers department, Grand Ave. plant,
25 per cent per hundred. When the
girls in the cable department re-
fused to work for the miserable
wages, they were ejected from the
building. The bosses were afraid
that the girls would organize a
strike. This is what they fear most.

In the soldering department and
waxroom, the conditions are un-
bearable—these shorten the lives of
the workers and when they become
old and cannot produce as much as
they used to, due to the terrific
speed-up, they are thrown out and
young workers take their places.
The young workers are more ex-
ploited than the adults; are paid
less for more hours.

In all departments the same con-
ditions prevail. The workers are
brutally speeded-up. They are not
allowed to talk to each other while
at work. The workers who dare to
say something to their fellow work-
ers while on the job, are immedi-
ately fired. As a result of the
speed-up, a girl lost three fingers
in the punch press.

Fellow workers! are you going to
stand for such conditions? We
must organize and fight the rotten
conditions imposed upon us by the
bosses.

its new tasks, the draft constitution
submitted to the convention changes
the name of the National Miners
Union to; Mine, Oil and Smelter
Workers Industrial Union.

“This industrial union is organ-
ized to unite all workers in the
mining, oil, smelting and refining
and quarrying industry and to lead
them in their struggles against the
capitalists for better working and
living conditions and for ultimate
abolition of wage slavery. This in-
dustrial union is founded on the
principle of the class struggle . ..
(which) must continue until the
working class has conquered polit-
ical power and abolished capitalism
as a system, replacing it by a
socialist society. . . .

Class Struggle.

“For this reason our industrial
union does not limit itself to
narrow craft or occupational inter-
ests, or even to the far wider in-
terests of all the workers in our
industry, but considers itself al-
ways as an integral part of the
forees of the working class.”

The M.0.S.1.U. affiliates with the
Trade Union Unity League, and
through it with the Red Interna-
tional of Labor Unions.

The principal of democratie cen-
tralization prevails throughout the
organization, with the basic units
the pit, mine, shop and quarry com-
mittees.  National, departmental,
district and sub-district organiza-
tion is provided for. There is a
youth section and a women’s de-
partment.

Officers provided for are a na-
tional secretary, national chairman
and editor of official organ. Wages
of all officers are limited to $3b
per week. (Lewis gets $260 a
week!)

A Fighting Union.

The draft constitution contains a
clause on strike action: “The
strike is the main weapon. Im-
portant strikes must be conducted
on the basis of the united front
from below.”

The constitution also calls for
formation of unemployed workers in
the industry into councils, ‘“since
permanent mass unemployment is
characteristic of present day cap-
italism, the M.0.S.I.U. declares for
the unity of employed and unem-
ployed workers in all struggles.”

(An important resolution on the
present situation and the tasks of
the union will be described in the
next issue of the Daily Worker.)

CHICAGO, 1., July 29.—At s
meeting called by the American
Negro Labor Congress, 250 Negro
and white workers assembled in
protest against lynching and police
brutality, deliberately directed
against the Negro workers and poor
farmers by the white ruing class.

In Chicago particularly are
vicious attempts of the bosses to
keep Negro workers from joining
the militant working class organi-
zations. Not only are the street
meetings being broken up, but also
attempts of the workers to hold in-
door meetings have been stopped
by the police and the workers
thrown into jail.

Raid Communist Nucleus.

A meeting of a Communist
Nucleus in the Negro territory,
which had met at the same place
for seven years without interfer-
ence from the police, was recently
raided.

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BUILDING FACTORY NUCLEI
IN WAR INDUSTRIES

By WM. SCHNEIDERMAN

N the basis of our experiences in Connecti-

cut in preparing for the August 1st demon-
strations, we can draw certain lessons for the
Party regarding the possibility of building
shop nuclei. It is needless to point out that
the crisis has created an extremely favorable
situation for the Party to carry on its present
campaigns.

Connecticut has been hard-hit by lay-offs
and complete shut-downs in practically every
industrial center. New Haven shows a 15 per
cent increase in unemployment for the month
of June, 1930, as compared to June, 1929, even
by the unreliable figures of the Chamber of
Commerce. Hartford shows 11 per cent of its
population unemployed. In other cities most
of the large plants like General Electric, Rem-
ington, U. S. Rubber, and American Brass are
working at the most only 3 to 4 days a week,
while plants like Colt's Arms Manufacturing
are completely shat-down.

