1. THE CRiSIS OF THE CAPITAL

The greatest world economic
crisis in history that developed in
the past year on the basis of the
‘gemeral crisis of capitalism and
which affected all capitalist coun-
{ries and all the principal branches
of production, and the gigantic
growth of Socialist construction in

the USSR have revealed with un-
paralleled acuteness the antagon-
ism between the system that is
building up socialism and the dec-
aying capitalism. The antagonisms
between the capitalist and the so-
cialist systems have never developed
withi such force, and the advant-
ages of the Socialist system over
the capitalist system have never
been revealed so strikingly as they.
are now. The bankruptcy of the
capitalist systemi of production
hased upon the exploitation, slavery
and subjection to market competi-
tion, and the superiority of the
planned system of Socialist economy
based on the socialization of the
means of production, on the aboli-
tion of exploitation and on the
systematic improvement of the
‘material and cultural level of the
‘toilers have now become clearly
revealed. -

This growing contrast between
the two systems, which is the kernel
‘of contemporary international re-
‘lations, affects the further .develop-
iment of ‘the contradictions within
the imperialist world which have
become particularly intensified as
‘a result of the crisis. Deprived of
the opportunity of exploiting and
imperialistically enslaving the
peoples of- the. U.S.S.R. by the
:Qctober Revolution and finding
-themsetves diveetiy mensced:by: (e

Socialistic industrialization of the
USSR. which is creating the con-
ditions for the economic develop-
ment of the land of the Proletarian
Dictatorskip independently of the
technique of the capitalist coun-
fries, the imperialists are with in-
creasing fury hurling themselves
into the struggle against each other
for markets, which are becoming
more and more restricted as a con-
sequence of the crisis and the grow-
ing impoverishment of the masses.
The efforfs being made by the im-
perialists to extricate themselves
from the crisis at the expense of
the toilers, at the expense of their
competitors, at the expense of the
colonies and of the USSR., are lead-
ing to an unrestrained policy of
Protection and Dumping, to the in-
tensification = of the imperialist
struggle for world hegemony and
for the redistribution of the colo-
nies, to increased preparation for
imperialist wars and for military
intervention in the USSR,

The year that has passed since
the last Enlarged Presidium of the
ECCI (Feb. 1930) has been a year
of historical change: it revealed the
growing crisis and the impending
doom of the capitalist system and
the victorious rise of socialist con-

struction,

Capitalist stabilization is coming
to an end. Ia the USSR., the lay-
ing of the foundation of socialist
economy is being completed. -

In the USSR., whers there is not
only no crisis but rapid develop-
ment, the increase in production is
proceeding at a rate . unparalleied
in capitalist ‘countries. ‘The Five-
Year Plan of Industrial construc-
tion is not only being fuifilled . but
exceeded. In the basic industries
the Five-Year Plan is being carried
out in three years and in a number
of important industries (oil in-
dustry, engineering and others), the
Five-Year Plan has been fulfilled
already in two and a half years.
Capital investments - in industry,
transport and electrification are in-
creasing rapidly (60 per cent in
1930; 80 per cent in 1931). On the
basis of Socialist Competition and
the application of the latest modern
technique the produectivity of labor
is steadily increasing, the consump-
tion of the masses is steadily in-
creasing, the comnsistent policy of
fixed prices pursued by the pro-

letarian 'W the
circulation of co y between
Industry and agriculture, guarantees
the systematic increase in '‘real
wages and in the inoomes of the
peasant farms. -

2. In the capitaiist countries the
economic crisis, inter-woven with
the agrarian crisis, to an enormous
degree accelerates the pauperiza-
tion ‘of miliions of the peasantry
who are ruined by the drop in
prices of agricultural produce and
are overburdened with high taxes,
foiced labor, rent, - and. usurous
delols.  THel process of degradation

of smalli and middie farms has be-
come strikingly marked. In order
to overcome the agrarian crisis the
‘bourgeois governments are taking
measures to reduce the acreage un-
der cultivation for the staple food
products and agricultural raw mate-
rials. The increasing mechaniza-
tion of agriculture in a number of
capitalist countries, affecting main-
Iy the capitalist farms, serves stili
moie to accelerqte the impoverish-
ment of the broad toiling masses
of the peasantry,

In the USSR., the rapid develop-
ment of agriculture (the increase
in the cultivated area the increase
in yield) is due to the decisive turn
of the poor and middle peasants,
under the leadership of the work-
ing class, towards . collective farm-
ing. The Five-Year Plan for col-
lectivization has been carried out
in two years. As a result of the
Socialistic transformation of the
countryside (collective farms and
Soviet farms), the material and cul-
tural level of the toiling peasants
has been considerably improved;
the Five-Year Plan of commodity
grain production is being more than
fulfilled in two years; agriculture
is being placed on & machine and
tractor basis and from year to year
the capital invested in agriculture
by the proletarian governmen:i is
increasing. On the basis of mass

| collectivization the liquidation of
 the kulaks as & class is taking place

and the decisive masses of the mid-
die peasants, organized in collective
farms, are becoming transformed
into a firm bulwark of the vrole-
tarian dictatorship. S

bourgeoisie is atfacking the work-
ing class wnd the masses of ‘tha
toilers and is striving by measures
of economic plunder to transier to
the shoulders of the toilers all the

consequences of the crisis (mass

cuts, increased taxes on the work-
ing class, on the toilers and
urban poor, increased tarifis, arti-
ficially preventing the drop in retol
prices, cutting down social instir-
ance, ete.). This capitalist offen-
sive dooms the proletariat to tha
misfortune of cruel mass poverty
Unemployment unparalieled in bis-
tory affecting nearly 35,000,000 in-
dustrial workers (in addition to the
millions of unemployed agricultural
proletarians, 'particularly in the
colonies .and semi-colonies net in-
cluded in these statistics), who flood
the labor market, are utilized by
the capitalists for the purpose of
steadily foreing down the wages of
the employed workers. This cap-
italist offensive is not only directed
against the working ciass, but also
against other broad strata of toilers
in town and country whose vital
interests compel them to establish
8 united front with the proletariat
against predatory monopolist capt-
tal. Mortality, prostitution, and
suiclde among the toilers are in-
creasing. Particularly severe is the
capitalist offensive in the colonies
-where the working class has to bear
‘theé double yoke of the imperialist
-and of the native bourgeoisie, and
is subjected to the most barbarous
exploitation. In the midst of the
crisis the slavish character of wage
laber in capitalist enterprises be-
} comes: more: sbrikingly: revealed than

rural

‘\‘..
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ever, both industrial, and agricul-
tural, in colonial as well as in im-
perialist countries.

