**Socialism is a theory of 2 more precise, order-
ly and harmonious arrangement of the affairs of
mankind than that which has hitherto existed.”
—Webster's Dictionary.

The above definition is sweet music to
the trained ear of the literati, conse-
quently the Socialist, searching for
sweet morsels to tempt the appetite of
the epicure, offers it as a tempting bait
for intellectual gourmandizing. It seems
strange that certain people, who have
been attracted to Socialism because
they think it has ethics, must hunt up
something that someone not socialistic-
ally inclined has said of Socialism.

As socn as some person, in the public
eye, says something pretty about Social-
ism they pounce upon it like famished
wolves, and parade it as.a gem of truth,
It would be well for the Socialists if they
dissected some of these definitions before
passing them indiscriminately to the
public at large.

There is a type, calling themselves
Socialists, who are seeking ‘‘toraise So-
cialism out of the gutter” and “give it
an air of respectability.” They would
sit up on the pinnacle of the ethical
temple with a fishing pole baited with

morsels to catch the unwary.

The public ownership of all the means
of production and distribution, demo-
cratically administered in the interest of

I have to meet
men as if they were suspicious charac-
ters. | know that it is to their interest to
*do" me if they can. I have to be con-
stantly on my guard lest I give them an
advantage over me. If a man owes me
money, no matter how hard it may be
for him to pay it, I must positively in-
sist on its being paid. [f he does not
pay, I must “put the screws to him.” In
justice to those for whom I am under
the closest obligations to provide, I am
compelled to do this. The only redeem-
ing feature about it is that the bitter
dose of capitalism which I give him is
liable to disgust him with the system
and prepare his mind to receive the
truth., Or, if he is already a Socialist,
it makes him work all the harder for the
speedy realization of the system wherein
no worthy and industrious man will lack
a sustaining income. The vast amount
of altruism which does find expression
under the present system is expressed in
spite of the system, not Lecause of it.
Take away the barriers, and brotherly
love will blossom as the rose.

If these Socialists would use a defini-
tion that would do justice to any who, in
their conceit, deem themselves to be the
advanced thinkers of modern ideal relig-
ions or thought, they should formulate
it upon the basis-that ‘the ethics of the
highest ideal of morality or religion,
within the most advanced existing state
of progressive so-called civilization, is a
promise of the new ethics that will be
produced in humanity after Socialism is
established.”

W. shops at Oelwein the blacksmiths
were successful in securing the removal

of a man who refused to abide by the

District Committeeman Robert
"McCowan, after investigation, decided
that no real grievance existed justifying
a suspension of work, and the strike was
declared off,

The Electrical Workers at Davenport,
as well as those on the other side of the
river, are on strike again. The nature
of the difficulties has not been reported.

Butchers at Sinclair's, Cedar Rapids,
struck during the latter part of January
because of an effort to have three men
do six men's work.

The Casebeer cigar factory at Water-
loo was recently unionized through the
efforts of Organizer |. B. Hawkins.

Unorganized section men on the C. R.
1. have received notice of a reduction in
wages from $1.50 per day to $1.25, the
usual reward of free and independent
~labor.

Organized engineers on the C. R. L.
have received an increase of wages
averaging 10 per cent.

During January State Organizer Men-
ton organized three central bodiés and
ten trades unions, addressed three pub:
lic meetings and added members by the
score to existing unions, and the pros-
pects are even brighter for this month.

The American Federation of Labor
will place an organizer in the lowa field
for three months commencing March 1.

The Davenport unions are making ar-
rangements to entertain the delegates to
the next convention of the lowa State
Federation of Labor. They promise also
‘to have the best organized city in the
state at that time.

State Labor Commissioner Brigham
has succeeded in obtaining the discharge
of a number of children employed in
eastern fowa factories, whose lives were
being coined into dollars and cents by
enterprising and patriotic child labor
promoters.

"A number of the daily papers, while
admitting that teachers are underpaid as
no other profession, are very much an-
moyed at the activity displayed by the

State Federation in organizing teachers’
unions. Publicity will encourage the
organization quicker ‘han anything else.

Geo. Wingfield has been appointed
A. F. of L. organizer for Sioux City and
vicinity, succeeding Emil Greiner, and
H. L. Fisher, of Iowa City, now holds a
similar position for that city.

While the present system of affiliation
is the best ever devised, some confusion
often arises on account of; the in;ricate
features. - To clear the atmosphere, let
it be stated that all local unions affiliated
with central bodies, where such exist,
are affiliated with the Towa State Federa-
tion of Labor, provided the central
bodies are affiliated. Where central
bodies do not affiliate, or where none
exist, local unions may affiliate direct by
applying direct to Secretary-Treasurer
J. H. Strief, Sioux City, for charter.
The per capita is one cent per month,
payable by central bodies, where such
exist, and by local unions where aftil-
iated direct. All official business is
transmitted to all trades unions and cen-
tral bodies, no matter how afiiliated, and
the benefits are extended alike to all.

