DISFRJANCHIS}EMENT on‘ LABOR

. We uld respectfully call the attentlon of the voters of
the state of Colorado to one of the COIlSﬁtllthIlal amendments

" -which has for its object the disfranchisement of labor.

Theﬁrst section of the act reads as follows: '
_ Section 1. Every person over'the age of twenty-one years,
possessing-the following qualifications, shall be entitled to vote

at all elections: He or she shall be a citizen of the United
States, and shall ‘have resided in’ “the state twelve months im- -

medlately precedmg the election at which he offers to vote, and
