exchange conditions? It is well l;nown that iu th e Chinese pr(lvinre of 
Shansi there are vast beds of coal and iron ore as in Alabama in close ·prox­
imity; that region is an ant-heap of willing unorganized Jailor . which will 
be as potter's clay to the hand of a modern trust. . lt rrquit·es llttle 
imagination to foresee that the day is near wh en the United States Ste ' I 
Corporation will be a greater exporter even to American shores of rails rolled 
in their own mills in Shansi." 

H ere is a problem for our good friends who would exclucle yellow labor, 
for which th"" only solution we can suggest is that a movement ue started tn 
China for the exclusion of white capital. 

Time brings its own revenges, they say , and it \voulcl be highly appro· 
priate, if after all the pother we have beard of "Oriental marl<et s for our 
products," we should become an qccidenta; marl<t' t for Orieutal products. 

What an iridiscent dream fot· the fat bourgeoisie. Thirty or forty docile 
slaves to be had for the price of one now no lon ger as docile as he ought 
to be. Would not our eminent !)atriots embrace Coufusciauism and wear 
pigtails for this and forever extol the virtues of John Chinaman? What bliss 
to flood the world with a deluge of commodities made upon a silver basis 
to be sold on a gold basis? 

Tarit'l's? Tariffs are a fine thing when "our" iufant inclnstries have to be 
protected from the consumer at home with his rapacious demantl for cheap­
ness, but when our own rulers are in the business importing hither insteaJ 
of exporting hence. what of the tariff? Will it not have a short shrift? 

And what of our white prol etariat? Why, living on China-made cheap 
wares they will be able to work for about three lead t!im es a daY. and every· 
thil:g will be lovely, 

However, there is one obstacle in the wa y and that is that the h eath en 
Chinee has no idea of government. He has no govf'rnruent. True. there is 
an imperial family descended from Heaven anrl a Manchu aristocracy. evl· 
dently raised in Hell, also an army an!l navy maintained chi efly for specula­
tive purposes. But even these as a government are a polite fiction. and a 
very polite one at that; far too suave to den y you anythin g, far too sagacious 
to give you anything, and far too decrepit to guarantee you anything. An 
altogether impossible government from the capitalist standpoint. It coll ects 
taxes when and where it can, because it must , or perish. And that is almost 
the sum total of its activity.

They have no municipal councils, l'lo police magtstratrs, not even 
any police. 

Our.economist might well describe them as "unorg-ani;w d." Th t>y are Ull· 
organized with a veugeanre. and In a manner that bodes little good to those 
who attempt to organize them into a modern wealth ·prodnf'ing prolet aria t. 
It would be necessary to inform Utem of the dect•ast• of thl'ir governm ent; 
to break the rule of habit and custom; anr1 wh en uoing that, it woul<l b<• 
mighty handy to have some other strong rul e to take its place, for they arc: 
in millions. 

Let the bourgeois awaken China by all mean!'<: it ma y uot he quite pleas· 
ant for the bourgeois, but it promises to be excitillg.-Wt' steru Clarion.

Is very proud . H e boasts of the !reP srbool syHlt>m , unh·,.rHal Hllll'ra,w. nw­
cbanlcs' lien law, freedom of dt>btors from lmprhmnmt>nt, and nunlf•!'ous otlll"r 
things that are sup{>o&ed to b cbaractt>rlstl<' or a "fr;••· l 'ountry." If t his 
samo average American Wt're osk t>d wb t>n th t>SP rights Wt>rt• Ro•t·urt>r ht> wo11 lo l 
probably say during tht' rt>voluUonary war, and h~> would atlrl that th••r Wl'r" 
made cPrtaln by the adoption or the constitution or th t• l 'niiNI ~'tatt •IJ . 

But the constltuUon dt'alt with nonto of thl'fl(' thln~:H . It W811 not lllw lf 
adopted by a majority vote, and had su<.'b a vott> bt't'n n•qulr ... l It would n •• , ... r 
havo bt>t'n adopted. For a geut'rntlon aftPr Its adoption t hf'TP waH not u1tl · 
versa! sul!'rage. Although Thomas J t> ll't>rson was prPsldt>nt l or Pi+;hl r •·arM uf 
his time there Ia no r Pcord that the great father of all tht' l w111orrats ,.,.,.r 
tried tv secure any or these rights. 

While he was president, and Cor many years aftPrw ard . If a dt'htor wa .~ 
unable to pay even a f ew cents be w as thrown Into jail, wh••rt> hi' waH r .. rt 
to rot or starve until th e dobt was paid. Manifestly he bad no mPaos or pay­
Ing It while In jail, so such a sentPnce might t'oslly bn for llh•. In 1\t'w Yorh 
City hundrPda or poor d('btora Wt're huddlt>d lOKE'lhf' r wllhout ftrt> or f<>tlfl 
throughout the yt'ar, depending for the lattf'r upon charity Tbcrf" W<'n' so­
cieties organized h a ving tor their obj t'ct the collt•rtJon or runtla w ith wblrh 
to feerl thes<; debtors. The m t'mber s or tht'BP aoriPtiPs would n t>vt>r ban• 
thought or abolishing thP lmprlaonmeut for dPht any more than t h t• modt•rn 
charitable society would think or abolishing th<' povf'r ty which I t prPtcnd!l 
to rellt>ve. 

B f' tween 1 25 and 1 40 tbt're arose the first organlzl'd labor movl'mt>nt In 
the United Stott's, It grew so strong that It had a dally poptor In N ew York 
anrl t'lected one man to the N ew York Jpglslature.
