to accept for theit· labor t 

'Then the1·e is the situation at ~'fcCloud, California, whl't'e a lot 
uf Italians go on strike for a highet· wage than $1.75 per day. Tht• 
utanagernent refuse to grant the higher wages and put·pose to supplant 
the Italians with other labor--obviously American. 'l'he Hal ia.ns. six.. 
thousand miles from home, arc yet so strong in their belief t hHt t IH'Y a r·e 
being unjustly used that they will not f,!ive in, and are perfrr tly will.­
ing to go if the increase they dernand is not gTanted. This mea ns. ii 
it means anything, that they can do better in Italy than they ('!Ill in thi!' 
country. 

"'l'he tariff is paetially to blame, of course. The uuly ex t·USl' for 
the tariff has been that it kept up the wages of the American wor·king­
rnan. 'l'his assertion has been a joke with those who uttered it, but as 
long as the workingman believes it, it serves its purpose. It is only a 
few days since congress put an nnju.<~t tariff on lumber'. Query: If 
with that tariff an American lumber company refust> to pay its em­
ployes more than $1.75 a day, what would it pay if the1·e were no tariff ~

Against Woman Suffralge. 
A SHORT TDIE )\ GO Cardinal Gibbons delivered an adun>. be­

fore the sweet girl grad mites of St. Joseph's College and Aca­
deruy, at Emmettsburg, l\farylaud. Cardinal Gibbons is recognized 
as an eminent authority in ecclesiastical circles and is looked up to as 
a man of wisdom and intellectual power. But why the Cardinal should 
!'elect the subject of "Woman Suffrage" as a theme for an a<ldress. at 
the commencement exet·cises of a female seminary, can only be account­
rd for by the conclu. ion that the highest prelate of the Catholic ehurch 
in America felt a personal interest in poisoning the minds of the gr·ad­
lltes whil e th t>y stood on the threshold of young wou1anltood, knowing 
~!1at the gentler sex in the bnd of womanhood has a plastic mind, and 
~~an be easily prejudiced by the statement of a elerieal relcbrity, who 
t>ccnpies a distinguished position in the church of Rome. The Car­
dinal in delivering his address to the graduates bad no fea t• of mreting 
any opposition, for the simple reason that the graduates who had been 
for years the inmates of the school room, had for111ed sca r·ccly any 
opinions concerning life and its duties. 'l'be press gives the following 
synopsis of the Cardinal 's address : 

"I am entirely opposed to woman suffrage, not hecansc I hate thr 
women, but because I love them and want thC'm to ful fi II tlw 111 iss ion 
.for which God intended t lwm. If you play in the a('('na of politics 
you will be covered with its dust. If you gr·asp too nlll<'h you will los(' 
l'Verytbing. Nowhere is a woman so honored as in the Cnite(i fitatcs. 
This is largely due to the chivalry and rourtesy of fhr. ffi('ll, and if you 
are protected by the male sex, what more do yon want ' 

"1 want to rt>mind you that woma n has a great mission in lifl'. 
You should, ther·efore, have a d r.e p sense of yot!l' rC'spon:ibility in the 
dome. tic walks of life. You cannot hope to prC'arh in the ehnr·<' h, but 
you can preach in yonr homes and reach those with whom ,vou co rn c i · 
contact in your daily lin's. Prearh to you!' fath0r·s ancl brother 
\>Voe be to sor.iety if it hnrl to depend upon thr. male sex alone-it ce 
tainly would go to the devil." 

The above cond0nsed report of the Cardinnl 's ad(hrss, will scare 
ly appeal to thl' int~:lligl ' ncc of a(h'an C<'tl thin]\C' rs. Fnrth C' t'nlore, tl • 
Ccu·dinal. with all his power and influence as a di~nitary of th" chur'-<·•

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trouble was that one or two individuals, who were forced into the union, tried 
to make as much disturbance as possible. 

