0 N last Rntnrdav afte1'11oon t he monuments ert'<'ted to th f' llll'llttH'Y 

of John H. :\lurphy and Gt•or·ge A. Pettihont'. were 11nwi led in t hP 

presence of more than 500 people who had gHthe1·ed in Fainnount ccltt­

etet·y. The convention of t h<' Westel'l1 Fedet·ation of :\linl'!i adjoumed at 

noon Saturday in order that the deleg"ates might attend the dedieHtion 

Hervices in a body. At 2:15p.m. the delegate..'> left Denver in two sp<'C'ial 

cars for the cemetery, followed by a special car containing members of 

the Botberhood of J.iocomotivl' Firt'men and Enginemen and another 

special car with member.~ of the Granite Cutte t-s' l'nion. When tht' 

special cars reached the cemetery, tlw monument-; were ah·cady sur­
rounded by many of the friends of the departed and at 4 o't•lock, Jnd~r 

W. F. Hynes, who was master of ceremonies, addres.<;<•d the gathering 

and paid eloquent tributes to the men who had proven their loyalty to 

the principles of organized labor. ,Judge Hyn es then introduced A. 

H. Hawley, general secretary-treasm-er of the Brotherhood of J,ocomo­

tive Firemen and Enginemen, who spoke as follows: 

l1adies and Gentlemen: 
We have assembled here to pay a tribute; to honor anrl to show 

' our appreciation of the work done by two men whom it can he easi ly 

and truthfully said, that they died in the harness working for· the ca use 

of labor and humanity, and trying to make the honws of working men 

all that they should be. 
;Even though this be a sad holll' to some, yrt it affol'lls me deep 

gratification as a rep·resentativc of thr Brotherhood of J,ocomotiYc Fi1·e-

1neu and Enginemen to be permitted at this time to pay a tribute of 

respect to one who had been associ.ated \~it.h om· orga.nizat.ion for ove t· 

twenty years fi nd who hacl been Jt'> ch1ef lega l advtser· for ovrr ten 

\ea rs . 
· If the sixty-five thousand members of the Brotherhood of TJO<"Omo­

tive Firt'men and Enginemen could at this time be conscious of what 
is transpiring at this moment a.t the last resting place of John ~'lurphy , 

they would stand or sit with bowed heads as a mark of respect for thP 
high esteem in which he was h t'ld by all who kn<'w him, or knew of 
him and which he so richly merited. 

'Never befort' so far as I have he<'n nhle to learn hns two strong 

lahor organizations joined hands to erect a monum<'nt tl1at will stand 

for years to mark thr resting plac!' of one 'rho passed through the 
trials that did Jolm Mnrphy in trying to s<'<'-lll'e for t.hem jnstire, and John H. Murphy.

But na­
ture does the sam& for all of us. We like to have our efforts appreciat­

One thing that he always was the truth. How many of his frienos 
have heard the oft used expression: ''I was only a seeker for the truth 1'' 

As we stand here today we recall his many acts and know when he 
CX"pressed himself in this way it came from liis heart. 

No better illustration of his little desire for notoriety and his 
~ittle desire for display can be shown than by his words to the men after 
the jury had declared them innocent of the crime of which they were 
:accused. Lying in a hospital, on a bed of sickness when all expected 
that his time was drawing near and that soon the grim reaper would 
gather him in, John Murphy looked into the face of the large man at 
llis bedside and said: "Bill, in this your hour of triumph, be humble." 

Great indeed would be the length of time necessary to tell of the 
:many good deeds preformed by John Murphy. I will not attempt at . 
·this time to relate those of them that come to my mind. l\fany of them 
"the press of the country have made public. Others are known only to 
l1is friends. Still others are known to his close associates who will tell 
<Of them late* 

Did he have any faults, this is no time to speak of thPm. The 
faults of our friends we write upon the sand. Their virtues upon the 
tablets of love and memory. The virtues of he whom we loved to call 
friend and hrother are emphasized by the erection of this beautiful 
monument. 

He lived l1is short life of two score and six years and followed 
the teachings of the Golden Rule. He accepted the summons delivered 
by the m'esSenger of death and passed beyond the summit of human 
1tpprehension. Let us hope that it is a wilderness of kindness, tendPJ'­
ness, love and affection; an unbounded forest of goodness, trimmed 
in purity, draped in virtue and sheltered in justice. H e acrepteo cr>n­
snre and applause with indifefrence. He sympathized with thP poor · 
and weak.. His life was such that if we car.ed to imitate him we could 
1mprove on our own. 

We stop and reflect. We think of this and that. We oer at 
results. Wben all is said and done we !lay time works wondel1\.. 

