that appeal to the rich. 

Cotton goods show no diminution in priee, a11tl thoug-h the <luty 
Pn coal has been slighty sliced, deal ers ar·e already considering an in­
erease. Prices of steel were dropped some time ago, not h\.'C'<l llS<' of tariff 
reuuctions, but to stimulate trade. If the tl'llst Sl'l'S fit to boost them 
:•gain, it is unlikely that the reduced sh•el dnty will stop the np,ra nl 
tendency.

Afte r attending a three-day sess ion of the exeeutlve board nt headquar­
ten; I left De n ve r for the Black Hills August 6t h arriving In Terry the fol­
lo\,·ing day. After attendi ng to a few matters of minor impor tance I went 
to Hochford, a mining camp, di stant !Tom Terry a bout twPnty miles, on 
August l Oth. In the early days of the se ttle ment of th e Black Hills this 
camp p roduced a large amount of go ld and at one ti me ~pveral men were 
e mploy ed in the vicinity, but of late years , 1·ery little work has been done 
although indications point to a resumption of mining operations in the nea.t 
f11tu re. I found the local un ion in good cond ition a lthough not st rong numert­
t•a lly, but the membe rs are active and progrt>ss ive and dl:'term ined to keep 
tlw organi zation intact. The uni on sched ule of wag<>s is in effect and very 
li t tle trouble was necessary to maintain the e igb t-bour work day. 

I retumed to Terry on th e lltb a nd attended a meeting of the Terr!

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through the mails an offer of a reward for the kidnaping into Kentucky of 
<:lX·Governor Taylor, who was then In Indiana and bad been accused of com­
!)licity In the killing or Goebel. On the envelopes which Warren sent ou L 
was this Inscription: "One thousand dollars reward will be paid to any 
person who kidnaps ex-Governor Taylor and returns him tu K entucky 
auUlOrlt!es.'' 

On instructions from the attorney general, the United States attorney­
at Fort Scott, Kansas, had Warren Indicted for sending scurrilous and threat­
ening matter through the mails. The case attracted much attention. Clar­
ence Darrow of Chicago defended Warren, and the government at Washing· 
ton took a keen interest In the prosecution. 

Warren proved that before mailing the letters be had Inquired of the 
!lostmaster at Leavenworth whether they were offensive to the postal r egu· 
lations, and was advised that tbey did not differ essentially in character 
aom the offers of rewards which were habitually sent out by the police au· 
thorities. He was found guilty and a month ago was senteuced to vay a fine 
of $1,500 and to serve six months In the Fort Scott jail. The case is now 
<'n appeal. 

Two years ago, on a motion to quash the indictment, Judg•! Pollock oi' 
the Faderal Court, before whom Warren was tried, was strongly inclined 
to hold that Warren's offense was not a violatiun of the hw. ln a colloquy 
lin the bearing with the United States attorney, Judge Pullock saiu : 

"Suppose the authorlites of the state of Kentucky had offered their 1·~· 
ward of $100,000 for tbe apprehension and return of ex·Governor Taylor and 
l1acl circulated the printed offer through the mails in t.he same manner In 
~vhicb this envelope was circulated, would that have been a violation of the 
law? Suppose, again, the sheriff of a county were to offer a reward for t. 
( ertain person accused of crime, though not tned or convicted, and print ed 
sai<J olfer on a postal card and circulated It through the mails, would t bat 
be a violation of laws?" 

And in passing sentence on Warren, Judge Pollock said: 
"When this matter was first called to my attention I was :~tl·ungly in · 

cllned against the indictment, but after studying t.be law and con sulting 
hisher authorities I reached a different conclusion." 

In court Warren, when called on to give reasons why SE'Ut el\ce sh ould 
not be passed, delivered a fervid speech In which he declared that the 
1:ourts of AIJlerica responded to the capitalistic class and wer·e morE' zealuu . .; 
to protect p.rlvate property than human liberty. He declared, also, tha t 
tht- federal government bad singled him out for prosecution becau se he \y as 
a Socialist, and that the offense on which he had been indicted was only 'i 

prc,text. He asserted, further, that tbe jury had been packed to convict h i m . 
The case has stirred the Socialists deeply, and Warren Is r egarded as a 

martyr to their cause. Their Invectives against the "packed jun· ," bowe1·er, 
1'1hether justifiable or not, seem to be beside the question. The fact s or 
'vVarren's offense were not disputed. The question was wh ether th ose fac t s 
constituted . a crime: and the responsibility for tlie result r est s, upon the 
Jltdge who gave the law to the jury. Whether his final v iew of the l aw be 
right or wrong, the point that strikes most strongly ou the m i nd o f an 
.\merican citizen who Is not a Socialist is the fact that Warren ha!:i been 
sP.ntenced to jail for an offense which even the judge, for a while at l east. 
did not regard as a crime. Warren is not a lawyer. He con !;ulted the post · 
master before mailing the letters and was advised that they were not for· 
bidden by the postal laws. The United States attorney also, at fir st. de· 
c!ared that the facts did not constitute a crime, but was overruled hy the 
:•Horney general. Is It fair, then, to punish Warren for not deciding r ightly 
ln advance so difficult a point of law? 

Suppose that Warren had beeJl an eminent financi er and l eader in so· 
ciety instead of a Sociallst editor; would he have been .convicted and sen· 
l.fmced to jail in so doubtful a case? Cases now pending at both si des of 
the country show how difficult It Is to convict a capitalist, even wh en the 
<~ase is not doubtful. In this aspect the Warren case concern s every Amer­
ican citizen. It Is not a question of sympathizing with Soc tali !< m . lt i s a 
1·.uestion of maintaining the equality of all men before the law.-San Fran­
tisco Bulletin.

