TIlE t NITED MINE WORKERS of Illinois, through its official 
representatives, will probe the mine disaster at Cherry, Illinois, 

to the bottom. The United Mine Workers of Illinois have $700,000 in 
the treasury and it is proposed that the financial strength of the or­
ganization shall be used to secure some semblance of justice for the 
bereaved widows and orphans, who have suffered the loss of husbands 
and fathers , who have been murdered through the culpable negligence 
of a mining corporation that placed no valul' on human life in its greed 
for dividends . 

THE SWITCHMEN'S UNION of ~orth America has declared a 
strike on thirteen railroads of the Northwest. There are about 

2,300 men involved, and from present appearances, the battle will be 
to a finish between the Switchmen's Union and the railr·oad ~ompanies 
involve(! , The Switchmen's Union has asked for an increase of wages, 
a moditicr.r.ion of the physical examination required by railroad eom. 
panics and double pay for overtime, which have been refused. Sinre 
the Switchmen 's Union has declared a strike against the thirteen raiJ. 
ways in the Northwest thousands of men in other industries have been 
thrown out of employment. 

THREE HUNDRED WORKERS were killed at Cherry, and the 
national government does not even send a telegram of condolenc<:. 

One millionaire debauchee is reported lost, and the national government 
sends a revenue cutter and enlists the aid of the entire wireless service. 
Whose government is this ?-Chicago Daily Socialist. 

This is a government of the' trusts and corporations, by the trusts 
and corporations, and for the trusts and corporations. 

A rumor that an Astor, one of the class of privilege, is lost at 
sea, will secure the aid of ~overnment, but lives of laboring men sacri­
ficed to gt·eed does not even cause a ripple at Washington. Why should 
it, when the working people cast their ballots to keep the class of priv­
ilege on the throne of power 1 

THE ATTORNEYS of the St. Paul mine at Cherry, Illinois, wherP. 
. more than 300 miners lost their lives, have declared that the widow~ 
and orphans must be able to identify their dead before they can legally 
claim damages. 

The mining Cirporation is facing damages to the amotmt of $750,­
~000 and all the brilliancy and genius of the legal profession will be 
pitted against the victims who have been bereaved of husbands. fathers, 
tSons and brothers. The majority of the bodies are still in the fatal 
mine, and it is probable that decomposition will make it almost im­
possible for the living to recognize the dead. 

The heartlessness of a corporation can truly be said to be beyond 
!the power of langnage to d•'scribe. 

IN THIS ISSUE of the Miners' 1\Ia~azine, there appears resolutions 
from Globe Miners' Union in condemnation of the editor, on account 

of his silence relative to the troubles of the I. W. W. in Spokane, Wash­
ington. 'I'he I. W. W. has been repudiated by the Western Federation 
of Miners, not only in annual convention, but by a referendum vote of 
the or·ganiza!!on. The editor has no authority to use the official organ 
of the Western Federation of Miners in t>ehalf of au organization that 
has been refused recognition as a bona fide labor organization by the 
W estern F ederation of Miners through a referendum vote. 

If Globe Miners ' Union is looking for worlds to conquer, there is 
an oppor·tunity afforded in the Black Hills, where the Homestake Min­
ing Company has lockrd out ~.500 men, who stand beneath the same 
fla~ as the membership of Globe 1\liners' Union. Globe Miners' Union 
need not go outside the jurisdiction of the Western F ederation of 
Miners to prove its lo~alty to the principles of the labor movement. A 
hattie is now on in the Black Hills and if victory is to be won and the 
r· ig-ht to or·ganize maintained in the Black Hills, it devolves upon every 
member of the organization to concentrate his ener~?ies in behalf of 
the struggle in South Dalwfl:l.

When the Homestake mine was on fire a f ew yearR ago, these men 
took their lives into their hands and rushed into the mine to save the 
p~·operty of . the company. 'l'hey we1·e brave and courageous. and 
Hmched not in the hour of peril to protect the interests of the company, 
but now these men who braved death in their lovalty to the intet·ests 
of a corporation, have been rewat·ck!d with a lockot;t, b~ca use they dared 
to insist upon the right to join hands with their fellow men in an .ot·­
ganization that gives battl e against wrong and injustice. 

