THE EMPLOYER of labor pays the salaries of spies in the unions 
and such a traH in the makeup of the employer shows that he rec­

ognizes "the identity of interest" between the exp loiter and exp loited 
and furni~hes the further '{>roof that the capitalist is the soul of honor 
in dealing with men who 1'ecognize in the union a stronghold for the 
working class. 

I N 'l'HE PRESS DISP A'l'CHES of last week, a report was made 
that the steerage passengers on steamships were subjected to the 

vilest insults and so flagrant and bt·ntal had become the immorality of 
~he crew of steamships in the presence of steerage passengers, especially 
m the pre~ence of women, that Congress has been appealed to to adopt 
some measure to protect defenseless women from human brutes. 

Under this murderous civilization, virtue clad in calico has but 
little protection, and all the powet· and influence of the teachings of 
Christianity seem to be futile in planting in the heart of man a rever­
ence for the purity of womanhood. 

A l;L 'l'RE POWER of the American Fedenttion of Labor is to be 
directed towards improving the conditions of the overworked and 

ill-paid slaves of the steel trust. The officials of the Federation have 
discovered that they must gird themselves in the armor of battle if the 
labor movement is to be saved from destruction throu~h a reluctance to 
measure steel with the corporate giants. Again, it is announced that 
the American Federation of "Labor propses to stand behind the strikers 
in the railway service and, if reports are based on truth, there is liable 
to be a battle in the world of mdustry that will be felt from ocean to 
ocean. 

RICHMOND PEARSON HOBSON, Democratic Congressman from 
Alabama, the soldier and statesman who won deathless fame on 

account of his willingness to kiss and be kis.'lcd, has delivered his usual 
war speech to the House of Representatives. Hobson clamors for the 
building of six battleships per annum, regardless of the fact that the 
government of the United States is running behind about $75,000,000 
per year. 

Hobson recognizes the fact that the powerful nations of the earth 
must have markets, and to e->tablish markets may bring on a struggle 
that will be world-wide. 

The only way by which a war can be avoided is a r efusal on the 
part of the laboring people of the world to engage in a confliet pre­
cipitated by a master class that is growing more hnn gry for profits. 
If common humanity in every nation on earth had a grasp of the evils 
that grow out of the present hellish system, there ·would be no more 
battleships built, nor would there be any furth er demand for gatling 
guns and cannon . 

F EDERAL JUDGE Smith McPherson, who, after going on a junket 
to Mexico in a special train supplied by the railt"oads, knocked 

out the two-cent railroad fare law in :\Jissouri , bas been called on to 
do more to square the bill for the train. H e was called to Iowa to sit 
there in place of a judge whose jurisdiction was in that state, the pur­
pose being that be might serve the railroads by knockin g out the Iowa 
two-cent law. He did it on November 29th, at Des Moines, granting 
a temporary injunction forbidding th•! Cedar Rapid<; and Iowa City 
Railway and Light Company from complyin g with the Iowa two-cent 
fare law. The action came through a snit instituted by :\Trs. Elizabeth 
McClintock, of Haverford, Pa. , a stockholder of the com pany. who 
brought suit to have the law annulled. There are th1·ce astonishing 
features in the ease : First, a F ederal ,Judge nssumes power not only 
to set aside law, but also to authorize disobedience to law. Second, a 
railway company has power to transfer a judge from one state to an­
other in order to get one who will obey its will. Third, a capitalist of 
Pennsylvania has power to go into Iowa and secure the annulling of an 
Iowa law. What is law worth, anyhow, in the sirrht of cap italism 1 It 
must beware or it will teach that disrespect for law which will prove 
in the end its own undoinrr.- Appea l to Reason. 

