On December 26th, 1908, Helper Miners' Union No. 237 of the 
Western Federation of Miners, sent out, and caused to be circulated 
among the members of organized labor generally, a circular letter und~r 
the seal of the Helper~' Union No. 237, declaring that Jame..<; Peretto, a 
member of Trinidad Miners' Union No. 198, of the Western Federation 
of Miners, was a Pin~erton and a spy and in the employ of the C. F. & 
I. Co. Brother Peretto appealed to the Executive Board for an investi­
gation, and after his accusers had been given a bearing by the said 
board, it was found that they had no evidence to substantiate the 
charges which they had circulated against Brother Peretto, and the 
Executive Board demanded a retraction of said charges by the Helper 
Miners' Union, and the following is an 'action taken by the H elper Min­
ers' Union on the 13th day of this month, they admitting and acknowl­
edging that they are unable to produce any evidence in substantiation 
of the charges which they circulated against Peretto.

Joseph D. Cannon of Bisbee Miners' Union and James Devlin of Ana­
conda Mill and Smeltermen 's Union, left Denver last Sunday to attend 
the annual convention of the United Mine Workers of America, which is 
now being held at Indianapolis, Indiana.

The membership of the new organization, who are pledged to 
starve themselves in order that the trusts may be "busted," should be 
sentenced to asylums for the cm·e of crumbling intellects. 

THE DELEG.A'l'ES of the United Mine Workers o~ America are 
now holding their annual convention at Indianapolis. 
'l'he United Mine Workers is the most powerful, numerically 81ld 

financially, of any labor organization in America and the work of the . 
convention will be watched with interest by the labor movement of the 
country. 

Delegates elected at the last annual convention of the Western 
F ederation of Miners are now attending the convention at Indianapolis 
and it is safe to predict that the attendance of the delegates from the 
Western Federation of Miners will bring about a solidarity between the 
coal and metal miners that will strengthen unionism throughout the 
country,

The Alarm Is Spreading. 
W HEN :MILLIONAIRES and multi -millionaires are beginnin~ 

to look into the so-called "full dinner-pail" of the working­
man and then give expression to a f eelin g of alarm, it is proof positive 
that the exploiter is beginnin g to r ecognize the fact that the s igns of the 
times indicate danger. 

Stephen B. Elkins, United States senator and ma ny times mil­
lionaire, expressed himself a short time ago as follows: 

" Food, shelter and clothing are the three absolute ef';sent ials of 
every family. as shelter includes fu t>l," sa id Senator Ell · ins. " The 
cost of all thi s has advanced alarmingly. 'fhcy are absolutely fnnda · 
mental to comfort and health. 

" It is not to be wondered that the people nre concerned about 
conditions. I hear from it constantly. Men compla in to rue that 
wages are not keeping pace with the cost of livin g and that theil' fam­
ilies lll"f' in st raits in consequence. Yrt so far as my own business is 
conccm cd, the r eturns from it are not such as to 'Htrrant me in put­
ting up wages. 

"What is to be done in such a situation ? I look npon it ns the 
function of statesmanship-or whatewt· you may call it- when it is 
clearly p erceived that a disaster is thrratenin g the whole nati on of 80,-
000,000 p eople, to attempt to do what can be done to afford a 1·emedy. 

"As to the increased cost of livin ~. Con~r·ess at least ran find out 
some of the causes and make them known . ·what those causes are I am 
not prepared to say. F or one thin g. we a re living in an a ~c of ex­
travagance. Speculation is rife. The r xpansion of the r ntT<' ncy i'i llp­
ply and the increased production of gold, no doubt, are fartors. All 
these fa cts t end to make higher prices. 

"The countr·y is being settled so fa . t an d th~ population is grow­
ing so rapidly-especially the nrban popul ation- that we are rearh ing 
a state where agricultnral production is tested by the dt' IIHlnJs of Olll' 

own people 
"Nations do not exchan ge ~old, they ex<•hange commorli t ies. Om· 

r.ousumption of wheat is up to the limit of production and we have 
prartieally .:caseJ exporti ng. Of course, we sent abroad cotton to the 
valne of $!100.000,000 or more but we pay ont $200,000,000 a year to 
fo1·cign ship owners. 

"American tourists tal<e $100.000,000 a broad cYeJ·y y ca 1·. 'J'lwy 
spend much of it in luxury and extravagance. Labo1·ers send back to 
the old country every year $100,000,000. W c send $;)0,000,000 out of 
tlie country every year for Chl'istmas presents. Altogether we p a.v out 
in one way and a.nothet· in actual money which gors ahroafl, abont 
$500.000,000 every year. In t en yra rs this mt•ans $i"i,OOO,OOO.OOO. 

"This drain is doubtlc:s one of the causes of inct'f•nsed cost of liv­
ing and failure of w agrs to keep pace : and thct·e are many contribu­
tory causes. \Ve. must own our own ships and we must come to more 
economical ways of livin g. 

"Think how we aJ'C wasti ng money in comparison wi th the 
Freu ch ! You don 't see the ave rage Frenchman goi ng travelin g about . 
for pleasu1·c. Th e French p eopl e liYe on what we. waste. Consumption 
is overtn kin g production. 

"l\fy r esolution pro\·icles fm· an inqui1·y into the qnestion how far 
the trnst and monopolies have caused the present condition. I don't 
know to what extent they have done so. 

