in the hearts of the faltering and fired the r.ggl'essive men with renewed 
determination to fight on until vi ctory was achieved. 

THE HOJ.\IIEST AKE COMPANY, through an agent, endeavored 
last week to recruit men in Denver, but when the agent had gath­

ered twenty-seven men for shipment to the Black Hills, something hap-
. pened and the agent was deserted by the recruits whom he bad hired 

under misrepresentation. 'l'he lock-out of the Homestake company is 
now haunting the stockholders like a nightmare and there is a clamor 
for dividends, with no profits in sight. 

I.!\ AN lNVES'l'IGA'fiON before the house committee at Washing­
ton, the fact was disclosed that the contract.<; secured by the steel 

trust from the government to the plant at B ethlehem, Pa., amounted to 
more than double the cost of the building of the plant, and that Charles 
P. l'aft, brother of the President of the United States, is a heavy stock­
holder in the mills at Bethlehem, whe re the employes were forced to 
rebel against unbearable conditions and starvation wages. 

THE GlUEV .ANCES of the Switchmen 's Union, which were sub­
mitted to the Illinois State Board of Arbitration, have been ad­

justed. The switchmen have been gt·anted an increase of two cents an 
hour, which is equal to a five per cent. increase in wages. 'l'he board 
of arbitration recommended that the raill'oad companies should concede 
a ten-hour day. 

It is said that the settlement made by the board is unsatisfactory to 
both parties, but as the switchmen and the railroad companies involved 
agreed to abide by the decision rendered by the board of arbitration, 
the matter seems settled for the present. 

CHANCELLOR DAY of the University of Syracuse, New York, 
has emitted another wail and expressed the fear that under the 

Taft regime, the trusts will be ' ' busted. '' 'l'he p1·ofessor shows symp­
toms of "Americana Dementia' ' when there crawls into his mental 
foundry the fear that Taft will in any way injure the combinations 
that nominated and elected him. 'l'aft knows his constituency and is 
loyal to that constituency. 

·when a president of the United States summons to the White 
house bankers, railroad magnates, great ' ' captains of industry'' and 
princely merchants to scan the messages that he submits to congress, 
there is but little danger that the trusts will be halted in their gallop 
to own the earth. 

UNITED STATES SENATOR OWEN, of Oklahoma, in delivering 
an address before the ' 'Society for Ethical Culture'' in New York, 

declared that "Cannon's fall marks the decline of autocracy." Con­
tinuing, he said: 

"The _ people do not elect their governor, they do not elect their 
congressmen. 'l'hese officials are appointed by those who desire to make 
money by special privil ege and legislation. '11hey spend millions to put 
their tools into power. 

"We did not need the bribery scandal at Albany to t ell us this. 
Such a state of affairs is so notorious that only an imbec ile would deny 
it. But you can't control the government until you control the trusts." 

When a United States senator declar·es from a public platform that 
the p eople cannot control the government until they contr·ol the trusts, 
it is about time the p eopl e recognized such a fact and commenced to 
take the necessary action whereby the people shall own tlw tnt,S(S, 

thereby placing themse lves in a position to contl'ol the govt'mmeut. 

REV. CHARLES R. BROWN of Oakland, Califor·nia, in a r ecent 
.sennon, delivered himself of the following: 
"I am a firm believer in tlw prin cipl t•s of or·ga nized labor-. I be­

long to a union myself. The l~ay As~o(• iation of Con:!'r·~gational min­
isters is my ·local and it is affi liatt;d with the l'\ational Council of Con­
gt·egational l\linisters. If a.ny 111inistPr withont a nnion card or· c re­
dential showiug his standing in sorne Jn\'nl HSSDCiatinn should try to 
settle in one o£ our· chur·ches her·e. hP wonld be opposed by all our r·egu­
lar· ministers. 'J'hc sante is true of all othPr· denominations- the p t~opl e 
in the churches believe it best that th eir ministe1-s should have standing 
in their local unions. " 

