And he was actually surprised to find out 
that his fellow workers to a man refused to work with him. But, be­
ing somewhat of a genius, he gave it out cold that feom now on the 
Basin Miners' Union will have to pay him his wages for the balance 
of his natural days, and with that graft in view, he went to Boulder 
the foUowing day and intel'viewcd a firm of attorneys. Being told by 
them that he had no cause for action, he rctumed to Basin a saddet·, 
but not a wiser man.

preJudice that can only fmd lodgmrmt m a measly, contracted brain. 

Gone But Not Forgotten 
M El\.JBERS of the W estern Federation of :\finers will be pained to 

learn that lion. Eugene Engley bas passed away to "that bout·nc 
whence no traveller returns." Engl ey was a m11n who had endeared 
himself to the membership of organized.lahot·, hut in pro\'ing his loyalty 
to the class whose shoulders bear the blu·dens of industrial servitu(te. he 
was vi<>ited with all the wrath of c01·porr.te vengeance>. Engley dm;ing 
the Waite administration was attomey j!eneral of the state of Colorado, 
and his le!?al opinions never favored the aggrel,!atif)ns that pt·eyed upon 
the people. He served several tet·ms as a membe1· of the legislature of 
Colorado, and the measures which he ft·amed and introdneed demon­
strated that he was a humanitarian whose heart wa.<; ever beating in 
sympathy with the masses of the people. It was during the Cripple 
Creek strike that Engley showed the matm·ial out of which he was made. 
When a prostituted govemor parol ed convicts to be utilized as thugs 
to serve a Mine Owners' Association , and when the state militia was 
"farmed out" to the mine operators to crush .the Western Federation 
of Miners, he did not hesitate to place himsdf on record relative to the 
lawless acts that disgraced a state administr·atinn. When uniformed 
ruffians were shouting "To h-1 with the constitution," and when min­
ers were beirtg bull-penned and deported, Englry was fearless in ltis 

condemnation of the high-handed outragrs that were perpetrated mtdrr 
the name of "law and order." For hi!i fealty to the Western Federa. 
tion of 111iner · he was marked for deportation and was forced to Je~w 
the district at th(! point of bayonets. But En~lcy was a man of eour. 
age, and after being deported he returned to the Cripple Creek district 
with a rit'l e on his shoulder, determined to face d<'ath in the prott>rtion 
of his individual liberty as a citizen. He was not molested furtlwr hr 
physical force, but the mine operators and the members of the Citizrn~ · 
Alliance concluded that there were other methods than violence that 
could he used effectively to get r·id of the " undesirable citizen" who 
refusPd to bend his knee to the dictum of a mob that was backed hv th• 
armed power of a state. Engley was boycotted and his law pr~ctie1 
dwindled away to snch an extent thnt he could uo longer Jive among the 
gentry that laughed at law and derided the constitution of a state. 

Enfrley returned to Alamosa, Colorado, anrl on the 18th of tlw 
present month, after a battle with pnewnonia, succumbed to the in. 
evitah!e. 

In the ci<'ath of Eugene Engley the laboring people have lost a f•'ar. 
less champion, the state an honorable citir.en aud the community in 
which he lived a conscientious anrl upri~ht man. 

Labor Is Blind 
THE TOILERS' DEFE;\SE in a late issue contained the following 

p Prt itt"llt t·tl ilql'i:tl: 
"Since the real object of the National Civic Federation is becom­

ing so well known , it is up to the labor lenders who hold membership in 
the body to sever their connection therewith immediately. It cannot 
longer be successfully re£nted that the Federation is the vehicle of great 
capitalists who m•e the connection of the labor lea <le t·s to placate and 
deceive the organized wot·kers while thc>y nt·e enl!a!!ed in rai<ll'l of plun­
der and schemes of exploitation. It would be a joke wt>re it not such 
a set·ious matte t·. While the American Feder·ation of Labor wtth Snm­
uel G0mpers as president is fighting the steP~ tl'llst, the steel tru<;t of­
ficials and copper interests which ar• at the head of the Civic Fedl'ra­
tion arr planning the annihilation of the ~tee ! Workers' Union. What 
an inconsistency! How ridieuious the labor movement has b<'en madfl 
to appear. Sam~rel Gompet·s .• John 1\1 itrltell. ct . al.. shonld not be a J. 
lowed to reprrsent the or!?,'anized wot·kt•rs of the country in the capaeity 
of representatives of the Civic Ft>det·ation. The la bor movement i!> 
virile, a!!gressive and progressive, and as it grows morr r11dical, capi­
talists become more concerned for the fut111'e. 'l'his gives the incentive 
to placnte labor by devious means, tht·otrgh pt·o,·iding an agency of 
"reconciliation" which only reconc iles a ft>w lll l' ll to good jobs, whiiP 
the many are uskc>d to applaud while thry sufft•t·. The labor movt'nH~ nt 
is not the personal property of any num or set of mt>n. It cannot l11' 
lead by a one-man power. 'l'he Civic Federation has twvcr· intct·fered 
where a large corpot·ation locked out its t'mployes. Its prt.'SS bun'a n aud 

