Bureau Issues Socialist Attitude on 
Russian Revolution-Hilquit's 

Statement.

Dear Comrades:—As vour repre 
sentative on the International So 
cialist Bureau I herewith respectfully 
submit my first report of the activity 
and proceedings of said bureau. 

The International Socialist Bu­
reau has not had any sessions since 
the adjournment of the Amsterdam 
Congress. Whatever business was 
transacted by the bureau since that 
ttme, was transacted by correspond­
ence in a manner similar to that in 
which the business of our national 
committee is being conducted. 
Aside from some necessary routine 
work of the bureau, the following 
three matters of general interest to 
the international socialist move­
ment were acted upon by the bu­
reau: 

i The Revolutionary movement 
in Russia. 

When it became apparent early 
in the year that the revolutionary 
movement in Russia had assumed 
an acute and critical character, the 
bureau promptly decided to take 
energetic steps for the support of 
our valiant comrades in Russia, as 
much as such support lies in the 
power of organizations outside of 
Russia. The Socialist parties of all 
countries were called upon to mani­
fest their sympathy and solidarity 
with the struggles of Russian social­
ists by meetings, demonstrations, 
resolutions, ond above all, by the 
collection of funds, and the interna­
tional socialist movement respond­
ed to the calls spontaneously and 
generously. The incessant agita-
tation of socialists outside of Russia 
has certainly had a powerful influ­
ence on the formation of the gen­
eral public sympathy for the Rus­
sian revolutionists in Furope and 
America, and no doubt hail a de­
terrent effect upon any inclinations 
of foreign powers to intercede in 
the internal affairs of Russia in fa­
vor of the tottering autocracy: and 
if our comrades in Russia needed 
any stimulus for their heroic strug­
gle, they certainly found it in the 
sympathy of their brethem all over 
the world. 

The material support which the 
socialists of the world gave to their 
comrades in Russia was of probably 
still greater importance than the 
moral support. The International 
Socialist Bureau as such has within 
the last few months distributed 
among the various revolutionary 
parties in Russia, impartially, a 
very considerable sum of money, 
and almost every socialist organ­
ization on both hemispheres has con­
tributed to the war fund of the Rus­
sian socialists, repeatedly and liber­
ally. 

()f course, the needs of a move 
ment so immense and intense as that 
of the Russian socialists under pre­
sent conditions, are such that no 
amount of money is sufficient. The 
contributions of socialists for the 
imminent victory of their cause in 
Russia have therefore not abated. 
I >n the contrary, they are on the in­
crease, and the American socialists 
mould make it a point of ambition 
not to be the last on the list of the 
supporters of the great cause. The 
present struggles of the Russian 
socialists are the most important 
and sublime of those ever waged by 
our party, and the victory of our 
comrades in Russia will signify a 
victory of socialism in every other 
country.

reau has also had occasion to inter­
fere in the affairs of the socialist 
party organization in Russia, with a 
view of strengthening that organiza­
tion for the purposes of the present 
struggle; prior to the outbreak of 
the overt revolution in Russia, the 
history of our party organizations 
in that country has been one of con­
tinuous splits and schisms; a state 
of affairs which is perfectly natural 
if we consider the conditions under 
which our comrades in Russia la­
bored in the absence of freedom of 
organization, meetings and press, 
and the new and heterogeneous de­
mands made upon the socialist 
movement by the rapid changes in 
the political situation of their coun­
try. The last, and probably the 
most regrettable of such divisions 
occured in the month of May of 
this year when the Social Demo­
cratic party split into two factions; 
the one headed by the deservedly 
well kuown veteran of social demo­
cracy in Russia, Comrade l'lekha-
noff, and represented by the maga­
zine "Iskra" and the other headed 
by Comrade I.enin, and represented 
by the newly established paper, 
"The Proletarian." 

