I n regard to a proposal to make a

Mine Owners Seek Excuse . 

The labor t roubles i n the smelters 

o f U t a h and Colorado are be ing ttti 
as an excuse by the mine owners f o r 

not be ing in a h u r r y to readjust the 

e x i s t i n g d i f f i c u l t i e s . 
Oeorge W i n g f i e l d , vice-president o f 

the Consol ida ted company, has opened 
a r e c r u i t i n g of f ice f o r scabs i n Halt 
L a k e . On Wednesday he thought he 
had 120 men he cou ld s ta r t to G o l d -
field. T h e y kep t d r o p p i n g off at the 
va r i ous towns a long the way u n t i l 
when they reached O o l d f i e l d there were 
ju s t about 60 men l e f t . T h e y ran 
these i n on a specia l t r a i n f r o m V e ­
gas w h i c h reached here at fou r o ' c l o c k 
i n the morn ing . The next day th rough 
the pcrsuat ions of the union men there 
were jus t 24 l e f t who s tuck to w o r k . 

The da i ly papers are s t a t i n g that 
the pieketers are becoming more ag­
gress ive in accos t ing the s t r i ke break­
ers. The f ac t of the- mat ter is tuat 
the pieketers are very temperate in 
the i r representat ions to the s t r i ke 
breakers , but the la t te r seem encour­
aged to use v i l e language to the union 
men. There is no doubt that the mine 
owners are t r y i n g to s t i r r up t rouble . 

L e g a l i z e the O u n M e n . 

I f the operators and G o v . S p a r k s 
can have thei r way w i t h the legis la­
ture they in tend it to s imp ly lega l ize 
the gun men a l ready employed by the 
companies about the mines. U n d e r 
present condi t ions the s h e r i f f ' s o f f i ce 
w i t h a force of about 40 deputies scat­
tered through the camp keeps the h i red 
thugs in order. B u t i f the l eg i s la tu re 
au thor izes Spa rks to f o r m a Btate po­
l ice ami a l l these gun men are a l -
vanced to the d i g n i t y of state marshals 
they w i l l then have au thor i ty over the 
s h e r i f f ' s o f f i ce , and the miners w i l l be 
expec ted t o submi t to thei r b r u t a l 
ru le .

M r . W i l l i a m s , delegate f o r the t rades 
assembly, was the on ly A .

man c a l l e d before the commiss ion , a m i 
he spoke most earnes t ly in f a v o r of 
the conten t ion the Wes te rn Fede ra t ion 
was m a k i n g at h is t ime. The carpen­
ters and a l l A . F . of L men in ter ro­
gated, d i savow any i l l fee l ings be­
tween the two o rganiza t ions . But on 
the contrary are suffering from the 
same outrages on the part of the mine 
owners that have driven the miners to 
s t r ike , and say that the action of ! be 
employers will simply servs to drive 
labor together. The mine owners made 
their own seals of wages, dropping the 
carpenters peremptorily $2.00 a day, 
from $7 to $6. As a result the men 
en the narw Ooldfield hotel quit, and 
the organisation* of the carpenters, 
electricians and others are holding 
special meetings to reach a decision as 
to their line of action. T h e intention 
of the carpenters is to accept $0 and 
the closed shop or if the open shop is 
demanded to insist on the $7 wage. 
This would, of course, mean a strike, 
The mine owners have become so 
blindly idiotic that they th ink all they 
have to do is to issue an ultimatum, 
•ay, "presto, change," and the unions 
will disappear. They seem complete­
ly oblivions to the fact industrial or­

gan iza t i on has become the cond i t i on 
of our c i v i l i z a t i o n , and t h ink that out 
here i n the desert they can reverse the 
whole process of evo lu t ion . 

Preparing for Extra Session.

Proposed Measures. 

