INTRODUCTION

After its inglorious performance in 1933 -- the New Masses
team was only able to produce eight monthly issues -- Abe Magil
could hardly believe the announcement that New Masses would
reappear in January 1934 as a weekly. But it was true, and the
magazine went on to publish every week until February 1948.

This new volume contains the combined index for 1934 and
1935.

Covering the first two years of the New Deal, this index
naturally devotes great editorial attention to the activities of FDR's
administration. But the cultural world was given close attention as
well. (It was during these years that the controversial reviews of
Henry Roth's Call It Sleep appeared.)

The New Masses published 141 poems by 96 different poets.
