But the workers learned from  their  ex­
periences. They began to understand that  
they had to unionize other shops besides 
their  own. W orkers in  other parts of the 
country had to be organized to prevent 
them from  being brought in  as scabs. If  
wages and conditions were bad in other  
sections, their  employers would m ove to  
those localities or push their  conditions 
down. Besides that, workers in other 
crafts had to be organized— skilled as well 
as im skilled — in  order that the union m ight  
have a real grip  on the industry.

Inspection, Thiel and Sherman bureaus have hundreds of 
offices from the Pacific to the Atlantic.

The stjjel and automobile industries, among 
other trade groups, maintain their own bureaus 
W espionage or strikebreaking,. and some­
times for both. Company unions .achieved 
their widest development in 1934 and 1935 and 
have become the least expensive strikebreaking 
and espionage technique yet devised, Never­
theless, the private agencies still flourish.

John F. Sherman passed on to his reward 
in March of 1933, but the system he built con­
tinues. From the central office of the Sher­
man Corporation, Engineers, at 22 East 
Fortieth Street, New York' City, there are 
threads of undercover work that cover the 
nation and in one year brought Sherman 
enough of an income to warrant his paying a 
tax to the Federal government of $258,000.

The Soviet 
Constitution

T he new S ov ie t C onstitu tion is 
an in te resting docum en t. I t  is ex­
ceed ing ly encou rag ing that it  
m arks defin ite prog ress tow ard 
c iv il  liberty . M ore than tha t the 
ou ts ider can scarce ly say un til he 
has w atched the new C onstitu tion 
in action . It is in teresting that 
R ussia is pu tting in a tw fe C ham­
ber P S trlia inen t o r S up rem e’-JC oun - 
c il just a t the .tim e w hen m any 
peop le are considering the advan - 
thges o f a one C ham ber C ounc il 
o r P arliam en t. T here is, how ever, 
som e reason fo r the tw o C ham­
bers in R ussia .

Just how the various branches 
o f governm en t w ill  w o rk together 
w ill  depend , w e suppose, stil l  up ­
on the C om m un ist P arty w h ich 
cpparen tly L s the on ly lega l par­
ty , though no t the on ly lega l as­
soc iation under the C onstitu tion . 
A s long as the C om m un ist P arty 
keeps its pow er as the so le party 
it can m ake governm en tal m ach­
inery w ork together abou t as it  
w an ts. T herefo re it w ill  no t be 
easy to judge on the ir m erits the 
advan tages o f the particu lar se t­
up and the d iv is ions o f pow er se t 
fo rth in the new C onstitu tion .

F ina lly , It m ust be observed , 
tha t it  is still  to be p roved w he­
ther o r no t the new in terest in  
c iv il  liberties in R ussia w ill  m ean 
a la ir tr ia l fo r ind iv idua ls to  
w hom the party in  pow er does no t 
W K sh to be fa ll* .