In addition to this, there are reports of wage-
cuts of 10 per cent in Remington; a wage-
cut in Crane’s and the men’s bonus withdrawn;
a proposed wage-cut of 20 per cent in the Ber-
lin Construction Company, which was reduced
to 10 per cent whent 100 construction workers
walked out in spontaneous one-day strike;
and a 5 per cent wage-cut in a Seymour tex-
tile mill.

Unpardonable Neglect

The serious under-estimation by the Party
of carrying on factory work can be seen in the
attempts made to form a shop-committee in a
rubber plant. After a meeting of rubber work-
ers was called, several workers showed up,
but the comrade in charge failed to show up,
and no meeting was held. Since then, of
course, it has been exceedingly difficult to get
these disappointed workers to a meeting. In-
stead of visiting them, the local comrades de-
pended on sending them a notice through the
mails, ‘without any results.

For a long time we had two Party members
working i the factory, but attached to a street
nucleus. By the simple expedient of sending
a comrade to visit a worker in the factory
known to be sympathetic to the Party, he was
persuaded to join the Party; we immediately
assigned a capable comrade of the District
Committee to form a shop nucleus of these
three comrades, and to become a member of
their nucleus to assist them in their work; their
task outlined, was to immediately call a meet-
ing of workers to form a shop committee from
connections they have; to arrange a factory-
gate meeting; and ' discuss the contents of
a Party shop-paper to be issued before August
1st. In order to mzke sure that these tasks
are carried out, and not merely remain on
paper, the comrade w: attached to the nucleus
is held directly responsible to the District
Committee that they are carried out.

Nucleus Organized in Munition Plant

A similar experience can be recorded in a
large munition p'int where we have had a
aumber of connections for quite some time,
but which we failed to crystallize into organ-
izational resvits. Although a decision was
made to call a meeting to form a shop-com-

[
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mittee, the comrades assigned to this task did
not even visit the workers involved, and the
street nucleus charged with this task was so
busy discussing routine matters like picnies,
language activities, ete., that they completely
overlooked this question till they were called
sharply to account by the District Committee.

On investigation, we found that we already
had a Party and Y.C.L. member working in
there, and at least two other sympathizers, one
a Negro worker, who could bc brought into the
Party with & little effort. We again attached
a member of the District Committee to a
committee of the street nucleu. to visit those
workers and form a shop nucleus, with in-
structions to issue a shop-paper dealing with
August 1st, hold a factory-gate meeting there,
and to call a meeting of all our connections
there for the purpose of forming a shop-com-
mittee.

A Third Experience
Our third experience was in a nucleus where

we had three comrades working in a brass
foundry. In discussing the formation of a
shop nucleus there, the objections raised were
that one of the three comrades worked in a

different plant of the same company, a short
distance away; no shop-papers were ever is-
sued, and no factory-gate meetings attempted.
We again attached a comrade to form a shop
nucleus there, and to issue a shop-paper.

In trying to get in for the issuance of shop-
papers, our comrades working in the factories
refuse or neglect to give important informa-
tion about conditions in the factory. In the
Colt’s Arms Manufacturing Company, where
we were preparing to issue a shop-paper and
hold factory-gate meetings, we only found out
at the last minute that the plant was shutting
down, and barely tog out the shop-paper in
time to distribute on the day the plant was
closing.

Overcome Resistance

In order to put into effect our resolutions to
build shop nuclei, we must analyze such ex-
periences in order to overcome the difficulties
facing us. First of all, we must carry on a
sharp struggle against the indifferent attitude
of Party members and units to doing factory
work, which amounts to resistance to carrying
out the Party line. Secondly, we must set
concrete tasks for the units for concentration
on certain factories to build shop-committees
and shop-nuclei. Thirdly, we must assign our
most capable leading comrade in every dis-
trict to be directly responsible for work in cer-
tain factoris. Any comrade who thinks that
because he is a leading functionary such ‘“de-
tail” work is beneath him, thereby exposes his
opportunist attitude on the basic task before
the Party, that of building shop nuclei.

The small beginnings we have made in the
Connecticut district to orientate the Party
toward factory work, particularly in the war
industries, (munitions, rubber, etc.), must be
energetically followed up and utilized in the
campaign to build unemployed councils and
shop-committees of the T.U.U.L., in the elec-
tion campaign, and in the remaining few days
we have to prepare the anti-war demonstrations
on August 1st.