In the USSR. the socialist in-
dustrialization of the country and
the socialistic transformation of
agriculture have improved the ma-
terial and cultural conditions of the
working class and of the masses of
the toilers in general. Simultane-
ously with the enormous and con-
tinuous increase in the number of
the proletariat, unemployment has
beena abolished (in 1931, 2 million
extra workers will be brought into
industry for the first time), the
transition of Soviet industry to a 7-
hour day with a simultaneous 6
per cent increase in real wages in
1931, is in the main being com-
pleted (during the past two years
wages have increased by 12 per
cent). The social insurance fund
and the working and office em-
ployees welfare fund have during
the past two years of the Five-Year
Period increased by 3.199 million
roubles and in 1931 provision has
been made for a further increase
of 2,138 million roubles. The cre-
ative enthusiasm of the masses has
increased and has given rise to new
forms of socialist labor (Socialist
Competition, Shock Brigades, etc.).

4. In capitalist countries the de-
velopment and intensification of
the world economic crisis give rise

to the sharp intensification of the
political reaction of the governing
classes both in the lands of so-
called bourgeois democracy, which
is a masked form of the dictator-
ship of the bourgeoisie as well as
in the lands of Fascism which re-
presents the open, naked form of
bourgeois dictatorship. In striving
to secure a capitalistic way out of
the crisis by lowering the standard
of living of the broad masses of
toilers, by increased economic and
political enslavement, the bourgeo-
isie is organizing terroristic fascist
groups, is breaking up the labor
and all other revolutionary organi-
zations, is depriving the workers
and the toiling peasants of the
right of assembly and free press,
is suppressing strikes by means of

compulsory arbitration and violence,
shooting down unemployed demon-
strations and striking workers and
ruthlessly suppressing the revolu-
tionary peasant movements,

In the USSR. the government of
the working class, in uprooting the
last remnants of the exploiting
classes, secures the widest develop-
ment of proletarian democracy and
an unparalleled improvement in
the political and cultural level of
the most backward strata of the
workers and peasants. In the elec-
tions to the Soviets in 1931, 609
million toilers took part (12.8 mil-
lions in the towns and 48.1 millions
in the rural districts). The political
activity and the creative initiative
of the toiling masses is growing at
a tremendous rate and finds ap-
plication in the Soviets, in the
trade unions, in the factory shock
brigades, in the Soviet farms and
collective farms where, under the
leadership of the CPSU. the fra-
ternal alliance is maintained be-
tween the working class and the
toiling peasantry in the work of
socialist industrialization and col-
lectivization of the countryside.

5. In the USSR, the existence
cf the government of the working
class implies a firm policy of peace,
the establishment of fraternal re-
lations with all nations, consistent
struggle for complete disarmament,
the union of the toilers of all na-
tions inhabitating the USSR., the
economic, political and cultural de-
velopment of the nationalities for-
merly oppressed by Czarism and
the growth of the land of the pro-
letarian dictatorship as the prin-
cipal barrier against new imperial-
ist wars.

In the eapitalist countries the
predatory character of the impe-
rialist States as the dictatorship of
a clique of financial magnates finds
specially marked expression amidst
the crisis in the growth of im-
perialist aggression, in the strivings
of the imperialists to extend their
colonial possessions and “spheres of
influence,” in the intensification of
all forms of colonial slavery and in
the striving to impose the burdens

of the crisis mainly upon the
weaker and dependent countries
and enslaved peoples.

The crisis with particular force
intensifies the principal contradic-
tion in the capitalist world — the
struggle between Great Britain and
the United States for world hege-
mony which finds expression both
in the pressure which American
capitalism is exercising upon the
British Dominions, in the imperial
tariff policy of Great Britdin (the
“Imperial Conference”), as well as
in the Increased struggles for
“spheres of influence” in Latin
America and China.

The crisis brings out more and
more acutely all the inherent con-
tradictions of the Versailles sys-
tem: the antagonisms between the

victorious countries and the van-
quished countries, primarily be-
tween the imperialist clique of
France, which is striving to main-
tain and strengthen its military
and political hegemony on the con-
tinent of Europe, and the bour-
geoisie of vanquished Germany,
who, in trying to carry out the
Young Plan, encounters the ever
increasing resistance of the masses
of the toilers; imperialist rivalry
in the camp of the victorious coun-
tries is increasing—the struggle be-
‘tween France and Italy for the
Mediterranean and for the North
African colonies; the antagonisms
between the vassals of the prin-
cipal imperialist pirates (the Bal-
kans, Czecho-Slovakia, Hungary,
etc.) are Increasing. Hence the
question of revising the Young
Plan, of the inter-allied debts,
frontiers (Polish corridor), and
Germany’s fight for union with
Austria (the Customs Union) and
for colonial possessions and for the
abolition of the restriction on arm-
aments are becoming more and
more acute, Hence the new sys-
tem of military and political alli-
ances, the furious increase of new
armaments cloaked by the “dis-
armament” conferences of the
League of Nations, the increase in
military expenditure which absorbs

from one-third to one-half of the

State Budgets, the re-equipment of
the navies (the London Conference)
the growth of military aviation, the
preparations for chemical warfare,
the mechanization of the armies
and the building up of the capital-
ist armies from reliable class cadres.
Hence the growth of imperialist op-
pression in the colonies and the
oppression of a number of nations
in Europe by the bourgeoisie of
the dominant nations in Poland,
CzechoSlovakia, Yugoslavia, Ruma-
nia, Greece, Italy, France (Alsace-
Lorraine).

The imperialist policy of the
bourgeois dictatorship. by intensi-
fying all the contradictions of the
world imperialist system and by

creating everywhere hotbeds of new
military conflicts, is inevitably
leading to new and monstrous im-
perialist wars. While not in the
least removing the antagonisms be-
tween the various imperialists the
imperialist policy of the bourgeois
dictatorship implies feverish pre-
paration for military intervention
in the USSR., for a downright im-
perialist and counter-revolutionary
war for the enslavement of the
peoples of the Soviet Union and
for the restoration of capitalism.

6. The development of the class
struggle amidst the further devel-
opment of the world economic crisis
confronts the broad masses of the
toilers with the decisive alter-
natives: either dictatorship of the
bourgeoisie—or the dictatorship of
the proletariat; either economic
and political slavery or—to put an
end to capitalist exploitation and
oppression; either colonial oppres-
sion and imperialist war or—peace
and fraternity between nations;

either capitalist anarchy and crises

or—the socialist system which eli-
minates anarchy and crises.