The lowa delegation to the Indian-
apolis Mine Workers convention were
sufficiently unanimous in the measures
they introduced to be charged with being
inoculated with what was termed the
“lowa Idea.” Strange, that the Iowa
miners should have introduced all the
socialistically inclined resolutions, all of
which were defeated, with the exception
of one to devote one meeting a month
to a discussion of economic ‘questions
*dn all that is good, lowa aifords the
best.”

By a referendum vote the unions of
the state. during last summer carried a
proposition by a three-fourths vote to
levy an assessment of ten cents per
member for the purpose of placing an
organizer in the field for one year. It
has been paid by a large number of
unions, and as a result unionism has
been carried into almost every village in
'the state. By examining the following
list of unions that have paid the assess-
ment, it can be easily ascertained which
unions are in arrears.

Dubuque Trades and Labor Congress

At the meeting of the Dubuque Trades
and Labor Congress held last Sunday a
step fraught with great promise for the

local organizer and business agent, who
will devote his entire time to the organi-
zation of new unions, strengthening old
ones, etc. F. A. Lymburner, secretary
of the congress, and long one of the
leading trades unionists of the city, was
chosen for the position. His appoint-
ment as district organizer for the A. F,
of L, was also recommended by the con-
gress, The salary of the organizer will
be provided by a five cent assessment
per month of the members of the local
labor unions, omly two unions voting
against the assessment-—the machinists
and the car workers.

Among other important communica-
tions was one from the Towa State Fed-
eration of Labor in regard to the ten
cents per month assessment levied by
that body at its last convention for the
maintenance of a state organizer. Of
the local unions, the cigarmakers, the
iron molders, tailors, printers and car-
penters are the only ones who have paid
the assessment. The delinquent unions
are urged to pay up at once.

The committee appointed at the last
meeting to wait on the committee of the
whole of the city council in regard to
the purchase of Hose for the fire depart-.
ment from unfair rubber goods manu-
facturers reported they had had no op-
portunity of meeting the committee be-
cause of failure on the part of the latter
in notifying the congress committee of
the time of its-meeting.

The committee on resolutions request-
ing the repeal of the Desert Land Act
and the Commutation Clause of the
Homestead Act, reported having for-
warded resolutions to senators and con-

The members
were not slow to talk and the meeting was lively
from start to finish.
Comrade E. ]J. Hanson read a paper on "‘Com-
petition"” which was ably prepared and brought
' ‘out many good points. He started way back
in barbarism and showed how the different
tribes went to war with each other in 'a competi-
tive struggle for the mastery, the victor always
enslaving the conquered. He showed that with
the beginming of civilization it was discovered
there was a surplus value in man's labor if he
were given the tools to work with; thus ended the
killing of prisoners of war; instead they were
put to work. In order to furnish the tools for the
captive class 10 work with it became necessary to
create a master class and this was the beginning
of the private ownership of land and the tools of
production, This system was established on sur-
plus vilue of the chattel slave and maintained
‘until the preseat time ou the labor of the wage
slave. If it was not for the surplus value of la-
bor this system would die a natural death within
twenty-four hours. At the same time was born
the two classes, the master olass and the slave
class. These two cl have developed until
today we have the class struggle as the most im-
portant factor in the industrial era of .today.
Competition bas been the watch-word all along
the line. The slow process of evolution changed
the system and from slavery and serfdom the
world evolved into the new industrial system of
wage labor, a system of pure individualism under
which we now live. Gradually the hand tool of
production kept growing; the spinning .wheel
evolved into the huge factory and the old owner
and operator took her place beside the loom to
work for a new boss, who knew of her existence
only by the coupons clipped from the stock and
bonds that were created by the labor surplus,
The invention and use of steam and electricity
revolutionized the production of the commodities
of life. The old plants became useless; they
could not compete with the modern up-to-date fa-
cilities of production owned and managed by the
modern trust magnates, backed by the legislative
and jediciary forces of this, his go..rnment.
The growth of the trust magnates' power for the
past thirty years has been wonderful, and the
concentration of capital which they representisa
cohstant menace to the very government that
made it possible for them to concentrate, The
millions they possess has been wrung from the
great industrial wrmy. In every way possible a
toll has been placed on the earnings of the la-
borer till he is deprived of three-fifths of all be
produces which goes into the coffers of the mas-
ter class. Thus, as a result of competition we
have the favored few and the impoverished many.
Competition has touched nothing without leaving

We are not
angels, in fact our wings are only beginning to
sprout under the vivifyine rays of the sun of
Socialism. One thing we can plainly see, that
Socialism when in operction will remove a na-
tional stigma, that we are all slaves to the al-
mighty dollar.

Are we to travel this rocky road of competitive
commercialism to its logical conclusion, the com-
plete annihilation of the human race so forcefully
preseiucd by Ignatius Donnelly in that wonderful
book, Caesar's Column? No; never. Though