On the lOth I went to East Helena. Next day I went to Aldridge, arriv· 
ing on the 12th at Electric, where I found the Aldridge Miners' union cele· 
brat!ng Miners• Union Day or the 13th of June, which at l east in Montana, 
is t he principal labor holiday of the year. A long program of sports was 
carried through, followed by a dance which lasted into the small hours of 
the morning. I attended a meeting at Electric th e following day and went 
from there to Aldridge. I attended a special meeting at Aldridge. The union 
holds two meetings a month at Electric in addition to the r egular m eetings 
at Aldridge. This is one of the best organized camps in the state and the 
conditions of employment are of the best. The wages for day labor is $3.75 
while the r egular coal diggers make an average of $5 .00 a day. They de­
manded and received a substantial increase of wages l ast January. 

June 16th r r eturned to Butte and proceeded to examin e the bonks or 
No. 1, some controversy having arisen over the good standing membership.

REPORT OF Tl:fE PRESS COMMITTEE OF BONANZA MINERS' UNION. 

Bonanza Miners• Union No. 235, W. F. of M ., Rhyolite, Nevada. 

Editor Miners' Magazine: 
Since our last writing, the Montgomery Mountain ~·lining- ('ompany has 

quit all prospecting and developing on its estate adjoining the 1\lontgomery 
Shoshone; more men in the district now l?oking for another master . ThP 
only properties in the district now operatmg are the K eane \\'ond er and 
Montgomery Shoshone. Also a few of the boys are making a little better 
than wages on the Denver claim of the Tramp Consol idated Company's estate. 
The town, Rhyolite, Is "a dead one,'' with only about eighty men working 
in the immediate vicinity and a city to maintain which would do crPdit to a 
popul ation of eight or ten thousand people with its homes and business 
blocks. It does surel y look the part of "the D eserted Village'• to what. it 
dtd In its palmy days, three years ago. Nemesis is sur ly ovPrtakin~?; the 
Townsite company here. Originally they stole the town from the promoters 

of the town of Bullfrog and now th1•re is snlrl'!' ly a <lay pa~<HPS without a 
Rh yolite home being sePn mol'ing o,·er the hill s towards Pioneer. 

A curious mtx up in regard to the towm;itf> has dlo'\'PlOPC'd during the last 
l' f>w weeks; it looks as if the fC'deral g-overnment. was now to gt-t in on tlw 
.. graft'' and those who b;ave stay~·d through prosperity and pani c with their 
lots and shacks, arf> now to be h eld UJI by .. l'nele t;am" for a filing fee of $1 fi. 
The lots were originally bought from the townsite com pany at prices r ang· 
lng from $1\0 up in to the hundred!! , and they cou trat·ted with the purchaBer:; 
to furni sh them with a deed to the property as soon all the l ' nit .;od State:; 
patent was received by t hem. Now the gO\·ernnmt has s tepp d in and de· 
clared it all gov(•rnmPnt Janel and is prepared to r ect>h·e application for th e 
land by United Stat es cltir.pns and those who h ave dP<'Ian·d tlwir intentions 
to become such . and such application to be at·<·ompanied by a filing fee of 
$1:i together with the CO!:lt of advPrtising ($~). It would he in tPri'Rting to 
lind out bow far thi s townsitP. company could be h Pid rt>Hpon;;ibl(' in!lofar a~; 
they could not deliver what they oonuat'led for in tlwir original a~~:n·enwnt. 
And her e we have bad t he state and f'ount y otlief>rli l evying taxt>s nn prop· 
erty we did not own. tiure thing! We'll flghl the .l aps or anybody el se who 
may seek to invade our l and. 