What a beautiful book is that of time. What a massive volume. 
No blank leaves are found. No preface contained within it'> covers. 
How we }(We to dwell on the first page. More silently than the zepher's 
breath as "t fans our brow does time turn his pages, and on all we find 
man purs mg the phantom happiness. But full oft he wanders over 
burning deserts; and over craggy rocks he toils, looking ever forwaro 
to some sunny spot where be sees the much sought for trer. He ever 
beholds th :rjpe clusters hanging low, waiting only for the grasping 
hand. He toils ever on to find its fruits like Sodom 's apples turning 
to ashes on his lips. Another page is noiselessly turned and we read 
Qf the joys of time, for joys they are, and well deserve the name. Mir­
rored there are the sunny days of childhood. Foundations of perennial 
spring are opened -and full draughts of happiness quaffed. Y ~t we 
find no page telling all of joy, but here and there are seen frUits of 
the forbidden tree. No cup drawn from the well of earthly happineRs 
is unmixed with gall. Yet none so mixed but that it might <'.Ontain 
a little more. Still turning time's pages we find them stamped with a 
thousand . beart histories. Some telling of today rejoicing in the sun­
ioihine of prO!Iperity; tomorrow struggling in the wars of adversity. 
Thus we "fmd commingling hopes and fears , joys and sorrows, plea­
sure and pain. When all the pages have been perused . the book is rolled 
together and the angel of God ,\rill proclaim, Time is, but . hall be no 
more. 

Let us feel and know that he did his work as he saw it; always 
keeping in mind his duty to his fellow man. Atid let his dear ones 
feel, as is told in the words of the poet: 

Once in our life the tide goes out 
. Leaving a desert of sand, . 
Sweeping our hopes and dreams away; 
All that was joyful , grnnd. · 

Tangle of sea-werd strewn about. 
Far from the rocks where it grew; 
Lifeless and drear. like the hope that dieu , 
Moments of rapture we knew. 

Once in our life are priceless gems, 
That vanish like pebbles and shells. 
Leaving us bowed in f!rief and tears, 
Tears we endeavored to quell. 

Leaving ns alone with empty hand!~ , 
Seeking the treasures we missed. 
Longin.g for friends gone long hcfore: 
Yearning for lips we have kissed. 

Once in our lives the tide goes out, 
Yet, while we weep by the shore, 
Foaming and singing the waves roll in, 
Healing the heart that was sore. 

Filling onr souls with pure joys, 
Round us its treasures it hurls. 
'rill we behold through tearful eye.'l, 
Millions of shimmering pearls. 

Let the words that are spoken here today be impressro upon thP. 
minds of the listeners. l ;et the facts that we have met to honor om· 
fri ends be told to thl:' world. Let it be c11rried to the bnsines'l interests 
of the country that lRbor does ~P?reci11te whflt is clone for them 1100 th11t 
labor is always ready and w1lhng to pa:v honor where honor is dne. 
The little inscription on this monument will be read by many. As time 

t·olls on and tho. e who stand here today have pas ed to the great beyond 
othet·s will come to take their places, but this stone will still remain to 
tell the newcomers of lhow two labor organizations paid tribute to their 
departed members. 

Death makes all men <'qnal. We bring nothing into this world, we 
take nothing away with us. J;et us all remember the true words of the 
late Senator Ingals: 

"When the fitful fever i. over· nnd the cruel wrangle of the mar­
ket and forum have ceased, grRss Jwals over the wound which our decent 
into this earth has made and the carpet of the infant becomes the blan­
ket of the dead.'' 

Judge Hynes in a nP.at adore. s then introduced .John ~f. O'Neill, 
l·ditor of the ;\finers' )Ta~vine, who delivered the fQllowing address: 

Ladies and Gentlemen, ~1embers of Organized Labor and Delegates to 
the W estern Federation of ~lin ers: · 
We have gathered here today to dedirate monument.'! to the mem. 

ory of two men, who in life entwined them: elve in the hearts of men 
nnd women who a.re scan ning with yeaming Pye. the distant horizon · 
and watchinO' for the faint gleams of that glad morning that shall 
usher in a civilization that bequeatbes to human "ty the priceless heri­
tage of jndustrial liberty. These monuments are the generous gifts of 
men who mourned the cruel summons of the grim messengers of death 
that snatched from life ' arena men whose deathless devotion and lQ.v­
dty to the eternal principles of ju tice, made their names immortal in 
the labor movement of We.'ltern America. They did not come from the 
I!Ory field of battle bearing victorie. that were baptized in human blood . 
'l'hey were not crowned with achievements won amid the fire and smokP

of shot and shell, but they were soldiers in that great army of the 
world's strugglin!r millions that i slowly but surely marching onward 
toward the goal of economic freedom. 