Huno Up For Days. 
"From the evidence taken . we add the boy 's dying statem ent that t hey 

had hung blm up for th~ best part of three days and nig-hts by the hand s 
t•Util he could endure it no longer, of which fact he appri sed the guard, t ell­
ing him that he could not stand it and begged to be l e t down l or a while; 
that when he heard the guard coming in to chain him up aga111 he brok e 
ail<1 ran and climbed on the bars, and bung as long as he could ; th at hi s 
arms were numb and he dropped when h e could hold on t o the ba r s no 
longer; that after h e dropped the night captain came In and . ki ck ('(! ana 
hE.at bim and shook him and hung him up still higher, at wh1 cb time he 
!'alnted, and what they did afterwards he did not know ; that wlum he came 
to be was lying· on the floor all w et, and that they w ere throwing wat !'r on 
hrm out of buckets and tin cups; that he didn't know anything else until ht• 
f ('und himself in the hospital. "

nwre the Howard Central Association, the National Probation L t'ag-ue , and 
man; others have been most ac tive.

They will pass it over for th e fashion page. or. in som e cases, 
for the price lists on every day household needs. such as t ea, co l'l'<>e, sh oes , 
g loves, hosiery, dress goods, carpet s, spi ces, butter. eggs, milk . m eat. and 
what not. All of these things they are inter est ed In, because they couldn ' t 
l\eep bouse, or even Jive without th em . . . . 

But the Payne tariff bill, or the Ding ley t arlt'f bill , tanff revJ sNI , or any 
other old tariiJ, is s.o much Greek to th f' m . That i s only for m en with their 
lJi g brains and unlimited wisdom to be Inter ested ln . . 

Is It? Do you know that at the r equest of Mr. Taft. our ne \~ presHic nt, 
congress has given most of its seriou s attention to the discu ss!on of just 
such things as gloves and hosiery, coffee and t ea, shoPs and sp rees ? Con· 
gress has spent all these w eeks in trying to decid e just how much tax to put 
on or take off of these very things th at you cou ldn't live without. 

It would seem that fixing duties ou th ese household n ecessities m f'au s 
a good deal to the Jaw makers wh en th E"y spt> nd so muC'h timP. at it. Uut 
It ou ght to mean infinitely more to you who have to pay th e clu t t e~ tln•y fix . 

Do you know what a tariff is? It is an amount of money pa td by you 
wh en you buy a pound of tea, or a pair of shOt'S, over aud aho ve th t> C'Os t 
of produclug the tea or shoes. to protect the mauufacturer agai nst ch eap 
things sent here from other countri es. lt sound s funn y to you. doesn ' t .it ? 
You are wanting to get things as cheap as you call , and h cr e you arc pay rn g 
a t arifl' to k eep th em from being ch eap! 

Fo~ instance. here Is an item from a rt>cent authorit y . A fil-e poun rl pair 
of blankets w ere stated by th e manufacturer to cost ~ 2.n 1. The Ia hor in 
th em cost 35 cents. and the taril'l' was $1.90! Of coun:;e you arc willin~ to 
pay for the labor in -th e blanl<e t s. You b t> long to th e laborin g cl ass yours<·! f . 
But can you figure out the n ecessity of your paying the m anufar.turer an 
extra $1.90, just to "protect" him? Don ' t yo u n eed protec tion more thn tt 
h e does? 

And y et he gets "protection' ' out of you on ever y hand . The taritT i s Only 
a small part of his protection. His profi t s are always anrt e ver his prOl <' t:­
t ion and whether a capitalist congress l egis lates to lower or rai ,;e th <' tar! ff, 
the 'manufacturer w!ll secure- his protection in some wa y . and you will r:•Jn­
tinue to pay It In tJrofits to him , oyer and aboye the cost of producing thll 
tbin gs he sells. 

It is estimated that about 7.000 .000 farnil! f's In the UnitPd StatP!'I live on 
an average wage of $436 a year. and t11 at th e incom e of som e 5.000.000 fa r m­
ers i s as low as ~ 350 a yPa r. :-.=o w It Is th i s in<·om f' th at t hi' w I fp of t hr• 
fami ly must divid e so th at it will cove r all the f'XIH' n ~Ps of foorl. t•lnthln)!

it may be observed again that the figures show that this applies in particular 
to her youth. 

On the other hand, in England, wbt>re the authorities are cons1>icuous fol' 
the rarity with which they resort to violence, and where, as stated in a pre· 
vious letter, propositions to arm the police with revolvers havt> been em· 
phatically rejected by public sentiment, there Is a steady and most marked 
diminution In crimes of violence. 

NEARLY SEVEN MILLION UNIONISTS. 

The secretary of the International Trades Union Bureau at Berlin has 
issued a report showing that the present total membership of all the unions, 
whether affiliated or not, is about 6,400,000. Denmark stands . at the head of 
Lhe class with 58 per cent of her workers organized ; Sweden has 43 per cent: 
!<'inland, 29 per cent; Hungary, 28 per cent; England, 22 per cent, and 
Italy only 8 per cent. Tn absolute membership Germany stands at the head, 
with 2,446,489 in the various unions, mechanical and agricultural. English 
unions have a membership of 2,106,283, and those of Austria have 501,094 
members. Losses were shown in two countries, Spain and Italy.-St. Louis 
Labor.