Scarcely had the Homestake company declared a lockout, whe11 
an order was sent to the detective agencies to J"ecruit their thu~rs and 
hirelin gs and rush them to the Black Irills, and now, men with " notches 
on their guns. " who glory in their ability and efficiency to kill, are the 
salaried Hessians of the Homestake company. Men who have worked 
for the Homestake company for mot·e than thirty years-men who 
risked their li\·es but a f ew years ago to save the property . of the com-

pany ft·om J est mction-are to be c>~nf.rol?ted with al'lned out laws, in 
the hope that they may be awed and mtmndat.ecl to such au extent that 
they will surrender unconditionally to the despotic dictum of this 
h umauc corpo1·ation. 

The cll'lny of gun rni'n that has been sent to the Black Hills, unde1. 
thP pt·etrxt to gnnrd tht' propt' rty of the H ome.stnke company, has 
been sent for no other ptii'JlOSt' but to create a J'iot. if possible, and 
failin g in c1·eating a riot. a plot will be hat<:hed to Rpl·iug an explosion' 
in 01·der thHt thP Ilomc•stake compan,v ma,v secure the services of ~ 
state militia. 

Durin~ the past "'·eek the p11id agents of the IIomesta ke eon1p11 nv 
have been busily enl-!agt'd in an efl'ort to st ir up race and c1·eed h11 tr('d 
but as yet the efforts of these se rvile c1·eatnres havr failed to produc~: 
the anticipatt'd results. 

FI'Om present indications, the conflict in the Black Hills is a ser ious 
one, 11s the ri~ht of the employe to belong to a lahOl' oq:ranization ha~ 
bt>en chall en~ed by the Ilomestnkc company. 'fhe \Vestem F'ederation 
of .l\'liners ca nnot afford to falter in the present strn~rgle, and it de•. 
volves upon every member of the ot·ganizHtion to stand loyal to the men 
of the Black Ililh;, and in doing so, every me~nber is standing true and 
loyal to himself. 

The "White Slave" fraffic. 
DURING THE PAST several months, there have appeared in the 

. daily journals of tlHJ country many artic les concerning the "white 
slave " triffic. Verbal pictures have been rlrawn of the commercialism 
in human flesh and the depravity of the monsters who follow the voca­
tion of profcssiomll procurers. F'or century aftet· centlll'Y, pulpits have 
rung with the eloquence of priest and [H'eacher in denunciation of that 
degeneracy that debauches the ~entler sex and robs womanhood of the 
pviceless jewel of chastity. But with all the power and influence tl111t 
have been exercised by the t·eligious creeds of the wodd, the sca!'let s in 
flaunts its b1·azen nakedness in every city of the lanJ and no condemnH­
tion from any source seems to be able to cheek the mot·al pestil ence that 
is spreading over the ea rth. 'l'he Christian peopl e• of America are be­
coming a larmed, 11s they behold in the spread of the "white slave" 
traffic an evil of such gigantic proportions m; to threa ten the very 
foundations of the home.

The 
" r{'d light" districts are p()pulatecl with g-irls and women who l1 ave 
been the wa!!e slaves of mills. facto J'i L'S. department stores Hnd swrat 
shops. 

Thr mise rable wages paid hy the " pillars of society" to the girls 
aud womL• u who <U;e forced to work fo1· another throng'h necessity, bids 
for dishonor. The worn and wea r·y victim of long hours and meagre 
wages in mill and factory is eas ily t empted to leave " the st 1·a i~ht /Ill() 

nanow path'' a11d venture fo1·th on the broad road to ruin . 
It is an easy matter for the smooth and .polished hireling of 11 

" white slave" xyndicate, to paint a pictu·,.e of the "~ay life" that will 
appeal to the ~it·l and worn1w who are physically exhausted and who, 
looking into the future. can sel' nothing hut abject povel'ty and ultim­
atcl,v the potter 's field.

It would no doubt make life more pleasant for the numerous horde of 
Goldfield scabs, who are roaming over the country seeking benefits they 
never labored to secure, and, mareover, who have assisted corporations to 
crush their fellowman. A scab would only need to keep clear of secretaries 
and could run around and tell unsuspecting union men of lost cards and of 
having had no opportunity recently to reinstate on account of having been 
in remote camps, and all would be well and people who had known him in 
former davs, before they prostituted their manhood for a JOB and a pat on 
the head bv a scab-herder boss, would hand them a couple of dollars to get 
out of cam]) on if they failed to get work. Many people in Cananea anrl other 
camps take the Magazine, but never see a secretary or are able to attend a 
union meeti ng once a year and they have no other way of knowing "who s 
who and who isn't'" than by reading the pages of the Magazine.