D URI~U 'l'JI}<; PRESENT session of Congress it is presumed that 
a law will be enacted imposi~g heavy penalties on those who en. 

gage in the "white slave" traffic. 'fhe evidence submitted to Congress 
shows that the traffic extends over a vast portion of the earth and that 
the syndicate in this country is now reaping $30,000,000 annually 
through the importation of girls for immoral purposes. ' 

Under tb'is civilization a girl has become an article of merchandise 
and she is sold for profit with as little scruple of conscience as a dairy­
man manifests in selling embalmed milk to poison babies to swell the 
receipts of th.e undertaking fraternity. 

In America, the divorce evil has reached such proportions that 
fear is felt for the stability of the home and with all the legislation 
that can be devised by statesmen, and with all the influence that can 
be exercised by the church, the pestilence has spread, until the law. 
makers of a nation are commanded to place upon the statute books a 
law that it is hoped will raise the moral standard of the race. Sta­
tistics show that more than 500,000 women in the United States are 
social outcasts and this awful situation confronts us, regardless of the 
fact that Soci:a.lism has not yet come to "destroy the home."

ton that the Immigration Bureau would send an inspector to Portu. 

gal to obtain workers for the coffee planters in Hawaii, whose Japanese 
laborers bad 1become rebellious and had engaged in strikes. 

Later in the same month it was repo1·ted that the Hawaii terri. 
torial government was negotiating with a contractor from Vladivostok 
for the importation of Russian laborers to take the place of the Japanese. 

'Thus did both the national and the territorial government come to 
the aid of the planters, thereby manifesting their perfect neutrality in 
the war of classes and~ above all, their invincible hatred of paternalism. 

The Russian laborers have arrived. In their ignorance of the 
language, laws and local conditions, they are as helpless as were the 
Japanese whom they displaced. A friend in need is found. A Russian 
entomologist, •employed by the United States government on the terri. 
torial experiment station, goes among the new arrivals and enlightens 
them as to the situation. Thereupon government spies report that he 
is sowing dissatisfaction and creatin g disrP.gard for the new country 
amo?g the arrivals, and he is promptly dismissed from the government 
servlCe. 

'l'hus is the impartiality of the government between labor and 
capital demonstrated beyonn the possibility of doubt.-New York Call.

editorial by declaring that the armed assass in of the Utah Copper Com­
pany was fm·eed to shoot the Greek in se lf defense. Was the Greek, 
while r eturnin g from work, equipped with a deadly weapon that placed 
the life of the licensed murderer of a corporation in jeopardy T 

In the former editorial the Press-Bt1lletin had not discovered that 
any crime hadl been committed by the Greek. save the crime of purloin­
ing a few cents' worth of coal from the { t.ah Copper Company, and 
the Greek, instead of resisting an officer, attempted to escape. The 
Press-Bullet in lays stress on the fact that the Greek was a "foreigner ' 
and because he committed the crime of theft, he was an outlaw un· 
worthy of any consideration from the hands of a man upon whose 
breast a corporation had fastened the badge of a deputy sheriff. 

The cry of "foreig-ner " by the Bulletin is merely made to arouse 
race prej udi cP, and t!Hongh an appeal to prejudice, the editor of the 
Bulletin hopes to hide his infamy. An appeal to race prejudice is 
l ike an appf'nl to patrioti<>m, and becomes "the last refuge of a scoun­
drel." 

The Lock-Out Must Be Defeated. 
W. liE~ THIS ISSUE of the ~ l n:,!azine sliall 1·eaeh the hands of its 

r eaders, the locked-out miners of the Hmnestakc l\Iining Com­
pany will l1ave been idle a month. They have been loeked out simply 
because they refused to yield obedience to the dcc 1·ee of a corporat ion 
that bas declared that unionism among its emph,ycs will no lon ger he 
tolerated, A eorporat.ion that refu.-es to recof!nize the right of it'l em­
ployes to come together in an organization for their mutual welfare 
and advancement. has no faith or belief in human lihe1·ty. The man 
beneath the canopy of an American sky who is denied the p1·ivilegc of 
mingling with his associates as a member of a labor movement is as 
much oppressed as the crushed victim of Hussian despotism, \\'ho is 
haunted by the fear that he will meet dea th by the hullet of the Uos­
saek, who executes the 01·ders of a Cza t· . There is but little difft' l'ence 
in dea th bv the hnllet and death bv staryation. onlv that death hv the 
former mr:tlwd is more humane a~d mrrcifnl. - · 