"The A mcrican p eople are r ecklessly ex tra vag:mt. 'V r mnst try to 
get more out of our farms and to cont1·a ct fcwPr debts and find more 
ways of paying them. I have introduced thi s resolution hr~r a11 sr I f rel 
that here is a situation that absolutely demnnds tlw att<' nt ion of Con­
gress. 

"I want athoron ~h and irupartin l inv.r~ ti gation th nt will go to the 

root of the ,\,hole matter. I don 't see how thin gs can go as they are 
and I belie\·e that it is om· imperative duty to look into the facts." 

Senator Elkins admits that he ca nnot raise wages and his admis­
sion is ~ut the sc ntimr nt that is expressed by every other exploiter. 
who has amassed a. fortune through the exploita tion of the laboring 
people. 

Senator Elkins holds that "the expansion of the currency suppl~· 
a nd the increased production of gold'' a rc factors in the in<' reast'd 
cost of living. 

There nevet· was a more illogica l statement made by any ma11 . 

H ow could the expansion of currency or the increased production ~r 
gold affect the cost of livin g1 

Elkins, by <; nch a statement, is merely attemptin g to throw dust 
in the eyes of the people, in the hope that they may be blinded to the 
J•rn l cnnsP thn t is sp readi n g nti sery and distrc s all o,·cr the bosom of 
thi s continent. If the expansion of the currency and the increased 
protltH•t ion of gold are factors in the increased cost of li ving, then it is 
:m easv matter for the !!overnment to contract the currencY and demon­
itize g~ld , and then , if the aqrum~'nt of Elkins is sound, t~''O of the fac­
tors in the problem of the cost of living are removed. 

D ocs any sa ne man en tertain the opinion for a moment t11at the de­
monr t ization of gold and the contraction of the cnrrencv would de-
c l'ease the. cost of liYing ? • 

1-)pnator Elkins is well aware of the fact that the s,·stem which 
r:i vcs a. romparatiYel.r few men the pri\·ate ownership of tl;e machinery 
of pl·odnct ion anJ ui tribution, ena bles the few to monopolize the 
llll'a nf; of life. and thns dictate the t erms under which the mas ·rs of the 
peopl e may live. 

0. C. B arhe1·. who i: h ai led ns the f ather of trusts, the founder of 
th e Diamond ~fatt·h Company, has delivered himself of the fo ll owiu~. 
r elative to those r <>.po nsible fnr the high cost of li\·in g : 

" The rai lroads nre ex tortin g from the people the trusts are 
extorti ng from the p eople, the politicians are hood\~• inkin g the peo­
pl e, " he r eplied. "The railroads are making millions on the one hand. 
while with the otl1er they are floodin g the eount1·y with claims that 
r ates on commodities cannot be lower ed. 

" I studied the hi gher cost of livin g. 'l'he voter nowadays has 
little chan ce to assert his rights. Look at the men in our Senate and 
House of Representatives. J.Iost of them are empty-headed and they 
repol't to Cannon and Alclt·ich for their orders. There arc some great 
a nd nhle ml' n in Congress, but they arc in the minori ty. 

" .As a r emPdy for these evils I would snggest br ttcl' lawmakcl's, 
fewer polit icians and lrss of this sta nd-pat talk. Regulate the trusts­
make them obey the la ws."

The move­
ment Is still in the stage of pri vate, or secret, di scussion, but th e plans and 
the names of the participants are soon to be made public at a big meeting. 
According to present plans, the members of the "enormous boycotting rn a · 
chine'' are first to be called on to refrain from buying meat. Later on other 
trust-made foods are to be attacked in a si milar manner. Among -the organ­
Izers of the movement are several members of Congress and their wives. 

It would be easy to indulge in gibes at the expense of the "Amer i<.:an 
)mblic," that is, "the great and glorious "middle class," at one time the mob~ 
J'OWerful element In thP republic and DC'W reduced to so low an estate as to 
be compelled to resort to the proscribed weapon of the despised working 
<:lass. It would be en~y to contrast the conscio us impotence denoted by this 
movem~nt for voluntary semi-star vation en masse, as the last weapon against 
the trusts, with the contempt for the trusts displayed by the middle class 
some twenty years ago, when the trustification movement was vet in its 
early stages. It would be easy to contrast the truly ridiculous h~lplessnes!> 
of the entire American people, Including its Roosevelts and Its othe r super­
men, before the giant trusts of today, with the Increduli ty with which thl! 
Socialist theory of the inevitableness of capitalistic centrali zation was nt one 
time regarded by the "reformers" and all the other "practical men," who 
took delight In manifesting their contempt for the Socialist visionaries. 

It would be easy to laugh and to sneer. But, In fa ct, It Is a great social 
tragedy that is being enacted before our eyes. It is the decline and decay of 
a class that at one time played a great hi storic role which we are wi t · 
nesslng. That class is now in its death throes , blindly r esisting the resist­
less forces of social development, forc es which that class ltselt was uncon­
Eoclously Instrumental In bringing into existence. Soon the bulk of its mem­
bers will be hurled into the ranks of the working class, there to undergo a 
new martyrdom, but there also to discover new sources of life and strength, 
to regain the joy of battle and strife for a n ew social ideal.

False fri ends, treachery anrl spies are usE-d among those 
who, fresh from mfll. mine and factory, desert their self-sacrifi cing, stout­
hearted fellows and believe the statements of those who ft>w kn ow are th e 
rulers' secret allies. 

Arrayed against this force Is the unlettered, untutored workers- a veri · 
table mob: just out ot serfrlom. with ages of Ignorance behind them, as they 
blink In the morn of an awakened dawn.