The above fr·om a minister of the gospel shows that even the mnn 
in the pulpit r ecognizes that it is to his iute1·est to belong to an organ­
ization. He recognizt's the fa ct that stnnding alon r. as an individual 
he is practically helpl ess. anfl rea lizes that he must .ioin hands with thP 
cler·ical fr·atet·uity in Mder that lw may strengthr•n l1is individuality 
as a minister· of the gospel. .\'ot only are the ministe r·s united in an 
oq~anization , bnt the hHI',\'f' r'S, d o<' ton.;, mrt·ch<mt.;: :mel IIH'n in all the 
upper walks of li fe catT.)· cred('lltinls showing their m embership in un 
Ol'g-anization that defends and pmmot<•s tlwir· partieu la r interrsts. H 
is on ly tlt<' wn gc sla.vf' who rr hels ag-ainst en t0rin g tlH' Ol'g<llli zatim ' of 
his P l a~s. hP('H\IS(' thP. papit:d ist pl'PS.<; has h<'1'n ab le to drn g him with 
the false philosoph ,v that to C'nter a lnbnr o1·~anizntion lw is SIH'I'ifirin~ 
his indr-pPndr·nrr nnll his inrliYid11ality. 

T HE PROBABLE AFFILIATIOX of the railway brotherhoods­
the firemen, engineers and conductors-with the American Feder. 

ation of Labor is but one expression . of . the powel'ful undercurrent of 
forces that is lining up the two _armres 111: the class struggle. The af. 
filiation of the Western l<'ed era~1011 of Mmers w~s another expression 
of the same · ~orces. For the mmers, the. federation had always been 
too conservatrve. For the brotherhoods It had been t?o radical, and 
they had felt ~hemse~ves too stron~ to care for t~e assrstance of other 
workers, espeCially smce such assrstance would mvolve an obligation 
to reciprocate. 

The railroad wm·kers have been forced to recognize that thev do 
not stand alone. 'l'he miners have come to see that solidarity i~ the 

· first principle of the class struggle. 
'l'he Socialist cannot but welcome every step looking to the closer 

affiliation of the forces of labor. He knows that the larger .the hodv 
the less the effect of individual and gl'onp interests and the more cla$s 
interests force themselves to the front. 

The t.heorist, the parlor r~volutio?,ist, _the mouther of phrases, may 
not se~ this. He seldom sees facts. l o lnm the clas.<s struggle is some. 
thing to adorn a speech or embellish a ma~azine arti cle. When Jw 
m.eets it in real life he fails to r ecognize it. 

The Socialist sees in the added growth of the armies of labor an. 
other expression of that solidarity which Is the only real foundat ion of 
r·esistance to exploitation. lf that resistance does not always take au 
intelligent form, if it runs after strange gods like the Civic F ederation. 
t~en it may be because the Socialists have been l'eeping their philosoph)· 
mce and clean between the pages of books anJ have not been usin" it 
in the rough-and-tumble world of events.-Chicago Daily Socialist." 

THE CLASS WAR in America stands revealed in all its hideous. 
n ess. Formerly we had to preach the cla.<>S struggle as a doctrin~ 

or a theory. Now we can point to it.<; hotTors as awful facts. But 
thanks to the magnificent and inspiring solidarity shown by the organ­
ized and unorganized worker-s of P ennsylvania. we can also point with 
redoubled confidence to the coming victory of the worker'S that shall 
wipe out all class ties forever. But the brotherhood of man is not 
here yet. To act as though it were here is consciotL<;ly or unconsciously 
to betray the cause of the workers, which is in very truth the cause of 
humanity. To fight for humanity one must line up squarely on the 
side of the workers. It is impossible to serve l\1ammon and the Prole­
tariat at the same time. He that is not with the workers is against 
them. The worker·s cannot afford longer to trust or honor ·auy man 
who is not clear-headed enough to see this conflict of interests. 