plate service is a means of publicity that is not consistent with the 
claims marle bv officials. 'l'he labor movement wants to keep its en~ 
open." ~ 

The fact that the membel'ship of organized labor -is blind to th~ 
treachery and duplicity of the ~ational Civic Federation is responsihle 
for "labor leaders " being identified ·with an association that is domi­
nated and controlled by the capitalists of America. If the memlwr>hip 
of organized labor had a clear conception of the purposes of the com­
bination tlwt is supportrd by Belmont, Schwab, Rockefellet· , Gary. B~Pr 
and otlwrs of the same ilk, the presidPnt of the Ameriean Ft'tlerati•n 
of Labor would not preside at the annua l conven tions of this borl~·. ~nd 
at the same time remain as the exeeutivc head of a labor oraanizatiou 
that boasts of nrarly 2,000,000 memhcrs. 

Gompers, Mitchell and all the other Jabot· lieutenant<; who annunlly 
grace the banquet board of a Civic Fl'deration will scarcely ·epnratc 
themse lvrs from this company of giant exploiters while the labor mnW· 
ment tolerates tlwir presence in an organization whose sole purpose is 
to rcta rd and delay the g1·owth of a sentiment that is crystallizin~ 
aj!ainst the brutality of the wage system. The vast majority of till' 
membership of o1·~anized labor entertains the opinion thnt labor of­
fieiuls c11n flirt with thr aristoct·ats of a Civic Pederation and y('t rr· 
main lo~· al to the nlass that is stJ'Il~gling a!!ainst the cnpioity of cormo· 
rants whnsc gt·eP(l is insatiable. \\-.b(•nevet· the membership of orf!nll· 
izt•d Ia hot· can prnt>trate the mal'lk that concl'a ls tht> hypoc1·isy HtHl trr~ 
son of tlw C i Yie Ferleratien. j11st so soon wi li "Ia bor leaders" hr fnrc~rl 
to kn•nv no inh' rcsts savr the intPre'lts of the working class.

'The corporations, throu)!h their h enchm~:•n. are al­
ready devising plans and schemes wheJ't>hy theit· faithful servants shall 
have a. complete monopoly of the l<'gi:;;lative, jndieial and exrcuth·e dt:­
partments of government. 'l'he "intet·Psts'' have dert·et"J that tlt i! 
Democratic party mnst be slanghtet·ed, not that the Drmoc·t·ati e pal't. ' 
has proven l'ef'reant to the interests of the C<JI'porations. but that th e 
Republican pat·ty for tlw next two yt>ars is eonsid(' t' t'd more a\'ailah le 
to ca rry ont the l'Onspiracies a~fainst tlw welfan' of thl' lfl'l'at majority 
of the p eopll' of the state. ·

as a In re for· t ht>se babes. 

' :Such is the de.;;eription :no~ t ofttn fonnd whenever a look, be it 
casual or thorou g-h, is taken at thl' ~iris and women who furnish ma­
terial for this traffic in human flesh . 

" So eonstant is this condition that the wondet· is th::tt long ago 
hnm::tnity has· not reeognized the ve t·y close relationship betwet> n pov­
t•r·ty and sin . and instt>ad of centering its efforts to r e;-tch out. a hand to 
the ' pr·ollignl daughter, ' tried to remove ~ome of the causes. 

"For nineteen centuries thL~ doctrine of beotherlwod has been 
taught. C'::tt lwdral and humbl e mission have united theie voices in pro­
claiminl! a doctrine of loYe. ~1ouutains of dollars have b een t•aiscd to 
~hout the sanre message aeross seas. J,ives filled with d evotion ha\'c 
been sacri nerd to H}>rt'ad i Is joyous note.