Immediately after the split was 
definitely accomplished, the Interna­
tional Socialist Bureau, upon mo­
tion of Comrade Bebel, offered its 
good servises to effect a reconcil­
iation and amalgamation of the 
two factions. The offer was ac­
cepted by both sides, and as 
late as October last negotiations for 
unity between the two social demo­
cratic factions were in active pro­
gress. The changes are, however, 
that the recent events in Russia have 
effected the desired unity between 
all Russian socialists without the 
intervention of any outside medium. 
At anj rate, the socialists in Russia 
act in perfect accord and union in 
all matters, and the socialist party 
in Russia is united in fact, if not in 
name. 

a. The mode of representation in 
international conventions and on 
the International Bureau. 

When the first of the later day 
international socialist conventions 
was called to be held in Paris in 
18X9, it was agreed that each nation 
was entitled to as many delgates as 
it cared to send, each delegate hav­
ing one vote, except where a vote 
was demanded by countries, in which 
case each country was given one 
vote regardless of the strength of 
the socialist movement in such 
country. This system continued 
until the London Congress of 1896 
when the number of votes of each 
country was increased to two in or­
der to give representation to 
two factions of the party, where 
such factions existed. At the same 
time, the International Socialist 
Bureau was established as the exe­
cutive organ of the international so­
cialist movement, and each country 
was allowed two delegates or secret­
aries on the bureau. At the last In­
ternational Congress held at Amster­
dam, some objections were raised 
against this system of representa­
tion. It was pointed out that the 
international conventions and bu­
reau did not properly express the 
sentiment MM) attitude o.) the social­
ist movement at large, if the vole oi

Because of his subserviency 
to the Heinze interests, and his be­
trayal of socialist principles, the 
other man, Wainscott, was pulled 
down from his office by the undated 
resignation which the party holds 
over its representative. Maginniss 
immediately reappointed him to the 
positition which his resignation had 
made vacant1 and Mr. Ambrose of­
fered to bet his "honor" that Wain-

The News expects to send a man 
over to Butte to get indisputable 
evidence that he can gamble almost 
anywhere. The result will be pub­
lished and the name of the resorts 
given. 

It is the socialist movement that 
dares unmask the hypocracy of cap­
italism. No matter what the evi­
dence is, no just verdict could ever 
be obtained in a Heinze ruled court. 
But socialists know it and every­
body knows it, that gambling is just 
as wide open todav as it ever was; 
only it has the added sin of saying 
that it isn't, and taking the livery of 
Cod to serve the devil in.

Comrades: The phenomenal pres 
idential campaign of 1904, showing 
the political progress of the Socialist 
party' with 409,230 votes recorded 
for itc candidates, is a part of his­
tory. 

This year the attention given to 
organization, and the campaigns 
that were waged amidst the epidem­
ic of "reform" movements, steered 
by capitalists, involved a heavv 
financial burden upon the national 
office. The organization, as such, 
is in better condition today than 
ever before, and the dues paving 
members arc on the increase. 

The high carnival of corruption 
in financial, industrial and political 
circles makes the toiler ever more 
susceptible to the philosophy of so 
cialism. There is no other avenue 
of escape. 

Socialism is the all pervading top­
ic of our time. The dreams of to­
day are the realities of tomorrow. 
The general discontent so largely in 
evidence, must be molded into a 
constructive force. The present 
party membership should and can 
be increased fourfold, preparatory 
to again demonstrate to a doubting 
world the assured political triumph 
of the working class in the general 
congressional election of 1906. 

The national executive committee 
calls upon all comrades, everywhere, 
to earnestly co-operate in a cam­
paign of educaiion and organization, 
exceeding in scope anything hereto 
fore undertaken. Beginning with 
the new year, a larger force of na 
tioiial organizers are to be sent 
afield, and stationed for periods 
ranging from three days to three 
weeks in a given locality. Lafft 
locals, small locals, strong locals, 
weeks locals, all are to be reached, 
and unorganized territory covered. 

An edition of six hundred thou 
sand "Weeks phamplets" is nearly 

disposed of, supplied mainlv to state 
committees at half the cost of print­
ing. This expense about equalled 
the entire contributions to the "na­
tional agitation fund" for six months. 
I.ike documents in larger quantities 
should follow in rapid succession. 