There are thTee measures that are 

supposed to occupy the t ime of the ex­

t r ao rd ina ry session. The first is the 

m i l i t a r y quest ion, the second the mat­

ter of an add i t i ona l .judge for G o l d 

field, and the t h i r d a b i l l f o r compul ­

sory a r b i t r a t i o n . 
In the case of the judgeship, the 

mine owners declare an additional 
judge is necessary to take ears of the 
"tremendous increase in criminal bo 
skness piling up in the Goldfield dis­
tr ic t ." ' I 'h in U in accordance with 
their set policy to proclaim to the 
world that a reign of terror exists here 
because of the unions. The carpenters 
have been circulating a petition for a 
compulsory arbitration measure, and 
this propoition has been taken up by 
various trade councils through the 
state. The eleetrical workers art es­
pecially active In the matter. More 
than a thousand signatures have been 
obtained so far.

was made f r o m the fabulous over f low 
of the Oomstock mine of ancient g lo ry 
and the r i ch treasures of V i r g i n i a C i t y 
that s tar t led the wor ld , and gave to 
A m e r i c a i ts washer-woman ar i s tocracy 
in the Fa i r s , F loods and their i l k , that 
are engaged at present in s e t t i ng the 
pace of what is r ea l ly genteel and wo­
man ly by s m o k i n g c igaret tes in pub l i c 
cafes . 

B u t the boom l e f t Carson as a l l 
booms do, and now it is only a sleepy 
l i t t l e coun t ry town that wakes up semi 
occas ional ly when the pe r iod ica l legis-
t i \ e g r a f t i n due. The ex t ra s e s s i j n 
is a god-send to i t , and i t bust les and 
[>uts on a business a i r to make stran­
gers t h ink i t is a lways this way . 

Scaly Politics. 

P o l i t i t c s showed i t s e l f f r o m the ve ry 

first move. T h e admin i s t r a t i on i n Ne­

v a d a is democra t ic , and B o b S k a g g s 

was s |K ' aker o f the house at the last 

regular session. W h e n the Washoe de­

legat ion a r r i v e d a boom was launched 

f o r F r a n k Fo l som f o r speaker, wh o has 

a l w a y s opposed Skaggs , and wh o was 

had the support of a m a j o r i t y of the 

republ icans . B u t A t t o r n e y - G e n . Stod­

da rd col lapsed that boom by h a n d i n g 

d o w n a dec i s ion I short t ime before 

the assembly convened to the effect 

that the p rev ious o rgan iza t ion should 

p reva i l d u r i n g t l x t r a session. When 
Secre ta ry o f S tn te Douglas ca l l ed the 
house to order , he made the announce­
ment that the old o rgan iza t ion would 
ho ld over, a n d Speaker Skaggs took 
the chair . T h e c l a i m is now made that 
such o r g a n i z a t i o n is uncons t i tu t iona l 
and embar ras s ing compl i ca t ions may 
bo tho resul t . 

It appears that Congressman Itart 
lett and seve ra l other a d m i n i s t r a t i o n 
heelers made up the i r minds several 
days ago tha t i t was not necessary to 
reorganize f o r this session, so the pres­
ent a r rangement , as f a r as it goes, 
p r a c t i c a l l y a subs tan t ia t ion o f the Gov 
ernor Spa rks po l i cy . I t was won, how­
ever, by t r i c k e r y and not by a f a i r 
m a j o r i t y agreement . 

T h e senate went through the f o r m 
of r eo rgan iza t ion a l though the o l d or­
gan i za t i on was re ta ined both as to of­
ficers and at tachees. L ieu tenan t -Gov­
ernor D i c k e r s o n is the p r e s i d i n g o f f i ce r 

Whip the Slaves i n t o Obedience 

T i n ' g o v e r n o r ' s message was short 

and dealt a lmost en t i re ly w i t h the 

<ioldliled business, a l though " reserv­

ing the r i g h t to oall your a t t en t ion to 

other legislative business w h i l e in ses­

sion. " " T h o object and purpose is 

legislative action concerning conten­

tions be tween labor unions and mine 

operators in the mining district of 

Goldfield." A n important factor or­

ganised labor is becoming when it can 

force legislative bodies to assemble to 

crush its aspirations. 
The governor also states that a large 

majority of the people of the state ex­
pressed the hope that the honorable 
bodies would by pet i t ion prevail on 
the persidant to retain the troops at 
Goldfield temporarily if not perma­
nently. This io a point-blank f a l s i f i ­
cation. The " m a j o r i t y " of the peo­
ple at Nevada are miners and not mine 
owners; and it is with the latter alone 
that Sparks has consulted.