Bosses Cut Wages, Speed Up in
Preparation for Imperialist War

UGUST FIRST 16 years ago marked the be-

ginning of the greatest organized and most
jcientific slaughter of workers in the history
of the world, ending four years later after the
killing of 12 million workers and peasants and
the crippling of unknown millions. Time plus
control of all avenues of education has always
been a factor that favored the government in
blotting out of the minds of the rising genera-
tion of workers the brutal class character of
all imperialist wars and in hiding from them
the working class lessons learned in these
major class struggle experiences.

Today we stand in the shadow of another
world war, with the United States and Great
Britain going through their preliminary ma-
neuvers, as Germany and Great Britain did
prior to August 1, 1914, to get into advantage-
ous position for attack. Behind all the diplo-
matic stage settings, fake peace conferences,
ete., is, on the one hand, the tremendous pro-
duction of arms and amunition, the terrific
race for superior naval power, the building
of a tremendous war machine at a break neck
speed, and on the other hand, the slashing wage
cutting campaign, terrific speed-up, reduction
of working force.

For Peace! For Big Navies!

The race to build larger navies to place all
industries upon a war basis and to accumulate
a tremendous supply of war material, is only
equaled by the race between the capitalist gov-
ernment to produced cheap commodities, that is,
to lower the living standards of the workers.
This, while it is aimed at overcoming the
@risis at the expense of the workers, deepens
the erisis. It is very obvious that if the work-
ers’ living standards are cut, that if 8,000,000

« on, are unemployed, that the workers buy less,

and as the workers constitute the great bulk
of the world’s buying market it is bound to
cause a further shrinking of the home as well

Speed-Up Is War Preparation.

The preparation for war, like war itself, is
part of the offensive of the capitalist class
against the working class. One cannot separ-
ate the wage cutting, rationalization campaign,
the throwing out of millions of workers to
starve in the streets, from the preparations
being made for jmperialist war.

Billions of dollars for war, but clubs, bullets
and jails for the unemployed is the bosses’
program. The employing class understand this
very clearly; that is why they viciously attack
the most advanced section of the working class,
that is workers who fight them. The ruthless
methods used in smashing all strike struggles
by the employers and by their agents, Green,
Woll, Thomas, the company police, the courts,
lynch law for Negroes, clubs and bullets for
strike pickets and for demonstrations of hun-
gry men and women, long prison sentences for
the leaders of these movements, the fake in-
vestigation of the Fish Commission are all
parts of the attack against the workers, part
of war preparations.

Attack Workers.

" The international attack against the Soviet
Union, which represents the most advanced
section of the international working class, dif-
fers only in degree and magnitude from the
attack upon the striking auto workers in Flint,
Mich., the attack upon the striking woolen
workers in Yourkshire, England, ete. To organ-
ize workers to fight against wage cuts hinders
the wage cutters’ campaign and the war pre-
parations and prepares the workers for strug-
gle against war, against capitalism.

Today we see all capitalist guns trained upon
the most advanced section of the world’s pro-
letariat, the workers of the Soviet Union,

Strikes against wage cuts, rationalization,
unemployment, for wage increases, social in-
surance for the unemployed, for the seven-
hour day and five-day week is also a struggle
against war and for defense of the Soviet
Union.

Build Party and the T. U. U. L.

August First anti-war demonstrations must
bring organizational results. Our party and
the revolutionary unions and leagues should
register a definite organizational strengthen-
ing. The struggle against wage cuts, against
unemployment, against the speed-up, against
police terror, against imperialist war, for the

seven-hour day and five-day week, for unem-

HESE three militant workers, members of
the Communist Party, were murdered by
the, New York police at the pehest of the bosses
in the last few months.

Comrades Katovis, Levy and Gonzales are our
fallen revolutionary soldiers in the ever sharp-
ening struggle between the working class and
the capitalist class that characteri-es the pre-
sent period.

The brutal murder of these three militant
workers in the very thick of the class war
battles symbolizes and expresses the new fas-
cist tactics of the capitalist class.

The imprisonment for three years without
trial of Foster, Minor, Amter and Raymond,
the charge of insurrection against six Commu-
nist organizers in Georgia, the 42-year senter-
ces to union organizers in the Imperial Valley,
Cal., the Fish investigation committee proposals
to outlaw the Communist Party and the rev-
olutionary organizations of the workers, ete,
are a systematic and conscious development of
the fascist war preparations in the U. S. A.
The murder of workers on the picket lines, at
mass meetings and demonstrations are the
cruder expressions of this fascization process.

Determined to Fight.