The growth of the antagonisms
between the capitalist world and
the socialist world, between the
dictatorship of the bourgeoisie and
the dictatorship of the proletariat
extremely intensifies the danger of
military intervention against the
USSR. The intensification of the
class struggle in the capitalist

countries, the striving of the boure
geoisie to find & way out of the
crisis at the expense of the USSR.,
their dread of victorious socialism,
the collapse of the tactics based
on the expectations of the capital-
istic degeneration of the USSR. and
on support of the moribund coun-
ter-revolutionary classes (the ku-
laks, the urban NEP bourgeoisie)
impels the world bourgeoisie to
adopt the tactics of striking from
without by means of economic
blockade and military intervention,

The trials of the “Industrial Pare
ty” and the Menshevik “All-Union
Bureau” which revealed the exist-
ence of a wide internationally con-
spiracy against the USSR. led by
French imperialism which is squeez-
ing the last ounce out of the na-
tions enslaved by the Versailles
system, which is supporting and
organizing the fascist regime in
Europe and which is playing the
role of the gendarme of Europe
formerly played by Czarist Russia
have shown that the imperialists,
with the aid of the Second Inter=
national, prepared for the spring
of 1930 and are now preparing &
counter-revolutionary war against
the USSR. and for this purpose
are utilizing the vassals of French
and British imperialism — Poland,
Rumania and Finland. . For the
purpose of active preparation for
intervention in 1930, Hoover set up
a special organization camouflaged
by the name of Federal Farm
Board and headed by Col. Legge,
director of supplies for the allied
armies during the imperialist war,
to supply provisions to the inter-
ventionist armies, The same pur-
pose of preparing for intervention
was pursued and is being pursued
by the agrarian conferences, the
“disarmament” conferences, the
Pan-Europe conference, by the
anti-Soviet campaigns against “re=
ligious persecution” led by the Pope
of Rome and representatives of
other religious denominations, the
campaign against Soviet “dump-
ing” and against “forced labor’ im
the USSR.

II. THE INTENSIFICATION OF THE CLASS STRUGGLE, THE REVOLUTIONARY
UPSURGE AND THE GROWTH OF THE PREREQUSITES OF A REVOLUTIONARY

CRISIS IN A NUMBER OF CAPITALIST COUNTRIES.

1. The further intensification of
ell the fundamental contradictions
of capitalism as a result of the

economic crisis which affects prim-
arily the weakest links of the cap-
italist system, the growing discon-
tent of the broad masses of the
people, ‘the growth of Communism
and the growing prestige of the
land of the Proletarian Dictator-
ship give rise on the one hand to
the more open application by the
bourgeoisie of the apparatus of vio-
lence and of its dictatorship, and
on the other hand, to the growth
of the revolutionary upsurge and
to the growth in & number of coun-
tries of the pre-requisites of a revo-
lutionary crisis.

Growing organically out of so-
ealled bourgeois democracy—which
is the masked form of the dictator-
ship of the bourgeoisie, Fascism—
which is the naked form of the
bourgeois dictatorship, sharpens all
the methods of suppressing and
enslaving the toilers peculiar to the
capitalist system and inseparable
from the whole system of Qourge-
cis dictatorship. The fascist regime,
which is inter-woven with the rem-
nants of bourgeois democracy, is set
up and consolidated on the road of
smashing up the class organizations
of the proletariat, suppressing the
Communist Parties, creating special
military terroristic organizations—
irrespective of whether it abolishes
or preserves parliamentary forms.

Striving to weaken the revolu-
tionary influence of the of

ecealing their service

lying anti-capitalist phraseology,
the fascists, in the pay of finance
capital (Hitler), utilize the discon-
tent of the masses in order to
strengthen the bourgeois dictator-
ship and to ruthlessly suppress the
working class. >

The recent growth of fascism has
been possible only because of the
support given to it by international
Social-Democracy throughout the
whole post-war period of the dic-
tatorship of the bourgeoisie ir-
respective of the form it has as-
sumed. By drawing a contrast be-
tween the “democratic” forms of
the bourgeoisie and fascism, Social-
Democracy lulls the vigilance of the
masses In the fight against the
growing political reaction and fas-
cism, conceals the counter-revolu-
tionary character of bourgeois de-
mocracy as & form of the dictator-
ship of the bourgeoisie and thus
serves as an active factor and pace-
maker for the fascization of the
capitalist State.

The successful struggle against
fascism demands that the Com-
munist Parties shall mobilize the
masses on the basis of & united
front from below against all forms
of the bourgeois dictatorship,

against all the reactionary mea-|

sures it adopts to pave the way
to the open fascist dictatorship.
The struggle demands the speedy
and determined rectification of the

mistakes that have been committed |

which, in the ‘main, can be formu-
lated as the Liberal contrasting of
Fascism to bourgeols democracy
and of the parliamentary forms of
the of the bourgeoisie
to its openly fascist form, which is
a reflection of the Social-Demo-
cratic influences in the Communist

2. Since the Enlarged
Presidium of the E. C. C. I there
has been a further increase in the
revolutionary . upsurge resulting

class, the monstrous development
of unemployment, the ruination of

there is taking place a rapid in-
crease in the prerequisites for a
revolutiomery crisis in Spain, where
this process is rendered particularly
deep as a result of the existence of
considerable remnants of feudalism.

In a number of the biggest colo-
nies and semi-coloniés (China, In-
dia) where—owing to the close in-
ter-locking of the economic crisis
and the agrarian crisis, the inten-
sification of imperialist and feudal-
usurer exploitation and the mon-
strous ruination of the masses—the
masses are rising in millions for
the national revolutionary struggle
against the whole imperialist-colo-
nial system, the elements of a pro-
found revolutionary crisis are rapid-
ly maturing.

Growing out of the general crisis
of capitalism and of the present
economic crisis, developing on the
basis of the revolutionary upsurge
of the masses, these elements of
the revolutionary crisis are linked
up with the intensification of the
extraordinary poverty and misery of
the masses, with their growing re-
volutionary activity, with the shat-
of the whole international
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revolutionary forces of the prolew
tariat (50 per cent increase in the

membership of the Communist Par-

ty, the growth of the revolutionary,
mass organizations); in the come
mencing break-up of the mass basis
of Social Democracy; in the launche
ing of a mass struggle against the
introduction of the Fascist dictae
torship; the driving back of the
Fascist movement by means of a
program of the social and national
liberation of the toiling masses; the
winning of new strata of the ex-
ploited for the proletarian revolue
tion under the slogan of People’s
Revolution; in the growing uneasi=
ness of the governing classes, which
is accompanied by political re=
groupings of the bourgeoisie; in the
growing discontent of the broad
masses with the yoke of the Ver=
sailles system and of the Young
Plan. The successful struggle
against Fascism in Germany calls
for the timely exposure of the
Bruening Government which is in=
troducing the Fascist dictatorship,
The economie crisis in Germany is
leading to an extreme intensifica-
tion of the class struggles and to
growing political conflicts which
accelerate the ripening of pre-
requisites of a revolutionary crisis.