We, as a l ocal , will n ot be represented directly In t he forthcoming 
seventeenth annual convention . \\'e have been Indulging in a little "sprin~-: 
<·leaning" and although a l itt l e l ate in the Beason it has proved effecth·e 
and the atmosphere her e in r egard to union matt f>rs is a Jitt~e pur~>r and 
more wholesome even if it h as !J •en at the cost of sacrifki ng our d elegate 
to the convention. Uut It i s not l a<·k of interest in tho work of t he FeliPra· 
tion. W e anticipate great things from the se ,·enteentb anuual. \\' e, as part 
of the rank and flle, h ope that sonwthinll: worth while is to I.Je a t' !·,Jmpli!'h"tl 
that will justify the exp•enditure of from $:ln,ooo to $~0,1 11111 on the part or 
the various l oca ls. The re is onE' fact of the utmost lmpnrtance to labor 
organizations which ought to have been impressed upon our memories by 
e,·ents transpi ring both at b orne and in the l<'ren ch and British lahor move­
ments, and that is, that we, as the workers, ought to ct>ase worshipping 
false goods. Control of the ballot box will a\·ai l us nothing without economi c 
power in our struggle for freedom and justice. The various So<'ialist paper~ 
and even labor papers t?) tour own :\1agazine Included), are holding up tbe 
ballot hnx as the grt>at sa,·ing pow<>r or our cause anrl that of our dvi l i'l.a­
tion , when e\'ertts transpiring in count ri t>s more industrially ad 1·anced thau 
our own are d emonstrati ng that control of the po iiti<·al fleld is but a will 
o·t he-wisp and that the only m f>thod or eurnr!'ing our rt~>mand.; tor common 
justice, is to have a firm and unrel enting hold on th e hread and butter prob· 
!em or the nation. Of c:nur;;e w e are awart>, as th f> Seotch would say, t hac 
"we mun creep before w e gang" and we must crawl around on our knPC'S a 
Ill llf> while l ong r yet, but our ambit ion ought to be to gt>t up on our feet 
like the blpPds we are, begging nothing from anybody, but as the cr<>ators. 
through our labor. of a ll wealth, make a sane use ot the wealth we ha,·e 
created. Education for a litt le while yet, is what Is wanted. \\'e want to 
Ignore the ballot box: that is, the ballot hox which is under the control 
of the bent>ticiaries of the present system: we might as well ex (W\'t to vote 
the dev il from his supreme position in this nation and install Christ in his 
place, while hP, thP dPvil, bad complete su(wnision of the ballot box. Edu 
cation, of a practkal nature, is what we want. The bulk of us are bnt l ikE' 
little <'hilclren in regard to incluRtrlal affairs. ;\lany of us cannot and will 
n ever see bE:yond the accomplished fact, and one or two practical demon· 
strati.ons, in different parts of the country, of the true value of an economic 
!'ont rol in the hands of the labor organizations, wisely administNed, will be 
the most ellE'ctive way to teach us that all other phases of our existen ce. 
political, r eligious, etc., are subservient to the economic or bread and butter 
prolJ lem. 

And the seventeenth annual conv{>ntfon can only j11stify th(" expenditure 
. r the time and money expended upon it insofar as it takl·s note to the signs 

' the times and devoteR it s energit>s to th<> formu lating or p l auR for the 
·stwhile most progresSI\·e labor organization on thf> <'OntinPnt, the \\' ~.'stern

.st as sure as we overlook economic control and pursue the capitalistic

,roblem of the nation lldore we can lle assurt>d of a "square dear· through 
the uallo t box.

also working the m ill m en twelve hours. W e tried to gf>l both places placC'd 
on an elght·hour ba~< i s . At the K E-ane Wond \•r, just aR soon as the Ut>W law 
in California went into ellPc t. we got into communil'ation with the district 
attorney for Jnyo county. What succ<·ss we are having at eit her place, we 
f• re, as yet, unab le to d·e t t• rmin e, but that is not the point we are trying to 
make. H ere are we, f o r the most Jlart, employC's of t h e ~hoshon e :\l i n i n~ 
and Mill i ng Company, who alont• <·an attend the met>tings and tv the affairs 
of the union, tryi ng to enfor ce the eight-h ou r Jaw at pla!'e!l whprf> our im· 
mediate inter ests cannot hf> placed in j<,opanl y, whil e thosE' t>mp loy f'd at 
those places cannot attend the m ee tings to prntf>ct tht>ir Interests by rerusin!; 
to have us meddle w it h tht> conditions undN which they IHI\·e to work. and 
now we have a vio latin n of the eigh t-hour law right hPre at tbC' ShoHhone

MR. GOMPERS SAILS TODAY.