Neither of tlwsc mPn. whose memory we honor today, came into thP 
world the prttPd lwirs of pnlatiRl homes. 'rheir ancestry boasted of 
no bank accounts Rnd no broad acrPs , but their parentage was of that 
nobll' mould of citiz<'nship that makes this old eal'th richer and leaves 
behind a posterity who.'lc noble trait~'> of <'hararter challenged the ad­
miration of their fellowmen. 

In the year 190R, the last chapter in the livrs of these two men 
was written. and now in the year 1909, we are gathered at their g~ave.'> 
to pay our trihnte of re.<;pect nnd to testify to the worth a no mertt ?f 
men who dared to brave the sneering lip and the frownin~ brow m 
tlefense of a class whose wails of misery are heard in every nation on 
earth. 

.John H. Murphy for yeR.rs, wns the g<'neral attorney of the ~roth· 
<'rhood of Locomotive F'iremcn ano th<' "Western F<'<i<'ration of Mmers. 
As a lawyer. he wa.'l bri lliant and the lPg-al profession rcrognized in 
him a gi_ant mind that was equipped for battle in the higbe.'it cou~ts of 
the land . John IT. l\fmphy. a.'l a boy, tasted bnt littl r of the luxur~es ~f 
life. He had not the means to enter the rla.'lsic halls of famed mstt­
tutions of learning. but he hao an indomitablr will and an intellect 
that fla.'>hed with the sparkle of a diamond. ano with these inherited 
l!i fts he faced the world to fig-ht the battle of ] if e. In his early life we 
s<'e him on the locomotiYr rlncl in jumper and overalls feeoing the horse 
of iron and steel. bnt on his ft'atures, bathed in sweat and grime, could 
be dio;cerned an nspiration " to climb to loftier heights." where he ~uld 
render more valuabl e srrvire in the great strnggle for human nghts. 

When his associate.<; and compnnions in the railway servic~ were 
wrapped in sleep endeRvoring to rernpe1·atc their exhausted energies !or 
the toil of another da:v , John H . Murphy. the fireman. was "burnJD_!r 
fhc. midnight oil'' 11nd storing away in th<' mrntal ehnmbers o~ hl; 
bram a knowledgr of thr law that m11dr him in after vears a David 0 

fhe Common pPople before thr romts of this rountry. ·Blacklisted dur­
ing the great strike of the American Railway Union of 1894, and haV·

zled the high-priced attorneys with the b1·illiancy of his l!t'llius and 
when the smoke of battle had cleared away, the eight-hour law of the 
State of l_. tab wore the constitutional c1·own of the Supreme Court of 
the United States. Murphy had measnred steel with the giantc, of the 
lt>gal profession and his prowess as an adv<'J'sary in the judieial al'ena 
could no loug-PI' hn questiorwd hy the brainiest disriples of Hlackstorw. 
He had won a battle that stamped him as a lawy1~ 1 · and the miners of tlw 
West looked upon this rising. youn attorney as a man who was tiPs­
tined to leave "footprint.;; on the sands of time." 

After his victory in the Sup1·eme Com·t of th<:> l'nited tatt•s, he 
gave almost his undivided a.ttrntion to the \\'J'On~s of labor and bE'ran1e 
tlw framer of almost eWI':V eight-hom mea~11r·e that !!t·aces the statnte 
hooks of the Western States. 'l'he eight-hour laws of Utah. Jtfontana 
~evada, Arizona and :\lissomi were due to hiR tireless enrrgit•s and he­
fore he closed his eves in death he had eat·uecl the enviable title: 
"Eight-hour Murphy·." . 

But while we admired his clear, analytical brain aud vahl!'d his 
counsel in the stormy days of labor's battles. yPt, there was somethinl! 
~rander in the noble nature of the dead lawyer that ap1:lealed to us morf' 
forcibly than all the genius of his ability, and it was hi.'l matchless 
c~ourage, his fealty to truth and his unfaltering devotion to the ranse of 
J·igbt. 

On th~ 17th of February, 1906, there was coru mnmated oue of tlw 
foulest plots that was ever hatched to blacken the escutcheon of the la­
bor movement of this country. In the dark honrs of the night wh<:>n 
Jwnest men aud women werr in their homes, there stole from the COil­

spiring den of a detective ·agency a coterie of professional body-snatch­
<: r·s. and tlH•sr human blood-hound'!, backed hy the govemors of two 
Mates, kidnapped three men from their homes and spirited them away · 
t•n a special tJ·ain to be tried for the murder of a man who hH.cl been 
assassinated by the hireling of conspirators who yearm'd to place the 
lJI·and of Cain on the brow of innocent lnt'n and commit murder umlrr 
for·ms of Ia w. 

.Tohn H. Mnrphy was then nn invalid. His wnstrd franw and ema ­
eiated face told l1is dearest friends that he was tra\'rlinl! rapidl~· "to­
war(ls that bourne whence no traveler returns."