MR. TRACY-Mr. Grier, I don't think that I c·an add very much to what 
I• as been said by Mr. Ryan and Mr. Kirwan . I have been a man that was 
sent here and active ly employed in this work o[ organization. I was sent 
he re for the purpose of thoroughly organizing Lead and making a union camp 
of it. In this respect we have been practically successful. At this time ve ry 
few men remain outside or the union ranks and most of those have s igni­
fied their intention or becoming union men. I have been toltl repeatedly by 
employes of the Homestake Company-by men who claimed to be personally 
acquainted with yourself-that you had no objection whatever to the organiza­
tion of men in the union and that you bad often and re peatedly expressed 
a sentiment In that respect and in that way but that you had positive ly auc.I 
nlways refused to take any part or render any assistance to such organization. 
F'or that reason, as much as any other, I didn't conside r that it would be 
quite proper for me to approach you and discuss the subject, and I had some 
doubt as to whethe r you would lle willing to give me an audience. J pro­
ceeded along such lines as seemed to be best - most practicable for the pur­
rose of accomplishing the object that we had in vi ew. I have been qu es­
tioned a great many tim es about the intended strikes, about increased pay and 
other changing of conditions, and to all of such qu estions I have replied that 
the Lead City Miners' Union of the \Veste ru F ederation ot Miners are not 
contemplating any such course of action. We consid er that the first principle 
cf ll.IljiOnism is the protection of the union men; to protect them In their wagn 
scale and in fair working conditions and In order that it may be effective and 
in affording this protection we consider that it is n ecessary for the union 
to enforce Its jurisdiction, because where a union is unable to enforce Its 
judisdiction, where it Is unable to compel membership or require member­
ship of men employed, it Is at all times possibl~ · for non-union men and es­
Jlecially during times of industrial depression wh en the re are a number of men 
out of employment-there is always present befo~e a man a great te mpta tion 
to go iq' and underbid anothe r wot·ke r and secure the employment away from 
him. That is fr equently spoken of as one of the rights of th e Ame rica n citi­
zen. A great many men appear to be deluded by that. But in reality we 
C'Onsider that It is a mistake. That no more men would be employed in mines 
or factories or on railroarls of a company if the wages were reduced by half 
than there are now employed; simply the living conditions would be r educed 
to tqat much lower extent. I don't know that it Is necessary for me to ex­
plain any further. You gentlemen are probabl y, all of you-Mr. Grie r in par­
ticular-as well aware or what your sentiments arc as you would be if I con­
tinued to explain further. It may be that I have been deceived by pe rsonal 
fi·iends of yours, Mr. Grier. A great many employt>s seem to regMcl you with 
a spirit of love and affection. I have been r epeate•llY told that I had nothing 
to fear of Mr. Grier. That he was certainly a good man-a man we ll thought 
of and respected and loved by practicall y all the citizens of the community 
and, with a few exceptions, pe rhaps that is true. Having these things in 
mind I proceedeu with this work of organization without taking counsel with 
you or in any manner bringing you or the 'Homestake Company into th e mat­
ter at all. I felt that it was fully poss ibl e by preaching and t eachin g union 
sentiments to Induce men to organize and unite with the union, and I hav e 
been successful so far to th e extent that practically the camp is now organ­
ized. I was indeed much surprised wh en I saw the opposition that wa s com­
mg from your side, but at that time I was not in a position t.o withdra w, 
and , in fact, If I had been so Inclined, it would !.ave been thoroughly impos­
:- lble for me to undo the work that I bad already done. Now, I don't know 
that there Is anything more to say on this occas ion. If you have any question s 
to ask I will be pleased to answer them: I don 't know of anything further 
to say. 

MR. JOREY-Gentlemen, I uon't be lieve that I have ,anything to a•ld to 
what has been said by the gentlemen that have preceded me at this tim e. 
If any questions are asked late r on I may be abl e to answer some of them. 
That is all I have to say at this time. 