But, rrgardless of the faet that the Jlonwst ~tkc :\linin g Company 
has issued an edict of starvation. the men of the Black H ills are stand­
in g firm and loyal to their convictions of ri¥1tt, and will n«'ver snhm it 
!o _the imperial mandate of this tl ehumnniz,•d eorporation, as long as 
1t 1s po~s1ble to keep body and soul to(!rthcr in the battle for the su-

premacy of principle. 'l'he men of the Black Hills realize that if the 
llomestake l\Iiining Company can estahlish its dictnm that no employe 
shall be a member of a labor organization, tht•n such a company can im· 
pose and es tablish other precedent" as o1l ious as the hellish lock-out 
that has for its object not only the sta rvin~ of employes, but the starv­
in g of women and children, in the hope that the wan and haggard faces 
of loved ones may weaken the coura ge of husbands and fathers. No 
more brutal mandate has ever been issued hv any trust or corporation 
in this country than that of the I-Iomest ake.l\Iin.ing Company. Many 
men of the Black Hills have believed thnt this co rporation bad some 
g-ene rous feelin gs towards the employe8 whose labor has made mill!ons 
for the H ea rst family and ot her fortunate stoeldwlders, who have lJVed

long been organized for production; its toil and genius have solved 
these problems, now the problem of distribution is to be solved. 

Who shall enjoy the wealth created by labor ~ Shall the worker be 
satisfied with a crust, half a loaf, or the whole cheese 1 Yonr answer 
to that question is the measure of your manhood. What is it 1 

YOU want all that YOU produce. 
But your wants must be limited by your power to satisfy them. 

You have not the power of dollars, so you must call the power of num­
bers to your aid- -and each of those who join you will claim an equal 
share. YOU can only have your full product upon condition that every 
person has theirs. You cannot be free until every chain has fallen. 

Where will the battle be fought 1 
This is a fight for the wealth of a world. The battle will be fought 

where that wealth is created, in mine, mill and factory, by the economic 
organization of your class. It will not be won in a day. The points 
at issue arising out of that conflict touch every member of civilized 
society. Never stop with the idea that you are only concerned with 
the battle in your industry OT' locality. Your direct strugglP is for the 
product of labor. but that is the life blood of civilization. You seek to 
control it. He who does that decides what shall live and what shall 
perish. 

Your vision must include every one who renders useful services 
to manlrind. You are building the structure of a new society, there 
are to be no strangers to its benefits, no voiceless ones in its councils. 
There is but one place where every voice may be heard, every will 
registered, and that is on the political field at the ballot box. You will 
receive wisdom from them, they will gain strength from you. • 

Your interest is to be the directing force of the future, your will 
is to be its law, but that day will not dawn until your interests are liS 

wide as a world 's welfare and your will the common desire. 
There is but one body fit to write the laws of a whole people. and 

those are the chosen representatives of the toilers. 
You have interests on the political field that you cannot afford to 

neglect. There are vicious laws that should be repealed and measures 
that the common dictates of hnmanitv demand should be enacted into 
law. On the political field you can · reach the entire population. ac­
quainting them with the wrongs you suffer and the r elief you need. 
You may place men in the governor's chair and the 'Vhite Honse who 
will refuse to use the troops to shoot you into submission , put men on 
the judge's bench who will not tie your hands with an injunction. bnt 
will make the law a shield for the weak rather than the weapon of the 
strong, and finally you can send your representatives to legislative and 
congressional halls where you who have heen sil ent so lon g may speak 
to all men and write on the statute books the laws that will recogniz<' 
nature 's title deeds-place in the calloused hands of the toile1·s the 
wealth of the world. 