The National Civic Fede-ration is financed bv the enemies of the 
working class, the enemies of hmnan progre~<;. .!\~ union man ever ~·et 
was called upon to pay an assessment for the expenses of the CiYie 
Federation. The trea::.m·er of a traction compuny has sworn that hi 
corporation has paid out money to meet expenses incurred by the Cirir 
Federation. The hostility of the Civic F ederation to every forward 
movement of the workers becomes more and rnol'e open every day. 

The time has come for the union men of America to boycott all 
so-called labor leadet·s who ins ist on retaining either membet'Ship or 
office in an organization that exists solely to betray the worker-s. 

The class war is openly on and the workers can no lon g{'r afford 
to tolerate within their own organizations men who, whether knowin ~ly 
or not, play the part of spies and traitors. 

The labor leader who p er·sists in supporting the Civic F ederat ion 
forces the workers to place him in the same cah'gory with Bt"neclict 
Arnold and Judas Iscariot.- Xew York Call.

The Homestake Lock-Out 
THE HOMESTAKE :\U~IN<T COl\lPA~Y with its les.<;e r· allies in 

the Black Hills is beginning to leam that a loc·k-out is' an ex­
pensive luxm-y. This giant miniug cot·porntion that for more than a 
quarter of a centm·y has posed as a b,' rwfn ctor· ami fathet'ly fr·iend to 
the working class, has commen c•:d to rPa li~l' that an ultimattm1 that 
denies the t•i ght of an employe to hL'f>O ntt> ~~ tll l'lllher· of ll labor or·ganiza­
tion stir·s the sluggish blood in tlw \'ein:s •lf tlw wor·kin~ elass. and that 
corpor·ate despotism will be nwt with all the rt •sistancc of men whore­
fuse to Pxpel from their make-up the last vt'"tige of honor· and man­
hood. Though the lock-out of the Homestake company was declared 
on the 24th of last November. and thnu:;rh th L• union nwn were con­
fronted by the vigorous climate of a long and Sl'VI" re wintf' r , yet th<' 
vast majority of the union miners of Ll•nd showt>d no symptoms of 
cowardice, but met the lock-out of the cMporntion. with a coui'Hge that 
has stnmped them as datmtless defenclt>r·s of the ri~ht to organize for 
mutual welfare and protection. 'l'he small pereent.age of miners who 
wer·e once members of the unions in the Bhtck Hills who severed their· 
allegiance to unionism and became membet'S of the '' Loyal Legion , ' 
were among the physical wreeks and drcrepit objects of pit.y, whom 'age 
and other disahiliti l"s had incapacitated for performing an honest day's 
st' rYice. But the IIomesta ke company in its despl•t·ation to for·ce obedi­
enct• from the men who.<;e labor· had crPat ed milli ons of dividen<l<>. not 
only resorted to the use of cr·ipples and lwlpl ess wre<·ks of hmnanity to 
maintain the supremacy of tlw lock-out, hut in its "paternalism " for· 
former employes who scorned to sunender manhood. this " benevolent " 
corporation sent its hired agents into nll th <.> minin g districts of the 
country and these a~ents. thron gh e\·r r·.v sp<.><"ies of misr·epresentation , 
used all their effor·ts to fill the places of the m<.> n "·hose spirit of inde­
perHl enC!e revolted ag-ainst a system that is as r r pulsiY<' lls peonarre in 
:\fexico. The Homestake company. that once pr11t rd about its love and 
ev<:>rlasting fr·ienclship for the sturdy men whos·~ labor placed tht• H earst 

.family in the fr·ont seats of plutocracy, called on the detective agen cie.~ 
fot· pt·ofess ional gun-met} who would "shoot to kill " the loved em­
ployt><> who sc·orned to Abandon their nnion principles for the dishonor 
of bei ng plech!ed <·hattels to a mining corporation whose dividends have 
er1ableu William Randolph Hearst to pla<"e himself at the head of 3 
syndicate of journals. 