" Back of the poverty of some families m::ty be found l'l'asous in 

personal laxity. Back of many more will hr found a system of gov­
ernment a ga inst which the helpless, sti·uggl in g toi ler has been unable 
to fight. 

' ''l'hP little daughters with their happiness and tlwir vet·y lives. 
tnrneu over as virtims to some lustful bmte, is the last pri ce demanded 
by the Powe rs of Privilege. 

" Tlwse girls happen to liYe in :1\e \\' Y(ldc 'l'heir pArents live in 
tlw squalid t t> uements- foul, darkened rooJilS on whic·h some land!ol'(l 
has dodged his taxes an(! spent it, p e rhaps, in lavish splendor of a 
palace. 

'' The fond , seant and coarse, has bPen made mot·e costly by a com­
bination, protected by a tlll'iff. the extort ion of which p c l'haps went for 
a banqnd at DPlmonico's. 

" Toiling at sweatshop wag<•s, robbed on every side, pressed clown 
by inPqnality of opportunity, the labor of the parents bas been ren­
dered for the benefit of the f ew. 

"The price d emanded of these g hetto dwellers, in this instan ce, has 
been their daughters. 

'' The sam~ story, perhaps in less brutish detail, might be wt·itten 
m any eity. 

" For cvrry mountain thc r·e is a vall e~' , for every p eak a chasm. 
" Pt>rhaps it ma:v come in the fornt of a gas bill; p erhaps a wate r· 

fnm chi sc " ·ith it"' extortions ; pt'r·ha.ps a r.oal hill raised by a trust whi le 
the wn~e of the miner is lowe t'ed. 

"Every Special Privilege leaves its scars. It may not always de­
m::tnd .fh e little g ir·ls ' bodies. It may only ask for t llt'ir labor ht> fot·e 
maturity. Tt may only nsk for the dolls tha t wonld han• li~htened 
their days wit h gladness and the ir little }warts with joy. lt may onl,v 
::t sk for· the ont ings in summe1·. away from th t' heat of tht> city, witl1 
the fresh air that would enable them to g row strong .

"But as long as Greed through the weapons of Privileac exi. Is 
there ·will always be these t.r·ag<"dies, and to the procession of these 1 i tti~ 
white slaves will be joi11 'd those other white-fa ced , half-starved, stuutcd 
souls abo\·e whom will be written the banner: 

"'They are th e cltil.dr·en ol t'ery poor· pa.n:nts.'"

The upper 
strata of society realizes that little girls who can wear silk aud satin 
and who dwell in beautiful homes will searocelv be lured bv the dehu­
manized monster who schemes to bli ght and. blast the i~nocen~e of

The mills, fa etori cfl, Jepartmcnt stOt'rs allll . wrat· 
shops populate the " r ed I ight" disb·iets. unt the owners of snrh e.~tah· 
lishrneuts 11rat pay wages that bid for dishonor a rc the crellm of soc:it>ly 
who sometim<.>s make ~t>rl.et·ons contl'ilmtions to ehurcbes, and make it 
pos~ible for missiunairies to carrv tlw Word of God to the beni~b t• ·J 
hea then of forei~n lands. ·

A COMPLAINT FROM GOWGANDA MINERS' UNION. 

To the Officers and Members of all Locals of the Western F'ederation of 
Miners : 

The me mbers of Gowganda Miners' Union (No. 154) beg leave to draw the 
attention of the me mbe rs hip of this organization to a practice which is very 
pre.valent amongst members coming from the western camps, of retaining 
thetr cards, and declining to deposit same when requested. It Is common 
knowledge to us here In Ontario that a great many so-called "union men '' 
f,rom the \Vest are he re working right in our midst, and benefiting from the 
efforts put forth by their fellow-workers here to make wages what they are 
today in northern Ontario. True, we have not yet got eight hours estab· 
li shed, but the majority of the properties are working upon the nine-hour 
bas is. These men come here and work amongst non-union men and listen to 
th e m s landering the organization and t hen they themselves repeat same. be­
lievi ng all the gibberish thus vomited up by those degraded and depraved 
monuments of misery and conceit. 