Comrades: To carry into execu­
tion these plans, submitted by your 
national executive committee, and 
build an organization to vanquish 
capitalism, now vulnerable at every 
point, a sufficient national agitation 
fund must be raised. Not much 
from any. a little from each local 
ami individual, according to their 
means, to the end that the age-long 
tyranny of capitalism shall end in 
the battle royal. 

Capitalism will fall before the or­
ganized hosts of Socialism, and by 
that organization the eclipse can be 
timed. Your contribution, large or 
small, will light the torch of free­
dom, man the watch tower, and 
prove a potent factor for the eman­
cipation of mankind. 

(Mily those blind to facts or the 
mentally dead, insist that we will 
continue to make millionaires by 
the hundreds and paupers by the 
millions. 

A dollar more or less in the trea 
sury of the local does not count 
much for agitation: added to the 
"national agitation fund" it will ad­
vance our movement all along the 
line. Contribute now, that no dav 
be fruitless in the new year.

numbing her tired brain as she sat 
down by the road to rest a minute 
for the long walk homeward. She 
was a very little girl—one of those 
who are ceremoniously bundled out 
of the mill while the inspector is be­
ing entertained in the office; one of 
those whose pitiful and well proven 
wrongs would take many men from 
legislative halls and the pews of 
of fashionable churches to spend 
long terms behind prison bars if our 
laws were enforced against the rich 
as they are enforced against the 
poor. But the child knew nothing 
of this. She could not understand, 
she could only feel, the injustice 
that was crushing the life from iier 
frail little body. Her blindness 
and ignorance caused the worst of 
her suffering. 

For she was not yet past suffering 
the sharp mental anguish that is so 
much worse than any physical pain. 
You can work a child until it 
grows incapable of thought—in­
capable of any feeling save phy­
sical sensations. She had not 
worked long enough for that. 

The sun had risen more than an 
hour before she had been freed from 
the machines. She basked in its 
rays for a moment, stretched out on 
the hard ground, then taking up her 
tiny dinner pail she started down 
the long, red road between the rows 
of box-like shanties where many of 
the mill operatives lived. Her home 
was in the country, three miles out 
across low. red hills. She had not 
been used to walking alone. Her 
older sister had walked with her 
and worked beside her in the mill, 
but one dav her sister had been too 
sick to work, and a few days after­
wards thev had put her down in the 
ground and had told the child she 
was in heaven. The child could 
not understand, but then all grown 
up people are hard to understand. 
They told her in Sunday-school— -
these strange, grown-up people, that 
God loves little children and that he 
had put it into the good capitalist 
to build the cotton mill so that they 
have work. The child accepted it 
all with a child's faith, doubting 
nothing, but it was like some strange 
puzzle to her mind. If Cod loves 
litt'e girls why does he want them 
to work in the mill? He knows 
everything, so of course he knows 
how it hurts. 

The child was not rebellious, she 
was only puzzled and tired, so 
tired. She heard the far off whistle 
of the morning train as she neaied 
the crossing and thought of how 
careful her sister had always been 
to keep her off the track when the 
train rushed past them. There was 
a sharp curve in the track just 
above the crossing so near that the 
man could not stop the train, so her 
sister had said, even if he saw them 
on the track. The child remem­
bered it now and the memorv tore 
her heatt for she had loved her 
sister better than anything in the 
world. 

She stood on the track and looked 
at the interminable red hills stretched 
out between her and her home. She 
was tired, so tired. Do von know 
what it is to be so tired that each 
step vou take is torture and each 
breath a long drawn out agony? 
The child stood still for a moment 
with bent head, then she turned and 
walked deliberately up the track a 

little nearer the curve. She knelt 
on the track and turned her little 
old face with its hopeless eyes to­
ward the clear morning sky. 

"Dear Ford." she said. "I'm 
plum beat out. I don't want to 
work in the mill no more and I do 
want Janey so bad. I've prayed 
and prayed for other things and 
none of 'em ever corned, but I won't 
pester you any more for nothin' if 
you'll let me be with Janey. For 
Jesus sake. Amen." 

She lay down on the track with 
her small hands folded beneath her 
and her eyes shut tight that she 
might not see it coming. She felt 
the rough timbers shuddering be­
neath her and the distant roar of 
the train grew louder, more deafen­
ing, more like the machinery that 
roared around her all night. 