In the senate three committees were 

combined to f o r m a special commit tee 

to handl. a l l the matters p e r t a i n i n g to 

the Go ld f i e ld s i t u a t i o n . These w e r » 

the j u d i c i a r y , m i l i t a r y and Ind ian af­

f a i r s , an i f edera l re la t ions . 

A c c o r d i n g to a previous caucus ar­
rangement it was decided and ca r r i ed 
through both houses on Wednesday 
that the republ icans of both bodiea 

'- • -• t i . . . members and : be democrat* 
do the same, f o r m i n g a commit tee of 
ten i c each house to j o i n t l y act on the 
Gold f i e ld s i tua t ion . These commit tees 
were chosen by the respect ive p o l i t i c a l 
f a c t i on , and the i r appointment con­
firmed by the p re s id ing o f f i ce r . B o t h 
bodies then ad journed f o r the a f te r ­
noon to a l low these commit tees to con­
f e r on how to l i c k the miners. 

Never was there a more f lagrant 
e x h i b i t i o n of the f a c t tha t both pol i ­
tical part ies are s i m p l y d i v i s i o n s of 
the r u l i n g class. These p o l i t i c a l re­
presentat ives f r a n k l y dec la re t l ia t 
there is no po l i t i c s i n th is , that the 
only question is what to do w i t h these 
obstreperous miners .

Labor is n o t h i n g but a haphazard 

slave as ye t in the social m i n d . There 

i t no concept ion yet of the i n j e c t i o n 

of system in to the doing o f the work 

of the w o r l d . There is a commit tee 

on corporat ions, the other side of the 

propost ion—and even one on morals . 

Fcsler o f E l y is the cha i rman of the 

committee on morals . H e ran the P a l ­

ace saloon and g a m b l i n g house at Oold­

field w i t h a l l the appurtenances. The 

gambl ing house is said to have made 

$.'lo.iK)0 i n a s ingle week. Fes ler runs 

a saloon now at E l y . B u t he is ex­

actly the proper oapcr in the eyes of 

the cap i t a l i s t s of Nevada to fix up the 

' m u r a l s " o f the state. 

M a c K i n n o n , president of the G o l d -
field M i n e r s ' U n i o n , is here on the 
complaint against the un ion b e i n g 
t r ied i n the f e d e r a l court . The case 
hangs on unconscionably , b e i n g put off 
again and again f o r other mat ter . It 
is the p r e v a l i n g op in ion that i t w i l l 
be purposely de layed t i l l a f t e r some 
decision i n the Ooldf ie ld a f f a i r s has 
ben reached in the legis la ture . Some 
hal f dozen other union men are also 
here f r o m var ious parts of the state. 

The Goldfield Chamber of Commerce 
Is represented in large and aggressive 
numbers, and Cbns. A . Spraguo , i ts 
president, is here b rea th ing forth b r im-
atone and fire at the Federation. He 
has given out in several newspaper 
interviews a lot of hocus-pocus about 
the Western Federation l>cing organ 
lied not to co-operate with capital but 
to oppose it and confiscate its prop­
erty. He compaltns boo sua* it Is not 
s labor but a political organisation 
that has held the district in terror for 
ysars and insulted the " l o y a l " citi­
zenship by parading with the " r e d " 
tag of anarchy." 

Machinists Oppose Sparks. 

The Machinists Union of Sparks held 
a meeting Monday and passed resolu­
tions condemning the action of Gov­
ernor Sparks in calling for troops, and 
offers the support of the machinists io 
the unions of the southern camp. The 
resolutions recommend that the legis 
alture refuse to enaet any measures 
applying to the Goldfield conditions,

You have the ballot and 
a public school system that allows no 
illiterates; yet we find no socialist 
movement, an 1 the workers fighting 
socialism, where we should have the 
most advanced movement in tin- world. 
Something is wrong, comrades; not 
your intellect, 1 assure you, but your 
judgement. We use not such tactics 
in (Jermnny :i> y..u use in Bri-ain. We 
get results in Germany, and if you de­
sire results in Britain, you must 
ehange your tactics."

days oldt The Salvation Army has a 
baby of that kind and wants to find 
it a good home. The little one ia bright 
and healthy. Its mother died a few 
daya ago, shortly after giving it birth, 
and its father was killed some months 
ago in a mining accident. 