Scores of thousands of workers solemnly
have pledged their determination over the mur-
dered bodies of Katovis, Levy and Gonzales,
to resist and crush this growing terrorism by
organizing determined and adequate defense
of all workers’ struggles and activities.

The tide of fascist terrorism can only be
stemmed by organized and determined mass
resistance and offensive struggles of the work-
ing class.

The principal forms of workers’ defense
movement must be composed of small units of
workers defense corps organized by unions,
shop committees and all workers organizations.
Thege groups of 8 or 10 must be linked to-
gether on a city scale through a ceniral body.
Each of the units must act as the nucleus of
defense and rally around itself the masses of
workers in defense of picket lines, mass meet-
ings, demonstrations, etc.

Organize Workers’ Defense Corps!

The organization of workers defense corps
into small units of eight or ten does not con-
fine the defense activities to small picked
groups of workers but rather implies the organ-
ization of the masses of workers into small
mobile and effective fighting groups.

This new form of workers organizations must
be the answer of the working class to the ter-
rorist fascist tactics of the bosses. However,
it must be understood that the strengthening
and building of all the militant mass organiza-
tions must be simultaneously intensified.

The names of Katovis, Levy and Gonzales
must become the watch words in the movement
to organize the workers defense apparatus.

The formation of workers defense corps is
a vital part of the struggle against the war
danger.

The Young Workers and the

Imperialist War

LEARER and clearer can be discerned the

rumblings of the coming world war. The
raids on the Soviet Consulates, the Fish in-
vestigation committee, the' ‘statements of
Hughes, and on the Indian situation, the
speeches of Mussolini, all indicate to us that
war is closer now than what it has ever been
since August, 1914,

Each year bosses spend more and more
money for armaments. Expenditures for war
preparations in the United States have reached
the sum of eight hundred million dollars this
year. Each year more and more money is
spent by the bosses for organizations training
young workers for the coming world war.

Training For War

In New York and in New Jersey alone there
are no less then ten thousand young workers
and students being trained in the C.M.T.C. The
national guard has reached the membership
of one hundred seventy six thousand, in the
country. The boy and girl scouts “are estab-
lishing “cub” organizations in order to reach
still further masses of workers children and
capture them for war preparations.

In the meantime, the bosses worsen the con-
ditions of the young workers. Thé world
economic crisis has resulted in wage cuts after
wage cuts for young workers, in ever increas-
ing speed-up, in tremendous unemployment.
In the United States alone, there are over one
and a half million young workers unemployed.
Their number is constantly ‘increasing. Aug-
mented by still further lay-offs, and the leav-
1ng of school by tens of thousands of work-
ers’ children who try to find employment in
order to help their families. When these

to have any savings and place starvation be-
fore them directly. To make matters worse
for the young workers many times they are
the only supporters of their families, their
parents having been thrown out of work by
speed-up and by unemployment. In order to
prevent the young workers from organizing
for struggle against war and in order to pre-
pare them for the next war, the bosses utilize
and organize organizations such as the Ama-
teur Athletic Association, the Y. M. C. A,, etc.
In these millions of young workers are pre-
pared for war,

The condition.. of the Negro youth are still
worse than those of the white young workers,
Among them too, to an ever increasing extent,
the bosses spread their tentacles, and try to
capture them for their war preparations.

In countless factories producing war mate-
rials, or able to be transformed into plants
manufacturing war materials, the young work-
ers are employed in hundreds of thousands.
These young workers suffer all effects of
speed-up, wage cuts, of unemployment.

Young Workers Struggle
Everywhere the young workers enter the

struggle for better conditions. In many strug-’

gles the young workers are among the leading
forces. In all big demonstrations the work-
ing youth is most militant.

August 1st, 1930, means a lot to the young
workers. They know of the last world war
in which millions were killed for bosses profits.
They see the example of the Soviet Union and
want to get into the struzzle agaimt the
bosses.

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THE NEGRO WORKERS AND
WAR PREPARATIONS

ODAY the working class of America is faced |

with an intolerable situation. While eight
million unemployed workers are walking the
streets without any means of supporting their
families, those that still remain working are
having their wages lowered, hours increased
and are being speeded up at an unheard of rate.

On top of all this the bosses are making
feverish preparations for a new world war.

Negro Workers Discriminated Against.