In Poland, where the industrial
and agrarian crisis is leading to the
collapse of the whole of economic
life, where half of the proletariat
is unemployed, where the peasantry
are being ruined at an accelerated
rate—the pre-requisites of the revo-
lutionary crisis find expression in:
the intensification of the revolue
tionary struggle in town and coun~
try (the militant demonstrations of
the unemployed, the struggle against
distraint for taxes, forced labor in

road-making, etc.), the intensifica- .

tion of the struggie of the oppres-
sed nationalities (Western Ukrairie),
the ferment in the lower ranks of
the Bocial-Fascists and Fascist

In China the revolutionary crisis

finds expression in the organization
of Soviets and of the Red Army

scores of millions which places
China in the front rank of the na-
tional revolutionary movement of
the colonial world. The establish-
ment of Soviets and the Red Army
are a condition for the success of
the hegemony of the proletariat in
the national revolutionary move-
ment, in the anti-izperialist and
agrarian revolution, a hegemony
which is already str: gthening it-
self in the beginni zs of State
power. The Soviets and the Red
Army, which have grown out of the
#agrarian revolution, are rousing to
the fight by the concrete experience
of the Soviet districts the workers
of the industrial centres and the
masses of the-peasantry by liquid-
ating the feudal property of the
landlords, re-distributing land in
the interests of the masses of the
peasantry and undermining the
hangmen's regime of the counter-
revolutionary Kuomintang. The

BOURGEOISIE.

1. The world economic crisis has
revealed in all its clarity the role
of international Secial-Democracy

as the principal social bulwark of
the dictatorship of the Bourgeoisie.
At all the fundamental stages in
the developmeént of the class strug-
gle since the world imperialist war
and the rise 'of the proletarian dic-
tatorship, Social-Democracy has
been on theé side of capitalism
against the working class, It sent
millions of proletarians to the im-
perialist slaughter under the ban-
ner of “National Defense.” It as-
sisted the bourgeoisie in the respec-
tive countries to carry out military
intervention in the USSR. in 1918-
20. It saved capitalism from pro-
letarian revolution immediately af-
ter the war (Germany, Austria,
Hungary, Italy, Finland)., It ac-
tively assisted the bourgeoisie- to
consolidate capitalist industry. It
harnessed the masses of the work-
ers to the yoke of capitalist ra-
tionalization. It is now, in this
period of severe crisis, exerting
every effort to save the capitalist
system of exploitation and slavery
from impending doom.

2. The whole development of So-
clal-Democracy from the time of
the war and the rise of the Soviet
CGovernment of the USSR. is an
uninterrupted process of evolution
towards Fascism.

Its policy in regard to the capi-

talist offensive against the working
class is a policy of direct and in-
direct support of wage-cuts, of re-
during the whole system of social
insurance, of supporting the new
wave of ruthless rationalization,
the organization of the sabotage
and the breaking up of strikes, the
perfecting of the arbitration sys-

tém as an instrument for strike-
breaking and enslaving the work-
ing class.

»In regard to the economie and
financial robbery of the masses of
the people, its policy is to render
banks, the trusts and the cartels,
the policy of high prices for all
commodities for mass consumption,
of tightening the screw of taxation
and active support for protection.

In regard to colonial plunder its
policy is that of the direct suppres-
sion of the national-revolutionary
movement in the colonial and semi-
colonial countries, a policy that
means tens of thousands of prison-
ers and mass shootings in India,
the destruction of villages from ae-
roplanes; direct support for the ex-
ecutioners’ government of Chiang-
Kai-shek and for the open war
which foreign warships are con-
ducting on the Yangtze against the
Red Army in the South of China;
the mass executions in Indo+China.

In regard to imperialist plunder,
its policy is active and direct co-
operation in the Versailles system,
in intrigues behind the scenes of
a pronounced secret diplomacy, sup-
port under the mask of “pacifism”
for the bachanalia of armaments
and preparation for war, support
for imperialist military alliances.

In Great Britain the “Labor Par-
ty” on coming into power, promised
to relieve unemployment and im-
prove the conditions of the unem-
ployed, to fight against the lower-
ing of the standard -of living of
the workers, peace with India, a
firm policy of disarmament. As a
matter of fact, in carrying out the
behests of the imperialist bourge-
oisie, the “Labor” Government is
carrying through capitalist ration-
alization, reducing wages by means

movement in China, which is revo-
lutionizing the whole of the colo-
nial world, is linked up with the
expansion and consolidation of the
territorial base of the Soviets and
of the Red Army.

In India, the revolutionary mass
movements against British impe-
rialism is becoming wider and
deeper as a consequence of the
growth of the labor and peasant
movements and the simultaneous
treacherous transactions and eoun-
ter-revolutionary alliance concluded
between the national-reformist
bourgeoisie and British imperialism.
The revolutionary mass movement
is absorbing new millions of work-
ers, peasants and the urban poor;
it is breaking down the frame-work
of counter-revolutionary Gandhi-
ism, is beginning to free the masses
from its influence and is passing
to open forms of revolutionary
struggle (armed conflicts with the
police and the troops, rebellion in
Peshawar, Sholapur, peasant up-
risings in Burma, Berar, etc, the
rebellion in Cawnpore, the mass
labor demonstrations against Gan-
dhi and the National Congress).
The proletarian leadership of the

of arbitration, lengthening the
working day (the Coal Mines Act),
is reducing expenditure’ on social
insurance, is drowning in blood the
revolutionary movement for liber-
ation in ‘India, Egypt and Arabia,
is excelling the Baldwin Govern-
ment in the construction and re-
equipment of the navy and is prep-
aring jointly with French imperial-
ism a united front of military in-
tervention against the U.S.S.R. (the
role of the Labor Government in
the mnaval agreement between
France and Italy).