Samuel Gomper s sails today ror H trtp through the <'hief countries of 
Europe to attend ser eral important con g resses of labor . 

H e w1ll be treated with con sidera tion and r espect by the labor and So· 
cialist movem ents of Europe, because h e r epresen ts two million American 
w orkingmen . 

The journey should be an instructive one. From the time h e t oud.Jes 
foreign soil until t he day h e sets foot again in New York he wi ll find no 
workingmen with caps in thei r h ands. 

In England h e will see one m i llion five hundred thousand trade unionists 
organized for political action. He wiii see m en from fi eld, factory and wo rl<­
shop fighting Liberals and Tories, determin ed to take governm ent in their 
own hands and to run it for the common w eal. 

In the chief cities of Great Britain he w i ll find trade unionists sitti ng on 
the boards of aldermen. In London h e will ,·isit the House of Commons 
and find t h ere miner s, gas workers , engineers. 

Crossing the channel into little B elgium, b e wi ll be r t-ceived e\·erywhere 
in h andsom e, s11acious " Houses of the People."' H e wi ll attend m ee tings 
h eld In halls owned by the people ; frequent cares owned by the people ; be 
taken to theaters owned and conducted by t h e peopl e. H e wi ll lind the 
workers of Belgium owning factories and shops, producing ror tllemsf'hes 
and selling to t h «?ms l ves th e n ecessanes of li fe. H e will find a l on gRid~> :1 

strong trade u nion orgauization a politica l organization controlling many 
towns and sending a brilliant fi gh ting force i n to the parl ia m en t in Brus»E> l s. 

In France h e will find the workers winning g r eat victories. He wi ll Yi si 1 
a hundred or more towns in France. He will be r eceiver with honor ami 
presented with the k ey of those town .~ by trade union comrades. In Paris 
h e will find a host of brilliant m en fi ghting fo r the ri ghts of l abor in on or 
the largest parliamen ts of Europe. H h e ch ooses h e m ay r.it down after thP 
day 's work and talk with Gustav D el or y, a man who two years before h e wa:; 
elected mayor of t h e great city of Li lle was breaking stones for the 11a ,·e­
m ents of that city. 

In Sweden, Denmark and Norway l :e wi ll find a m ov<'ment li t tle short o( 
marvelous. H e will find th e trade union ists militant. anJ all vf th t-m So· 
cialists, filled wi t h a passion for human advancement, and working with In· 
c redible energy and abilitY. 

In Germany b e will find more trad e un ionists t h an h e h as ever se~>n In 
one organi zation , and alongside of the trade uni on s h e will flnd a socialisL 
party made up of the sam e m en working in J)('rfect co-operation. for th e p o· 
lltical and industria l advancem ent of la bor . 

In every town b e visits he will find great Social i!-!t nPw!ipap<'rs, puhliRh­
ing houses, and all the o ther agencies necessary for the nwn1 al and mora l de· 
velopinent of the worker s. 

In Austr ia he may visit Vi ctor Adl er, on e of the great mPn now Ji ring, 
w ho h as umted the trade union and Socialist forces into orw fi!'hting hotly 

. that knows no differ en ces. He w ill find all t h e n ationa l it i Ps in that cou nt ~ · · 
united under one flag, fighting for t h e emancipation, intellectllal and materi; 
of the disinheri ted . 

In Italy he will d isco,·er just one \)rogressive force-the Socialists at 
the trade union ists. H ere, too, h e w i ll find co-operati\'I!S and IJOWPrful un;ol 
among the rural w orker s. 