MR. CHRISTENSEN-Just one little word now. If we can go back and 
r eport that little word "yes" the roof will n early come off that opera house. 
\Ve have probably 98 % of the men who are with us. and they would wish 
for just such a word and the re will be no trou ble . The re will be a rin g of 
the old anvil and the re will be harmony in th e camp. I beli eve the working 
man is right In asldng to that extent, and I know positive ly that it will be 
the greatest joy that this camp has ever seen for that one littl e word. An­
other word, if you please. There is no possibility of troubl e even though a 
number of them want it. The fri ends of th e Homestake mine are into the 
organization. There are men in there that have been he re for years and 
years and they are there ancl will s tay there without any qu estion. There 
Is a suspense at this parti cular time that we mu s t have answer ed, and we 
hope that it is in the affirmative. 

MR. GRIER-First, gentl emen, I want to thank you all mo~t hea rtil y for 
the expressions of personal regard that you ba.v ~ made for m <> . I feel that 
rhey have been since re and I hope that I have merited ; and I hope that 
pe rsonally between all of us th e same feeling will continue. But in this 
case the action taken by the Homestake Mining Company wa:; neithe r hur­

MR. GRIER-\Ve don't want any un sound m «e n. W e strive with all our 
might to take care of the men who are incapacit.:: ted in the serv ice. 

MR. RYAN- I will state that I don't agree wi t h, Mr. Chrbtensen . The 
nnion takes in all who a re wage earn e rs. Anyone that exprl'sses a desire 
t r. join our union we t ake in , wheth e r physically !>ound ·or not. 

MR. CHRISTENSEN-That is not quite what I intended to say . in · 
t Eo< nd ed to say th at we don 't insist upon th em coming ln . 

MR. RY AX-I be li eve lllr . Grier know s that those are rea l! _; the men we 
have no troubl e with. Jt is men who are physically sound an c! we ll ablE> to 
hEo<a r th eir s ha re; that a re too mean, or so mething. That is the way l ta ke 
it. The men who will not join us a re men lik e that."

Not long ago his corporation, the Standard Oil Company, was fined 
million dollars, and for a fe w moments people fa.ncied the heads of the co!

But with that fa ith in the la w whi ch is so note worthy a trait uf "b' 
business" in Ame ri c.ac, th e company t?ok ~n appeal. In due tim e the up~~~ 
court re versed the JUdgment and m Judi c tal language reprimanded the b~ld 
judge of the low er court who had imposed the fin e . 

The <'OUntry. reads . with a live ly interest ~he ne ws that a fed eral court has 
cl.ecreed the dtssolutlon of the Standard Otl Company as a combination in 
res traint of trade, but what int e lligent pe rson expects that the Standard a ·il 's 
monopoly will be broken and fre e competition restored? Who supposes that 
the deci!Jion .w.ill ha~e the effe~t whi~h it is ~esigne.d to have? Who believe 
that the dec tston wtU change lD reality conditions lD the oil market? Who 
thinks that the men who now cont~ol the Standard Oil COIJ~pany will be any 
iE:ss powe rful, any leo.s completely tn control of the oil busmess (of th(· coun­
try, than they were before the decis iort was given? 

There will be an appeal, of course, but even though the judgment of the 
lower court be sustained, the Stand~rd .oil gr?UP will doubtless find a way to 
accomplish tbetr purposes and mamtam the tr present commercial [>osition 

It is one of the curiosities of life in Ame rica that publi c opinion does not 
f- xpect "big business'' to obey the law ond does not expect the Juw or courtH 
to be able effectually to res train '' big bus iness." Public opinion seems to look 
upon the law, in its relation to "big bus iness," much as the ordiuary worldly 

• and sinful Christian looks upon the Sermon on the Mount, rather us th ':! state· 
ment of an ideal than as a prece pt to be obeyed in the ordinary affairs of life. 
:'Big business" has gained in this country a position similar to that once h<:! ld 
JU Europe by the feudal aristocracy.- San Francisco Bulletin.