But if an enlightened self-interest will ll.'ad yon to tlw political 
field , the instinct of self-preservation will compl.' l you to 1111itt> on the 
economic field in the union of your industry. A gO\'I.' l'llllll'llt in which 
the people have no voice is a despotism: an industry in which the 
workers have no control is an industrial dr1> potism whose tyrRllll,Y is 
farther reachin g and more oppressive than any govrnnncn tal dl.'s potism 
that history records. The basis of all injustice is economic. 

Men are called free in this countrv because they have a voiee in 
the selection of the men who write the iaws of the country. Through 
these laws they are supposed to be able to make conditions what they 
wish them to be. But a new power has arisen in this con11try to whieh 
our fathers wet·e strangers-the power of combined capital. The con­
dition tmder which the millions of this country live are not determined 
in legislatures or congress-it is in the dil'ectors' rooms of great cor­
porations. The acts of that body have more effect on your life thnn 
that of any legislative body ~an have. Whl.'n they decide what mtges 
they will pay you, they decide at the same time what kind of food you 
shall eat, what kind of clothing you shall wea r. and the sort of honse 
you shall live in. In each case you will choose about the cheapest you 
can get, not because you like it but because circumstances compel it. 

Farther than this it determines the education which your children will 
receive. They are taken out of school and put to work, not because 
you at·e without a father 's instincts, hut because your wage will not 
suppOL·t your family. 

'l'hrough the long hom·s that ar·e required and the high speed main­
tained, men are driven to the point of exhaustion for a wage that will 
barely sustain life. 

Men cannot forfeit the right to speak and decide upon every ques-
1 ion affecting their interest. Where the voice of a class is not heard 
their interests are not considered. Where it is not granted it must be 
won . Every dollar in dividends is so much withheld from the workerR ' 
just recompense ; every increase in wages is at the expense of the em. 
ployer- he gives just as little and takE-s just as much as possible. 

Your wages in the copper mines of Michigan are practically the 
s11me that they were twenty years a~o. During that time the amount 
of labor required for a shift's work has practically doubled. 'l'he 
uecessaries of life cost about twice as much as they did at that time. 

Not satisfied with this terrific exploitation, they are preparing still 
other hardships. Only recently they have taken one of the skilled 
men from the machines and replaced him with a helper at $45 per 
month. The price per fathom was $7.50. 'l'hey inform you that you 
can have all that you make above the cost of your helper. When pay. 
day comes you find that the price per fathom has been reduced to $:1; 
standing alone, you are powerless to prevent it. 

Capitalists are quick to learn and act. A change that lessens the 
eost of production in one mine will quickly be followed in all. 

What are you going to do about it T 
'l'hroughout the West your brothers have established the eight­

hour day in and about the mines, with a. minimum wage of $3 pel' day, 
exceeding $4 for skilled labor in many instances. 

That is the fruit of organization. 
There has never been any legis lative interference with the rate of 

wages in this country. 'l'hc eight-hour day was almost universa ll.v 
established bv the union befoy·e it was enacted into law. The workers 
Juwe fou ght the great battles for industrial betterment in the mine anri 
f11ctot·y before th f> ir interests were recognized in legislative halls. 

No law for the protection of the wot·kers is obeyed anywhere except 
where they have an economic organization stron g enough to compel its 
enforcement. 

The capitalist is Mcused of haYing brains. Nothing so well t~lli ­
fies the intelligence of the capitalist class as the perfection of their 
m·ganization . All its splendid machinery has but one purpose-thP. 
making- of profits; in the pursuit of them they know neither jnstire 
nor pity. Out of your poverty they have coined their millions and 
ft·om your long hours of toil they have won leisure. Their appettite 
)( t·ows by what it feeds upon. They are ever demandin g more. 

How much more can you give Y 
'l'he combinations of capital are becoming eve t· more coloss tl - a 

eopper trust looms large on the horizon. When the mines of the West 
a re united with those of Michi gan under a common management thet·c 
will be a tremendous effort to reduce all to a common level. In this 
rrisis the Western miners appeal to you to save them from the miser~' 
of your lot by helping to raise your conditions to the Western standard. 