Durin~ the loc• k-out of more than four months, affecting directlv 
fully 10,000 peoiPle, William Randolph H earst, who owes his positio~ 
in life to the profits that have come ft·om the labor of union employes 
in the famed mines of Lead, South DAkota, has been silent and his 
silenc" is eonclusiw proof that he is as much an enemy of organized 
l11bor as Post. Kirby, Van Cleave or th(' rabid Parry of Indiana. 

The Homesta ke l\rining Company is a part of the Hear·st estate, 
and thou g-h William R. H earst has been p<~titioned to use his efforts 
towards bringing: about normal conditions in T)ead. South Dakota, yet 
the wily politician aud journalist has dod~red the issue by merely stat­
ing that be was not a stockholder in the company. 

H earst, through his daily journals, has been able fm· year'S to de­
lude the member·ship of organized labor iuto the belief that he stood 
for unionism andl the workin g class of this country, placing some faith 
in the pretenses of the ~?:lib gentleman who once aspired for the presi· 
dene_v of the United States, have extended a patronage to the journals 
which he owns and controls. that has made H earst a power in the po­
litical affairs of th (• eountrv. The attitude of Hearst since the Home­
stake lork-out pr·ows beyo~d every question of doubt that Hea r-st is 
not the (n'e ud of labor and that for years he has worn a mask to con­
<'eal his hypoct·is.v. The labor movement of this country should know 
that a man of the proportions of Hea rst in the world of journalism 
who remains silent relative to a lock-out that has been declared for no 
othl' t' purpose savl:' to assassinate organized labor·, r.11nnot longer be 
looked upon by union men and women with any more favor than the 
open enenr~· who has sworn etel'llal <]('nth to unionism. 

The Strike -at Radersburg)! Montana 
T IIE NTH IKE at Hade r·shur~. :'\Iontana, whi1·h involwd some fifty 

member·s of tht~ Wesh•m 1<-,ederation of ~lin e rs. was ami<'<'tbly ad­
justed with but a shor·t cessation fr·om work. 'l'h (• Keat in g Gold :\lin­
ing Company was der l111·ed nufair· hy the lora) union on the grounds 
that the demalllls of the union wen' ig-nor·~·d and that the rompany re­
fused to rero~nize th<.> uniou SC'a le of WH l!l'S. 

1'he grirvances of the union were as follmn;: Th <> t'll}.!ineers wer<· 
wo r· kin~ for *:~.!)0 pel' day, whil e the uuinn sr all' was *-!.00. ~haftmen 
were worldng for $3.50 per day, wh!l r the union srale was $-1.00. l:n­
deq.n·onml car·mcn wer·e working twPivr hours per· da~· . whil e the union 
deman<il'd that the s<nnP be reduced to Pi~.drt hom·s in compliance with 
the ei}.!ht-hour law govemin ~ minet·s in th r statr of :\1ontnna. Fire­
men wer·e wor·kin g twelve hours. while the union insistrd that eight 
hours :should constitute a. da.v 's work t' XC<'p t in rast•s of enwr·gency. 

'J'he nurnag-t•ment of tlw Keating- Uold :\linin}! Company having r·e­
fusl!d r·pcognition to CO!IIlttiftl'l'S, tlw union demanded that its rPp rc-

sPntati\'t's be recognized on all mntter·s arising between tht• uniou and 
th C' company. 

The foreman of the Keating Uold :'\lining Company is a rect>ut 
import~:~tion fr·om Globe. Arizona, and was fonnedy conncctt>d with 
mines at Lake Ciity, Colorallo. When this foreman came to Raden;. 
buq~. :\fontana, he immediat(' ly took steps towards establishing the 
"open shop " or in other words, the ' ·dosed shop·' to unionism. It is 
reported that he was ably supported by the manager of the company. 
who is n lawyer at Butte City . 'l'he loca l union ,- however, has bt>en 
able to convince t he parti es identified with the Keating Gold Mining 
Company that unionism has come to stay in Montana and that the 
''open shop" will alway!> be met with all the opposition of the labor 
movement.