Our fight he re is all uphill, and i t is de plorable to think that we must 
even be prepared to withstand the peevish and loathsome attacks of the won· 
derfu l "union men" of the West. We had another instance last week of a 
'·man" (whose correct name we have not yet obtained) purporting to come 
from Bodie Mine rs ' Union No. 61, Ca li fornia, ;md which he claimed was the 
"flower" of th e wh ole federati on. That's a ll very ni ce, but won't look we.ll 
in print. If the remainde r of No. 61 local resembles and acts like thetr 
me mbe r here, the n th ey are all a buncb of choice flow ers, indeed, and would 
be more in place in some old woman 's garden patch. The person in question 
is working at the Blackburn mine (ten hours). right in the lap of a bunch 
of non-union men, and whe n asked to deposit his withdrawal, sta~ed ~e 
wou ld not, addin g that in his opini on things we re not handled right m thts 
coun try, and that th e Cobalt strike was a failure--a li e on th e face of it. When 
asked if he we re in Cobalt at that tim e he said be was not, but had hear~ a 
good deal about it.

Hill railway 
intt> rPs ts. and oth t> rs who have formerly soug ht "favors" from th e Democratic 
and RPpublican ald ermen and other . city offici a l s, will not waste th eir time 
now vitiitiug- t he dty hall , wh eu th ey want to get something at "bargain 
prices." Th ey will he li stened to, of course. when they want what i s u ecf'S· 
::;ary to properly concluct th eir buHin ess, but they will know !Jetter than to ask 
fo r a $~O.Ooll,Oiill privilege and expect to induce th e aldermen to grant it for 
a f t- w t housan d dollars ' worth or boodl e. So don't worry about g ra ft . Graft 
not only will end under the regime of the Socia l Democrat,;; it alreacly has 
t>nded. 

Trust Contribution Refused.

B t> r gt> r a1Hl his earnest and loy al 
fo llowNs for y ears have ph~ac!Pd aud implored the workin~ people of }Iii­
waukee to claim their own. In I 8~18 . B erger and his co111radl's succeeded il~ 
gettin g out a vote of 2.4 14 . In 1900 th e vote was 2.47:~; in 1:102 it was 8,453: 
1!104. 15,056 ; 1906, 1G,0 73; in 1!108, 20,81(7, and in 1910 the Yote was n early 
28.000. Thes(' fi gures ~how It was no sudd f>n uphea val. 

Six years ago th e Sociali sts succPerled in el(•<•ting somP of th eir ward 
candidates to off ice ancl at el'('ry succeeding eiPction the Sof'iali sts wer(' r e­
elected by increasing majoriti !:'s. And t!H•y d eserv erl r e-elect ion hecau se their 
voice, vote and efforts were alw a~· s found on th e side of th e pPople or against 
the e>ncroachments of " 1·estNI rights." Aucl th ey al ways will be found on that 
side. Thei r training as m embl•rs of th e Soc iali s t party h as b een for their 
own morill n nlirt, nnd lh ,..~· 11r" imhnNI wit h such a sp irit ol' hon Ps ty and jus­
ti ce, that th('y could not lle succe:;sful g ral't • rs if th .. y !:!O c.lt~sired . l t i!:l ouly 
by eo ll c•ctive r asca lity that r ogu es can succeed in office, and as thousands of 
party m ember s are con stantly on th e al ert for fai t hful fulfillment of duties 
from th eir r epresentati1•es, th e office holder could scarcel y make a crooked 
move without being suspect ed . 

R ememher also that th e old party politicians are l y nx-eyed for crooked 
moves. an d their only hope is that th e Socialists will become crooks and be 
found out.

H e doesn't Ii\·e on Prospect avenue, 
llppPr Grand avenu(', or thoroug-hfares like Fifth avenue, ;\1ic higan boulcvard 
or in view of suc-h pla <'es as Dupont or Ritten house !"quare. H e Ji ves in a 
story and a half cottage and his wife does h er own ldtchPn work . scrubs 
h ('r own floors. wash es her own cti s lws. darns her husband 's ~;oc k s, and makes 
over her little daugbtt-r's dn>sses. And she will contin ue to rlo so. for Mayor 
Seidel will not spend h is official sa lary to buy luxu ries for himst>lf and fam· 
lly. The majority of it will be usPd to send out more literature, to teach the 
20,000 workmen who voted for his Democratic opponent the error of their 
ways.