And then the engineer who was 
wildly cursing his own powerless-
ness felt the sickening crunch as her 
little life was ground out beneath 
the w heels, so much more mercifully 
than it would otherwise ground out 
in the wheels of the mill. As soon 
as the train could be stopped the 
trainmen ran back to the rear where 
the scattered fragments lav. The 
engineer laid his hand on the largest 
piece of the child and felt that it 
was warm and quivering. He 
turned on the others furiously, his 
hard features drenched with tears. 

"There's her dinner pail." he 
said." She's laid down there and 
went to sleep after working all night 
in that hell of a mill." 

And then he cursed the mill and 
tts owner and the civilization that 
produced them both with such rare 
and savage profanity, that the ladiet 
in the rear car w ho had looked out 
at the w indow to ascertain the cause 
of the delay turned away disdain­
fully ami summoned the porter to 
close the windows. When a little 
later they learned the cause of his 
outburst they felt sorry of course 
for the child, but then—such per­
fectly shocking language could not 
help it. 

Thev wondered as the train again 
moved forward why an inscrutable 
providence ever permits such people 
to come within earshot of the re­
spectable and refined. 

CAPITALIST A T T A C K S

Already the established capitalist 
governments of the earth are taking 
alarm at the strength the proletar­
ian program is showing in Russia. 
The spasm has even struck the faith­

ful press of Helena, and they have 
commenced their campaign of mis­
representation and rancor against 
the socialists. A few days ago the 
Record gave considerable space in 
its editorial columns to the Sunday 
night programs of the Workers'club. 
The speakers were all mentioned, 

and comments made on their ad­
dresses, with the exception of Mrs. 
llazlett, the editor of the state so­
cialist paper. She spoke on the 
"Social Fnrest," and conducted a 
debate with Rablii Klein, that at­
tracted the largest crowd that has 
attended any of the meetings. Mrs. 
Hazlett's grasp of economic ques­
tions and tier years of experience as 
a teacher along such lines entitle 
her at least to decent consideration 
on a program where she appears. 
But she is a socialist, and a hireling

Dixon of Montana are making a 
great splurge in appearing to oppose 
the Philippine bill that provides for 
the importation of sugar into the 
country free of duty. They base 
their opposition tin the old grountl 
of the protection of the sugar in­
dustry in the arid regions of the 
west. 

It is time that the working class 
understood this sec saw farce of the 
tariff that is continually being (lung 
to befool their minds in regard to 
the real issues of moment to them. 
In the first place the tariff is no 
concern of the worker. His stan 
dard of life, that is, his consuming 
powers as measured by his pay is 
being lowered through the organisa­
tion of employers and the enormous 
increase of the unemployed. The 
tariff wail is only in the interest of 
the small sugar producer that finds 
himself being crowded out by the 
sugar trust with its international re­
sources. The big sugar men, or 
the big political parties do not stand 
for any staple set of principles. 
Thev stand only for the profit in­
terests of those concerned. The re 
publican party favored high tarili so 
long as the big manufacturers who 
controlled it, and in whose interest 
it was born, wished to work with 
American labor, and were largely 
restricted to an American field. 

Hut the search for profits has 
broken down the barriers of "patri 
otism" in trade. The millionaire 
bosses of our political policy de 
creetl that the Cuban war should be 
in order that the sugar kings might 
go into the island and gobble the 
sugar plantations. lViuling the 
completion of the benevolent assim 
ilation the tariff issue hung in the 
balance. Hut when the "kings" hatl 
got hold of everything worth having 
the republican party began to shriek 
reduction of tarift. The reason 
stares vm in the fare. The sugar 
men « err producing sit";ir » 11h cheap 
labor, infinitely cheaper mi their 
Cuban plantations than they could 
do in An erica under existing con 
ditions. Cheap production abroad, 
abolition of tariff so the goods rould 
be shippetl in, anil sold on a high 
trust-controlled market made 
ideal condition for American gov­
ernment made millionaires. 