'' The people who cared for the 
mother through her illness and death 
could not bear the burden of the little 
one on account of hard times, said Ad­
jutant Kuhn last night, "so it was 
turned over to the army. We want to 
place it in a good home and would pre­
fer it being adopted. It is as bright 
as a new dollar and as happy as a 
little one can be. We would apprec 
iate if a good home is found for it." 

The above is clipped from the Stan­
dard of last Monday morning. What 
a commentary on our society is this, 
where a new born child has to be beg-
ing for a home. 

"The people who cared for the mo­
ther through her illness and death 
could not bear the burden of the lit­
tle one on account of the hard times." 

Society makes no provision to carj 
for destitute mothers during periods 
of child birth.

form of wealth through which labor 
cannot be exploited." That is, social­
ism aims at the collective ownership 
of only that property (most of which 
is now privately owned and operated 
for private profits) which is used to 
exploit the public—whether producers 
(as factory hands, wage earners,niin 
era, etc.) or consumers( users of cosl, 
lry goods, meat, etc.) 

There will be far more private own­
ership for the average man under so-
ialism than there is now. What a 

man producea will be his; he will not 
have to divide up what he produces 
with a capitalist who is born heir to 
capital, but has himself produced no­
thing. Exploitation is doomed. It is 
time for Taft to read up. Hia audi­
ences are becoming more enlightened 
than he. Our present industrial ays 
tem has wretchedly deviated the work­
ers, but they are learning neverthe­
less. 

A few months ago the republican 
postmaster of Chicago was nominated 
for mayor. He accepted the nomina­
tion, the campaign was waged, but the 
republican postmaster was not relieved 
of his job for dabbling in politics. A 
common mail carrier, however, dare 
not be nominated, or he will be ex­
pelled from the service. Witness an 
instance if this a year or so ago in 
New York. 

I personally know of a mail carrier, 
whom the P. M. here, a republican, 
has asked to vote for one of his polit­
ical favorites. He did not feel that 
it was safe to refuse, so he promised 
to do as wished. But it was in his 
case only a promise. He voted his 
sentiments and kept mum. But the 
significant and deplorable fact is, that 
a postmaster appointed by politicians 
is given great latitude to work in pol­
itics, but a common clerk or mail car­
rier is politically emasculated. 

I read in today's news, that First 
Assistant Postmaeter General Hitch­
cock has been selected to manage*the 
Taft campaign. But First Asst. P. M. 
Hitchcock is not summarily expelled 
from the service for political activity 
—oh, no! It is "civil service" for 
the workers, but not for the bosses. 

Every governmental official should 
be appointed on his merits, bnt it is 
not now so. As long as politicians 
have the power to appoint governmen 
al offiials, the appointments will be 
given generally to political favorites.' 
And these appointees will be allowed 
covertly to continue their political ac­
t ivity as henchmen for their bosses. 
As long as this continues the public 
ISfTisS wil l be rotten. The places of 
trust wi l l be filled, as largely now, by 
•ora l lepers and political prostitutes 
The appointing system of filling pub 
lie offices must be destroyed. »

Fanners Assimilate the Union Methods 
The American Society of Equity 

(Farmers' Union) Is vigorously prose-
uting its policy of co-operation with 

organized labor. In a letter of recent 
date addressed to international unions 

aving labels, Secretary Tubbs of that 
rganizaiton and one of its delegates 

to the A. F. of L. convention, says: 
We should have your active sup-

ort. The success of this movement 
will do many things. It will remove 
(he farmer as a strike breaker. It will 
help to organize the unorganized in 
the farming districts, where practical-

all tho s w e a t shop open shop, non­
union goods aro sold, and it will fore-
cvor remove the obnoxious spectator 
and exploiter. 

It ia apparent to afi who have 
given the matter any serious .thought 
that the mechanics end farmers must 
o operate. Union mechanics and the 

union farmers must co operate to the 
end that there may be established in 
the cities and towns, particularly in 
tho commercial centers, Equiety Pro­
ducers and Consumers' Exchange own­
ed and controlled by the producers and 
onsumers, free from the evil influence 

of Wall street and the speculators, and 
all times, run in behalf of union 

mechanics and union farmers. 