The Negro workers are in the present situa-
tion subject to even greater suffering than the
white workers. Although both are exploited
by the same white master class, the Negroes
while at work receive lower wages, work
longer hours and are the first to be laid off.
Being segregated to special sections of the
city, they must pay higher rents and are sub-
ject to insults, Jim-Crowism and are branded
and treated as social outcasts. The bosses, the
capitalist class and their servants have built up
a complete system of segregation and race
hatred to keep the colored and white workers
apart. With this policy of “divide and con-
quer the weakest,” the white American bosses
have succeeded in extending the super-exploita-
tion of the Negro masses in Northern indus-
trial centers.

Negroes Are a National Minority.

Like the oppressed and exploited toiling
masses of China, Africa, India, Philippines, etc.,
the American Negroes are denied the most
elementary social and political tights. The
American Negroes are a rich source of super-
profits for the white exploiters. In order to
keep the Negro masses in their state of sub-
jection and servitude, the white capitalists and
landlords have built up a special machine of
oppression,

the Negroes are not only exploited as
workers and farmers, but in addition they are
sub; .t to =»ei1] exploitation as an oppressed
national minority. :
For Full Social and Political Equality.

Negroes must understand that the white ex-
ploiters, who have kept them enslaved for over
300 years, will not voluntarily give up their
rights as exploiters. Negro mases must take
their freedom through organized and relentless
struggle. But the Negro masses alone and un-
supported cannot achieve liberation from their
white oppressors.

The Negroes have friends and allies among
the white population. The natural allies of
the Negro masses are the white workers who
are exploited, robbed and starved by the same
white capitalist class that robs and oppresses
the Negro masges.

The Comunist Party flghts unreservedly For
the Full Social, Political and Economic Equal-
ity of the Negro Masses. The Communist
Party further raises the slogan of the Right
to Self-Determination of the Negro Masses,
which means the right to set up a separate
goverament of the Negro people in the South-
ern states, as a guarantee that social and polit-
ical equality will be achieved and protected by
state power in the hands of the Negro masses.

The Capitalists Fight the Communist Party.

Only in the recent weeks Alfred Levy, a Ne-

gro member of the Communist Party, wa:
brutally murderel by the New York police
while he was defending a Communist street
meeting in Harlem, held in protest against
lynching.

Today six Communist organizers, among
them two Negroes, are held in prizon in At-
lanta, Georgia, and are faced with the electric
chair, because they organized the white and
Negro workers against lynching and terror-
ism.

Today the Fish investigation committes,
composed of servants of Northern capitalista
and “Gentlemen of the South,” is preparing u»
outlaw the Communist Party because it leads
all struggles for th interests of the working
class and the Negro masses.

Misleaders of Negro Masses.

The Garvey movement began as the mass
expression of the national striving of the Ne-
gro masses for liberation and self-determina-
tion.

However, the Garvey movement has failed to
achieve any results because it tried to divert
the Negro liberation movement into & “back
to Africa” retreat. The Garvey movement did
not organize the Negroes for struggle against
lynching and oppression, but tried to reach an
“agreement” with the white oppressors. The
Garvey movement failed to bring together into
a com- on strug~’ the Negro mas s and
white workers again. - their common enemy,
the white capitalist oppressors.

The Garvey leaders betray the Negro libera-
tion movement by considering the entire white
race as the enemies of the Negroes, while at
the same time making friends with the real
and only enemy of the Negro people, the white
capitalist class. They utterly fail to see that the
economic and political interests of white work-
ers and Negroes are the same.

In the recent weeks the workers of Harlem
have witnessed the shameful acts of a few
self-styled leaders of the Negroes, working
hand in hand with the police in breaking up
Communist meetings against lynchings. At
one of these meetings Alfred Levy lost his life.
These betrayers of the Negro masses are rais-
ing a barrier of hatred between the white
workers and the Negro masses. This handful
of self-styled leaders and police agents must
be repudiated by the Negro masses of Harlem.

The Negro masses know only too well what
happened to them in the last world war and
after the war. In the coming war the Negroes
will again be used as cannon fodder to fight
for the interests of their white masters, while
the lynch law and terror will be clothed in
uniforms and enforced by machine guns and
the white masters’ martial law.

When the government of the United States
officially segregates the Gold Star Mothers of
the fallen Negro soldiers of the last war, its
intention in the coming war is clearly revealed.

Negro workers and white workers must now
raise the alarm of struggle against war and
all that it means. Not a moment must be lost.
War to the Negro masses and white workers
means further enslavement, martial law and
bloody sacrifices for the interests of a small
class of white exploiters.