In Germany, Social-Democracy,
when it still recently was in the
government, commenced by the
hands of the Mueller Government
the first attack on Social Insurance,
first commenced the construction
of new cruisers, shot down the
workers during May Ist demon-
strations in Berlin in 1929, pros-

cribed the Red Front Fighters’
League, persecuted the workers’
press and suppressed workers
strikes. Dismissed from the gov-
ernment by the bourgeoisie after
it had carried through the Young
Plan and the anti-labor “Defense
of the Republic” Act, after it had
paved the way by a number of re-
actionary measures for the govern-
ment that is to introduce the Fas-
cist dictatorship (Bruening). So-
cial-Democracy, while in the gov-
ernment (Prussia) and out of it,
votes for all the anti-Labor laws
of the Bruening government, is the
organizer of strike-breaking and in-
itiator of police terror against
strikers and the unemployed, ac-
tively supports the arming of Ger-
man imperialism (the construction
of new cruisers) and acts as the
pace-maker in anti-Soviet propa-

mass revolutionary liberation move-
ment, which is an important con-
dition for the victory of the Indian
revolution, is now possible owing to
the fact that the masses of the
workers are to an increasing degree
throwing off the influence of na-
tional-reformism and of its most
dangerous “Left” variety, and ow-
ing to the fact that a Communist
Party has now been formed. The
task that now confronts the work-
ing class is to organize the revolu-
tionary action of the oppressed
classes against British imperialism
and the National Congress, to de-
velop the labor and peasant move-
ment, to organize a strong all-India
Communist Party and mass Red
trade unions and to prepare for a
general political strike.

In Indo-China the revolutionary
upsurge which is taking place in
the midst of the brutal terror, mass
shootings and the destruction of
whole villages by the French oc-
cupational troops, finds expression
in the unceasing growth of the
anti-imperialist movement of the
working class, of the peasantry and
of the urban poor, which in the
main is under Communist leader-
ship. This movement, assuming the

3. The whole of the counter-
revolutionary anti-labor policy of
international Social-Democracy is

crowned by the preparation for the
Blockade and military intervention
against the first proletarian State
in the world. The turn towards
military intervention on the part of
the world bourgeoisie — who have
lost hope in the capitalist degener-
ation of the U.S.S.R. and in the
victory of the Right Wing elements
in the CP.S.U,, the general offen-
sive against the capitalist elements
now being carried out in the U.S.
S.R. and the development of the
revolutionary upsurge in the capit-
alist countries have caused all the
Parties of the II International
(primarily German Social-Democ-
racy which is the core of the II
International), to turn more sharp-
ly than ever ftowards intervention
and sabotage in the U.S.SR. for
they realize that the victory of so-
cialism in the U.S.S.R. will finally
destroy their influence among the
masses of the workers in the cap-
italist countries.

The trial of the Russian Men-
shevist (Social-Democratic) “All
Union Bureau” which disclosed the
despicable role of duplicity played
by Social-Democracy, revealed also
that the II international, having
set itself the aim of restoring cap-
italism in the U.S.S.R. by means of
military - intervention, utilized its
counter-revolutionary agency in the
U.S.S.R. for the purpose of organ-
izing sabotage in all spheres of in-
dustry, it tried to disrupt the or-
ganization of supplies for the work-
ers and peasants, it deliberately
tried to reduce the real wages of

forms of mass demonstrationg,
guerrilla fighting and armed cone
flicts with the police and the army,
is accompanied in places in the
North, where the influence of the
Chinese revolution is particularly
strong, by the establishment of
Soviets,

The developing revolutionary upe
surge, simultaneously with the une
successful attempts of the bourgee
oisie to solve the fundamental cone
tradictions of the imperialist world
(particularly in the colonies), create
the conditions for the growth of
the pre-requisites of the revolution-
ary crisis in Germany and in Poe
land, for the further development
of a revolutionary crisis in China
and in India and for the ripening
of the pre-requisites of a revolu-
tionary crisis in other capitalist
countries in proportion as, primar-
ily, the Communist Parties are able
to mobilize and lead the mass
movements against the capitalist
offensive and political reaction, and
to prove to the proletariat and
other sections of the toiling masses,
on the basis of their own experi-
ence, the necessity for a revolu-
tionary way out of the crisis of cape-
italism,

into a shock brigade of world im-
perialism which is preparing for
war agains. the U.S.S.R.

4. Under pressure of the grow-
ing discontent of the workers and
their mass desertion from Social-
Democracy the latter, revealing its
impotence in the face of the erisis
and unemployment, is compelled,
in order to deceive the masses to
resort to “Left” demagogic maneou-
vers and in words hypocritically
advocates a shorter working day
and a 5-day week, extension of so-
cial-insurance, disarmament and a
fight against Fascism. In deeds,
however, by these manoeuvres, So-
cial Democracy helps capital to car-
ry through its attack on the stand-
ard of living of the working class,
to consolidate its dictatorship, to
accelerate the fascisation of the
bourgeois state, to suppress the
mass resistance to Fascism, to un-
dermine the spontaneous striving of
the broad masses of the workers for
the united front, and to conceal the
preparations for war against the U,
S.S.R.

All these and similar facts plain-
ly reveal the counter-revolutionary
role of international Social-Democ-
racy as the chief social support of
the bourgeoisie in its Stru ge
against the proletariat.

Therefore, the exposure of the
Social-Democrats, the exposure of
the II International, the liberation
of the working masses from the in-
fluence of Social-Democracy, the
isolation and overcoming of Social-
Democracy is the immediate task
for the Communist Parties. If this
task is not fulfilled it will be im-
possible for the proletariat to carry
on a successful struggle for i -
ation from the chains of capital-

2. Simultaneously with these suc-
cesses, the XI. Plenum of the E.C.
C.L has to record a number of seri-
ous weaknesses and shortcomings in
the work of the majority of the
Sections of the Comintern which in
the main find expression in the
lagging behind the radicalization of
the masses, in the Inadequate ex-
posure of Social Democracy and are
the signals of a particularly serious
danger in the conditions of the pre-
sent higher stage of the class strug-
gle. These shortcomings were ex-
pressed in the following:

a) In dragging at the tail of a
number of important revolutionary
strations, strikés, and peasant move-
ments; in the weakness of the work
of the Communist Parties in the
rural districts and particularly
among agricultural laborers.

b) In lagging behind in the work
of mobilizing the masses on the

needs of the workers, in the in-
adequate linking of the struggle for
these demands with the struggle
for the proletarian dictatorship
(weak activity, on the part of the
majority of the Sections of the C.L
in regard to carrying through in-
ternational unemployed day on 25
February).

liberation of the oporessed nations
in Europe.