Indeed, in no place in Eur ope will M r . GompE>rs find au organization t 

helpless as that which h e l eft behind h im in great, free A mrrtca. 
The cap italists h er e are tying him hand and foot , pln<'ing his mt•n 

shackles, l egisl ative, judicial and executive. 
Nowhere In Europe will he find workin11:m en send ing their repre!H'n ta· 

Uves to parliamen t to beg, b at in hand . for l <'gislati\·e jn!'it i<'e. 
l''rom one end of Europe to th e other h e w i ll not meet f al·e to face a 

single injunction, and from one end of Europe to t he oth er h e will not ftnd 
a single trade union discu ssi on or con si dering the \"Oting of money to em pl oy 
lawyers to flght l osi ng battles in an enemy's court. 

W e are glad Mr. Gompers is going abr oad. W e tru st b e will me~>t th 
chief trade union l eaders of Europe. \~·e hope h e wi ll discuss with th em th e 
m ethods which they are now 11ursuing for the em anci pa ti on of l abor. 

Ther e is a crisis In this country . Labor bas n othin?: ah!'ad of it but ir 
rltatton, angui sh and defeat, unless it adopts new m ethod:; o r warfare. 

The Am er ican Federation of Lahor is now the only l arg~ hotly of wnrking;· 
m en left in any white m au ·s coun t ry of t h e world accepting voluntarily po· 
litlcal servitude.

In a time of changing ordt>rs, with tC'I'ming armif's of un t•mployC'd , rPt> k · 
i ng sweatshops and foul t enements that threa ten our urban lif<', an ahs, •n<·t: 
of income taxat ion and proper l and valuation, our forests d <';; poilNl and our 
water ways confis("ated , w e find m any l abor official s rf:'main l.J i issfu ll y ignor· 
ant or these t erribl e fac ts, as th ey thunder edi c·u; thai on l y di>i'UPt I! IHI <li · 
vide, because of debas ing per capita struggl es , !mown as jurisdictional tights. 

But l et it be uud erstood that thP. m l'mhership at l arl!:<' 11\'ISt lwar its 
~ hare of the odi11m for presen t conditions \V e f orget that our un ions ar<' 
only a m eans to an end. Instead of h a ,·ing t h is in m ind. we devote ou r tinw 
to charter-worship-kow-towing and sentinH•ntal adoration bPfore a thing W!' 
rr~>ate. In our dt>sire to strengthen th is thing, we are con l;tant l y stri\'ing to 
en lar ge its scope, e\·en at the cost of other work ers · thing-unconscious that 
this position wil l even tuall y weaken-if not df:'stroy-all. 

!:;o w e appl aud our o!Ticers , who ar e thus forced to become simpl y skillt•d 
pl<'<Ul ers for a wider mark of jurisdiction l i nes. Each one wan ts to eneroach 
on t he oth er, forgetting that machinery and specializati on has made thi s im· 
possible. 

W e know trade union officials who can talk for hour::; on the ri ghts of 
th ei r organization to control certain work, but if you m ention i ndustrial or · 
ganl7.ation, that wou ld end th e turmoi l and strife, they are dazL•d, althuu~th 
tJrh·ately acknowlP<lging that the p resent system is faulty. Th!'y can·t ev('n 
defend the ·'union sho[J"' against the ·'open shop" theory, and if tht'Y arc <'allcd 
upon to ex]l lain labor·s opposition to the injunrtion, you mkht as wt•ll in· 
<Juire a~ to the roun tain·h ead of Sanscrit or th e phi\osophv of P l-' rsian l ile. 

This system has resulted in e \·olring little men wi1h bi g- ti1l es who are 
on l y at home wht:'n battling for what thC'y tNm "'jurisdiction rights."' 

I t is time some one risk!'d l osing popularity by takin~ n bold stan(l 
ag-ainst clisrnpting central bodies or any other part of th e labor nH>,·c·ment. 
The writer h as been a trade un ionist twC'nty-two years, and he has yet to ftnll