The well-groomed gentlemen with protuberant stomachs are very anxious 
~:o they say, to improve the condition of the workers. One of them, in an ex· 
traordinary fit of generosity, went so fa r as to announce his perfect willing­
ness to parti ci!late in 11 movement for t he adoption of an employers· l i ~<bility 
law, provided the cost will no• be too high fo r the emplovers, and p rovid ·~d 
a iso that the workme u themseh"es mak~ compensation to themselves for their 
rl eaths and injuries. 

The latte r provi s ion is es:>ential not me rely for reasons or high finance, 
but also for reasons of high politi cs. ll is necessary to fores tall the demP.· 
gogues and Socialists, who would not be satisfied with <'.JilYthing that gener­
ous gentl emen might willingly grant out of the ir own rree will, and who 
would rontinue to ag;itate for a broader law and higher compensation 

Anothe r prOI' ision is deemed equally important. A national Jaw on this 
l:<Ubj ect would not do. In the first pl :\ce, it would es tablish at one stroke 
what it would take a lifetim e or more to accomplish through the fo r ty-five 
Legislatures of as many states. In th e second ph\Ce, a national Jaw would do 
away with the argument, whi ch it is so convenient to bring forward before 
~ t ate legi s lat ive comm ittees , that a proposed Jaw would tend to drive capital 
away from the state to othe r states in which capital Is not hampered hy this 
paternal legislation . And lastly, a national law would be unconstitutional. 

At eve ry turn you meet with that same unanswerable argument : Uncon· 
:' titutional ! 

The talkfest over, the s lave-i n-cbi e r goes back to the slaves. assembled 
lo the numbe r of 30,000 in various halls, and encourages them to strike 
agamst their maste rs , to strike hard, and let their watchword be Union, 
Progress, and No Surrender!

TRUST BUST ING. 

Poor old John D. Rocke fe lle r ! 
Your days are numbe red, your S tandard Oil glory is gone! 
Four U. S. circuit judges have spoken. Their "opinions'' will seal the 

fate of the Standard Oil Trust! 
The Standard Oil Company is dec lared a combine in restraint of trade, 

and the court e njoine d furth e r payment or acceptance of dividends. 
The dec ision of Judges Sanborn, Van Devanter, Hook and Adams of the 

United States Circui t Court of Appeals, sitting in the United States Circuit 
Court he re, in favor of the go\·ernmen t in its suit to dissolve the Standard 
Oil Company, hand ed do wn last Saturday, not only returns the control of its 
num erous s ubsi diary companies to th e ir separate stockholders, but e ffectually 
preclud es th e re-formation of the present holding company. It not only en· 
joins the Standard Oil Company or its r.gents from voting any stock it holds 
in th e subsidiary companies, but al so forbids th e s ubs idiary cnmpanies from 
paying th e Standard Oil Co mpany any dividends on the stock it holds in them. 

Tlle opinion in th e ca:;e, in whi ch ull the judges who sat at the trial in 
St. Louis las t April concu r, was announced in the court h e re by Judge Elmer 
B. Adams and si multaneously in the United States Court at St. Paul by Judge 
Walter H. Sanborn, who wrote the opin ion. The opinion, and a separate con· 
curring opinion by J udge vVilliam c. H ook. were fil ed with Ci rcuit Clt:rk 
Gray. The decree of the court allows t he Standard Oil Company thirty day s 
in whi ch to take an appeal to th e ll nited States Supreme Court and stipulates 
a $511,000 bond conditioned to ope ra te as a s upe rsedeas. Unless th e decree is 
reversed or modifi ed by th e Supreme Court it will take e ffect . thirty days 
after th e final deci:;ion of the Supreme Court. That the S ta ndard Oil Com· 
pa ny will take an apj..leal is a foregone conclusion, as John B. Milburn of New

They are lay ing 
out quite a sizeabl e nava l program and most feverish activity Is being man!· 
t ~>Rted in the a r senals and drill grounds. They h ave ev idently realized that 
a fourteen-Inch gun Is a commer cial agen t of the first-class in these days of 
high-tariff armor-plate. 

They have a plentiful suppl y of ch eap , efficient and durable labor vowet· 
on tap and t hey do not altogether l eave i t to the Lord to t each the worker 
h is "p~oper station ." They are not h ampered by any effete code of "commer· 
cia! morality," They are going to make t heir own rules for t he game, lln• l 
th ey are gettin g ready to enforce "fair play, an open market, and let the 
l •est man wln.''-Western Clarion.