Yon must rise to their level or they will be dragged down to yonrs. 
and their fall will send you to still lower depths. 

You cannot escape the conflict. You can only perish like a craven­
hearted coward or fi ght like a man. 

Come, join with us under the banner of the Western F ederation 
of Miners, an organization that has done more to shorten the hours of 
labor, increase wages find improve conditions for the workers of the 
West than all other agencies combined. What has been accomplished 
there can be done here. 

Come with us, and by the splendor of Freedom's glorious cause 
we will write a page of histor.v luminous with the toilers' hope-a page 
without a blotch of blood, withont the stain of t ears.

Legislature Will Not Protect Virtue. 
DURING THE PAST SEVERAL WEEKS nra rly a ll tile daily 

journals throu ghout the Unitr d States lwve contained lengthy 
telegraphic reports concerning the "whitt' sl an~ ' ' traf{1 1'. and the evil 
has reached such proportions that Congress is expt>r tr d tn dra ft and 
enact a measure having for its o h.i N•t the supprt>ssion of tliP tl'affic 
that is netting $30,000,000 per aWlll lll tu a syndicate. This syu dicate 
is made up of men that an· a power in t he wMld of finance and politics, 
but the pestilence of white slavery is sprcatlin g so rapidly th at even 
subsidized journ alism roniJ no longer remain si lent. The following 
editorial in a late issue of the Denver Express is vigorous and shows 
that virginity being sold for profit has at least aroused the people to 
demand legislation. The Express i.s among the few journ nls in the 
country that has come ont boldly and plaec:>d its seal of eclitOJ·i 11 l rnn­
demnation against the sale of virtue to enrich a svndir.ate. 

The editorial, undet· the caption, "'l'wo Kin.ds of 'Vhite Slflws." 
is as follows: 

"Perhaps no publ ie dor n11 ment nf recent years is lllOJ'e sta dlin~ 
or will receive ntnr<' instant 1mblic attention than that of tlw senntP in ­
vestigating committee on white slavery.

0f girls into slavery is unbelievable. · ~ ,... 

"There is sornrthing Rhnnt thnt r rpo1t that :tirs onr inHt!!in ntion 
and arouses in onr heartH a pm·pose to wipe ont this shamefu l trnl'fi<;. 

"Undoubtedly the nwn as well as the women will at once demand 
that Congl'ess do something to stop this traffic. 

"Our blood boils wh en we see ~~i ri s sold as cattle. There is some­
thing tan gible in a repot·t that shows their value to vice. The sale of 
a. gi rl, whether French or Japanese. for $600 is a matter that will nt 
once bring forth im;t ant and insistent demands that the exploiters of 
v irtue be curbed and if possible suppressed. 

" It might be more effect ive if thc.<;e sa me senators who have done 
snch valiant work in th is matter had probed further. They might 
have delved into the slavery of American girls and brought forth the 
fact that they are sold MTTCH 1\'fORE ('JTEA PJ_.~Y than those importea 
from abroad.. 

' 'Perhaps this is too mueh from st> nators who framed a tariff bill 
tha t will add to the long procession of Anwriean ~?irl s who are wa lking 
the same path along which thPsr foreign girls are driven. 

"Unfortunately we have nut lwfore onr eyes the tan gible, con­
crete form of a slave driver and exploiter, bnt the girls who take the 
path know that the sl:wrry is .inst as eomplete, even tho11gh poverty. 
low wnges and the robberirs of PriviiPgr are the influences which SELL 
het· honot· and her hodv. 'l'he Alrlrirh tm·ifl' bill for instance, added 
to the priec of clothes· and those al'tieles of wea; whieh have become 
nltnost an esscntin l to tlw working- gi rl.

In such words August Belmont of the Civic federation forecasts his coun­
try's future. The man on horseback must come to awaken and rebuild the 
country. 