The circular letter is.<;ucd by the Tonopa b l\linc1·s ' Union and for­
warded to the local unions of the W estern F eder::ttion of :\liners h::ts 
be.en drafted and circul ated for the purpose of r a isin g a doubt in the 
mmds of the membership of the or::ran ization as to the c• ffi cacy and the 
benefits to be derived through the organization becomin g a part of the 
American F ederation of Labor. 

It is true that the policy of the American F ederation of Labor 
does not measure up to the standard r equired hy progress ive and ag­
gressive men in the labor movement. but conditions and not theor.i eR 
are now conft·ontin g the \¥estern F ed(• ration of :\Tiue1·s and the men of 
thought and experience are realizing as nevet· before that to stand out-

side the only recognized labor movement of America, and yet continu 
to ask the financi.al support of this ~abor movement, is at least incon~ 
sistent. 'fhe advanced man of orgamzed labor is yearning for the time 
when craft and trade lines will be elim_inated, but sue? a changP cannot 
he brou~ht ahout . by. the mere dra.£,tmg an.d adoptto? of rPsolutions 
demandmg the sohdanty of labor. I he sentiment for mdustrial union­
ism is growin g. even among the craft and tt·ade organizations, and th~ 
strike of the street car men in Philadelphia where the centr11l bodi~s 
took up the fight of the ca r men, and even the State F edet·ation of 
Labor of P ennsy lvania d <:'clared for a sta te stril<e to aid the street car 
stt·ikers. proves conclusively that a time is not far distant when tllr 
whole labor movement. of th!s countt·y will r ecognize. the potency of 
the labor movement bem g built on the strong foundatwn of industrial 
unionism. 

The Unity of the Labor Forces 
THE UNITED 1\li~E WORKE!{~ ' JOUHNAL. the official organ of 

the United Mine W orkers of r\ me rica, iu its issue of March 17th 
~ad the foll?wiu g l en~hy t~ditorial t'omment. under the caption of 
Ama~gamat10n. " ~elattve to two commnnieations which appeared in 

the l\hners ' :\-1 agazmc concern iug tbP contempl ated coalition of the 
W estem F ederfl t ion of ~liners and the l.'nited l\'Iine Wol'l<ers of Amer­
ica. The edi torial comment is as follows : 

"_In thi~ is. ue we re-print from the ' :\liners' :\Iagaziue' two letters 
on t~1s subJect. One is very favorable, the other appears to be the 
effuswn of an eA1:remist. 

" In this matter practical effort. and not theoretical nonsense is 
what is most desired. Ten years of pullin g at the opposite ends of a 
rope has sobered down the men who were cxtremr on both sides and 
~iven way to _the desit·e to he practica l in .the efforts of both organiza­
twns to amelwra.te the condition of the American miner . 
. " It is realized more full y now than ever that in solidari ty of effort 

hes the only solution to the problem. W e may not all agree upon all 
of the details of affiliation or amal gamation, whichever form it even­
tually assnmes , but we are ag t·eed on the proposition that in ' unitv will 
come mot·e strength.' It is no time to mal<e a fetish of our indi~irlual 
personal beliefs, but it is a time when our individualiti es should take a 
hack seat and a plan of amalgamation agreed upon that will brin e• aid 
and succor to every American miner , be he cofll or metalliferous. "' 

" One thin g can be relied upon with !rt·eat accuracy, there will be 
no one man all owed to ring the cha nges on any pet ideas unlr s.<; they 
meet the approvfl l of the gt·eat majority of the mr mhers of both or­
ga!lizations. a nd whateve r form is ag rerd upon will he caleul ::t tecl t o 
brtt;tg thE' greatest present good to the men who swin g the pick and pay 
their dues and expect to get a full dollar 's worth of value for everv 
hunrlred cents they pay. • • 

" ~'heory is a good thin g to fill r rnpt,v heads, but the minet·s want 
somethm g more ; thl'y want somethin g to fill empty stomachs. and the 
form of organization that cloPs this the most effee tnHlly is thr kind they 
want and insist on havin g. 