Hut it has been discovered that 
the mountain v alley irrigated lands 
were peculiarly adapted to growing 
beets of high saccharine matter. Kn-
terprising minds thought they saw 
a chance to develop a new industry; 
and the nation beheld the anomaly 
of a double back action somersault 
on the part of the old parties in re­
gard to the tariff. The republican 
party, composed of the big pro­
ducers, favors low tariff on sugar, 
while the small manufacturers, the 
sugar beet men of the west, that 
have always sought protection under 
the wing of the democratic party, 
are clamorous in their demands of 
• high tariff. They want to keep 
out the competition of trust sugar, 
produced in foreign dependencies, 
at 16 cents a day. 

Are they foolish enough to think

T h e L o s Angeles Record of De­
cember 5th suggests the constant ly 
increasing employment of women 
in the commerc ia l and manufac tu­
r ing wor ld as a possible cause of 
race suicide. T h i s is undoubtedly 
true f r o m several s tandpoints. T h e 
fact that the average young man of 
today finds it impossible to sup­
port a fami ly in moderately c o m ­
fortable c i rcumstances leads a voung 
woman who can support herself 
fa i r lv wel l , to think ca re fu l ly be-
fose she embarks on the matr imo­
nial sea. Whi l e life in the average 
business office is exact ing, and none 
too pleasant, l i fe in the average 
poor man's home, where a woman 
must be wife, mother ami house­
keeper, nurse and cook, and where 
she must see her ch i ld ren as well as 
herself denied many of the things 
she has previously considered 
as the necessities of l i fe , is 
even harder to endure. Were it not 
for the passionate mother inst inct 
ami love of home, the above reason 
alone would seriously threaten race 
suicide. But there are other and 
more disastrous causes. T h e g i r l 
who has spent the tlower of her 
youth in a fac tory o r a store is usu­
al ly utterly unfit ted for the exhaust­
ing experience of motherhood. If 
she sur \ ives the first two or three 
years of marr ied l i fe herself, it is 
only to br ihg into being ch i ld ren 
who have not the phys ica l cons t i tu 
t ion to grow into robust matur i ty . 
The l i fe t l ra in ing work, 011 her feet 

al l day i n the shop or fac tory or 
store, has left her no exuberance of 
health to transmit to her babes, and 
usually she has insufficient mi lk f o r 
their nourishment, and they have 
the addetl menace of unnatural f o o d 
to contend with. Then, too, there 
is the large army of mothers who 
are ob l iged to work in factories and 
shops before the bi r th of their c h i l ­
dren anil while the latter are grow ­
ing up, if they survive in fancy . 
What a fea r fu l handicap ch i ld ren 
born under these cond i t ions must 
struggle against fo r mere phys ica l 
existence! 

In view of these facts, fo r the sake 
of the babes of today, ami the babes 
of tomorrow, let us strain every ef­
fort toward hastening the day of the 
co-operat ive commonwea l th . — F.dith

INTERNATIONAL 
WAR REPORT 

( C o n t i n u e d f r o m page 1.) 

G e r m a n y , e. i . , wi th its three m i l ­
l ion social is ts ; and while it was rec 
ognized that a perfect system of 
propor t iona l representation is im 
poisibie in the internat ional con­
ventions and on the bureau in view 
nf the tact that it is more than tlitti 
cult to l a d a proper test of the re­
presentative strength of the social 
ist movement in different S O W t l i c i 
it was the general understanding 
that a more equitable system of vot 
ing should be devised for fu ture con 
ventions and for the bureau. 

A ith that object i n view, the bu­
reau appointed a sub commit tee to 
elaborate ami submit a more satis 
factory plan of vot ing. T h e sub 
committee, through C o m r a d e V a n 
K o l therefore submit ted a mot ion m 
substance to the effect that the vot­
ing in convent ions be readjusted bv 
giv ing to the various nations differ 
ent numbers of votes, on the scale 
of 2 to 6, accord ing to the compar­
ative strength and influence of the 
social is t movement in those coun­
tries and acco rd ing to the pol i t i ca l 
importance of the countr ies , the 
number of votes of each count ry to 
be determined by the bureau. T o 
this mot ion your representative made 
the f o l l o w i n g amendment: " W h e r e 
the social is ts of a count ry are repre 
sented at an internat ional congress 
by two or more parties, the number 
of votes a l lowed to the count ry shal l 
be dis t r ibuted among such parties 

In proport ion to their respettive 
strength and standing. The distr i 
bution shall be made in the first i n ­
stance bv the delegation f rom such 
c o u n t r y but in case of a disagree­
ment, the decis ion should be left 
to the bureau." 