When wo cooperate along this 
line, the enormous profits that now go 
to the gamblers in our food can be 
livided between the mechanics and 
the farmers. In a word, the farmer 
will get more for his products and will 
not be cheated out of half of it, as he 
is under the present system, and the 
mechanics will got his food stuffs, 
from fifteen to twenty per cent less 
than he is now paying." 

On the subject of the union label 
as a co-operabivc medium "The Mul­
titude," a farmers' magazine pub­
lished in St. Louis, quotes the report 
of the United States Industrial Com­
mission, on the distribution of farm 
products, Vol. 6 , which says: 

The union label is regarded by 
many of the nn>st careful students of 
the problem of distribution as an ef-

ctive solution by co-operation of the 
kindred interests of rural urban labor. 

nder such conditions of united ac­
tion, the distributors, especially the 
mercantile portions of them, would be 

HS masters of the situation and rather 
the servants of these allied interests. 
Wherever both classes, i. e., rural and 
urban consumers, co-operate, undoubi-

lly the union label may be regarded 
is the most important part of the en. 
tire labor movement." 

"Farm and Factory" of Binghamp-
ton, N. Y . , an exponent of the farm­
ers' union label, in speaking of mater­
ial effects, says: 

"The laibel idea has been in use 
among the trades unions for about ten 
years and has revolutionized the labor 
movement. Today there are fifty 
trades having labels, and every month 
millions are used. Before the adop 
tioti of the label there was no way for 
the different trades to help one an 
itber, except directly, but now, by 

buying union labeled goods, the mem­
bers of one trade can help those of 
another, no matter how far apart they 
ire. Through the label the trades 
union and the farmers ' union can co­
operate and be of great help to one 
mother. That this is true is being 
lenionstrated right here in Binghamp 

ton every day. The demand for union 
labeled farm produce Is greater than 
the supply. One instance as an ex­
ample: A sales committee f rom a 
creamery tried t o mako sales of butter 
for the coming year and they were 
told by the merchants that i f they put 
tin.' farmers' union label on the pro-
duet, it would bo bought, but not 
otherwise. There is no theory about 
this; it is in practical operation." 

The American Society of Equiety 
has a membership of approximately 
IttyMt, largely m the middle states. 

The i'armers' Educational and Co­
operative I'liiim o f America is estab­
lished largely in Texas and adjoining 
states and is reputed to have a mem 
bership of 1,5(10,000. 

Friendly relations exist between the 
two organizations that may result iu 
their amalgamation. 

Each has a union label but an agree 
ment upon one is probable.—The Bulle 
t in.

Armed Troops Invade a Peaceful 
Community. 

" A t (lol Ifielil, Esmeralda county, 
slate of Nevada, there do now exist 
demonstrations of violence and un­
lawful conditions :i ml conspiracies 
which do now obstruct and continue 
to obstruct and hinder the execution 
of the laws of the state of Nevada

Hueh was the Issgssgt of O o v i rnnr 
Hpnrks in bis requisition upon Presi­
dent Roosevelt I ir federal troops. 

The statement was nlmolutelv false 
At that time the miners had been on 
strike for ten days. They refused to 
work because the operators would not 
guarantee their wage- with a reason 

able security. The strike since its in­
ception has been absolutely peace­
able. There was not a single infringe 
ment of the law, and the peace officers 
reported a marked absence of drunk­
enness. The sheriff of the county had 
all along declared his competency to 
handlo the situation. 

Tho impression was circulated that 
Haywood, who had been in the camp 
some time previously, was responsible 
for the strike, whereas Haywood had 
left the place before any discussion of 
the cause leading up to the strike had 
taken place. So widespread was this 
report that tho " N e w York Volkszei-
t u n g " sent a wire to Haywood at 
(ioldfleld, although he was nut there 
at all , stating that the capitalist pa­
pers reported riot conditions through 
his influence, and asking for a dis­
patch from him on the true s sad l l i on . 

A number of county officials and 
members of the legislature sent a pro­
test to Governor Hparks, averring that 
there was no disturbance existing iu 
Coldf ie ld , nor had thore ever been. But 
the gold-bought political hireling of 
the capitalist class has proved a fla­
grant traitor to his anti-election prom 
ises wherein he promised the workers 
of Nevada that soldiers should novel 
be brought into the state to aid the 
capitalists. So the miners are getting 
what they voted for in Nevada as 
eUewhere—a solid capitalist program 
as against the word of a single capi­
talist framed especially to catch their 
votes. 