Fight Against the Deportation of
Foreign-Born Workers

WITH the increase of reaction against the
revolutionary movement, the offensive
against the working class is increasing. This
is particularly evident in the offensive which
has been started on a wide scale against the
foreign-born workers. Parallel with the ter-
rorism of lynching of Negro workers in the
South, in the North we find a continuous and
regular breaking up of workers’ meetings by
the police and the gangsters of the American
Federation of Labor with its fascist and social-
fascist leadership. These attacks upon the
revolutionary movement—the beating and mur-
dering of members of the Party and the revo-
lutionary unions, thé persecution of foreign-
born workers, who are jailed and turned over
to the hands of the fescist hangmen of their
respective countries, are made because they ex-
press revolutionary ideas and because they are
fighting shoulder to shoulder with the Ameri-
can working class against the fascism of
American capitalism,

The reason for the persecution of the for-
eign-born workers is not to be found only in
the claim, made by the Fish eommittee, that
the Communist Party is made up of 80 per cent
of foreign-born workers. This claim, in itself,
is a great stupidity when the mass of the Party
is composed in large part of American-born
or naturalized American citizens. The real
reason for the persecution of the foreign-born
goes much deeper than +his. In t his period of
the deepening of the economic crisis, of unem-
ployment, the bourgeoisie have started a new
offensive of terrorization, of discrimination of
the foreign-born workers, for the purpose of
dividing the American proletariat, placing the
Negroes and the foreign-born workers on an
even lower scale than their native-born fellow-
workers, setting the white American-born
workers against the foreign-born and the Ne-

of Labor openly supports the navy building
rogram, Green lauds the C. M. T. C. and the
national guard. The socialist party abandons
even pretense at class struggle and bables
petty bourgeois phrases that there will be no
war, while actively defending the war prepara-|
tions against other imperialist countries and
against the Soviet Union. The pacifists are
spreading their poison clouds, telling the work-
ers that there will be nc war, doing their ut-
most to keep the young workers unprepared
for struggle when the war comes so that they
may better be used for cannon-fodder.

The capitalists are preparing for war and
want to smash the militant organizations of the
working youth, They remember better than
many workers, how during the world war, the
young workers, under the leadership of Lieb-
knecht and Lenin demonstrated in all countries
against war and fought the socialist party, be-
trayers of the working class.

We must organize to prevent the bosses’ war
and turn all lattempts to start war into a civil
war against bosses. When the bosses begin
the war, we must use arms that they give us
and use them against the bosses, defeat our
bosses first, defend the Soviet Union, and es-

gro workers, the employed against the unem-
ployed, cutting still further the wages of all
workers, thus bringing a greater pressure upon
the entire working class of the United States,
and creating the possibility of securing higher
profits for the bosses.

A. F. L, Fascists.

This is one of the major reasons why the
whole Communist movement is stamped as a
foreign-born movement, and the representa-
tives of the bourgeoisie, the Fish committee,
the police, the fascist leadership of the A. F.
of L., are speaking about mass deportations,
finger-printing of the foreign-born. This bac-
chanale of bourgeois patriotism shows only the
helplessness of the bourgeoisie and is an ex-
pression of its fear of the development of the
class-consciousness of the American prole-
tariat; together with the development of the
crisis.

The preparation for outlawing the Commu-
nist Party and revolutionary unions is evidence
of the reaction against the entire working-
class movement, and particularly against the
foreign-born workers. It is on this basis that
in connection with our struggle for the legality
of the Communist Party of the United States
of America, with our struggle against the
lynching of Negro workers, with our struggle
for free speech, against the murderous police,
against fascism, that we must develop a strong
campaign, stronger than has ever been seen be-
fore in the United States, among the foreign-
born workers against deportation, against
finger-printing, against discrimination and for
the protection of the foreign-borne

The foreign-born workers, who, together
with their families, comprise a large part of
the American population, are working in the
basic industries of the country and are an in-
tegral part of the American working "class.
They must protest vigorously against the scan-
dalous attacks of the American bourgeoisie.
The struggle of the foreign-born workers
against deportation, against finger-printing,
against discrimination, must be the struggle of
the entire working class of the United States.
The maneuver of the bourgeoigie in its effort
to terrorize this part of the American working
class, from whom the bourgeoisie have stolen
millions of dollars in the form of profits, and
whose life-blood they have sucked for genera-
tions, will not succeed if the foreign-born work-
ers, together with the rest of the American
working class will raise a mass protest against
this new attack.

The most conscious part of the foreign-born