1) In the opportunist or sectarian
underestimation and neglect of the
exceptionally important work in
the reformist unions; in the in-
adequate  work in the factories,
particularly in the big enterprises
and decisive industries; the weak
political life of the factory nuclei.

g) In the general weakness of
organizational work and the con-
iinued weak organizational conso-
lidation of the pelitical influence
of the Communist -Parties and in
the intolerable passivity in stem-
ming the fluctuation of the Party
membership. : ®

h) In the mechanical application
of general directives, without cen-
eretizing them for the given coun-
iry and for the given case of the
class struggle.

Wherever the Communists failed
io display adequate aectivity in the
fight against the Right danger
within the Party, where they ap-
plied the gmetics of “class against
class” in a stercotyped way irre-
spective of the level of the Com-
maunist movement and {failed to
concretize the gpplieation of these
tactics - to special conditions
prevailing in the country, where
they completely identified Social
Fascism with Fascism and the So-
©al Fascist upper stratum with the
rank and file Social Democratic
massees of workers, the Communists
have weakened their independent
Jeadership of class struggles and

; the gaggressive character of their
: fight against Social-Democracy and

as a consequence, allowed the lat-
ter to play off their manoeuvres
of fictitious siruggle against Fas-
cism (Ausiria, Poland) and to de-
ceive the masses who follow it.

3. Entirely approving the gen-
eral line and the work of the Pre-
sidimm of the E.C.CI !n ecorreet-
ing the above mentioned weaknes-
ses and shortcomings in the work
of the Sections of the CI, the XI.
Plenum considers it necessary to
concentrate the attention of the
Communist Parties upon the fol-
lowing {undamental immediate
tasks which arise from the new’|
situation in the. revolutionary class
struggle. : :

The printipal task that now con-
fronts ail the Communist Parties
is to win the majorit& of the work-
ing class as an essential condition

for victory over the bourgeoisie and
for preparing the working class for
the decisive battles for the dicta-
torship of the preletariat, The suc-
cessful fulfilment of this principal
task is closely linked up with the
consolidation of the independent
revolutionary trade union move-
ment, with the transformation, in
the process of mass proletarian
movements, of the revolutionary
trade union oppesitions and of the
independent - revolutionary trade
unions into genuinely mass organi-
zations capable indeed of preparing
for and leading the economic bhat-
tles of the proletariat and of be-
coming the principal transmission
belts between the Communist Par-
ties and the broad masses of the
workers,

The uneven development of the
crisis and of the revolutionary up-

surge demands from each Com-
munist Party, in preparing for
mass actions, the comcrete applica-

ﬁonotnuch_tormcotthenned

front from below as will create op-
portunities for drawing into the
struggles the broad masses of work-
ing men and working women, the
unemployed, the working class
youth, office employees and other
semi-proletarian strata.

This, simultaneously with the
careful appraisal of the general

situation, calls for an exact estima-
tion of the situation and the rela-
tion of forces in the various bran-
ches of industry and in each en-
terprise, the estimation of all the
peculiar features in conditions of
the various strata of the working
class and the application of cor-
responding concrete method of
struggle: economic strikes, short
protest strikes, revolutionary de-
monstrations, mass political strikes,
ete. This calls for a determined
struggle against the Right danger,
against every manifestation of op-
portunism of dragging at the tail,
pagsivity and sectarianism.

The fight for the majority of the
working class as a condition for en-
suring the dictatorship of the pro-
letariat must be conducted by the
Communist Parties at the present
stage along the following main
lines:

1. The fight against the capital-
ist offenmsive and the organization
of a broad counter offensive of the
proletariat: against wage cuts, for
wage increases, against mass dis-
missals,’ for the 7-hour day without
reduction of wages, for social in-
surance at the expense of the em-
ployers and the State, for imme-
diate relief for the unemployed.

™ 3. The fight against the bour-

geois dictatorship in all Hs forms:
against victimization by employers
and police terror, for the liberty of
revolutionary workers’ organiza-
tions, free press, free speech, right
of assembly, for the Immediate dis-

solution of Faseist organizations,
for disarming the latter and the
arming of the workers, for defense
against Fascist attacks, agalnst im-
perialist terror in the colonies, pro-
paganda, organizational prepara-
tion and carrying through of mass
political strikes as a means of
struggle of the. working class
against the political reaction of the
bourgeois dictatorship in all its
forms, the organization of mass
self-defense corps on a factory
basis.

3. Fight against imperialist war
and military intervention in the U.
S.S.R.: exposure of the preparations
for military intervention by the im-
perialist governments, fight against

intervention in the Soviet Districts
of China, the Communist Parties to
take timely organizational measures
for the event of their having to
go underground, intensification of
anti-militarist work, intensification
of work among working class youth.

For the purpese of winning the
masses ‘of the peasantry and of
strengthening the leading role of
the proletariat in  the rural dis-
tricts, the Communist Parties must
render every support to lead and
organize the struggle of the toiling
peasantry against the burden of
taxation, foreced labor, rent and in-
debtedness, and link this movement
with the struggle against the land-
lords, for the confiscation of the
land without compensation, against
the rule of the bourgeoisie—for a
Soviet Government.

The Plenum of the E.C.C.I notes
the inadequate work of the Com-
munist Parties in regard to the
struggle against the imminent dan-
ger of military intervention and
imposes upon all the Sections of
the Comintern the duty of carry-

ing on & most active struggle of
defense of the Soviet Unien,,

against imperialist war, for peace,
and untiringly to expose the des-
picable pacifist manoeuvres of the
Second Social Fascist International
— the most active instigator and
organizer of couhter-revolutionary
wars against the USSR.

In preparing and developing all
forms of revolutionary action it is
absolutely necessary to carry on a
fierce consistent and all-round
struggle against the Social Demo-
cratic and Reformist leaders. Con-
sistent work must be simultaneously
carried on for winning over the So-
cial Democratic workers and mem-
bers of the reformist unions, on the
basis of the tactics of the united
front from below. : *

In exposing the manoeuvres of
Soecial Democracy, in contrasting its

“Left” phrases with its treacherous _ -

deeds, the Sections of the C.IL
must, on the basis ef a concrete
platferm of every-day demands ex-

pose in a manner intelligible to the -

masses every single act of treachery
on the part of Soeial Demoeracy
and organize a joint struggle with
the Social Democratic workers

against war and the Fascist reac-
tion.

Only by conducting a persistent,
systematic and daily struggle, only
by really fighting for the everyday
interests of the workers and util-
izing every display of protest of
the masses of the workers, however
small, against exploitation and fas-
cist reaction, will the Communist
Parties be able io achieve the broad
united front from below, defeat
Social-Democracy, create  revolu-
tionary mass irade unions, Or revo-
lutionary trade union. oppositions,
win the majorify of the working
class and lead the working class
to the decisive batties for the dic-
tatorship of the proletariat.