The Socialist who speaks of bullets Is furiously upbraided. 
The wretched, underfed, half insane toiler, who speaks of bombs is 

mobbed. 
August Belmont, who speaks of the coming of the man on horseback, is 

considered a patriot. 
Wbat, then, does this man on horseback mean? It means Cossacks. mass 

murder. It means riding down men, women and children. It means the abo­
lition of the constitution, of the courts, of the laws. It means the reign of 
brute power, overturning of republican government and the beginning of ab­
solutism and tyranny. 

Had Sam Gompers, John Mitchell, or any other labor leader; had Eugent" 
l;>ebs, Victor Berger, or any other leader of Socialism said that labor would 
maintain its rights by the use of the rifle, what vials of wrath would not be 
poured on their beads? 

Bishops, university presidents, bankers and editors would have flayed and 
crushed these men to atoms. 

Yet, August Belmont can calmly threaten thf-1 poor with the coming r.t 
the man on horseback and no bishop, university pres ident or editor condemn\: 
him.-The Free Press. 

WARES. 

The most prominent feature of society as at present constituted is that 
it if! a world of wares. Everything is for sale. F:veryone a huckster. Selling 
their own wares or another's. Their own labors or the crystallized sweat of 
another's. Not only vendors of wares, but of human flesh and blood, an(t 
themselves vendible. Courtier and courtesan, artist and artisan, all trans­
rormed by the alchemy of gold to the common level of commodities. Man'!> 
"honor'' and woman's "virtue"; genius Pnd thuggery; all alike. "Every man 
has his price," and also everything the hand of man fashions or the heart of 
man desires. 

Yet few have ever stopi,Jed to enquire wha: de termines the price, and 
most of the few have been content to blame it on the trusts. the railways, or 
Providence. 

To go further seems simple ;mough on the s:1rface. We see rh e price of 
a commodity rise when that commodity is scarce, fall when it is plentiful, 
hence we say that the condition of supply and demand gove rns the price. Yet 
there is more behind that, for, with the money we receive in selling a com­
modity, we buy other commodities, so that the sale and purchase amount ac 
tually to a barter or exchange of commodities for one another-a trade. 

Whence arises afresh the question, what determines the exchange rela­
tion of commodities to one another? On what basis can they be compared in 
value? They are more varied than the hues of I he spectrum. They are of 
stone and steel, wood and wool, of paper, of gold, of clay, of a ll materials to 
be found upon the earth, and many of no mate•·ial, but purely abstract. In 
no respect do they resemble one anothe r, neither in weight or form, color or 
consistency. Nothing common to all anywhere m eets the eye. 

Yet one thing hidden they all contain- and one thing alon e-human labor. 
Without labor none of them could have any !Je ing. The raw materials or 
which they are composed, have, untouched by labor, no value and no price . 
When labor has discovered and developed a ne w territory, its natural re­
sources become salable. A demand arises for them as po tential as means of 
production and of exploitation. As labor, delv ;ng into nature'R treaRures, 
fashions the raw materials to the uses of men, th ey, too, become salable 
wares with a price, varying in accordance with their scarcity and ple ntitude, 
but with a value determined by the labor necessary to produce th em. 

The laborer receives in wages less than the value his labor creates. The 
difference, the unpaid labor, is the profit of the r~ap itali sts . 

With the same process taking place on a nati cnal and international seal~ 
we have profits be ing taken in variou'l fi e lds of production whose averag~> 
gives us the average rate of profit. 

When the price of any commodtty ri ses above the prices of com moditi es 
of similar value, the profit in thE> production of that commodity rises above 
the average rate of profit, and so tends to attract capital, ever profit-hungry, 
to that field of production. The greate r the rise the ~tronge r th P attrac tion. 
The production of that brand of commodity is accdPrated beyond the r equire· 
ments of the market and the price fall s below the prices of commodities of 
'similar value, cancelling the previous rise. 