"Divergent thoughts on political economy should he foste t·ed and 
encouraged , for by it we develop our intellectn alitv find broaden out 
into bi gger and better men. Rut this can be hcst cl~n <:' on a full stom­
ach, and our fiest duty is to build up c;u c>h an or ga niza tion as will b~st 
meet these wants. Other thin gs will come in tnrn if \W~ only work for 
them, but they will come qnicker if the body is l<ept stront,r by the 
neces.'i llries of lifl' snpplied as a result of our ama lgnrnHtion . It is a 
condition. not a theo t·y . th at confronts the A merican min r. r. 'J'Iw grent 
trusts are gr aduall y closing in on or ganized lHhot· . tTnless it unites 
firml y ::tnd strongly man to man and orgm tization t o organization . thr l'f' 
can only be onr resnlt in the end. and that the discomfiture and defeat 
of the toil er. 

" With all due respect to th t' extremist . the history of the lTnitNl 

:'11ine Workers has been one of wonderful progress, probably not so 
fas~ ~s the desires. of some_ would li.ke to ha":e seen it, but when the op­
posttwn from all sources 1s taken mto consideration , there has been a 
marvelous transformation, perhaps not so apparent to the casual ob­
server as it is to the miner who has lived that long and can contrast 
present conditions with the past. . . 

. " It is always better to make haste slowly, marking your footsteps, 
hemg sure that they are secure and firmly entrenched and established 
then prepare for the next great step. It is this policy that has carried 
the miners ' movement on and on, ever upward toward the goal of in­
dustrial liberty. 1' he next footstep is the amalgamation with the West­
ern F ederation of Miners, and when that step is taken it should be 
done in such a way that its foothold will be secure, and from the new 
vantage point it will go on to greater deeds in securing increased bene­
fits for the entire mining craft, from a financial and political stand­
point. 

" Let theory be scattered to the wind. Let us have practical amal­
gamation that willl make us a foeman worthy of the steel of all the com­
bina tions of capital and will protect our members whether tbev be coal 
or metal miners. ' · 

" Be united from the East to the W est , and f~·om the North to the 
South, and we can defy the trusts that now threaten our defeat." 

'fhe above editorial is not cleeorated· with any verbal embrlli. h­
ments .. but its log:ic is founded on good, .c;ound , common sense. Wlwn 
the ed1tor of the United 1\Iine Workers ' Journal declares that " a l'O ll ­
dition and not a theory confronts the miner in America," be is makin)( 
a statement that cannot be disputed by any intelligent man who has 
been observin g closely the ali gnment of employers of labor. whose 
e_very move is to shatter and destroy the power of the labor orga ni za­
tiOn . 'fhe industrial conditions that present themselves in this couutr.r 
toda~ and the inc reasing insolence of the employer towards employt•s 
admtt of no quanreling over trivial technicalities or airy details as to 
the manue1· in which the scattered labor forces of this countrv are to 
come together to resist the en croachmeut~ of r elentless and i~sntiablr 
g reed. When the r egiments of labor are uuited the intelligence of 
brai~y men in the labor movement will prevail ~nd a policy will be 
outhned to meet the common enemy, with some hope of achieYing vic­
tory on the industr·ial battlefield. Indulgin g in continual criticism aud 
censure relative to policies will have but little effect in brin!!ing about 
the solidarity of the labor forces. and such criticism and censure of 
polic ies only gladden the hearts of exploiters. who realize that as Jon ~ 
as the labor forces are divided through poli cies. the working class will 
move but little forward towards the goal of industrial liberty . 