In making this amendment I gave 
the fo l lowing reason for the same: 

I believe that the vote of an inter­
national congress should express the 
wil l of the majori ty of the organized 
socialists of the wor ld as nearly as 
possible, ami just as we are endeav­
oring to do justice to the different 
nationalities among themselves, we 
•hotild do justice to each organi /a 
t ion within the na t iona l i t y . " The 
motion w a s subsequently fur ther 
amended by giv ing to each member 
of the bureau the number of votes 
which his party would be entit led 
to c t s t in convent ion. 

The motion and various amend­
ments are now under discussion, and 
wi l l probably be acted upon at the 
next session of the bureau. 

3. The attitude of the socialists in 
case of war. 

T h e repeatetl war rumors in diff­
erent l .uropean countries within the 
last year, and the g rowing strength 
of the socialist movement as a fac tor 
in international pol i t ics , have caused 
the socialist parties of F.urope to 
occupy themselves seriously with 
the attitude of the social is t parties 
In case of an actual or threatened 
war. Thus, when there seemed to 
be the danger of an armed conf l ic t 
between Austra l ia and Italy last 
spring, the socialists of Italy Aus t r i a 
and Hungary , held a conference at 
Trieste, M a y 21-22, 1905, ami 
adopted strong resolutions protest­
ing against such war, and int imat ing 
that the workingmen of both coun 
tries might answer a declara t ion of 
war with a general strike. The con­
ference is said to have greatly con­
tributed to the cessation of war 
talk between the two countries i n 
question. 

When the so-called " M o r o c o af­
f a i r " threatened to invo lve France, 
Germany and perhaps F.ngland, in 
war, the socialists of the three coun­
tries were the first to take an ener­
getic stanti against it , and it was on 
that occas ion that our comrades in 
Germany invi ted the French Soc ia l ­
ist Jean Jaures to address the pub­
lic meeting of w o rk ingmen in Ber l in . 
The ac t ion of the G e r m a n govern­
ment i n p roh ib i t ing the contemplat­
ed speech of Jaures, and direct ing 
its F rench ambassador to make a 
personal explanat ion to Comrade 
Jaures, are st i l l in the memory of 
all . T h e incident cer tainly added 
a great deal of prestige to the Ger­
man and French social is t parties if 
it adtletl none to the G e r m a n gov 
ernment. The question also gave 
rise to the famous sympos ium of the 
views of socialists of a l l countries 
on the subject of the attitude of 
socia l i sm in case of war, and finally 
our F rench comrades submitted a 
formal resolution to be voted upon 
by the nat ional organizat ions of a l l 
•-•it ialist parties aff i l iated with the 

i bureau. The or ig ina l of the resolu-
j t ion is in Trench, but I attach an 

l .nglish translation of the same, ami 
in order to bring it proper ly before 

! our nat ional committee I hereby 
move the adoption of the same.

" A s soon as a si tuat ion shall be 
presented which, openly or secretlv, 
may give rise to an apprehension of 
.1 conl l ic t between two or more gov­
ernments, and render a war be­
tween them possible or probable, the 
socialts^ parties of the countries 
concerned should at once, ami upon 
the i nv i t a t i on of the International 
Social is t Bureau, enter into direct 
communica t ions with a view to de­
termine upon a concerted mode of 
act ion on the part of socialists and 
workingmen of the interested conn 
tries i n order to prevent the war. 

At the same time the parties of 
the other countries should be ad­
vised by the secretary of the bureau 
•nd a meeting of the International 
Social is t Bureau shal l be held as 
soon thereafter as possible for the 
purpose of devising the most appro 
piiate measures to be taken by the 
entire internat ional social is t move­
ment, and the organized working 
class to prevent the war . "