Tho act has been an invitation co 
the Mine Owners' Association to re­
peat in Nevada the atrocities of Col­
orado. 

Through the direction of the presi­
dent Adjutant (leneral Ainsworth by 
order of the acting secretary of war 
sent word to the troops stationed at 
< loldtii Id that 1 hey were not sen! It 
take part of either side, in a purely 
industrial dispute. 

Under the shadows of the soldiery 
the mine owners got "heap b rave" 
and reduced wages $1 a day, put the 
card system into effect, and proclaim­
ed that no member of tho Western 
I '''deration would be permitted to work 
in the camp.

\ i c i i n l i n g to th" brilliant intolleet* 
of the Montezuma /tub, the headqaat-
ters of the Mine Owenrs' Association, 
the l ost of l iv ing was too high in (lold-
fleld, and tho operators proposed to 
remedy this intolerable grievance by 
li i Mt re.hieing wages and then estab­
lishing company stores. 

Af te r tho report of the labor com­
missioners sent from Washington to 
investigate tho mattor, Boosovelt

B e r l i n , J anua ry 11.—OrJer preva i l s 

th roughout B e r l i n today and there has 
been no recurence o f the demonstra­
t ions o f yesterday f o r manhood suf­
f r a g e i n Prussia. The police, however, 
are s t i l l disposed i n f o r c e at the stra­
tegic po in t s of the c i t y — t h e neighbor-
hood of the palaco and var ious publ ic 
squares, or they aro be ing he ld i n re-
servo at he s ta t ion houses. The po­
lice do not p e r m i t the people t o f o r m 
i n groups and consequently i t has been 
impossible to assemble and s t a r t a 
demonst ra t ion . Mos t o f the men ar­
rested yes terday were released today. 

K a n Bebel , H e r r Singer and the i r 
assistants, who compose the commi t t ed 
o f seven w h i c h is manag ing the Social 
Democrat ic pa r ty , r ega rd the terms in 
which Pr ince V o n Bue low, the Imper­
i a l Chancellor, yes te rday re j ec ted the 
demand f o r manhood s u f f r a g e and a 
secret b a l l o t , instead o f the e x i s t i n g 
proper ty q u a l i f i c a t i o n f o r voters , as a 
declara t ion o f war . 

The V o r w a e r t s , the o f f i c i a l o rgan of 
the commit tee , says t oday t h a t " t h e r e 
w i l l be no quie t i n Pruss ia u n t i l un i 
versal , equal , secret and d i r ec t suffrage 
has been won . Pr ince V o n B u e l o w ' s 
dec lara t ion is qu i t e clear. The phan­
tom of a l i be ra l era is ended. The peo­
ple are warned and t h e y w i l l l e a r n . " 

The paper then asks: " W i l l the gov­
ernment ignore and despise the de­
mand o f the peoplet W e a w a i t the 
cast ing o f respons ib i l i ty upon the p r iv -
i l e j ) * ! and gove rn ing classes. T h i r t y -
seven m i l l i o n people i n Pruss ia are 
w i t h o u t p rope r ty and w i t h o u t r igh t s . 
Social Democracy w i l l organize 3,000,-
000 s t r o n g and make t h e i r demand ir­
resist ible. The government now has 
the w o r d , bu t the people w i l l have the 
final w o r d . "

Le t 
play grounds be set apart and equipped 
w i t h ample cont r ivances f o r out-door 
sports and y o u w i l l have less quarre l ­
i n g and less sco ld ing by the overwork­
ed g r o w n f o l k s . 

Social ism means the o w n i n g o f the 
means o f p roduc t ion and d i s t r i b u t i o n 
b y the workers , so the workers can 
make t h e i r o w n t h i n g s according to 
the i r needs. I t means we w i l l a l l have 
a chance to p r o v i d e a good l i v i n g f o r 
ourselves.

Dear J i m : Have been on the run 
this week. Came out to Sand Coulee 
Monday morning; intended to stay 
over night there but about three 
o'clock I met a couple of comrades 
from Stockett who told me the Miners 
uninon met there that night so I came 
over to Stockett with them in a rig. 

The unions gave me a most cordial 
reception and ordered 50 copies of the 
News for a year.