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The danger of armed inuerven-
tion_against the USSR. has becom?
& direct danger for the whole of
the world proletariat. The rela-
tions between the capitalist and
socialist systems have entered a
new - historical ' phase. The prole-
tariat of the U.SSR. in the period
of extreme acuteness of the post-
war crisls of capitalism, relying on
the peasants in the collective farms
and the poor pcasanis—in alliance
with the middle peasants, with the
assistance of the revolutionary pro-
letariat of the capitalist world, is
already completing the foundations
of Socialism on one sixth of the
glebe. The L2ninist policy of the
Communist - Party eof the Soviet
Union and of the Central Commit~
tee, and the enthusiasm of the
working class and of the broad
masses of toiliny peasants in the
work of buildinz up Socialism
bhave finally destroyed all the hopes
of the capitalist world and the
“forecasts” of tho Trotskyists re-
garding - the degencration of the
Boviet econemy inio capitalism.

In these conditions, international
imperialism is again iscussing the
question of solving the historical
conflict between capitalism and So-
clalism by means of war.  The suc-
cesses of the five-yer plan of So-
clalist - construction in town and
country, which the masses of the
workers contrast with the growing
- erisis and disintegration of .capital-
- ism, have in themselves become a

of capitalism on the other hand,
sirikingly illustrate the difference
between the two world systems —
Socialism and capitalism. The ef-
fort of capitalism to solve the erisis
at the expense of the proletariat
and ‘the working peasants of all
countries is leading to a general
capitalist offensive on all fronts
against the toiling mass2s of the
capitalist countries and simultane-
ously - and inseparably linked up
with it, to the acceleration of war
preparations against the USSR.

The growing world economic
crisis. and the ruthless struggle
among the imperialist powers for
markets intensify all imperialist
antagonisms and cause them to be-
come exceptionally acute. The
danger of armed conflicts between
the imperialist powers is growing.
But the growing antagonism of in-
terests between the imperialists
does not diminish, but on the con-
trary, increase the danger of a war
of intervention in the USSR.

In the conflict between these two
world systems—capitalism and so-
cialism, which are diametrically op-
posed in principle—the Second and
Amsterdam Internationals are de-
finitely on the side of capitalism
in the work of preparing for in-
tervention. 3

The French bourgeoisie — the
chief organizer of the anti-Soviet
war—have already created a num-
ber of political and military allian-
ces for the purpose of encircling the
USSR (Poland, Rumania, Finland,
the stales of the Little Entente).
The same aim of encircling the
USSR is pursued in the Pan-
Europe scheme and also in the
plans for a coalition of the so-
called agrarian countries of South-
Bastern Europe, etc. (Rumania,
Hungery, Jugo-Slavia, Bulgaria,

TION AGAINST THE U. S. S. R.

In this criminal work for the or-
ganization of the ecoromic block-
ade and the preparation for mil-
itary intervention against the US
SR, the Second International and
the Social Democratic parties play
& direct leading role for which they
bear full responsibility. These “so-
clalist” and social-democratic par-
ties, who participated in previous
armed interventions against the U
S8SR, have been completely trans-
formed into the most important
instruments of the imperialist bour-
geoisie for the ideological and po-
litical preparation of the blockade
and the counter-revolutionary war
against the USSR. In order to
deceive the masses of toilers in
capitalist countries they spread the
silliest legends and vilest slanders,
sometimes invented by themselves
and sometimes borrowed from the
arsenal of the bourgeoisie, about
the “collapse” of the Soviet regime
in the USSR. In order to belittle
in the eyes of the toiling masses
of capitalist countries, the tremen-
dous achievements of the workers
and the toilling peasants in the U

* B8R in the work of construction,

the victorious advance of Sociallsm
in town and country, the social
democrats invented the legend
about “Red Imperialism.” Singing
the praises of the pacifism of the
League of Nations they try to per-

suade the social democratic work- and

ers to believe that “war is threat-
ening from the East’ From time
to time they tour the states border-
ing on the USSR in order to stir
up a campaign of slander against
the proletarian government (Van-
dervelde, Boncour, Abramovitch,
Dan, etc.).

The parties of social fascism
openly take the most direct part
in carrying through the policy of
armaments, blockades and inter-
vention. The strongest party of
the Second International, the so-

cial-democratic party of Germany,
the partner of German militarism
in. concluding the Brest Peace and
in the occupation and plunder of
the Ukraine, the representatives of
which already in 1919 took part in
leading the bands of Bermont and
Von der Goltz in their attacks on
the Soviet Republic, is the most
active of all the parties in Ger-
many which are organizing the
anti-Soviet front. The social-de-
mocrats Breitscheid and Severing
are the initiators and the most ac-
tive advocates of the policy of a

block between imperialist Germany
and the organizers of the interna-
tional imperialist anti-Soviet front,
reactionary military France of Po-
incare, Tardieu and Briand. Breit-
scheid, Wels and Hilferding gave

the Russian menshevist wreckers

etc.). The revision and supplement-
ing of the statutes and powers of
the League of Nations also has the
purpose of preparing the ground for
openly organizing a crusade against
the USSR.

The feverish increase of arma-
ments, the renewzl and extension
of military alliances, and the pre-
paration of joint plans for mobil-
ization by the TFrench General
Staff is putting -the countries on
the Western border of the USSR
in a state of military preparedness,
During the last five years a new
war industry has been created in
these countries under the hege-
mony of the French and British
war industry; while countries of
the “second line” (Czecho-Slovakia,
Sweden) have been converted into
a regular arsenal for the anti-
Soviet war.

Strategic railroad lines are fever-
ishly being laid down (Poland, Ru-
mania, Jugo-Slavia), and naval
harbors, new lines of fortification,
military bridges are being construc-
ted, all in accordance with the plan
of the attack on the USSR. Si-
multaneously with the feverish
growth in the numerical strength
and equipment of the standing
armies an extensive system of
mmtary training of the general
population is being developed thru
the medium of fascist sport and
similar organizations. The French
General Staff, and its touring gen-
erals, are drawing up plans for the
united anti-Soviet operations of the
armies of the states bordering on
the USSR. under a single com-
mand. The remnants of the coun-
ter - revolutionary  white  guard
armies of Kolchak, Denikin and
Wrangel, are continually financed
by. French imperialism and are

interventionists instructions
how to prepare the ground for m-
tervention.