Thus the law of value asserts itself indirectly and by roundabout meth­
ods. bringing commodities in the long run to exchange one with another at 
their exchange values.-Western Clarion. 

AWAKE YE SLAVES. 

(W. R. Hibberd in Cotton's Weekly.) 

Some working plugs get very indignant and Pxcitable wh en the Socialist 
tells them and exp lains to them that they are s laves, and the working mule 
always denies the fact. While it is ni ce to think you are fr ee, your thinking 
does not alter that you are slaves, both me ntally and phys ically, a slave in 
body and mind . Your lives are one of miRerabl c slavery from morning till 
night; from the cradle to the grave. You die, ne ver knowing what It is tn 
have lived. You set that alarm to waken you in the morning, you get up 
and don your shoddy clothes; you get some adult erat ed food in your s toma ch, 
race down to your workshop (I mean hi s fa ctory) with the fear of being late 
and getting fired haunting you. The re you toil in conditions that are not fit 
tor pigs. You keep at it for ten or twelve hours , wasti ng your \·e ry life, wea r­
Ing out your bones, giving your blood away for anoth er man to Jive in spien­
dor, and all you get for your wear and tear of your body and mind is a mi ser· 
able pittance of a wage enough to kee p you ali v~ and bring you back next 
morning to toil on once more; to create more profits for your boss . 

How in the name of common sense can you h·~ free when you have to go 
cap in hand saying, "Please give me a job" ? How is it that you cannot work 
when you are anxious and willing to work? How ;s it that the boss fires you 
when you want to keep your job? The reason is you don't own a job. The 
hoss owns thP job and the boss owns you, but your boss is very wi ee. \Vhen 
he finds he cannot make profit out of your hid e , he throws you on the scrap 
heap. You see, the only difference bet ween a wage: slave and a mule is, the 
mule is well housed and well fed and well cared for. . If th e mule is not 
well cared for he begins to ki ck, but th e wage s laves are differe nt . The m ore 
you ill·abuse th em the more submiss i\·e t hey become. They a rp all ill · 
treated, abused and threatened with une mploy me-nt and stanation and yet 
t he re are only a few who have th e audacity nnd imprud ence to ki r k. They are 
lhe di scont Pnted wage s laves, the Soeia lists , men who are free in mind, if 
:< la ,·es in body . The Socia li st rea li;,es he is a .<lave and so in the class in 
wbieh he belon g~:~. \Ve know e very artic le we make in th e w ork:;hop is for 
tbe benefit of an Idler, who will suc k our blood un ti l we wo rk<:>rs unit !' politi · 
cal!y and ~<ay . "The means of prod uction are 0\1 \'S. Th P world now he longs 
to us, and ynu. Mr . Capi tali st , if you want to <>at. yo u mu st work. " The So­
<:lall s t pa rt ~ Is organir.Nl to put an end to wage slavery for '\·e r. Our mt>an B 
to tl1 <' (' 11<1 IS at pre;wnt t h ~ ballot, hlll if th ey. th <> ruling c l a~s, t ake from us 
th e ballot, other nwthod s wtll be e mployed . If the ruling claHs us<:>s any m ei b-