'fhe time is here when petty differences of opinion should he scat­
tered to ~he winds, and earnest men who are yearning for a better day 
should gtve the best that is in them towards r esolvin g the labor forcrs 
into an invin cible a rmy.

This much for the physical man; now what about his intellectual pro· 
gress? 

The average young man of today is a cane-sucking sport, interested in 
none of the great rroblems of the day. He reads the Diamond Dick stuff, 
the Police Gazette, or the sporting page of our daily papers. If be buys a 
newspaper he couldn't be induced to read the editorial section. 

He pulls out th€ sporting page and throws the balance into the gutter. 
He can tell you every ball player and prize fighter·s record, both here and In 
Europe. But he does not think. He only thinks he thinks! The children 
of the poor have their vitality prematurely sapped in shop and factory. All 
finer sensibilities destroyed or stunted mentally, morally and physically. We 

still expect him to iather the citizen of the future! Can we expect anything 
but rubbish! 

Our present system is to blame. We have "societies for the prevention 
of cruelty to animals," but none to demand a change of a.n industrial system 
· • ..-hich damns the many as well- as the few! What a howl goes up from these 

people when a farmer attempts to work an immature colt! But c.:hild slavery 
is to them a question of no importance. 

The mad rush in business and industry is r es ponsible for the nervous, 
unrest of today. Poverty, or the fear of poverty, unemployment 
and the fear of it. All these are responsible for our over­
crowded lunatic asylums and the increase in the number of suicides. Drunk· 
(·nness Is also on tte increase and cannot be checked until you take from 
men the need of a stimulant. 

Again, let me remind you that this is the age of property. Property is 
the chief consideration today. Armies, navies, policemen, militiamen, all are 
<> ngaged in the protection of property. Man is only a secondary considera· 
lion. Our courts are also instruments in th e hands of the property owning 
c.:lass and safeguard their ownership. 

Dear friend, go home tonight and whip your wife until you have covered 
her tender, white skin with bruises, and H you are haled before a judge he 
will fine you or send you to prison for about three months. Steal a ham and 
keep her from starving allll the judge will give you three years. 

You see, he is paid to watch the ham, and he does his duty well. 
What is this civilization (so-called) doing for man'? This, and this alone, 

i~ the chief consideration. How is he housed ? How is hP fed? How is he 

clothed? How Is he educated? 
He the laborer is the builder of all houses, yet has none of his own. 
He' the Iabore~. Is the creator of all food, but is himself starving. 
He: the laborer, Is the weaver of all cloth, but is naked. · 
He, the laborer, Is the builder of all schools and theaters. but has been 

reduced to the university of the street and the moving picture show. 
Toilers, are you satisfied? Does life mean nothing to you but beastly 

toil'? 
You produce all and have nothing. Those who have all produce nothing.

A BIT OF TRADE UNION HISTORY. 

(By Robert Hunter.) 

Mr. Gompers is very bitter these days whenever any union man differs 
with him on question~5 concerning labor organization. 

But Mr. Gompers in his day did not hesitate to differ with the leaders or 
the labor movement of that time. 

Mr. Gompers today speaks of any llttempt to organize unions outside of 
the American Federation as treachery to the labor movement. 

But Mr. Gompers in his day did not hesitate to organize unions outside 
of the labor movement of his time. 

The present federation originated at a conference held at Terre Haute, 
lnd., August 2, 1881, and was formally launched later the same year at Pitts· 
burg. 

That gathering was called by the Knights of Indm:try and the Amalga­
mated Labor Union. The latter was composed of disgruntled members or 
the Knights of Labor. · 

The object of the convention was to establish a new labor movement and 
to supplant the big organization then existing called the Knights or Labor. 

'The new movement had a rather sorry time of it for nearly ten years. It 
changed its name two or three times, and was kept fighting an uphill battle. 