The French social demecrats are
the defenders of the most aggres-
sive anti-Soviet' policy of French

imperialism. Boncour, the author
of the law for the militarization of
the whole population of France,
and Renaudel, the reporter for the
Air Fleet Budget Con on in
the French parliament; are the
pioneers of French imperialism and
militarism. The French Socialists,
under the leadership of Leon Blum
and Albert Thomas, systematically
carried out for the French Govern-
ment preliminary work for prepar-
ing its vassal states on the borders
of the USSR for an anti-Soviet
war, while day after day they laud-
ed with hymns of praise the “paci-
fist” instigator of war against the
USSR, Mons. Briand.

The leaders of the Polish Social-
ist Party in 1918-19 rejected the
peace offers of the Soviet Govern-
ment and took an active part in
Pilsudski’s campaigns against Vilna
and Kiev. During the war against
the’ USSR in 1920 they, occupying
leading positions in the Polish gov-
ernment, supported fhe murderous
gangs of Petlura and Balakovitch.

The Polish Socialist Party is now,
as in the past, a strong support

The DNloseow Trial of the I[n-
dustriai Party, the wrecking and

espionage of French impoarialis
glaringly exposed in the most con-
crete -manner- possible the afrect
military preparaiions against the
USSR. For the purpose of draw-
ing up plans for and directing mi-
litary operations against the USSR
the French General Staff set up
an International Commission, which
includes representatives ~ of the
British and Polish General Staiffs.
The ‘supervision of wrecking and
espionage work was conduected by
the agentis of the French General
Staif. The date for military oper-
ations had already been fixed for
1930 or at latest 1931,

In the USA the plans fox military
intervention against the USSR were
actively supported by the influen-
tial imperialist groups of Hoover.

The Hoover group set up a
special organization camouflaged
by the name of Federal Farm
Board, headed by Legge, director
of supplies for the Allied armies
daring tne imperialist war. This
Federal Farm Board puirchased
stocks of provisions to the value
of 500 million dollars for the pur-
pose of supplying the intervention-
ist armies. These supplies were

purchased with extraerdinary haste
for delivery at the date TNxed by

which is directed against the USS
R. This party votes for the mili-
tary budgets, recruits workers for
the semi-military fascist organiza-
tions, approves of all the anti-
Soviet acts of provocation of Polish
fascism and takes an active part in
all the anti-Soviet campaigns.

The British Labor Government,
which was compelled under the

pressure of the masses of the work-
ers to stop sabotagimg the resump-
tion of diplomatic relations with
the USSR, is now persistently pur-
suing the policy of British impe-
rialism, and is establishing the
closest contacts with the French
Government in order to organize
the encirclement of the USSR,

In Awmstralia the Labor Govern-
ment of New South Wales, repre-
sented by its “radical”’ premier
Lang, takes part in its agitation

The Danish Social Democratic
Government has made the shipping
channels—the Belts and the Sound
—accessible to the French navy for

penetration into the Baltic sea.

The Swedish Social 'Democrats
are representatives of Swedish
military contractors for spreading
inventions about the ‘“aggressive
designs” of the USSR against the
Scandinavian countries, for the
purpose of concealing the supply
of arms to the countries bordering
on the USSR.

The Trial of the Russian Men-
sheviki who were working, as Van-
dervelde declared, in “close contact”

with the Second International, and
whose work the Second Interna-

tional was “closely watching,” re-
vealed that the Second Interna-
tional, jointly with the French

General Staff and the Russian
white guard emigrant organization
in Paris (Torgprom), organized the
Russian mensheviki as an agency
for wreeking work with the aim of
preparing for military intervention.
The emigrant organization of the
Russian Mensheviki, the so-called

Foreign Delegation of the Menshe-
viki, are directly supported by the
Second International as a wrecking

agency for creatix{g an .economic
crisis’ in and preparing for armed
intervention against the USSR. The
menshevist organization in the US
SR was closely connected with the
bourgeois organization of vyreckers
and spies, the so-called “Industrial
Party,” and through the latter with
the French General Staff. The trial
demonstrated with great clearness

that the verbal declarations made
by the Second International against
intervention are nothing more nor
less than a mask to decelve the
workers and to cdnceal the real ine
terventionist policy of the Second
International. For, as the menshe=

viki, Gromann and Sukhanow de=-
clared: “It is impossible to prepare
war against the USSR without hid-
ing these preparations from the
proletarian masses.”

III. THE TASKS OF THE COMMUNISTS IN I IGHT AGAINST THE PREPARATIONS FOR
MILITARY INTERVENTION.

The fact that, in spite of the
feverish preparations made by in-
ternational imperialism and the
social-democratic parties of the
Second International, war has not
broken out is due to the antagon-
isms in the camp of the imperial-
ists and particularly to the grow-
ing readiness of the proletarian
masses in the capitalist and colo-
nial countries to support the pro-
letarian dictatorship in the USSR
and to the consistent policy of
peace pursued by the Worker and

~ Peasant Government of the USSR.

In spite of the slanderous cam-

paigns of the bourgeoisie and the
social-democratic parties regarding
the policy of the CPSU—the enor-
mous achievements of the worker
and peasant masses in the USSR
more and more win the sympathy
of the toiling masses of the Im-
perialist and colonial countries to-
wards the USSR. The number of
workers and peasants who are pre-
pared to defend the USSR actively
and revolutionarily as their only
fatherland, is undoubtedly growing
and far exceeds the political sphere
of influence of the Communist Par-
ties. It Is beyond doubt also that

Nevertheless it must be stated

that the intensity of the struggle
against the danger of war and
against the danger of intervention
in the USSR, does not at all cor-
respond to the intensity with which
the imperialists are preparing for
war against the USSR. The agita-
tion against the war danger is not
carried on ~systematically, and in
many cases only from campaign
to campaign. The- fundamental
weakness of the work of the Com-
munists in the fight against the
danger of an intervention war is
that the concrete measures being
taken in preparation for war in
parliamentary commissions, in the
imperialist armies and in the war
industry are not sufficiently ex-
posed to the masses. The Commun-
ist Parties have not yet learned
how to explain to the masses suf-
ficiently clearly the connection that
exists between the war preparations
of the imperialists an dthe growth
of the exploitation and suppression
of the oppressed mass?s. They

that social democracy is the bul-
wark of imperialism in the prepar-
ation for counter-revolutionary war
against the USSR.

The XI Plenum of the ECCI most
emphatically emphasizes: that the
activity of the Communist Parties
in capitalist countries in the strug-
gle against the war danger, de-
pends upon the activity of every
single Communist, and will deter-
mine whether the sympathy which