ods of suppression, we shall use equally ef~ective methods of retaliation. AI· 
though the Socialists are out flghtmg the fight of lhe workers, it is not on! 
our fight, but your fight, and strange to relate, we Socialists, get all kind J 
abuse from the worke rs themseh•es, who have not. the moral courage to get 
10 line and fight with us for us; but we do not ll-:!ed that kind of man in tbt! 
ranks of th e Socialists. We do need men, but they must be men worthy oi 
the iitle. You must realize that you ar~ slaves, you are bought on the mar. 
ket like any othe r commodity. The only differe nce is that you are measure<! 
ty the clock Instead of the scales. If you would like to be free and if You 
are anxious to be fr~e. why th ~ way is easy and ~i~nple .. If you workers unite 
~·our~:~elves together Ill one solid body on the polttlcal f1eld with the Socialist 
1mrty, you can get freedom. You will own your job; you will own your lives 
and own collectively the whole earth and its fullness. People will cease to 
starve in the midst of plenty, for they will have access to the plenty. The)' 
will own the machinery of production, whi ch will prove a blessing instead 01 
as It now is a curse. We are slaves to the machine, but the time is not fa~ 
ahead when the machine shall be our s lave. You cannot brutalize a ma­
chine, like the slaves of the machine. The machine is all right. There Is 
only one thing wrong with It, that is, the ownership of the machine. Whil· 
there is private ownership of the machine, there must and always will bf'" 
private ownership of the workers of the machinery of production. Now what 
tlo you intend to do about it? Are you always going to boast of your i~agin­
ary freedom? Or will you throw in your lot with the Socialists, who are organ. 
ized to emancipate the working class from wage slavery and establish free­
dom, liberty and democracy? 

BREAKING THE VENEER. 

"Scratch the most civilized man and you will uncover a savage," is as 
true of nations and societies as of individuals. All tbe conventions by which 
eociety is 1 egulated are but veneers that crack off when scratched by the class 
struggle. 

The right of free speech, of assemblage, of a free press, of asylum, -of 
trial by jury, are supposed to be the most fundamental guarantees of the pres­
ent social organization. They are commonly said to be the very foundations 
of our government structure. They are imbedded in the constitution to insure 
against interference by changing legislative bodies. They are the deepest 
layers of our veneer of civilization. 

While society runs on smoothly they are guaranteed to all, and any one 
who would lay bands upon these rights would receive slight consideration. 

But a great struggle like that between chattel slave owners and wage 
slave hirers comes along. Then these rights are tossed to the winds. Aboli · 
tionist papers are refused the mails. Abolition speakers are dragged through 
the streets by mobs. A fugitive slave law brushes aside the right of trial 
by jury for certain classes. 

Finally this question Is submitted to the •·stern arbitrament of blood and 
iron." Then it is settled. Then for a time these rights are respected. The 
social veneer is restored to its previous highly polished state. 

Now a new social struggle is on . The work ers seek to free tbemselve~ 
from the thrall of wage s lavery. At firs t no heed is paid to their efforts. The 
position of the social rule rs is not threatened. Then the organizations of labor 
grow strong. Its literature pe netrates into every corner of working class 
c:onsciousness. Strikes and a growing Socialist vote threaten the profits of 
the masters. 

Then the veneer falls off. Free speech is no longer permitted. Those 
who attempt to exercise it, as at Spokane, are thrust into jail and treated to 
medieval tortures. A fre e press is des troyed. To be connectetd with a paper 
t.hat defends free speech becoms a "criminal con·;piracy." 

A monstr like Diaz is gi\·eu the highest honors and criticisms of his atro· 
clUes become treason. The right of asylum Is refns t>d when political offenders 
are criticising In other countries evils which also exist within our own boun­
dari es. 

The trade union fight invades the sacred precincts of profits. The righ t 
of free speech, free press and trial by jury are t03SPd aside as if they did not 
ha ve the sanction of centuri es behind them. The \ e ry judge who is pledged to 
maintain precedent, and s pends most of his life trying to hold the presf: at 
within the cabined confines of the past, suddenly breaks with all precedent 
and tosses a s ide rights bought by centuries of blood and suffering in order 
that a ruling class may be undisturbed in its reign. 

These are the things that are happe ning today. The veneer of civilization 
is cracking at Washington, In Spokane, along the Mexican border, wherever 
r.apitatlisrn fsels itself in danger. 

The veneer is cracking and the sa\·agery of class rule stands revealed. 
This is at bottom good. The savagery may not be pleasant to look upon; 

but that it stands re vealed is a sign that the socie ty of privilege and explol· 
tation upon which it rests is being bent and torn In the stress of a clase 
conflict that is destroying only to build better than before.-Cbicago Daily 
Socialist. ·