It was not until the early nineties that the American Federation nr Labor 
supplanted the Knights of Labor as the chief American labor body. 

The n ew organization, even in 1892 , had represented at its naticnal con­
vention only about 228,000 union men. 

The Knights of Labor began as an organization of trades, but its general 
unified control over those trades was such as to unite the interests or all the 
trades . 

Its central idea was expressed in the phrase, " An injury to on<' is the 
concern of all." 

The new fed erati.on expressed a different idea. It held that an ii!jury to 
one in my trade is the concern of all in my trade. 

In other words, Mr. Gompers found the American labor morement on the 
road to industrial unionism, and by fighting outside turned it into a move­
ment for craft unionism. But the point is not that. The point is this: 

If any industrial unionist today finds himself kicked and cuffed In the 
American F"ederation of Labor and is forced out, can he be called any more a 
traitor to the lal.Jor movement than Mr. Gompers was in the eighties? 

If the industrial unionist endeavors to form an American labor movement 
on industrial lines, hoping gradually to absorb the Federation of Labor, is he 
doing differently from what Mr. Gompers bas himself done? 

Mr. Gompers has denounced in tbl:) bitterest possible terms, Eugene V. 
Debs for disagreeing· with him. 

He has denounced labor organizations, and even forced them out of the 
federation, because they differed with his views. 

If they persi~;:t in differing and try outside to gain support for their views, 
Mr. Gompe rs calls them traitors to the labor movement. 

Yet this is precisely what Mr. Gompers has done. 
He got togethe r di sgruntled and disaffected exiles from the Knights of 

Labor. He got together a ll those opposed to the principles or leadHship of 
the Knights or Labor. He formed a rival organization, and finally buried 
the Knights of Labor. 

· Why, th en, with this history, should Mr. Gompers deny to others what 
be himself did so well'! 

In any case, a cris is is near in the American labor movement. Gro~ 

men do not intend to be spanked like school boys when they differ with the 
lord of labor. 

They intend to follow the ·dictat es of their conscience. They wil: ]lreach 
Socialism if they belie ve in Socialism, whether Mr. Gompers likes it or not. 
They will reach industrial unioni s m, if they beliere in industrial unionism, 
whether Mr. Gompers likes it or not. 

Some will preac h these doctrines inside the fed e ration unless thdr posi· 
Lion becomes intolerable there or they are forced out. If that happens they 
will preach those dodrines outside the fed e ration, as many another gnod man 
has had to do. 

Industrial unioni sts or Socialists who dislike Mr. Gompers so much as 
to be disloyal to the rank and fil e of organized labor will hurt their cause. 
They justify Mr. Gompers. 

But those who exercise their rights to organize labor and to build up a 
new Ame ri can labor moY ement are surely no more to be condemned now 
than was Mr. Gompers himsplf in the eighties. 

No man or organization has a monopoly in this field of organizEd labor, 
a nd while eve ry tme unioni st wants unity- he must nave in that unity 
freedom of speech and of conscience to fight for what he conceives to be 
labor·s interests.

Boise Capital Ne ws states: " It would r t:>qaire about eighteen head of horses 
to handl <! th e ra n<'h, E>xce pt during harvest, hut Mr. Bryan keeps about thirtY 
work mares and bn~ells the m and raises a c.J l ~ each year. ny keeping a larger 
numbP.c than is n ecestiary for the actual work they can be changed of[ and 

each work f>d lt:>ss, whiC'h enables them to do the work and raise colts withoul 
injury to themse lves and th e colts ." 

E\"idently this Mr. Bryan is ve ry philanthropic. But is he as philanthropic 
as he is horse-loving·> Does he e mploy as many human workers the year 

round as he neE> rls ad. hanest tim e ? Does h·~ "change then. off and work them 
part of th e time and work each one lt:>ss, which enables them to do the work 
and raise human ··colts without injury to th emselves and the colts?"'
